Tt was subse-
quently discovered tbat the store had tirst
Leen robbed by a gang of negroes, and two
men and two women were arrested and
come of the stolen goods recovered. Sev-
eral attempts were made to lyneh the
prisoners, which were foiled by the sheriff.
Other arrests were made, including Lige
Doughlerty, who, after being badly choked,
eonfessed thut he was a leader of the gang.
He was placed in the =econd story of a
building under a strong guard. A mob
assembled and broke through the guard, but
when about to seize Lige he leaped from
the window and escaped. The crowd fol-

they passed her cabin. An attenipt was
made to seize bher, but she continued firing,
and several of the mob were wounded.
Finally the cabin was fired, and the woman
and four children were dragged out with dil-
ficuity. Dougherty was not arrested, and
there is great excitement, which may proba-
bly lead to further difficulties.

THE SUMMONING OF PARLIAMENT.,

Loxpox, December 19.—The Pall-Mall
Gaselte in a leading article says the Cabinet
has come to a wise resolution., ' If in these
days, after reading the history of the last
ten years, after marking the relations of the
confinental Powers, after learning the les-
son which the condition of Europe at this
moment plainly teaches, if, after this, any
man thinks a rich empire can exist without
ever asserting a disposition to fight for its
positions and existence, that man must be a
fool. If without thinking so be maintains
his point, then he must be some Kind of a
traitor—the sort of traitor, perhaps, who
declares himself a humanitarian or a church-
man first and an Englishman afterwards.

The Post says the summoning of Parlia-
ment probably means no more than a warn-
ing to the other Powers that England does
not propose to allow the Eastern question
to be settled by the three Emperors, and
that she must have some voice in the dis-
posal of her own future.

THE ANXIOUSLY-EXPECTED SULUTION OF THE
PAPAL CRISIS.

LoxpoN, December 19.—A Berlin dis-
patch to the Standard says: “The anxious-
ly-expected solution of the Tapal crisis
seems to heagain at a standstill. Since yes-
terday 1t bas become certain that Prince
Bismarck will not return to Berlin this year.
Dr. Sidow, Under-Secretary of State for
Ecclesiastical Affairs, declines to become
the successor of Dr. Horrmann, president of
the Superior Council of the Evangehocal
Church. Consequently Dr. Falk, Minister
of Public Ipstruction and Eccleslastical
Affairs, has refused to countersign the de-
cree accepting Dr. Horrmann’s resignation.
To-night it i8 rumored that Count Nessel-
rode, chamberlain to the Empress and one
of Prince Bismarck’s most influential and
implacable adversaries, bad been removed
from the court.”’

RUMORS' ON CHANGE—AN UNEASY FEELING.

Loxpox, December.19.—The Financier
this morning says: ¢ All sorts of state-
ments, of a more or less probable character,
were in circulation on the Stock Exchange
Tuesday. Acccording to one there are dis-
sensions in the Cabinet; snother affirmg
thut -the Marquis of Sg_nsi)ury, Secretary of
State to India, and ‘Earl Carnovan, . Becre-
tary of ‘State for the Colonial Department,
are to quit; and another says Lord. Bea-
consfield, thus rid of a clog upon bis policy,
‘will send troops to Gajlipoll.”” T¢'is further
reported that the Queen hus forwarded to
the Ministers 2 written memorandum, or
State 'paper, setting forth her views upon’

the Esstern question, and another report

-1 says our Cabinet has sounded Berlin with

regard to the tentative move of Turkey, in
the direction of an arrangzement, and met
an unfavorable answer. So one might go
on with an enumeration of the idle reports
and rediscussions which are exercising
men’s minds, the multiplicity of which at-
tests the universal interest felt In the ques-
tions at issue, and a general belief that an-
other erisis in the war is reached. All that
ean be truly caid is that an uneasy feeling
prevails.”
THE MEETING OF PARLIAMENT THREE WEEKS
EARLIER THAN USUAL—SOME OF THE QUES-
TIONS THAT WILL COME BEFORE IT.

