ruptible. She would gladly pay her debts,
but, like other bankrupts, she is unable. I
fear, too, that she has not reached her low¬
est degradation. Iler sons, unable or un¬

willing to support her, will send her to the

poor-house. Nor is this all. There is
danger that her most self-saerilicing sons

(the members of the Legislature) will not be
able to draw their salaries without some ad¬
justment of them corresponding with the
poverty and necessities of the State, and the
losses inflicted on other creditors. Alas! for
our noble mother.
