# Chtrch JS'otks..At the Monumental
church on Sunday morning Rev. Hugh
Ray Scott assisted the pastor and gave an

interesting account of bis recent visit to
England.
The usual services were held in the Meth¬

odist churches.
At Sidney Baptist church the Sunday

school was unusually large, and is con¬

stantly increasing. The pastor preached
morning and night.
At the First Baptist church the pastor

preached in the morning, and baptized
three. At night he preached again and
baptized eight. The series of meetings
closed Friday night, several being received
into the church then, and several coming for¬
ward for prayers. During this meeting
thirty-six have been baptized, and some are

awaiting the ordinance.
At Grace-Street Baptist church the pastor

preached in the morning on the subject of
4< Christmas Gifts." lie also preached at

night.
At Fulton Baptist church the pastor

preached in the morning. In the afternoon
the church had a missionary meeting.
During the exercises a suit of clothes were

presented to the pastor. Dr. Hatcher, on
behalf of the church, made the presentation
speech, to the acceptance of all.
At Clay-street Baptist church Rev. C. II.

Ryland preached in the morning and at
night very interesting and effective sermons.
The series of meetings in that church
closed Sunday night. Thirteen have been
received for baptism. ancLothers have pro¬
fessed conversion. The Sunday school
numbers 108, and is steadily increasing.
At Pine-Street Baptist church the pastor

preaehed in the morning. Rev. J. 31. But¬
ler preached at night a vcrv pathetic ser¬
mon. The Sunday school was the largest
during the year, numbering 312 scholars
aud teachers.
At the Leigh-Street Baptist church the

number in the Sunday school was 550.
The pastor preached to large congregations
morning and uight. On "Wednesday he bap¬
tized three. The Sunday-school ' oom has
been repainted and newly seated,., and is
now beautiful and comfortable.
At the Venablo-Street Baptist church the

pastor preacded in the morning in reference
to the holidays.
At the Second Baptist church the pastor

preached in the morning and took up a col¬
lection for foreign missions. lie preached
at night also.
The ''Moment after Death " was the sub¬

ject of a sermon of much eloquence and
power delivered by Rev. Dr. Hoge on Sun¬
day evening. The congregation was verv
large. Sot only were all the pews occu¬
pied, but benches were placed in the aisles
and occupied, and no standing-room :vas to
be obtained. 9

The Forgery Case..A. Maas was before
the Police Court yesterday on the charge of
forging and uttering a check for $100 drawn
in tlie name of A. M. Harrison on the
Citizens' Bank. Maas went to the house of
Dl O. Davis & Co. on Saturday and pur¬
chased liquors (which have never been de¬
livered) to the amount of £90.35, and re¬
ceived S9.G5 in currency. The check was
marked in red ink "good," and under¬
neath that word the initials " P. L." or
"P. II." Upon beiug taken to the bank
Saturday afternoon the officers said that
Mr. Harrison kept no account there. Maas
was then arrested. Sunday two other par¬
ties were arrested charged with being ac¬
cessories.
Maas waived examination and was sent

on to the grand jury. The two accused
were discharged, there being no evidence
whatever against them. Maas was com¬
mitted to jail.
Maas states that he received the check

from a man called Hardy, who proposed to
go in the bar-keeping business with him.
Hardy cannot now be found; if, indeed,
there is any such party. The writing on
the check is evidently notMaas's. If guilty,
he must have had an accomplice. The case

is a very pretty one for some of our enter¬
prising police officers to work up fully.

Another Main-Street "Window Broken
Rokhery..About 7:30 o'clock yesterday
evening Mr. Abrara Harris, pawnbroker on
Main street, closed his front door and went
into an adjoining room to eat supper.
Shortly afterwards one of his show-win¬
dow panes was smashed. He came out
when he heard the noise and saw a colored
man retreating down Main street, followed
by a dog. It was found that a cocoa-
nut had been thrown against the pane,
making a large hole in it. Mr. Harris is
under the impression that a gold watch was
stolen. Thieves seem to have adopted this
svstem with great success here, O. M. Mar¬
shall & Co. having lately lost a valuable
seal-akin cloak, and Mr. Schcen some money,
by the pursuance of that plun by adept
operators.

Church Decora 1 1 oi|s.

