The Tax on Tobacco.let Agitation
Cease.

PuTERSBrRG, Decctnber 81, 1S77.
To the Editors of the Dispatch :

In the issue of your paper for to-day
your correspondent " B." solicts an ex¬

pression of the views of the tobacco manu¬
facturers of Richmond 111 regard to the
movement now being made in Congress
looking to a reduction of the tax on manu¬
factured tobacco. We are or opinion that
all manufacturers of that article should
deprecate the agitation and endeavor to
orevent it; and we believe that in so say¬
ing we rcllect the views and hopes of the
toimcco trade at this point.
The article of tobacco is one of' many

subjects from which the Government of the
United States derives revenue for necessary
public purposes, and whatever action is
taken with respect to the tax uporr it will
have to be carefully considered with refer¬
ence to the whole scheme of public income.
Every interest has active representatives
before the Committee on Ways and Means
of the House, who never give over their
efforts to throw the burden away from
themselves until the last moment. "Conse¬
quently, if the readjustment of the tobacco
tax were undertaken, from the necessities
of the case, whatever preliminary and spc-.
cific votes might be given, the whole ques¬
tion would practically lie open and unde¬
termined until the general revenue bill was

reported and came up in the House for its
action. This is usually one of the lust
bills considered by Congress towards the
close of its sessions. Now, if the reduc¬
tion could be tixed at onte, there might be
some benefit in the organized efl'ort to se¬

cure it, but the indefinite agitation of the
question, while entire uncertainty prevailed
with respect to its issue, would mean noth¬
ing more nor Jess than the shutting up of
every factory Tn Virginia, as was the case
when the tax was reduced from 32- to 20
cents per pound.
The Government, fallingshort of revenue

in 1874, had occasion, as is known, to re¬

scind that action, and readjusted the tax,
this time at 24 cents per pound. The ma¬

chinery for the collection of the tax is so

perfect as to make tobacco a favorite sub¬

ject of taxation with the Government. This
acl was passed in March. 1875. its efleet was
«ffuin to paralyze trade by a sudden and
heavy change.

Certainiy^nd uniformity are ihe condi¬
tions deemed essential by manufacturers to

I the successlul prosecution of their business.
There is in it at best a small margin of
profit, which is so greatly endangered by
experiments and variations of legislation
that the prudent man prefers to incur no

risk, and, while the discussion is going for¬
ward, is content to shut up his doors and
await the return of calm and steady wea¬
ther before he ventures out 011 the indus¬
trial sea. It is needless to demonstrate that
such a suspension of manufacture* is of cor¬

responding injury and loss to the leaf-dealer
and to the planter; all of them being tied
up and compelled to wait till Congress quits
tinkering with the tax, and thus enables all
parties to know exactly where they are and
what they have to expect.
We conclude that manufacturers of to¬

bacco ought, with all others interested in
the production and handling of the article,
to unite in requesting our representatives
in Congress to let the subject alone until the
Government is ready to remove the tax

altogether. Nothing but stagnation can re¬

sult from the yearly interference with the
rate. Agitation one year begets agitation
in never-ending succession; and if the tax
were located at twelve cents this session,
next year there wbuld bea chance to change
it to eight cents or raise it to sixteen.
As the merchants of Paris told the Min¬

ister Colbert, all wc want is 'l Laissez faired'
Hoping you will pardon the length of this

letter on account of the gravity of the sub¬
ject and the mischief to be anticipated from
its unfortunate agitation*,

Peahtxly FuimI.

