The Proposed Reduction in the Price
of Gas--The Other Side of the QQues-
tion.

-

RicuMoND, January 7, 1878.

Messrs. Editors,—Having read several
communications in the Dispalch lately re-
lating to a proposed reduction in the price
of zas, I beg space in your columns to say
a few words on the other side of the ques-
tion. Each of the writers intimates that no
wood reason can be offered against. the pro-
position to reduce the price.

Eatertaining decided opinions on the
subject, myself, I will endeavor as briefly as
possible to state my understanding of the
proposition and the reasons which, to my
mind, constitute an objection to the reduc-
tion proposed.

A member of the Council presented a pre-
amble in which he stated that the gus-
works, alter paying all expenses, and also
the entire expense of lighting the streets
and public buildings, yield a large net rev-
enue to the city, which is derived from the
pns-consumers; and the member also of-
fered a resolution that this required from
said consumers an unjust proportion ol the
income from the works; and that there-
fore a reduction should be made in the
price of gas to private consumers.

1f the premises are correct the eenclu-
sions of the member can bardly be disputed;
but I invite an examination of the actual
facts of the case, so as to enable us to judge
fairly whether or not the premises are en-
tirely rehable. Upon an examination of
the municipal reports for the year 1876 we
tind the value of the gas-works estimated
by the Auditor at 31,050,000. S

This I suppose to be the actual cost of the
works to that time, and to represent the
amount of capital invested in said works,
Let us call it $1,000,000, shich is repre-
sented by that amount of our permanent
debt, upon which the city pays-from ifs
gzeneral treasury for interest the sum of
$60,000 per annum, and which, us a matter
of course, in every calculation of revenue
derived from these works, should be
charged against them on the corporation
ledger. : 53 _

The two items added make what the
street-lamps and pubiic buildings ougzht to
cost—viz.,, =28,322—and therefore shows
that if the eity paid to the gas-works this
full allosvance for all gas it consuwmes the
works would still fall short to the amonnt
of $1,258 of paving back the charges legiti-
mately made against them.

As it may be eharged, however, that my
estimate of the cost of lighting the street-
lamps is placed too Tow, I will mention that
contracts have just been awarded in New
York ecity for the four months ending
April 30, 1878, which includesall the longest
nights of the year, as follows:

South of Grand street, to New-York Gas
Company, at £6 each, or 318 per annum;
between Grand and Thirty-fourth streets,
to Manhattan Company, at 26 each, or $18
per annum; between Thirty-fourth and
Seventy-ninth streets (portion of), to Mu-
tual Company, at £6.90 each, or $20.70 per
annum; between Thirty-fourth and Sev-
enty-ninth streets (portion of), to Mutual
Company, at $8 each, or $24 per annum ;
Twentv-fourth Ward, seventy-two lamps,
to Yonkers Company, at $12 cach, or $36
per annuin.

Considering our peeuliar faecilities for
manufacturing gas, resulting from cheap
labor and cheap coal, ought we not to fur-
nish it to the corporation jfor less money
than private companies charge New York
city ?

But let us look at this matter in another
light. 'The amount of gas turned out from
the oas-works, as per the report of the
Superintendent, is in rouni numbers 79,-
647,000 feet, the cost of manufacture of
whieh, as shown above, being the actual
amount paid by the city, including interest,
is S100,142, makes the actual cost of cach
thousand feet of gas turned out $2.39. Now,
in view of the fact that the gas-inspector’s
department, bill-clerk, and the cost of man-
ufacture and repair of meters, whieh I have
estimated at the low fizure of $13,000 a
year, is expended almost solely on account
of private consumers, is it unreasonable that
with $2.39 as the net cost of every thousand
feet manufactured the private counsumer
ghould pay to the city of Richmond (which
in its corporate capacity takes all risk of loss
of a capital of $1,000,000 invested in this
work) the advance of eleven cents per thou-
sand on its actual net cost as above?

I will present the matter in still anotber
form. If a very large proportion of the
expenses attending the gas-works are in-
curred for the sole purpose of aecomnmo-
dating the private consumers, i3 it not fair
to say that the price of gas to the city for
all its purposes should be at least twenty-
five per cent.. less than the amount paid by
private consumers? If so, we find that in
round numbers 80,000,000 feet of gas is
consumed, one fourth of which is con-
sumed hy the city.

