Edilors Dispatch: 1 hope that a few
words from a Richmond man, from this
country, will not prove urtacceptable to your
many readers, therefore to the best of my
humble ability will try to deseribe the situ-
ation, size, &c., of the city, with the inhabit-
ants, &c.

The city of Cape Town is situated upon
Table bay, about twenty miles to the west-
ward of the Cape of Good Hope. Itis the
capital of Cape Colony, and of course con-
taius the Governmor’s grounds and resi-
dence. Besides, it has the Botanical Gar-
dens, various promenades, &c.

The city of itself is of about 30,000 in-
habitants, but the various suburban villages
swell it to about 50,000. The main streets
run east and west, and are very well graded
and in perfect order. The bay fronts the
¢ity, while in the rear the table mountains
rise as a barrier to egress in that direction,
and in plain view is another peak called the
s« Lion's Head.”” The inhabitants, like
those of Cahfornia, are from every quarter,
and the Maliys here are like the Chinamen
to the City of the Golden Gate. Dutch is
the prevailing tongue here, yet everybody
talks some English. .

The war with the Kaffirs is a prevalent
topic of conversation, and your townsman
has an idea of joining the volunteers.
