The Jaincsi'Bircr Railroad.City Debt

and City Taxes.
The Dispatch of December 20 contained

the following: "In Springtield, Itl., tbc
total levy for taxes is $4.8oi on §100 worth
of property." A few days previously it
bad copied from a Chicago paper a state¬
ment that the assessment in lbatcity was

$4 per §100; and its issue of the 5th instant
gives the rates in various towns in Ohio,
ranging from §1.67 to C<3.05 and §3.72 per
8100. The tax-pavers of Richmond ought
to be thankful to the editors for this infor¬
mation, which was no doubt kindly meant
as a warning of wbat we may expect if
some of our too 44 public-spirited " and too
sanguine fellow-eitizens are to have their
way in adding §2,000.000 to our city debt
at one dash, and §120,000 per annum to our
taxes. The New-Year's issue of the Vis-
patch also contains some figures which I
nope were well studied by all who bear the
burdens of taxation, for 'hey deserve to be
recollected. They show that the debt of the
city of Richmond has been more than dou¬
bled in the last eight years.viz., from
§2,092,252 to §4,458.945.and that the yearly
interest has been increased in a still larger
proportion ; for it is durinar this period that
all the eight-per-cent. bonds have been
issued.
How the rate of taxation has grown

meanwhile, the tax-payers know only too
well, and they have doubtless duly noted the
recently-reported declaration of the chair¬
man of the Finance Committee of the Coun¬
cil that the rate will have to be increased 25
cents on the §100, unless a material reduc¬
tion is made in the expenditures of the city ;
otherwise it will be impossible to "make
both ends meet." And it is at this junc¬
ture of increased burdens and lessened
ability to pay, by reason of reduced income
from business and from the property to be
taxed, that we are called upon to assume
two millions more of debt, with a corre¬

sponding increase of taxes. Tax-payers of
Richmond, how do you like the prospect ?
If it is not pleasing to you, it is time your
voice, was heard in protest.

slferal years ago the reckless increase or
our debt led to an amendment of the city
charter fixing a limit to the debt, which it
was declared should not exceed 18 per
ocnt. of the assessed value of the real estate
in the city. This restriction, which met
with universal approval, was accepted, both
as a protection to the tax-payers against
excessive burdeusand a solemn pledge to
the city's creditors. Now it i? proposed to
break this double compact. Already the
machinery is at work to get the charter
amended by tbe Legislature, and those who
profess to be the representatives of the tax¬
payers in the Council are busy in moving it.
How far it is designed to cut loose from the
restraints of prudence and safety does not

yet appear, but there is no doubt that the
desigu is to compass, by one device or an¬

other, the addition of 52,000,000 at once to
the city debt. How much more is in store
for us hereafter we can only conjecture.
That more will inevitably follow no reason¬
able man can doubt; but the two millions
added to the present debt will make an ag¬
gregate equal to more than 23 per cent, of
the assessed value of real estate, according
to the State assessment, which the city is
now obliged by law tq observe.

If the tax-payers feel any repugnance to
this wholesale accumulation of indebted¬
ness they ought at once to let their repre¬
sentatives in the Council and in the Legisla¬
ture understand that they have an interest
in this matter, and take care that amend¬
ments to the charter are not smuggled
through which will lay them helpless at the
mercy of numbers, and subject them to un¬

limited burdens without their power to pre¬
vent it.
And for what purpose are we to shoulder

the.se two million9»f new debt which the
creat men of our city government talk so

fightly of ? Why, to build a railroad on the
bank of a canal which has sufficed, and more

than sufficedt for all the transportation
ichich has ever been required of it. No can¬

did man can deny that the James River and
Kanawha canal could have transported ten
times more freight than has ever been of¬
fered to it. If it had not the requisite num¬
ber of boats, these could at any time have
been provided at short notice. If the canal
has not poured a boundless wealth of pro¬
ductions into our lap it is simply because
the James-River valley, whose untold riches
are now daily sung into our ears, has been
unable to furnish them. *

