| A LITTLE WHILE IN NEW YORK.

JOURNEY TO0 NEW YORK—PENNSYLVA-
NIANS—ARRIVAL AT NEW YORE—THE
NEW YORK HOTEL ANXD THE LATE HIRAM

NEw York HOTEL, January 29, 1878.
It is o long time since I was in New York
before. In my journey hither this time I
came, to ‘me, a new route. From Balti-
more I travelled by the Northern Central
to Harrisburg, and thence by the Pennsyl-
vania Central road to Philadelphia, and
thence by the usual route to New York.
The way was most agreeable, not only for
the variety of travelling a route new to me,
but for the positive comfort of the accom-
modations. From Washington to Harris-
burg five hours—there an interval of about
an hour; and starting thence at 4:15, we
reached Philadelphia at 7:20 and New York
at 10:20; making the journey from Wash-
ington city to New York exactly twelve
hours, the two hundred miles from Harris-
burg to New York being made in siz hours—
an average of thirty-three and a third miles
an hour, including stoppages—as fast as I
desire to go. DBut then the cars were so
luxurious -and the conductors so obliging.
For myself, though not crazy over railroad
travelling, I felt ﬁellghtcd.

For the first time in my life I got a smart
view of the Susquehanoa in travelling fif-
teen miles along a portion of it which Isup-
pose we may consider 2 very interesting
part of it. It i3 a very picturesque river.
The topography. of the country indicates
that great changes have been wrought in
the surface, which was plainly in ages
past mountainous 1in its cbaracter. By a
long process of erosion by the mighty ero-
sive agencies the territory adjacent to the
lower Susquehanna- and bebween it and
Philadelphia bas been rendered undulating,
with here and there a hill of such preten-
sions as suggests the idea that it is the
remains of a once far more exalted eleva-
tion. The Susquehanna shows in the part
of it I saw the conflict it has had in time
past with rocky clevations. The remains
of these heights still fret its course and
cleave it into divisions, You often think in

‘|threading its shore that now it is receiving

a tributary that part of the stream. which i1s
near you seeming to be an independent river
that is hurrying on tojoin the Susquebanna.
But you are soon undeceived by reaching
the head of the island svhich has cut the
stream intwo., The island itself bears the
appearance of the main land, and vou ad-
mire the peculiarities of country which oc-
casion your surprise. From this bit of de-
seription you see that the Susquebanna is
not a river that is favorable to navigation.
Its deseent from the latitude of its abun-
dant sources contiguous to the lukes is so
considerable that it has many rapids. Where
intersected by rocky strata it wears its bed
slowly and is turbulent in its passage to the
level below. This oceasions scenes of pla-
cidly-flowing water of wide surface, which
has a mirror-like and beautifully serene ap-
pearance that infuses the mind with plea-
sure as the eye takesin the beautiful pano-
rama of water and shore-land with its rich
and frhitful surface.
Harrisburg is a moderate town—a villuge
in pretensions; and, but that it has a his-
tory and is now the State capital and the
place of residence of Simon Cameron, would
have no consequence to speak of.
From Harrisburg we skirted the river for
many miles and then turned eastward to
Philadelpbia, passing through an undulating
land whose thrift and beauty are famous,
I need say no more of a country so blessed
and so abounding in everything to make
man comfortable and satistied; and yet, sad
to say, it sustaivs a population not remark-
able for tie traits that should spring from
a condition which should be prolitic notonly
of grateful emotions, but of those genial
and liberal sentiments whieh siould be en-
gendered in the hearts of men so blessed of
Heaven. Thereisa great deal of selfishness
betwixt Harrisburg and Philadelphia—not
to speak of that which holds fast to its Came-
ronian defence in Harrisburg,
On reaching New York I chose for my
temporary sojourn the hotel bearing ibe
name of the citv—* The New York Iotel.”
This house was made famous by the late
Hiram Cranston, a man of a noble nature
and a generous heart. Excuse me for a
brief reference to this bouse. 1 speak not
of itin the scnse of an ordinary pufl; far
from it. I speak as asouthern man loving
charity and admiring generosity wherever
and in whomsoever found. Hiram Cran-
ston, though not bern in the South, con-
ceived a warm sympathy for the unfortunate
southern people, and opened his door to
them with a heart as open ns day to their
distresses.  He had food, a tear, and oiland
wine, for those of them who came in his
way and who were hungry or distressed or
weak and wounded. His name spread
abroad as a truly good Samaritan, who bad
not only smypathy for the suflering, but a
noble appreeiation of true heroism. It was
no shallow sentiment that animated his
Lieart, but it was a sentiment sustained by
practical earnestness; and, first and last,
hundreds of thousands of dollars would be
required to refund to his estate the liberal
expenditures incurred by bhim in giving
guccor and comfort to the hundreds of poor
Confederates who were thrown in his path.
Hiram Cranston is dead, but his memory
liveth. His neplew, J. Henry Cranston, is
his successor in the hotel so clear to the re-
collections of many southern citizensy” He

