‘Here at our own door, and in the briel
carecr of” our own country, we mway gather
memories as sad as we need desire and as
uncomfortable as the most morbid might
crave. Yet it is in no narrow or bitter
spirit that T say this. 1 was once proud of’
my country; I would gladly bail the day
when I could be proud of it againj nor
do I doubt that such a day might
come if our people would take counsel
of the past withan eye to future gain, But
it is just here that the principal barrier in
our way is to be found. TIarties are not
wont to gather wisdom from experieuce.
On the contrary, 8o soon as they are lifted
to power individual corruption sets in, and
“soon after we find the leaders mistaking
their own power to do for the written law
of the Jand; while the many very prompt-
Iv come to suppose that what their leaders
do is very probably in the right direction.
From this time forward the Commonwealth
jsto be regarded like a vast estate, which
may be plucked in the interest of party

greed. :

‘Phe ease with which men who bave
strained at a gnat can come to swallow a
camel is very well illustrated in politieal
history. At Rome men clamored for the
blood of Jullusi’and afterwards gladly took
refuge under the considerate despotism of
Augustus. In the ¥nited States, u yder the
bes’, and wisest of Americans, men watched
the executive movements lest some uncon-
—~ stitutional thing might be done. At the
present day we accept with thanks, as
grants of Executive clemency, immunities
which we once proudly supposed werc ours
under the national Constitution. Let it not
be supposed that I am making a thrust at
the present occupant of the White
House. Far otherwise. I do not see that

2r. Hayes is to blame for being President gi

of the United States; and while bis conduct
remains as it is I sball wish abundant suc-
cess to his Administration, and would,
gladly do all I can to strengthen his claim
to the favorahle regard of future genera-
tions. Hisillustrions predecessor has reck-
lessiy thrown away one of the tinest oppor-
tunities that ever the head of a great nation
possessed ; and Lcould desire he may have

a juster notion of the high destiny possible
for him. - To beal the numerous wounds of

a patien of such vast capabilities as ours is
no mean endeavor, and it is a task which
must be accomplished, or else the tree of
civil and religious liberty has been planted
on the American continent in vain.

The truth is, if 1 was mad with Ameri-
can partisanry and wanted to give vent to
my wrath I know not where I would strike.
I was onee a moderate Whig, and still have
respect for what I regarded their funda-
mental doctrines; but I was not long in
learning that a man of little brains and
mmuch impudence could become a party
leader, and I gave up in disgust. With the
Democrats it seemed much the shme in
kind, and vastly more in quantity; and
then their ducirine of strict construction,
which in their bands seemed capable of in-
definite contraction or expansion, made
me hostile to their ascendancy. O! the Re-
publicans I know not how to speak. May
God forgive them for tbe ills they have
brought to my own door and upon my
country, as I try to forgive them; for, to
confess the truth, I am afraid that cither
ol the other parties would bave done as
badly under the same temptations. The
only point I make against them here is that
they seem slow to follow the suggestions of
historical precedent. Every reasonable man
of the present day would admit, 1 think,
that if considerate and honorable loyalists
had been semt into the South to reconstruct
our fallen fortunes perfect repose had long
since reigned throughout our borders; but
instead of this men bave been chosen as if
for the special purpose of adding fuel to an
expiring flame. Yet the history of the past
js full of ecases whence they might bave
derived a wholesome lesson. Let us refer
10 one or two,

Never, I think, was there in this world
of ours a more cold-hearted despot than
the Roman Emperor Augustus; and ac-
cording to the political maxims of his
age he was absolute _master of the Roman
world. Yet, when he came to arrunge his
system of government, strict equality was
the great rule of his administration. Tobe
sure, our Republican brethren have talked
% good deal about equality, but hitherto
their idea of equality was alwaysto discrimi-
nate against those they denominated rebels.

In Irance the good XKing Henry LV,
whose memory the whole world blesses, had
to ticht his way to the throne of his ances-
tors; and if ever a ruler had a just right to
cherish feelings of bate and vengeance
against a large proportion of his people he
surely had that right. Yet inarrangiog the
plan of his administration he called one of
the most humane and considerate of men
to his aid, disarmed his more powerful ene-
mies by his generous magnanimity, and de-
clared to the masses that by and by, with
God’s blessing, the poorest peasant in his
kingdom should.have a fowl iam his pot on
Sunday. Now, my honest notion is that
the story of the fowl and the pot alone will
yvield more glofy in the market where fame
is to be bought than all the harsh deeds of
all the bitter party leaders in the world’s
history. 1t was party fury that bad turned
the fair provinces of France into a pande-
monium. It was the genius and generosity
of an absolute monarch which brought
France back to a state of order and repose.

