The meeting of citizens at the court-
house last night to oppose the scheme ad-
vocated by other citizens for the purchase
of the Petersburg -railroad by the city was
quite pumerously.attended. Many of the
representative people of the.community
were  there.

called to the chair, and a committee on

business was appointed, who reported a

preamble and resolutions declaring the pass-

age by the Legislature of the State of the

vill tramed by the conference of citizens last

week looking to the purchase of the road

by the city to be unwise, impolitic, and cal-
culated to damage the matérial interests of
the city. The preamble embraces eight
points of objection to the bill and its object,
which may bestated briefly asfollows: First.
Experience demonstrates that municipal
corporations cannot successfully manage
railroads with profit to the corporation and
to the interests of its citizens. Sccond. By
every consideration of right, expediency,
and universal usage, the City Council
should have control of all the property of
the city. ‘Third. The. commission consti-
tuted by the bill is granted the very
unusial power of perpetuating itself ;

15 practically empowered to purchase the

stock on which the city has a lien,

witbout limit of price, and may re-
quire the Council to furnish the money
to buy said stoek. Fourth. Upon the

said biil becoming a law the sum of §180,000

will be {aken frem the asSets of the city and

invested in a specalative enterprise without
sceurity. Fiith. The proposed action will
injuriously affect the credit of the city.

Sixth. The commission is not limited to

price in purchasing a controlling interest

in the road. Seventh. The example set by
such legislation will be very pernicious;
there is no guarantee or safeguard against
future amendments to the bill increasing
the number of commissioners. Eighth.

The commission is granted such absolute

powers that it is not even required to make

any report—annual or otherwise—of the
management, expenditures, and results of
this great property.

It was therefore resolved that the pro-
posed measure to cnable the city to become
the owner or controller of the Petersburg
railroad is injudicious, impolitic, and likely
to result to the danage and not to the benc-
tit of the city and its inhabitants, A com-
mittee of five gentlemen was appointed to
present a copy of the preamble and resolu-
tions (o the Legislature, and to request our
representatives to oppose the passage cf the
proposed bill.

A resolution was also adopted requesting
the Council to become the purchaser of the
city’s preferred and common stock of the
railroad, to be sold here en the 13th of
Aarch, at a sum not exceeding the amount
due on the said stock.

Mr. S, W. Venable, chairman of- the Fi-
nance Committee, while speaking on this
resolution, stated that the committee had re-
ceived numerous propositions to purchase
fhis stock privately, and had been asked to
fix a price upon it. Hewasof opinion that
no combination could possibly be formed
which could reduce this stock below its
fuce valuation of $330,000.

A committee appointed by the chairman
of last night’s meecting is waiting on the
citizens to-day inviting signatures to the
above resolutions of protest. -

The friends of the scheme for the pur-
chase of the road declare that it will not add
one cent to the indebtedness of the city,
nor in anywise impair its credit, but in the
end Wwill prove a vast benefit not only to the
city, but to the people. 'They, furthermore,
do not sec the renson of the objections
urged to the passage of the bill, since the
matter of the purchase of the road is to be
referred to the people for ratification or re-
jection. And thusthe matterstands, with a
wood deal of feeling manifested on Loth
sides.

Up to this writing no clue has been ob-
tained to the burglars \Wwho committed the
robberies in this city on Saturday night,
and Mr. Tennant has heard nothing of the
valuable silverware stolen from bim.

Fire in Buckingham.

The dwelling-house of Louis W, Cabell,
Esq., Green Hill, was, with all of the house-
hold furniture, burned down on the night
of the 80th of January, the family barely
escaping with their lives, There are many!
who will be saddened at hearing of the de-
struction of this mansion, everthe abode
of the most generous hospitality ; and dur-
ing the four years of the war, as well as the
sad days suecceeding,' there are hundreds
throughout the United Stateswho found,
when ill and wounded, a home and a rest
ing-place at Green Hill. :

The old mansion-louse at Green Hill was
built prior to the Revolution, its wide hall
proclaiming o tale of the past, and, like
that mentioned in the old song—

* His hall, so old, was hung around
With pipes, and guns, and swords." :

It was built by Colonel John Cabell, who
was lieutenant-commander, receiving his
commission from the *¢Committee of Safe-
tv?? of the Colony.

LoxpoN, February 12.—The correspond-
entof the 7imes at St. Petersburg tcle-
graphs as follows : *“I can state positively
that orders have been sent to the Russian
troops to enter Constantinople. Count
Schouvaloff has been ordered to explain to
Lord Derby that as the great Powers have
decided to'send their fleets to Constantino-
ple, Russiais obliged to adopt similar mea-
sures; but Russia has no intention of ag-
ravating the situation,” y

to Constantinople. That is unaveidable af-
ter what bas occurred.”
