Russis, Turkey, Germany, England.

Loxpox, ¥ebruary 16.—Reuter’s has re-
ceived the following dispateh :

i#¢ Constanlinople, Friday. night.—Namek
Pasha has gone to the Russian headquar-
ters charged with an endeavor to dissuade
the Grand Duke Nicholas from occupying
Constantinople. The !ussisns on Friday
morning occupied the Samidie redoubt,
which is a part of the Constantinople de-
fence. Althongh Austria has remonstrated
against Constantinople she will notabandon
her present attitude if the ocenpation is.ac-
complished pmeabl{m & with the consent
of Turkey. Russia has nofifledthe Powers
that she bas prevaiied upon Greece to adopt
a pacific attitude.

BeRLIN, February 16.—The German Ga-
zelte save : ** A reguest was received from
St. Petersburg yesterday that German influ-
ence would make itself felt. That influence
cannot be but peaceful. In spite of all as-
sertions to the contrary the relations exist-
ing between the Imperial courts not only
place all idea of any coolness arising be-
tween them entirely out of the question,
but also offer a sure guarantee for the main-
tenance of the general peace.” :

Loxpoy, February 16.—The Times’s
leading editorial is very pacific in tone. It
says: ‘It will be due to some gratuitous
mismanagement if the relative positions of
England and Russia near Constantinople
leads to any serious misunderstanding. Our
own Government may be trusted to act
with combined moderation s«nd firmness.
If the Russians are reasonably prudent,
there is no reason why the Powers should
not enter peacefully into conference.”

FrAvDp 1N LIFE INSURANCE—RIGHTS OF THE
ASsSURED.—Annapolis, Md., February 13.—
Senators Stump, Dennis, and Humphries,
a select committee, bave agreed to report
favorably a bill of great importance to per-
sons whose lives are insured. The bill pro-
vides that after the premiums on policies
have been paid for two years the companies
shall be considered as having waived all
right to dispute the truth of the application
for insurance, or ihat the assured person
bad made false representations when in-
sured. Power is given the company to in-
stitute suit within two years for alleged false
representations. This bill, if made a law,
will prevent life companies from waiting
for years, when perhaps the assured person
may be dead, befere bringing up charges of
misrepresentation.—Special dispaich to the
Baltimore Sun.

PeTROLEUM ExrorTs.—Five hundred and
fifty million gallons of petroleum were ex-
ported from this country from 1866 to 1871,
which brought an average price of thirty-
four cents a gallon, amounting to $187,000,~
000. ¥From 1871 to 1876, covering the same
period of five years, there were shipped
1,100,000,000, or twice as much oil, which
sold at the average price of fifteen cents per
gallon, realizing $165.000,000. The in-
creased exports netted less money by $22,-
000,000 than the shipments of the first-
pamed period.

The following public bequests were made
by Mrs. John Deshler, a wealthy lady, who
died Tuesday, at Columbus, Ohio: ¢ To
the charitable board of the Presbyterian
Chureh, $15,000; to the Columbus Benevo-
lent Society, $25,000; to the Orpban’s Home
at Hamilton, £3,000; and $45,000 and her
family residence, valued at $35.000, for the
estublishment of the Columbus art gallery ;
and $100,000 for building and supporting
‘the Columbus law library and providing
for lectures.

WasmiNgToN, February 16.—I lelt the
Senate chamber this morning at 5 o’clock
and do not care to spend another night in
the reporters’ gallery. After 12 o’clock the
only amendment adopted was McDonald’s,
which provides that where there i3 no stip-
ulation to the contrary in a contract that
silver shall be a legal tender for all dues,
&c. Some of the gold senators and Mr,
Blaine thought it horrible that people who
had bought bonds with the understanding

in gold should be paid in silver. :
“Mr. Howe said the Government has a
perfect right to pay according to the face of
the bond, and Blaine quoted Shylock.

Amendments were offered in regard to
the weight of the dollar by Mr. Cameron, of
owa, who wanted a dollar of 420 grains;
by Mr. Blaine,.who wanted one df 425
grains; and Mr. Eaton, who wanted one of,
440 grains. All these, after discussion, were
voted down, and the weight fixed at 4124
grains.

Mr, Gordon moved that not less than
£35,000,000 of silver shall be coined an-

nually, Lost. :
INAPPROPRIATE SPEECHES.

Between 2and 3 o'clock, when the Senate
was working under the five-minutes’ rule,
Messrs, Cameron, of Wisconrin, and Chris-
tlaney, of Michigan, drew manuseript
speeches and read them, to the disgust of
everybody, in instalments. Raw oysters
coated with brown sugar, before breakfast,
would not be more unpalatable Lthan. jvere
these ill-timed efforts under the circum-

stances.
WIHAT SENATORS DID.