MANCHESTER, December 19.— The London
correspondent of the Guardian telegraphs :
My anticipation as to the meeting of Parlia-
ment on the 17th of January 1s. confirmed.
It Lord Beaconsfield’s wishes had heen
{ully consulted Parlinment would meet
much earlier, so that the Cabinet might have
had the benefit of the councils of the nation
in the proposed arrangements for peace.
'Seeing no hope of carrving a mojority of
his colleagues with him in his Eastern poli-
cy, Lord Beaconsfield desired to rely upon
his old influence in Parliument, for apart
from the utility of such a course it relieves
the Prime Minister of much responsibility.
Two or three prominent members of the
Cabinet take their stand ov the plea thut no
questions which are heyond the compelence
of the Ministry have yet come belore them,
There is the furtber and wore substantial
reason that the Premier’s influence with
the bulk of his party would bring upon
them an uncomfortable pressure 1n favor of
his personal policy. The point has now
heen fought in the Cabinet with the result
of a compromise. Instead of a December
session, which the Premier was known to
desire, Parliament will meet three weeks
earfier than usual. Tussia is backed by the
more influential Powers in her demand
that Turkey’s overtures for peace shall
in the tirst instance be addressed to her.
One of the projects with which a seetion of
the Cabinet is credited is that if Russia will
consent to refer the ultimate terms of set-
tlement to the approval of the Powers her
amour proprie shall be gratified by a direct
appeul from the vanquished enemy. But it
is more than doubtiul whether the Czar’s
Government will agreetothisarrangement;
so that the real difficulty Lord Beaconsfield
has to confront is a single-handed peace,
which would not be objected to provided it
respected the views of the Cuabinet. The
labors of the Foreign Office of late have
been mainly directed not simply to uscer-
taining definitely what proposals beyond
those of the last conference with Russia, but
in what respect sbe is prepared to respect
those other British interests which were
not exhausted in Mr, Cross’s enumeration,
Thev are understood to relate mainly to the
extent of Armenian annexation, the fate of
the Turkish fleet, and the neutralization of
the Dardanelles. The future of Bulgaria
and the proposed rewards to Russia’s allies
are not preeisely British interests, and are
outside of those issues which, according
to the views of one seetion of the Cabinet,
make it absolutely necessary that this coun-
try should have a voice in the terms of
peace. Though the Government is willing
to forego its treaty right to a handin the
sertlement if its views and interest be fully
admitted, there 18 at present no sign from
Russia that she wili in any way bind herseli.
The Premier thus comes to be eredited with
a personal poliey, of which the leading
idea is lo compel Russiato respect our inter-
ests in case of a single-banded peace.
No one suggests that Lord Beaconstield
would go to the extent of an immediate
declaration of war, but be would enter on
a course of warning and threatening which
would inevitably lead to war if Russia did
not give proof of unexpected moderation.
It is this plhinse of the question which has
oceupicd so much time during the Cabinet
sittings of Friday, Monday, and to-day
(Tuesday). No little asperity has been
shown in these discussions in consequence
of what may be regarded as an act of fla-
erant party disloyalty by every prominent
member of the Ministry. It is stated that
one of the mest active opponents of Lord
Beaconstield’s poliey has recently exchanged
opinions with Earl Granville and the Mar-
quis of Hartington as to the prospects of a
codlition with the Minlstry in order to carry
out the Gladstone-Salisbury policy. The
two liberal leaders are said to have
thrown cold water upon that sugges-
tion. At the present moment the office
is not particularly desirable, and if I
judred rightly neither of the noble lords
is likely to be in favor of a colilition
Government.

The news of the overture above referred
to bas just oozed out, and if the incident
has caused as much indignation in the Cabi-
net as it has in the Conservative clubs
Downing street must have been a very warm
corner during the past few days.
[Nofe.—The foregoing probably gives a
very fair idea of the political situation in
London, though there are many other and
conflicting rumors, one of which is that
England’s overtures to Germany for joint
action were refused in almost contemptuous
lauguage.]

The Liverpool Post, a sort of provineial
conservative organ, printed a London spe-
cial dispateh yesterday saying .that the ab-
soluteness and almost insolence of the tone
of Germany’s reply made a deep impression
on the Ministry.

BELGRADE, December 19.—The Servians
have occupied Prokopolje unopposed,

A Vienna dispateh to the Political Cor-
respondence from Constantinople says the
Porte has instructed the Minister at Rome
to ask for an explanation of the relations
which are growing more and more un-
pleasant between Italy and Greece.

Count Andrassy, addressing the budget
committee to-day, said he could under no
circumstances whatever make the slightest
alteration in his policy, which consisted in
maintaining the neutrality. While provid-
ing for the protection of Austria’s inter-
ests, and exercising her influence at the
final settlement, Austrian would decidedly
protest against, and if necessary prevent,
any attempt on the part of Servia to extend
operations to Bosnia and Herzegovina.