IKAV THE FESTIVAL WAS CELEBRATED IN
OLD TIMES.SOME INTERESTING FACTS.
CHRISTMAS OF TO-DAY-THE CHURCHES.
DECORATIONS AT THE EPISCOPAL, CATH¬
OLIC, AND LUTHERAN CHURCHES-FES¬
TIVITIES AT THE SECOND UAl'TIST
CHURCH LECTURE-ROOM LAST EVJfSlNG;
Etc., Etc.

This Is Christmas-dav, a stale piece of
news, perhaps, but nevertheless the occa¬sion will be hailed with delight by many
.heart*. It wiH he a day of retInion«s and
great, happiness in many homes, and one
that will be observed throughout all the
land. With the Church it is a great festi¬
val, second only to the Queen Festival,
Easter. At first it was the most movable of
the Christian festive days, often confounded
with the Epiphany, and celebrated by the
Eastern Churches in the months of April
and Mav. In the fourth century, it is said,
the urgency of St. Cyril of Jerusalem o >-

tained from Pope Julius I. an °rder for an 1
investigation to be made concerning Christ s
nativity. The result of the inquiry by the
Theologians of the East and West was an

agreement upon the 2uth of December and
it has been a common tradition that Chnst
was born in the middle of the night.
ROW THE DAY WAS CELEBRATED IN OLD TIMES.
During the middle ages the day was cele¬

brated b$ the gay and fantastic spectacle of
dramatic mvste'ries and moralities, per¬
formed by personages in grotesque masks
and singular eostumes. The scenery usually
represented an infant in a cradle, surround¬
ed l»v the Virgin Mary and St. Joseph, by
bull's heads, cherubs, Eastern tnagni, and
manifold ornaments. The custom of sing-
in"" Christinas carols, -which recalled the
«on,"'s of the shepherds at the birth of Chi ist,
dates from the time when the common peo¬
ple ceased to understand Latin. The bish¬
ops and lower clergy often joined with the
populace in carolling, and the songs were
enlivened by dances, and by the music of
tambours, violins, and organs. 3' athers, mo¬
thers, sons, and daughters mingled together
in the dance; if iu the night, each bearing
in his hand a lighted wax-taper. Many col¬
lections have been made of these naive
mediJeval carols which tilled the houis be¬
tween the nocturnal masses, and which
sometimes took the place of Psalms in the
churches. Of perhaps the oldest of these
collections, only a single leaf remains, con¬
taining two carols presented in the Bodleian
library, in a volume of "Ancient (Jhnst-
nms Carols." During the last days preced¬
ing Christmas it is still the custom for the
Calabrian nflnstrels to descend from the
mountains to Naples and Rome, saluting
the shrines of the Virgin Mother with their
wild music, under the "loetical notion of
cheering her until the birth-time of her
infant at the approaching Christmas.

PREPARATORY TO CHRISTMAS.
The bells are rung at dead miduight

throughout England and the continent pi e-

paratory to Christmas, and after tlie soiemn
celebration of the mass, for which the
churches in France and Italy are magnifi¬
cently adorned, it is usual for the rev«ller.s
to partake of a eolation, that they may be
better able to sustain the fatigues of the
ni^ht. Among the revels or the Christmas
season were the so-called feasts of f.°°ls an<*
nf i«cs.grotesque saturnalia, which y\ere
sometimes termed "December Liberties,
in which everything serious was bui-
lesqued, inferiors personifying their supe¬
rior? great meu becoming frolicsome, ana
all illustrating the proneness of man to oc¬
casionally reverse the order of society and
ridicule its decencies.

.In the Protestant districts of Germnny
and the north of Europe Christmas is often
culled the -" Children's Festival," and
Christmas-eve is devoted to giving presents
especially between parents and children,
and "brothers, bv means of the Christmas?rcc ASj cV-bough Is erected iu one
of the parlors. Ut'lUed with tapers and Hung
with manifold gill', sweetmeats, app es.
nil's, playthings, and ornaments. Each of
tlie^e is marked with the name of the per¬
son for whom it is intended, but not with
the name of the donor, and when the whole
family is assembled thepiesents are distrib¬
uted around the room according to their la¬
bels, amid joyful acclamations and congiat-
ulations.