Editors of Dispatch : The proceedings
of the trustees of the Peabody Educational
Fund at their last annual meeting have
been published in a neat pamphlet. The
Board is composed of distinguished citi¬
zens, whose names command confidence
throughout the Union. Such men its Win-
tbrop, Fish, Aiken, Evarts, Stuart, Waite,
Jackson, Taylor, Russell, liiggs, and Presi¬
dent Iiayes are the sufficient guaranty of
the wise and hone6t administration of the
fund. The general agent.Dr. Sears, of
Staunton.availed himself of the close of a

decennial period to review the work of the
trustees and to u compare the present state
of popular education in the southern states
with what it was when the Board-entered
upon the duties of their trust." The report
is written in the best style of the author,
who is well-known as one of our ripest
scholars and most practical educators. It
contains facts and arguments of pregnant
import, and is an instructive historical r«-
sumt of wbat has been done by the South
since the war towards tbe adoption and
support of public schools. At/ the close of
the war, in the embarrassed pecuniary, con¬
dition of the people, with irritated pride
and smouldering passions, the problem of
reconstructing our social and political rela¬
tions and adapting ourselves and institu¬
tions to changed circumstances was one of
exceeding difficulty,squiring the sacrifice
of cherished opinions, sagacity as to the
future, willingness to be taught by any
teachers, patriotism to endure burdens, and

a patient waiting for results. Outside and
inside our borders hasty and harsh judg¬
ments have often been formed from not
considering that the remodelling of society
and government, in forgetfulness or igno¬
ring of the irrevocable past, involved many
changes and a policy not always in ac¬
cordance with our traditions or previous
history.

It soon became apparent that to keep pace
with other and more favored portions of the
Union a system of public schools, under
State patronage and superintendence, was a

necessity. To reclaim lost fortunes, to re*

pair losses, to developa resources, to attain
to our proper rank among sister. States, was
aa impossibility with "an ignorant and de¬
based population." Intelligent labor and

Intelligent snffrage^wgfe conditions prece¬
dent,to onr thorough -rehabilitation and to
our rising to a.posittoiuo! equality or com¬
mand. The difficulties : inevitable to our
new condition were aggravated by race pre¬
judice, not improper, and by tbe financial
depression, amounting almost to universal
bankruptcy. tjje report gives an honora-
ble.record of whafc:our States have done or

sought to do. Virginia, in 3870, with seir-
fiacnficing heroism and a patriotic foresight,
adopted a Uniform 8ystera,of public schools,
\vbicb, despite much opposition and most
serious drawbacks otherwise, has gradually
commended itself to popular favor and is
showing most valuable fruits. In view qI
what Virginia and the other southern States
have bo wisely done. Dr. Sears was justified
in congratulating, tbe trustees on the salu¬
tary changes in the sentiments and action of
our people. .

To these healthful ehanges in opinion and
action tbe Peabody funcl has contributed
most beneficially. In the distribution of
the fund tbe.4# maln*Object of strengthening
the whole State system of education " has
been kept constantly in view. Means' have
been cautiously and judiciously 'furnished
for paving the expense of teachers'- insti¬
tutes, assisting normal schools, supporting
model schools .journals of education, and
other educational agencies. Thus the trus¬
tees have fostered an Improved educational
j'Ototimeutand f* cofioetftted in every feasible

<WSfales^^»!^r'pub1ic func¬
tionaries." In tbe last ten years nearly
81,000,000 from the Peabody fund have been
expended in the late sluveholding States,
exclusive of Delaware, Maryland, Ken¬
tucky, and Missouri.
The benefaction of 3Ir. Peabody was a

.merciful providence to the crushed South.
Fortunately, it was applied to the improve¬
ment of mind, for if our republican insti¬
tutions are to endure, it must be by public
intelligence, for the furnishing of which a
State system of schools is the only adequate
and practicable means.

All interested in the execution of Mr.
Peabody's munificent trust feel that in the
selection of the general agent there was a
wisdom of choice that could hardly have
been surpassed. A thousand delicate and
perplexing questions had to be solved, and
that such harmony and avoidance of fric¬
tion have been attained is largely due to
the firmness, the tact, the patience, the ex¬

perience, the wisdom, the ability of Dr.

A LcUcr.IntcrcNtins: to Farmer*.
. SPANISH CLIUFA.