Now, as the actual cost of manufactur-
ing this quantity is £190,142,<where is the
margin upon which to reduce the price to
private eonsumers ?  Only $7,764, with the
rate at $2.50 per thousand, to private con-
sumers |

Now, Messrs. Editors, having shown, as
1 trust, to the satisfaction of your several
correspondents that there are reasons, and
good ones, why the price of gas, under ex-
isting circumstances, should not, and in

fuct cannof, be reduced in justice to the
already heavily-taxed real-estate owner,
upon whom will fall the main burthen of
supplying the $30,000 deficit in our reve-
nues should the reduetion take place, Iwill
cordially unite with them in demanding oi
the Committee on Light that on and after
the beginning of our municipal year (Feb-
ruary 1, 1878) they shall introduce such
measures of economy in the management
of this department (uassisted, as we have the
right to demund they shall be, by the most
rigid Irugality in the use of gas in the pub-
lic buildings and street-lamps) as will ena-
ble them to furnish private consumers at
the rate of 82 per thousand, and still pay to
the city a fair rate of interest on its im-
mense outlay of capital for the establish-
ment of these works.

Beginning with the new year, let our
Councils and the Committee on Light ce-
cide at onceand finally that this department
ghall be managed with the same careful and
economical attention to every detail of
wages, of the cost of material, of cleaning
the street-lamps, of digging the trenches for
street mains, and the lopping off of super-
abundant employés, that characterizes the
private citizen in the conduct of his privafe
business.

Beginning with the new year, let the
head of every department of the city zov-
ernment issue such regulations as will in-
sure the same care in the use of gus in the
city offices, in the engine-houses and pohce-
stutions, at the city stables and the markets,
that the private citizen exercises in bis pri-
vate consumption.

- Let these things be done, and the private
consumer will soon be enabled to share in
tue benefits resulting from a largely-de-
creased cost in ils manufacture, which is
the only way that reduction in price can
properly be mude.

MANCHESTER AND VICINITY.

Meeling of the Cily Council—Maury Ceni-
etery—The Work on the Dam lo be Contin-
ued—The Richmond Cedar- Worls—Galle-
gher’s Resolutions—A Lively and Lale Ses-
sion,—A regular meeting of the City Coun-
cil was beld last night. Present at roll-
call: C. C. McRae, Esg., president, and
Messra.  DBateheller, Eubank, Gallegher,
Gavy, Gibbs, Matthews, Monteire, koody,
Sampson, and W hitehead.

-Mr. Eubaunk, from the Committec on'Pub-
lie Buildings, reported that nothing could
be done in the matter of the court-house,
referred to them, until a copy of the con-
tract between the city and the county of
Chesterfield could be procured. Mr. En-
bank was authorized to procure a copy of
the contract at the expense of the city.

There being no otber committee to report,
the Couneil proceeded to consider unfin-
ished business.

The following resolution, offered by My
Mr. Gary, was adopted :

Resolved, That the superintendent of
the cemetery be required to remove the
body of the colored person now buried in
the white division of the cemetery to the
colored division. .
The following resolution, offered by Mr.
MeRae, was defeated by a recorded vote of
ayes, 1 (Mr. President); noes, 10:
Resolved, 'That the Committee on Water-
Power be requested to suspend the exeeu-
tion of the work now in progress for re-
huilding the dam at the lower end of the
canal, and also that they ask the contractor
to concur in such suspension: and said
eommitice is requested to report to the next
regular meeting.

Mr. Guary was added to the speecial zom-
mittee to employ counsel to defend the eity
in certain suits.

Mr. Gallegher moved to reeall the resolu-
tions offered by him and referred to the
Committee on Ordinances.  Lost.

The matter of granting the terms uasked
by the Richmond Cedar-Works Company
(laid over from Jauuary 4th) was called up.
The reports of Messrs, Mcllae and Mal-
thews, of the committee, cach entertaining
different views, and the substitute of Dr,
Monteiro, svere read by the president.

Dr. Monteiro’s substitute for both reports
was to the eifect that the terms asked for by
the company bhe granted.