Be itremembered, too, that the canal,which
is now so denounced as a failure, is the very
same which only a few years ago was ex¬

tolled as tit to form part of a "great central
water-line," connecting the waters of the
Chesapeake with those of the Mississippi I
What has so suddenly i( changed the tune?"
A flood which* has seriously damaged the
canal, but by no means beyond tbe possi¬
bility of restoration. On the contrary, we
are assured that, with the aid of convict-
labor, the canal can be put in good order
again with a very moderate outlay of money.
Indeed, the president of tbe canal company
has expressed the belief that when the re¬

pairs are completed the canaVwill be in bet¬
ter condition for navigation than it has
been for many years past. But is the
canal alone liable to disaster from floods?
How fared it with the Seaboard and
Roanoke, tbe Petersburg and Weldon,
the Richmond and Danville, the Vir¬
ginia Midland, and tbe Chesapeake and
Ohio railroads, during the November
floods ? And suppose a railroad bad been
In existence on the tore-path, of the canal, as

now so loudly called for, what would bave
become o! it in that angry turmoil of wa¬
ters ? Will some of our "practical" friends
tell us ? The idea of building: a railroad on
tbe canal-bank to escape the danger of floods
to wbicb the canal itself is liable does seem,
on a plain, common-sense view of the mat.
ter, to be most chimerical. Yet we are called
on to give 92,000,000 for such a railroad in
order to avoid the expense of $25,000 for
the repair of the canal 1 Truly, no scheme
for heaping burdens upon a people ever had
less justification.

I forbear at present from entering upon a

general discussion oi the various aspects of
tbl# question, my object being merely to
call tbe attention of lay fellow-tax-payers to
tbe dangers which threaten tbem, and to

"urge tbem not to remain idle and passive
spectators of tbe movements which are in

progress.

The JamejvKivkr Valley Railroad

Bill..The incorporators named In the WU
introduced In the Senate on Saturday by
Mr. Wortham for the formation of the
James-River Valley Railroad <^pany are
ur. W. T. Walker, Judge John A. Mere¬
dith, Franklin Stearns, Esq., and Mr.
Charles L. Todd. Tbe road is proposed to
be built to Lynchburg, Buchanan, and Clif¬
ton Forge, and tbe cities, towns, and coun¬
ties through which the said road may pass
are authorized to vote subscriptions to the
preferred capital stock of said company, in
form and manner prescribed by law regula¬ting city, town, and county subscriptions
to Incorporated companies. The subscrip¬
tions by city or town shall not be taken into
account in estimating tbe indebtedness of
such municipal corporation in reference l(*
the limit of indebtedness now prescribed
by their respectivejcbarters.
The capital stock of the company is to be

designated as follows: First, two millions
of dollars in shares of one hundred dollars
each shall be known and classified as pre¬
ferred stock, and shall be entitled to a semi¬
annual dividend of four per cent, when¬
ever tbe net earnings admit of it; second,
all other stock to an amount not exceeding
four millions of dollars shall be classed and
known as common stock, which shall be en¬
titled to a dividend out of the net earnings
of the company after paying first tbe in¬
terest on the bonded debtof tbe companj,
and the dividend on the preferred stock.
Tbe incorporators are authorized to open

books for the purpose of receiving subscrip¬
tions to the preferred stock to tbe extent of
two millions of dollars, and to require the
payment of not less than ten per cent, of the
amount so subscribed at the time of such
subscription, with authority to reject.any
subscription offered by any pqrty vvbo may
by them be considered not sufficiently sol¬
vent for the amount of such subscription ;
that whenever two hundred thousand dol¬
lars shall have been paid in by parties sub¬
scribing stock, then an election shall
held, after giving ten days' notice of time
and place, published in one of the newspa¬
pers in the city of Richmond and one in the
citv of Lynchburg, of nine directors.