Itis no wonder that
the belief in mermaids and mermen should
grow out of the peculiar appearance and
amiable dispositions of the seals. You can-
not help from feeling that it ig, so to speak,
almost a cruel dispensation that dooms this
gentle animal to live down in the deep
amongst the rude and voracious preying
fishes, such as sharks, &e. But they do say
these seals devour a great many fish.
Amongst the things seen at’the Aquarium
was a4 lady who perfotmed feats under the
water. Clad in a suit of mail, this female de-
seended beneath the water and there eat,
and wrote, and held her breath one time for
nearly two minutes. This modern Lady
Godiva then emerged, apparently none the
worse off, wiping her face with her bhands,
and bowing to the public with moistened
self-complacency. I turned to the seals with
gratification. They were more winsome—
shame to my gallantry to say so.
Isn’t this a bird’s-cye view of New York?
But neitbher the public nor I, I am sure, de-
sire to continue it. .
I should not forget to say that a knot of
brokers near me are damning the silver bill
for disturbing the price of gold. I de-
tected a vein of satisfaction in their cuss-
ing. The “bulls’’ and the ‘bears’ are
as bappy as boys plying in new-falling snow
whenever a money scnsation arises. It is
such delicious sport to them, I leave them
in their delight. nseurcd that they will be
in time brought up with “a round turn.”

The .cases were ably argued before the
Courtof Appeals last week by John B.
Young, Esq., for the petitioners, and Attor-
ney-General Field for the respondent. The
opinion of the Court was delivered yester-
day by Judge Burks. The following is the
substance: The question i3 whether the
proeeeding of Judge Guigon is in excess of
jurisdiction. This is the extent of our in-
quiry. We dismiss at the threshold all con-
siderution of the sufficiency or insufliciency
of the alleged causc of revocation. If he
has jurisdiction of the proceeding, how-
ever erroneous or mistaken his judgment,
the remedy by probibition does not lie.
The writ of prohibition can never be made
to do the office of & writ of error. It.is a
preventive, not a corrective, remedy. Itisin-
tended to confine inferior courts within the
just limits of their jurisdiction, not to cor-
rect errors in' proceedings of which they
have cognizance. Ellyson ex parie 20 Gratt,
10. x £ % ¥
In the cases before us we are not called
upon to decide whether the proceeding of
the respondent on the evidence before him
would be a proper exercise of the power
with which he is invested, but whether he
has any such power atall. If basthe power,
we might be of opinion that the proposed
exercise of it by him would be error; but
we could not correct the error by writ of
prohibition.
If he has the poiver, itis nat conferred by
the act under which the licenses were
granted. . It must be looked for in some
other act.
The 106th section of chapter 206 oI the
Acts of 1874-'75 reads thus: “Upon the
motion nf the a'torney for the Common-
wealth for the county, city, or town, or of
any other person, after ten days’ notice to
any person or firm licensed to sell liquors or
any other thing, the grauting of whose li-
censes was based upon the certificate of a
court, the court which granted the cerfifi-
cute may revoke the license.”” * * * *
1f this section is still in force it cannot be
doubted that the Hustings Court of the
city of Ricbhbmond has the jurisdiction
claimed for it. *The terms of the section are
for this purpose.
It has been the settled policy of the State
from the year 1851 to this day to require al§
persons licensed to retail liquors to get a
certificate from the court granting the Ji-
cense a to character, and also as to conve-
nience of place of sale, and to invest the
courts with the power of revoking the li-
cense. Statutes of this deseription are nu-
merous, and it is believed that there has
been no time since 1831 that the county or
corporation courts, or both, have no! had
this power. Insomeof the carlier statutes
the power to revoke was limited by the
terms * upon good cause shown,” In other
acts the posver was to be exercised “if the
court saw fit.”” Finally, all words of limita-
tion were dropped, and the power was
committed to the diseretion of the court in
the terms of the section before set out.
[The opinion cites most of the statutes.]
These courts still have this power under
the section referred to, unless it has been
repealed. It certainly has not been ex-
pressly repealed. TP repeaied at ally it has
been by implication. Has it been so re-
pealed ?
1t is difficult to conceive of any good rea-
son why the settled policy of the State on
this subjeet should have heen chanzed at
all; and it is most remarkable, if such a
radieal ebange has been made, that the evi-
dence of it rests on mo surer foundation
than that of presumption.
Repeal by implication is not favored by
the courts, for ordinarily where o repeal is
intended by the Legislature it is declared in
express words. Hence the rule laid down
by Chief-Justice Marshall, and a like rule by
Judge Story, that a repeal of a statute by
implication ought not to be presumed un-
less from (he repugnance of the provisions
the inference be necessary and unavoidable.
To justify the presumption of intention to
repeal one statute by another tbe two
statutes must be irreconcilable. [Numerous
authorities are cited in support of these
propositions.] i
There is no incompatibility between the
section referred to and the act of March 30,
1877, establishing the Mofictt register as an
agency in the collection of revenue. Tull
effect may be given to each without dimin-
ishing the force of either. They may well
stand together, and if they can they must so
stand. It is not to be suppesed that so im-
portant a provision of the law as the sec-
tion meutioned, in force in some form or
other for more than forty years, would be
repesled in any otber way than by terms
the most direct.
The opinion then proceeds to considerthe
several provisions of the new aet with the
view of showing that they are perfectly
consistent with the power conferred upon
the county and eorporation courts under
the former act to revoke liquor-licenses
granted by them.
The opinion concludes that the Judge of
the Hustings Court ot the city of Richmond
is invested by law with the jurisdiction
claimed by bim in his answers to the rules
made against him; that he bas not exceeded
bis jurisdietion in the pyoceedings com-
plained of in the petitions; and that the rules
awarded the petitioners be discharged at
their costs.

'he authorities cited in the opinion are
omitted in this summary.