1t it be true that ¢ history is philosopby
teaching by examples’ we might act wisely
in taking counsel of these and such like
cases. ‘Then, if we would stay to consider,
we would find that in every age parties
bave, sooner or later, wrecked themselves
or the fortunes of their country. Sometimes
both have been involved in a common ruin,
If we go back into the distant past and
consider Athens in the matarity of

her beauty and splendor, and ask
ourselves by what means that fair
monument of intellectual poswer was

brought down intomthe very dust, we
shall have to answer that the principal
cause was party. If we go to Curthage we
ghall see the first man of his age, and almost
the tirst man of all ages, perceiving with
propbetic eve that Rome must fall by his
bands, or that bis country is prospectively
undone, and devoting his wonderful pow-
ers and energies to his life-work. Yet some
of his foolish countrymen, prompted partly
by Roman gold and partly by envy and
hates for bim, forming themselves into 2
party, are found thwarting bim at every
step. It is said that Hapnibal made some
blunders. The great blunder of his life
was that he failed to take the full measure
ol party rancor and bitterness. Alas! the
“story is the same everywhere. Italy, I'rance
England, Jerusalem, Rome, Geneva, can aﬁ_

bring testimony to show what the fiendish o

spirit of party ean do, whether in civil, so-
cial, or religious affairs, In our own land,
within the brief measure of a generation,
we have fruit of the same kind equally bit-
ter and equally abundant. - But a few sbort
years ag%‘_.lit was sald by one of our Ameri-
_ean patriots : “Death to the Conslitution ;

It is full time, I think, for reasonable men
parties to turn’ away from the hates:

of the future. And while they consgider
the propriety of doing so we will refer to
one other case, taken from English history,
pot unlike our own, and from which we
may take courage. I referto the case of
England under James IL and William 1IL
Here, indeed, we might put our military
President in the place of James, and Jot
Mr. Hayes occupy the place of William ;
not that I would put Mr. Hayes in co: -
son with William as to merit, for, in Sober
trath, Willinm IIT. is one of those few noble
citizens of the world that Iam wont to lift
far above the measure of ordinary mortals.

England, under James, presented as per-

fect a chaos, as to parties, as could well be
imagined. Tbere was a Catholic party and
a Protestant party,a party for Divine rights
and a constitutional party, a party for Jumes
and a party for William. Eac
subdivided into moderates and ultras; and,
singularly enough, each embraced some of
the best and some of the worst men in the
realm in its membership.
. There were two things for which James
had an acdent regard. One was the silly
political nonsensée of Filmer ; the other was
the still more silly religious nonsense of his
confessor, Under the influence of these he
supposed he might hrow-beat the loftiest
man in the kingdom and still claim the af-
fectionate loyalty of all bis people. Insuch
a state of things a constant tendency from
bad to worse must necessarily result.

When William came over he came for the
relief of a suffering people. The British
crown he valued mainly as a means to ah
end; and that end was the promotion of
civil and religious freedom, Not as a lover
of England, not as a lover of his own coun-
try, but as a bencfactor of mankind, be led
that heroic life which has bestowed incal-
culable biessings on the British people and
ven immortality to his name. ¥From the
necessities of the circumstances be some-
times mistook a~brutal wretch for a lover
of his country, and did a few things we
might wish otherwise; but with the present
lights before us we must suppose that every
act of his public life proceeded from a wor-
thy and patriotic motive, and we may be
amazed tbat his errors were so few.

With what pleasure may we not turn
from the narrow and contemptible James—
brow-beating his best friends and con-
stantly reminding Parliament of his dignity
and rights—to contemplate William, whose
strength of will was not inferior to that of
Cromivell or Napoleon, promptly assisting
Parliament in curtailing the powers of the
crown. The difference lies in this: that
James was a narrow-minded despot, who
supposed that men were the natural slaves