Messrs. Butler of South Caroliga and
Lamar voted on every proposition with the
gold-men, and evinced as much intérest—
especially the former—in defeating the bill
as Kernan or Edmunds, Bayard, Sargent,
and Edmunds were purticularly active, and
favored every proposition looking to delay.
Mr. Randolph kept quiet, but voted with
them. Mr. Conkling made no speech and
offered no motion, but at 1 o’clock petu-
lantly alluded to the fact that the Senate bad
unanimously agreed to vote on the 15th.
He knew gentlemen might say that a parlia-
mentary day lasted until adjourument, but
he did not want to be compelled to listen to
oft-repeated arguments, but wanted a vote
taken and the question settled: His temper
was not improved when Mr. Christiancy
here got the floor and commenced reading
another instalment of his speech. Finally
Mr, Conkling Teft his seat and paced
the chamber rapidly, like Von Hillern
walking for a wager. This did him
good.. The speeches of Messrs. Merrimon,
Morgan, and Maxey against the proposition
for an international conference in regard to
the ratio of gold and silver were sensible
and in good temper. The Virginia sena-
tors, Messrs. Johnston and Withers, pa-
tiently awaited the result, voting every
time on the side of silver. Mr, Hoar occu-
pied tbe chair, the Sennte being in Commit-
tee of the Whole while considering the
amendments, and oue of his rulings made
Mr. Jones, of Nevada, wrathy. Mr. Hill,
ol Georgia, who was absent, was paired
with Mr. larris, of Tennessee, who is
sick, and Mr. Butler was paired with his
collepgue, Mr. Patterson. Mr, Bruce, the
colored senator from DMississippi, aniago-
nized Mr. Lamar on every proposition—all
his votes being on the side of silver remone-
tization. On thesilver side Messrs. Ferry, of
Michigan, and Allison, of Towa, did most
of the talking in the Yunning debates.

SENATORS LOOKED FATIGUED.

There is no lager sold in the Capitol now,
and some senators bad to refresh themselves
with Rye-o coffee. The efiect wus bad from
a mallery outlook. Some of these bad
watery eyes and flushed faces, others ar-
ticulated elumsily and moved about un-
steadily, while others were exceedingly
lively and good-natured. Coffee aflects
people differently when tuken too fre-

quently.
ON THE EVE OF A POLITICAL REVOLUTION.

The remarks of Mr. Ingalls (extreme Re-
publiean) were a feature of the debate when
he said : *¢ We are on the eve of a great po-
litical revolution. The South and West
have come together, and they intend to re-
main togethey.” He then spoke of New
England, New York, and New Jersey as
the salt-water despots. Mr. Ingalls is not
aceustomed to the applause which the-gal-
lery gave him while making bis speech in
the closing debate on the silver bill.

' THE FINAL TRIUMPH.

As the hand of the clock neared 5 sena-
tors, from sheer exbaustion, gave up the con-
test, and a vote was taken, and tbe bill and
amendments reported to the Semate. The
final vote on the adoption of the amended
bill was—yeas, 48; pays, 21; and this se-
cures beyond a peradventure or accident
the restoration of silver toits former dignity
as the equal of gold as a legal tender. The
bill as adopled, as was anticipated 1n last
night’s dispatebes, is the Bland bill with
free coinage stricken out, and with the fur-
ther provision that not less than two mil-
lions or more than four millious of silver
shall be coined per month. Then Alli-
sion’s amendment for an international con-
ference was added, and also McDonald’s,
intended to prevent any ambiguity as to the
complete legal-tender capacity of silver
under the bill. It will go back to the House
and be disposed of without delay.

THE TOBACCO SITUATION.

‘Your correspondent to-day asked a lead-
ing congressman, who is an earnest advo-
cate of the proposition to reduce the tax on
tobacco, whether he did not think: it best
to bring in a separate bill for tobacco, and
he promptly answered *‘No.”” ' Said he:
¢You then make it a tarzet, and deprive it
of all outside aid. - There are anti-tariff men
in‘ Congress who are so anxious for a
change in the present tariff that if they
thought tobacco stood in the way of this
they would vote to'let the'tax stand:-as 1t is.

TEXT OF THE SILVER BILL,
WasHINGTON, February 16.—The follow-
ing is the text of the gilver bill as passed by
the Senate to-day :

An Act o Aulhorize the Coinage of the
Standard Silver Dollar and o Restore its
Legal-Tender Character. i
Section 1. Be it enacted, eic., That there

ghall be coined at the several mints of the

United States silver dollars of the weight of
4124 grains troy, of standard silver, as pro-
vided in the act of January 18, 1837, on
whien shall be the devices and stperscrip-
tions provided by said act, which coins,
together with all silver dollars beretofore
coined by the United States of like weight
and tineness, shall be a legal tender at their
pominal value for all debts and dues, public
and private, except where otherwise ex-
pressly stipulated in the contraet, and the
Sceretary of the Treasury is authorized and
directed to purchase from time to time
silver bullion at the market price thereci,
not less than $2,000,000 worth per month,
nor more than $4,000,000 worth per month,
and cause the same to be coined monthly, as
fast as so purchased, into such dollars, and
a smn sufficient to eariy out the foregoing
provision is hereby appropriated out of any
money in the Treasury not otherwiseappro-
priated, and any gain or seigniorage arising