A MORE SOBER SCENE.
But a more sober scene precedes the fes¬

tivities around the Christmas-tree, for the
mother takes occasion to say privately to the
daughters, and the father to the sons, what
has been observed most praiseworthy and
what most faulty in their conduct. For
merlv, and still in some parts of North Ger¬man v, the presents made by all the parents
were sent to some one person, who, in high
buskins, a white robe, a mask, and an enor¬
mous flax wig-becoming the bugbear of
tbe children.known a* Knecht Itupert,
<r0es Trom house to house, is received by the
parents with great pomp and reverence,
calls for the children, and bestows the in¬
tended eilts upon them according to the
characte? which lie hears from the parents
alter severe inquiries. A beautiful poem
of Hebel Christ-.liaum celebia es the Ger¬
man ceremonies of Christmas-eve.

It is an old Swedish tradition that at tat
festival of Christmas the men living in the
cold northern parts are suddenly anil
strangely metamorphosed into wolves; and
that a huge multitude of them meet to¬
gether at an appointed place during the
night, and rage so tiercely against mankind
and other creatures not tierce by nature
that the inhabitants of that country sufler
more from their attacks than ever they do
from natural wolves.

Cliristinns Decorations in the
Churches.

But it is needless to pursue further these
remarks as to the celebration of Christmas
in the past. It has always been at once a
religious, domestic, and merry-making fes¬
tival. The common custom of decking the
houses with evergreeus is derived from
ancient Druid practices. In the churches,
even now the holly, ivy, rosemary, bay,
laurel, and mistletoe furnish the favorite
trimmings, which are not removed until
Candlemas. The decorations in our churches
this year are specially attractive.

MONUMENTAL CHURCH.
This venerable church fully sustains its

reputation of former years for beautiful and
artistic decorations at the two grand festi¬
vals of the church, JKaster and Christmas.
As for several years past, the chancel only
is decorated, aud the beautiful combination
of white and green which composes the
dressing produces a most pleasing a'nd ap¬
propriate effect. The arch within the chan¬
cel, together with the large pillows upori
which it rests, is handsomely draped with
white cloth edged with wreaths of ever¬

green, and so artistically arranged that
it looks as if carvcd of beautiful marble.
A Gothic arch surmounted by a cross stands
in the back of the chancel; and pulpit, and
lectern, and chancel-rail are all tastefully
draped and wreathed. The most imposing
and pleasing feature of the decorations is a

large and very handsome white cross stand¬
ing just within the chancel-rail and opposite
the main aisle, gracefully festooned with
hanging moss, intermingled with ferns and
autumn leaves. The font is wreathed with
evergreens and filled with white lillies.

ST. JAMES (EPISCOPAL).
Tbe pulpit, the chancel-railing, the desks,

and the font, arc all covered with wreaths
of evergreen. In rear of the pulpit is a

background of crimson cloth, upon which
there is a monogramme cross, " I. II. S."
This is surrounded by an evergreen frame
made of magnolia leaves. Above the pulpit
Is a large green cross. These decorations
arc very beautiful and cheerful.

8T. PAUL'S (EPISCOPAL).
The decorations at St. Paul's are very

handsome, but are confined to the vicinity

r, tho pulpit. The massive columns in
front of the pulpit are covered with cedar
and holly until they look like the trunk' of
oak trees when covered by ivy. The desk
of the pulpit, the reading-desks, and font,
are also covered with everjrreen, and Ihe
railing of the chancel is completely con-
cealed by the wall of green which has been
placed between it and the congregation
The effect of this is verv fine, and give* a
Christmas appearance to this place of wor-
.ship. .

,

sr. jons-'s church.
St. John's church is not very elaborately j

decorated, hut has been dressed witu mufth
taste with cedar. Along the pulpit side of

'

the church are stretched two wreaths ex- !
tending the whole width of the building.
one near the floor and the other near the
ceiling, between these, and at equal dis¬
tances apart, are short wreathes placed per¬
pendicularly, forming squares. In the cen¬
tre of each one of these squares, on a white
back-ground, is a different emblem, a cross
the letters I. II. S., a crown, and a star.all
beautifully made of ceda'r. The "¦alleries
are very tastefully hung with long'festoon-
mgs of evergreens.