Smithfield, N. 0., December 28, 1877.
Editors Dispatch': I will endeavor to

frive your renders the history, description,
the mode or manner of cultivating, pro-
liticness, and the uses of the Spanish chufa,
as cultivated by Mr. II. A. Adams, of this
town. Tradition says the Spanish chufa
was introduced into Spain during the slave
trade in Africa, where it was *ised as an

article of diet by the natives. From Spain
it was introduced into Georgia ; from Geor¬
gia it was introduced into this portion of
North Carolina. The chufa is a tuber. They
are about three quarters of an inch Ions ;
of an irregular, oblonsr shape. The tubers
contain many eyes (iike an Irish potato),
from which spring the sprouts or blades.
They are extremely prolific, and one tuber
will produce hundreds of sprouts and
thousands of tubers (they grow .in the
jrround like Irish potatoes), when ploughed
in rows two and a half feet wide, from
twelve to eighteen inches in a row.say
about the 1st of April.with light, shallow
cultivation, on sandy land, ordinary fer¬
tility (but will grow on most any soil). By
the 1st of August they will meet in the
rows and form a complete net-work
oi roots, and on these roots will grow
thousands of tubers. " From three to live
gallons will plant an acre. The missing
hill can easily be replanted by the sprouts
drawn from the hills that come up. One
nor®. ,.ianuj oiruta (suutnu me season and
soil suit)' will produce clmfas enough to fat¬
ten say from 1,000 to 1,500 pounds of pork.
Hogs will eat them in preference to either
peas or potatoes. They will not rot in the
ground, but will keep sound for a lonjr
while. It is best to feed the lioirs on corn
for a week or two before killing. It is
alleged here by responsible farmers that one
acre will produce 100 bushels. Mr. Seth
Woodall planted a few rows between his
corn; he made a line crop. It is best to
soak the tubers in water for live or ten days
before planting. They will not keep well
packed in boxes* The enormous yield, the
great demand, the great advantages over
corn, peas, and p'otatoes in fattening hogs,
and the'great difficulty in saving the tubers,
make the price of the chufa rather high, it
would seem. The}' are saved by pulling
up the blades (which can be grazed or-cut
as a hay when green) and threshing them
off, and sieving the sand out. In the green
state they should not be put in large heaps.
Hogs can be turned on the chufas in Sep¬
tember, or as soon as the blades begin to
decline.

[P. S..Since the above was written the
Department of Agriculture at Washington
has purchased all the tubers it could get
at six dollars per bushel. A package of
the tubers can be seen at this office.]
The Xow Governor and tlie Show.

made over the inauguration of our new
Governor. I Voted for Colonel Holliday,
and had supposed that he was a man of too
much good sense to countenance and ap¬
prove the ridiculous show which has been
gotten up over his induction into office.
Nothing, it seems to me, could be more

inappropriate and inopportune on the part
of a State balancing between solvency and
insolvency, repudiation and anti-repudia-
tion.

I may be an old fegy. Perhaps I am;
but I trust in God that we shall never have
another such scene exhibited in our Com¬
monwealth, The long line of illustrious
men who have entered tbe office of Gov¬
ernor of Virginia have gone in without thii
parade and show, and I sincerely hope that
the present example will never be followed.

Prices
were pretty high in Richmond in those
days, and they were charging §75 a day at
the hotels.

Kentucky regiment, I couldn't stand that
very long* and soil set out to hunt a board¬
ing-house. The first one I was sent to was
a Mrs. Robinson's, and I soon arranged to
take board with her. The morning that I
commenced I went down to breakfast. She,
of course, introduced me to her other
boarders.three gentlemen.who were seat¬
ed at the table. Those three gentlemen
were Colonel Porter, now Governor of Ten¬
nessee; General Holliday, now Governor-
elect of Virginia, and Beverly Tucker, the
leading representative of Virginia now in
Congress. "We were none of ug in particu-
larly good spirits, but we all soon became
fast friends. We little expected, though,
that in less than fifteen years three of us
would be Governors of States, and the
fourth a member of Congress."
?. [Bev. Tucker is not now, and never was
in Congress. Ran. Tucker is the man, if
the story is true. But surely Governor Mc¬
Creery knows Ran. Tucker's name;]