Mr. MeRae (Mr. Gary in the ehair) ad-
dressed the Couneil in opposition to the
substitute. Mr, MeRae wished to know if
the substitute was adopted was the agree-
ment to be all on one side? Iis experience
had been that when leases were made some
general propositions were made by both
parties. The Council is called upon to say
that 1t will give the company this lease for
nine years without rent and free from taxes,
and is asked to renew the lease at its expi-

ragion for 3G00 per annum, without any
mrantees for the city.

Mr. McRae offered a series of resolutions
as amendments to the substitute, The reso-
lutions make the company responsible for
all State taxes and levies; declare that all
bmldings erceted shall follow the owner-
ship oi the soil, and not be removed with-
out the consent of the city; makes provi-
sion for the cancelling of the agreement
with Dayton & Allen, and for the exeentiun
of a new lease; makes the firm known as
the Richmond Cedar-Works Company re-
sponsible individually as well as a firm for
all the stipulations of said lease. They also
provide that the lessees shall not be allowed
to assign or underlet the property without
the consent of the city.

Mr. McRae addressed the Couneil at
length in explanation of his amendments,
He declared, however, that he should vote
against the substitute, as amended. He
only desired that if the substitute was
adopted there should be some safeguards
thrown dround the interests of the city
of Mauchester.

On motion of Dr. Monteiro, Williamn H.
Parrish, Esq., secretary of the Cedar-Works
Company, was allowed to address the
Council in behalf of the propositions sub-
mitted by said company.

Mr. Parrish stated that his company
would be willing to aceept the propoesitions
as stated above, with the exception that
the buildings should belong to the eity
at a fair valuation ; and be protested against
the tirm being bound as individualg, when
all the other mills were liable only as joint-
stock companies. All the company usked
was a fair show and they would ereet a fine
factory, and stand Dby the city for good or
evil.

Dr. Monteiro addressed the Council in
support of his substitute. Hesaid that the
more he considered this question the more
he was convineed of the propriety of grant-
ing the request, not only of the Cedar-
Works Company. but of any company who
will build on our water-line.

A committee, of which the president was
one, was appointed to inquire into the assets
of this eompany. but they eame back in de-
tached fragments, each submitting a difier-
ent report and agreeing on no point.

The question is, Shall we build up our
waste-places and give employment to ils
idle operatives? He would be willing, if it
were possible, to make this company pay to
the last farthing, and to refuse their request,
but as 1t was he was for granting the terms
for the sake of the idle and unemployed
who are suffering for the want of labor. If
this comnany leave us, will any other com-
pany be foolhardy enough to take their
Mr. MecRae had said that he would
not vote for his amendment, and he advised
all present to imitate his example.

Mr. McRae again addressed the Council in
opposition to the substitute.

Mr. Matthews said that a majority of the
largest tax-payers in the First Ward were
in favor of the proposition.

Mr. McRae said that another intelligent
gentlemah had told him differently.

The resolutions were voted on seriatim.

The resolution requiring the company to
pay all taxes except city taxes was unani-
mously adopted.

The second resolution, in reference to the
buildings following the ownership of the
soil, was adopted.

The third resolution, that the company
shall not relet or assign without tbe con-
sent of the city, was adopted.

The fourth resolution, that the present
lease shall be cancelled and a new lease ex-
ecuted (only changed as the new agreements
may require), was adopted.

The tifth resolution, that the members of
snid company shall be individually as well
as the said tirm responsible for all the stip-
ulations of this contract. Lost.

The question then came up on the sub-
gtitute as amended. On this question the
ayesand noes were called, with the follow-
ing result:

AYES.—Messrs, Eubank, Gallegher, Gibbs, Mat-
thews, Monielro, and Whitehead—6.

NOES.—Messrs. Bacheller, ,Gary, Moody, Samp-
son, and the President—5.

Before the vote was taken, on motion of
Mr. Gibbs, a further” moditication was im-
posed that the Cedar-Works Company erect
a building as specified by the Council ata
previous meeting, Both Mr. McRae and
Dr. Monterio were applanded during
their remarks.

The President decided the question lost
for want of a constitutional vote (7).

From this decision Dr. Monteiro ap-
pealed.