It shall be lawful for the company to issue
its bonds in such sums as they may deem
proper, to the extent of §1,600,000, bearing
interest at the rate of six per cent, per an¬

num, payable semi-annually at such P01^1
as the company may designate.said bonds
to be used first for the purpose of acquiring
title to the rights, franchises, an 5 property
of the James iviver and Kanawha Company ,

the remainder of said bonds to be the gen¬
eral fund of the company; the payment of
said bonds to be secured by mortgage or
deed of trust on its franchise, real and per¬sonal property, and all its other property
which it may hereafter acquire, including
its road-bed, rolling stock, equipments,
branches, income, and other things, or an>
part or parts thereof.
The company is authorized to purchase

from the James River and Kanawha Com¬
pany all their real and persona! estate, privi¬
leges, and franchises, o?.every kiud whatso¬
ever, subject to all liens of the creditors
tbe James-River and Kanawha Company.
Whenever the stockholders in the James

River and Kanawha Company shall consent
to tbe sale of the property and all rights of
every kind belonging to the James River
and Kanawha Company to the James-River
Valley Railroad- Company, on condition
that the railroad company shall assume
or provide for the payment of all tbe
debts of the said James River and Kanaw¬
ha Company, and for the issuing to the
stockholder# of said company two mil ions
of full-paid common stock, which shall be
divided among the stockholders pro rata as
two millions are to the whole amount of
stock, in shares of fifty dollars each, except
when necessary to issue stock id amounts
less than fifty dollars, to make proper divi¬
sion The remaining two millions of com¬
mon stock shall be held by tbe company
Until tbe last usueaanocut Ot Uic y.cfurrod
Stock shall be fully paid by the party hold¬
ing said preferred stock, then said stock¬
holders shall be entitled to receive equal
amount of common stock.
The company is authorized to consolidate

with the Buchanan and Clifton-Forge Rail¬
way Company, and to pay stockholders other
than tbe James River and Kanawha Com¬
pany the amount which they may have paid
for their stock, with interest.
After the first election of the ofiicers 01

the James-River Valley Railroad Company,
under the provision of this act, there shall
be an annual election of directors, of whom
five are to be elected by tbe holders of pre¬
ferred stock, one by the bondholders of the
company, and three by the holders of com¬

mon stock ; but no person shall be elecleda
director unless be be a stockholder or bond
holder, and in the event there shall be no

bondholders, then the directors who would
be elected by said bondholders sba.l be
elected by holders of common stock.
The said Jimes-River Valley Railroad

Company shall organize and commence
work in four months, and finish said rail¬
road within two years from the passage of
this act : Provided, the James Ki\^r and
Kanawha Company shall transfer to the
said James-R'iver Valley Railroad Com¬
pany their property, franchises, and privi¬
leges within the said four months.
There are one or two other bills before

the Legislature for tbe construction of a

railroad to Clifton Forge, the main features
of which have already been published in the
Dispatch.
Reapportionment..The Joint Committee

on Reapportionment, General Bradley T.
Johnson chairman, wili meet again to-mor¬
row (Tuesday) evening, when it is expected
it will so far complete Its labors as to report a
bill for the consideration of the General As¬
sembly. The committee adopts as a basis of
reapportionment the last census (1875) of the
school population of the. cities and counties
of the State, which embraces all children be¬
tween the a£cs of five and twenty-one years.
These results are multiplied by three to as¬

certain the true population and aggregate a

population in the State of 1,448,367 ; thus
providing a senator to each 36,209, and a

delegate to each 14,483 of population. The
next General Assembly, should the wort
of the committee be adopted, will consist
ol forty senators and one hundred delegates,
the maximum under the constitutional
amendment ratified by the people in Novem¬
ber, 1876 ; a reduction of three senators and
thirty-three delegates.
The projet of the committee apportions

eleven delegates to each congressional dis¬
trict of the State, except the ninth, which
will have twelve.
Many senators and delegates have ap¬

peared before the committee in the interest
of their respective districts, and now,
with an exception here and there, the re¬
sult is generally conceded to be equitable.
To-morrow evening the senatorial dis¬

tricts will be defined and the report of the
committee prepared.
Richmond city will have four delegates.
Revenue Collections..T he amount of

United States internal revenue collected for
the week ending Saturday was as follows:
Mouday, $4,158.74; Tuesday, 2,742.32;
Wednesday, 2,389.53 ; Thursday, 2,099.48 ;

The agitation
of the tobacco-tax is undoubtedly having a

Many think
that if the drawback clause was at ouce
enacted by Congress that business would
revive pending the discussion of the ques¬
tion of a reduction of the tax. The breaks
at the Tobacco Exchange for the week end¬
ing Saturday comprised 127 hogsheads, 13
tierces, and 12 boxes.