ST. mark's church.
At St ; 3Iark's Episcopal church, corner

of i irst and Clay streets, the decorations
are or the most beautiful description. Not
only have the font and chancel been en-
wreathed with evergreen, but all portions
of the building are similarly decorated. On
either side of the chance] illuminated texts
have been worked. Among those promi¬
nently displayed were the following iu beau¬
tiful coloring: "Behold, Tliv Kins Com¬
eth,'' "The King of Glory," "The Star of
the East."
The manner in which the church is dec¬

orated reflects credit upon all the ladies
connectcd with the work. The Sabbath-
school room has also been festooned in a
most beautiful manner. To-morrow the
annual distributions to the children will
take place.

ORACE CHl*RCU,
northwest corner of .Main and Foushee
streets, has been neatly decorated and pre¬
pared for the joyous services of the Christ¬
mas season. Opposite tlie centre door,
standing in the vestibule, is a large cross

rising from a pile of graiiitc blocks. The
cross is covered with rich magnolia leaves,
and over one of the arms is a cable of ever¬
greens and flowers and holly-berries. To
the right of the altar, on the wall, is the
word "Emanuel," worked in white letters
on a field of crimson, the whole enclosed
in a white frame, each corner of
which forms a portion of a cross. On
the left a similar frame encloses the
word "Redeemer." Cedar and hollv-
berries are wreathed about the doors,
windows, chancel- and choir-railings. An
evergreen arch spans the tablets, and from
its keystone, as it were, is suspended a
cross. The chandeliers arc also draped with
green. Attached to that over the reading-
desk, and fronting the congregation, is"a
star of immortelles. A bouquet of natural
camehas has been provided for the baptis¬
mal font. Over the centre loop of the fes¬
toons about the choir, as it is also over the
door leading from the vestibule into the
middle aisle, is a shield bearing the inscrip¬
tion " Glory to God."
Without being costly or particularly elab¬

orate the decorations are pleasing and plen¬
tiful, and give to the church an appearance
that is calculated to inspire solemn yet glad¬
some thoughts.
The services will begin at 11 o'clock to¬

day, and the music will he among the nota¬
ble attractions. The choir of thirty-five
boys are in good training.

CHRIST CHURCH.
The decorations at this pretty little church,

situated on Washington street near Seven¬
teenth street, and of which Rev. II. S. Bar¬
rett is pastor, arc not of the most elaborate
character, but are certainly among the most
tasteful In the city. Mr. Barrett has been
his own architect, and with the assistance
of his wife has rendered his little church
unusually attractive in appearance. Around
the walls within the .sacred edifice wreaths
of evergreen are festooned, in the loops of
which over each window anpear crosses of
evergreen. .

Upon entering the church, that which
meet* the eye first, is the inscription over
the chancel, " Ok His Kingdom there shall
be xo end." Upon the left of jthe chancel
is a dove, and on the right the symbolic
Star of the East. Underneath the tablets on
which the creed is painted is a star of crim¬
son and gold, and on either side of the
church, under the wreaths, hoops have been
placed, in each of which are Christmas svm-
bols of striking colors, and on the choir-
gallery is a beautiful lyre of evergreens.
Otic of the most beautiful features of the
decorations is the font, which was ar¬

ranged by Mrs. Barrett.- It is filled with
white and green mess, and from the centre
of the mound, in the bowl of the font, rises
a cross of evergreens, giving an exquisite
finish to the whole.

MOORE MEMORIAL HIURCH.
"While the decorations at this church were

not as elaborate as at St. Marks evervthin"
was in the most perfect taste. Yesterday
afternoon there was a general distribution
to the poor people of the parish and the
Sunday school, superintended by Major
Boykin.

ST. ANDREW'S.
At this church the decorations are oi a

beautiful charaetcr, and on a better order
than usual. The children of this parish
were regaled with the usual Christmas offer¬
ings.

MEADE MEMORIAL CHURCH.

The Meade Memorial church, of Man¬
chester, was, as usual, tastefully decorated,
and the children connected with the Sab¬
bath school received their annual tributes
from teachers and friends.

THE CATHOLIC CHURCHES.
The decorations in the Catholic churches

are rot as elaborate as on former occasions.
At St. Peter's cathedral the altars are ap¬
propriately decorated, and present a beau¬
tiful appearance.