JERSEY CTTT'S BBOKEN BANK.HOW TlfE NEW
STSTEM OP BANKING WAS NIPPED IN THE
BUD BY" AN HONEST PRESIDENT.
3Ir. Sandford, the newly-appointed re¬

ceiver of the Jersey-City S3vlng3 Bank, says
that lie will not bo able to ascertain tbe
amount, of actual assets for some days to
eome. Some of them, and the Jartrer por¬
tion, are in the bands of Messrs; Freese, at
Trenton ; a portion is in tbe Grocers Bank,
New York, in the name of Edward B. JSeu>
bern, the secretary ; a small amount is on

band; a considerable sum is out on private
loan, and the residue is set down to the ac¬
count of furniture and gas-fixtures in the
office. It is considered very fortunate that
the total amount of deposits was so small.
The bank was organized under a special

act of tbe Legislature of New Jersey,
passed April 9, 1875, entitled " An act to
incorporate the Jersey-City Savings Bank of
Jersey City." Tbe following were the
managers: Jacob R. Freese, Isaac M.
Freese, Theodore W". Freese, William B.
Livingston, Edward B. JNewbern, Richard
B. .ook, Samuel D. Tompkins, Henry
Wild, Richard Grant, and Stephen li. Ran¬
som. About the first week in last July
operations were commenced by Isaac Jtt.
Freese, Theodore W. Freese, and Jacob R.
"Freese, the fatter being vice-present and
treasurer of" (lie State Savings Bank of
Trenton. They first cast a line baited with
a seven per ceDt. on all deposits under
§500, and this was so alluring that they
had quite a haul for a few weeks. They
hooked only smatl fish, however, but
the prospects were encouraging. A meet¬
ing of the managers was called, and Stephen
B. Ransom, oI Jersey City, was elccted
president; Jacob R. Freese, of Trenton,
temporary treasurer ; and Edward B. New¬
born, no fixed residence, secretary. Mr.
Ransom set to work earnestly, and discov¬
ered first of all that the bank had been in
operation for a long time previous to bis
election. He called on the secretary to con¬
vene a meeting of the managers, but the
call was not complied with. The concern

accordingly remained under the control of
Isaac 31. Freese, Theodore "W. Freese, and
Edward B. JNcwbern , without the knowl¬
edge or approval of the directors, until
September 21. Then .came a minute
examination of the books by 3Ir. Ran¬
som. The amount due depositors was about
87,000, and the assets only $6,000. In the
Grocers Bank of New York was a deposit
of §1,730, payable to the order of Newborn,
llie secretary, who had been accustomed to
deposit and draw on his own check. Mr.
Ransom thereupon notified the Grocers
Bank or New York to pay no more money
unless the checks were countersigned by
him as president. This resulted in bicker¬
ings and dissensions on the part of the
managers, who had the concern previously
in their control, and on Mr. Rar.som threat¬
ening a rupture, which would expose what
seemed to him little less than a fraud, the
managers held a meeting on the 4th of Octo¬
ber and a statement was submitted showing
the assests to be $0,450 and the amount due
depositors $7,215, leaving a deficiency of*
$725. [Newbern explained this by stating
that the deficit went to the credit of rent
and incidentals.]
Messrs. Wild and Tompkins therefore

resigned, and before the meeting adjourned
Jacob R. Freese also resigned. Mr. Ran¬
som moved that tbe vacancies be tilled by
men of j?ood standing in Jersey City ; but
on motion of' Isaac 31. Freese the question
was laid on the table, and was never after¬
ward taken up. Mr. Ransom then tendered
his resignation, but it was rejected, and
Isaac M. Freese was elected treasurer. The
next meeting was held on the -1st of No¬
vember, at which Isaac aRd Theodore
Freese, Livingston, and Newbern, were
nre.senf. and, taking advantage of Mr. Ran¬
som's absence, the hitter's resignation was

accepted, and he did not learn of it for
four weeks afterward. He then went to the
bank and made a thorough examination of
the accounts up to the 26th of November.
The amount due to depositors was