How to Registera Letter..Wbcn you
wish to have a letter registered at the post-
office for transmission tbrouch the mails it
should be presented lor registration sealed
as any other letter; but in addition to the
stamp or stamps affixed to it for the prepay¬
ment of postage (three cents for each half
ounce or fraction thereof), it must have al^o

a ten-cent Btamp (or its equivalent in other
postage-stamps).the registry fee. All of
these stamps must be placed on the letter
before it is presented for registration. The
stamps can be obtained at the stamp-win¬
dow in the post-office, and not at tbe desk
of tbe registering clerk. The only other re¬

quirement is that the name and post-office
address of the. sender shall be printed or
written on tbe face of the envelope. The
letter is then «eady for registration. When
registered tbe sender forthwith receives a

receipt for the letter, which he retains in
his possession. The letter is forwarded"to
its destination in an official sealed envelope
made for the purpose. As it passes from
hand to hand a receipt is given at each
transfer until it reaches the person for
whom it is intended, who signs a receipt
for it, which is transmitted to the sender of
the letter. This explanation shows both
the simplicity of the process of registration
and the security of transmission, and may
be found worthy of preservation for refer¬
ence by all not familiar with the system
who may expect to use it at any time here¬
after.

Captain It. E. Frayser.

As the election of Superintendent of Pub¬
lic Printing will occur on "Wednesday next
I wish to write a brief communication in
behalf of the gentleman whose name ap¬
pears at the head of this article. Captain
Frayser is a native of New Kentxounty,
and was mustered into the Confederate ser¬
vice in the spring of 1861, and belonged to
Company F, Third Virginia cavalry, and
continued with it until May, 1862, when he
was detailed for special duty at General J.
E. B. Stuart's headquarters.
He was promoted from the ranks to a cap-
incyon the field at the second battle of
anassas for gallantry by a recommenda¬

tion from General Stuart to General George
W. Randolph (then Secretary of War), and
was assigned

*

to duty on the staff of the
brave and chivalrous Stuart, where he re¬
mained until that officer fell at Yellow Tav¬
ern, on the 11th of Mayj 1864, while defend¬
ing this city. In the raemorame raid oi
Stuart In rear of McClellan's army,
just before the battles around Rich¬
mond, Stuart, in his official report,
giving an accotmt of this expedition, pub¬
lished on the 12th day of August, 1862, pays
a high compliment to this officer, and also
in subsequent official reports. As an act of
retaliation be was in August, 1864, sent by
the United States Government from Fort
Delaware, where he was confined as a pris¬
oner, with a large number of officers, among
them Colonel A. Fulkerson and Captain W.
C. Nunn, now in the State Senate, and
placed on Morris's Island, near Charleston,
S. C., and there he was retaliated on for the
alleged ill-treatment of Federal soldiers con¬
fined at Andersonville* At the close of the
war Captain Fray£t>r connected himself
with the press of "this city, and was with
the Dispatch for several years, and is
highly endorsed by that journal. Subse¬
quently he was made business-manager of
the Whig, and remained with that news¬
paper until last October; which last paper
also endorses him. He is now before the
General Assembly as a candidate for Super¬
intendent of Public Printing, and is emi¬
nently qualified for the place he seeks, and
we trust it will be the pleasure of that body
to elect him, as he comes up fully to every
requirement as to qualifications under the
law. Notwithstanding he is not a practical
printer, he is sufficiently familiar with all
the details of the office to discharge every
duty of it satisfactorily to the public. As
to bis eligibility, that question is settled by
the printed opinions of a number of the
best lawyers in Virginia. Richmond.