87,240.21. Tbe assets were as follows:
Cash in savings bank, 81,491.58; on deposit
in Grocers Bank, New York, §1,219.59;
amount in the hands of Jacob R. Freese,
late treasurer, §3,000. Newbern stated that
he had $225 in securitiesforpersonal loanSy
and that the fixtures and furniture in the
office were worth §2,355. Mr. Ransom
asked to see the bond of Isaac M. Freese as

treasurer, It was in the sum of $10,000,
signed by Jacob R. Freese, with Isaac 31.
Freese as security. The latter's' affairs' were
inquired into, and it was found he was a

bankrupt, his liabilities to tbe New Jersey
Stock-Yard and Abattoir Company alone
being $8,000. 31 r. Ransom made an affida¬
vit setting forth that the bank was operated
by Isaac M. Freese and Edward B. New¬
bern without the consent of the president
or the Board of 3Ianager3: that the min¬
ute-book an<5 personal ledger hivVe been mu¬
tilated by the cutting out of the leaves, and
that he believed that the. entries were re¬
written. This affidavit was submitted to
the Governor and Secretary of State, who
acted promptly and bad tbe bank placed in
the hands of a receiver. No arrests had
been made up to a late hour last night.

For the Farmer's Sake.
WHAT SIR. TUCKER WANTS THE INCOME-TAX

FOB.
In Washington on' Monday the sub-com¬

mittee of the Ways and Means Committee
in charge of the subject of internal taxation
held a short meeting. 3Ie«srs. Burchard
and Tucker, who compose it, hr.ve for some
weeks been trying to tix upon a proper rate
of income tax to levy, in order that it may
offset the proposed reductions of the tax on
tobacco. This method has not yet been
agreed upon, but the committee will report
to the full committee in a few day9 in favor
of a reduction of the distilled spirit tax
from ninety to sixty cents per gallon, and
the tobacco tax from twenty-four to sixteen
cents, one third reduction each, and report
in favor of an income tax to make up the
losses upon tobacco and spirits. Mr. Tuck¬
er argued that he wants the tax on tobacco
reduced in the interests of the farmer who
produces the leaf, and he is satislied that an
income tax ought to be levied in order to
make up the revenue so lost. He believes that
with, a lower tax the farmer would realize
more for his leaf, by reason of an increased
consumption of the manufactured article.

Massachusetts Savings Bank Enjoined.
Boston, January 2,.'The Woburn Five-
Cent Savings Bank has been enjoined from
doing further business.

Senator Hill, of Georgia, in a letter to an
Iowa editor scouts the suggestion that
the southern Democracy, in the event of
their obtaining power in the General Gov¬
ernment, would grant pensions to Confed¬
erate soldiers on account of injuries re¬
ceived during the war. He says such a
claim would' be absurd in itself, and is
clearly included in the prohibitions of sec¬
tion four of the fourteenth amendment to
the Constitution. Senator Hill is equally
emphatic in denying that there is any sen¬
timent in favor of paying for the losses of
slave property or Confederate debts of any
sort.
George, the Count Johannes, appeared in

Hamlet at the Bowerv Theatre, New York,
on Monday evening, the place being
crowded with an audience which had
gathered in expectation of seeing much
fun, but the performance was far removed
from grotesqueness, being a quiet, conven¬
tional, aud common-place characterization.
Yet he was laughed at almost continuously,
until the people seemed to become con¬
vinced tbat he was not very funny after
all. Then the derision was turned upon
others on the stage, and especially upon
Miss Avonfa Fairbanks, who played Ophe¬
lia, the young lady being greeted with calls
peculiar to a Bowery audience.
