device which could put off pay-day and re¬

pel the public creditor would prevail over

all moral and legal considerations.that It

was presumed that no idea of a veto of the j
Barbour bill could possibly be entertained.
Such a thing from tbc Governor was not

dreamed of* and when it was launched into
the Legislature it was indeed like a bomb,
and produced both surprise and irritation.
The Governor objects to tbe bill that it is

no settlement of the debt question, the agi¬
tation of which bas cost the State more than

tbe amount of the debt. He further objects
to the bill because it proposes a violation of

the Constitution, according to tbe decision
of the Court of Appeals, and inevitablv forces
tbe question already decided again upon that
court. He most earnestly and impressively
deprecates tbc idea of pressing upon the
court tbe questions growing out of legisla¬
tion upon the public obligations. He takes

tbe correct view.that such questionscannot
be elevated by the judiciary above the politi¬
cal arena; but tbc courts themselves are in

danger of being degraded, dragged down
to the low level of that arena. He deplores
the exigency that may array tbe courts

against the Legislature.one department of
tbe government against another. He well
a«ks, Whytempt asrain the inevitable?
With regard to tbe assumption of the

preamble that any appropriation of the rev¬

enue to the pavment of the public debt
which would deprive the common schools
of the means necessary to carry them on

was a violation of the Constitution, be re-
r

minds the Legislature that the obligation
to the public creditor is older than the Con¬
stitution, and therefore bas a claim that is

entitled to precedence over one that was

originated in the Constitution. The argu¬
ment and the suggestions of Governor Hoi.-
I-iday on this point will be deeply interest¬

ing to the people, and set those who have
endeavored to find out how to avoid the

public obligations instead of paying them,
to much and anxious thoughtful considcra-

'i0Tbe preamble very properly occupies a

further place in Governor Hollidai scriti-
cism. The 1st proposition as to the obhga-
tion of the Legislature to provide the * ays
and means to support the government he
admits as one not to be denied. As to the
2d, concerning schools, the Governor takes
is*ue with the Legislature, as stated above.
The feature of the preamble which disa¬
vows any purpose to deprive the public
creditor of his rights the Governor pro-
perlv regards as utterly worthless, since it
is made after their rights are taken away.
The message is a clincher, and the Legis¬

lature is possessed of no implement that
can possibly unclinch and draw the nails
which are driven by it into their crude and
unconstitutional measure for avoldiug the
solemn obligations of the State.
We hail the message as a grand manifes¬

tation of the majesty of Virginia. It re¬
calls the representatives of the people to the
solemnity and the imperative character of
the public obligations, and to the impossi¬
bility of evading them without the concur¬

rence of the public creditor. The moral of
this paper is that Virginia is a great State,
whose obligation to perform a promise
is equal to her right to make it; that

Virginia as a State cannot sink be¬
neath her dignity by forfeiting he
honor in refusing to fulfil her obligations.
If she should do so she is not worthy to be
called a State. Tbe world would cease to
look upon her as worthy so to be called,
and ber people must lose tbat respect with
which as loyal citizens they have always re-

"arded her. Worse still, those people could
not resist the demoralizing consequences of
an act of public faithlessness; and cor¬

rupted and humiliated by it would them¬
selves prove faithless, and thus private in¬

tegrity and honor would perish and become
unknown within the boundaries of a State
once honored as one amongst tbe noblest.
This is what the most timely and manlv

message of Governor IIolliday does, and
let us thank a kind Providence that has
raised up such a man to stay the downward
progress of our glorious mother in her hour
of greatest danger.

The time is serious and critical. It is a

time to arouse tbe patriotism of us ail-not
one to vent regrets or conjure up passions
that can only lead to further confusion and
public injury. It is now every man s duty
to devote himself to the public welfare.
Virginia demands his help. If we but sink-
personal ambition and party tactics, and
combine honestly to rescue the State from
peril, we shall succeed triumphantly ; and
it will turn out that the day that put a

check upon the unwise schemes that made
public defalcation and disgrace inevitabh
was indeed a happy one for the grand Com¬
monwealth which we are sure all of us hope
as long as we live to be proud to call Mother.

ation; now, therefore, in order that the
tax-pavers of the Commonwealth may have
the benefit of such reduction, be it
Resolved, That the Committee of Finance

be instructed to prepare and report to the
Senate a tax bill in which tbe present as¬

sessment on real and personal property.
to wit., fifty cents ou every one hundred
dollars' value thereof.shall be reduced to a

rate corresponding in amount with tbe re¬
ductions of the salaries of public officers,
as provided in House biil No. 91, now pend¬
ing before the Senate.
Mr. Paul spoke in advocacy of the reso¬

lution.
Mr. Hurt of Halifax moved to indefinitely

postpone the resolution.
Mr. Fulkerson advocated the resolution.
Mr. Koiner spoke in opposition to the re¬

solution.

REVISION OF THE CRIMINAL LAWS.

The Senate next proceeded to the consid¬
eration of tbe special order.viz., the re¬

port of the Committee on Criminal Laws.
Pending the consideration of which the

Senate recessed.
Klfflit Session.

Senator Quesknberry resumed the chair
st 8 P. M., and tbe Scuate again took up tbe
bill to amend tbe criminal laws.
At 9 o'clock Mr. Hinton moved to lay

tbe bill on the table. It was evident to his
mind that the Senate could not pass tbe bill
in time for tbe House to pass it and the
Governor sign it before the Legislature ad¬
journs, unless the session is extended. He
thought the resolution to extend tbe ses¬
sion should be considered.
The motion to lay on the table was agreed

to.ayes, 18 ; noes, 9.
The resolution extending tbe session was

then taken up and read.
Mr. Fulkerson said that as the Governor

had vetoed the tax-bill he would vote
against an extension of tbe session. He was
satisfied tbe government would have to stop
within tbe present year, and he thought we
might as well make the issue at once. The
crash has to come sooner or later, and he
was of opinion tfcat it would be best to go
home and let it come.
Mr. Koiner regretted what the Senator

from "Washington had said. He thought
that there might be another way to settle the
debt question. It wa9 not surprising that
the first plan failed. We are just now be¬
ginning to understand each other, and to
appreciate the difficulties that surround us.

He appealed to senators not to leave here
and go home in ill-temper without another
effort to settle this question of so much im¬
portance to the State, involving the honor
and hopes of the people. He then went on

to give his idea of how the debt can be set¬
tled. He had not lost all hope. He
thought the time had just now come
when there might be a compromise.
We could make a fair proposition to our

creditors, and if they fail to accept then the
burden will rest on them. He believed they
would accept and that we could have a set¬
tlement of the question. He hoped it would
be the pleasure of the General Assembly to
extend tbe session and make another trial.
Mr. Massey said he came here prepared

to stay Just as long as tbe interests of the
Commonwealth required it. He thought it
was a very grave question whether tbe in¬

terests of tbe State would be enhanced by
the extension. He was not willing to stay
unless there was a chance for a settlement.
He thought the olive-branch had been beld
out in tbe bill which bad passed the Gene¬
ral Assembly and been vetoed.
" Mr. Bland said he believed his prediction
was about to come true.~that we were not
to have an extension of tbe session. He
thought it would be a great mistake to ad¬
journ iust because tlie Governor faas seen
tit to stop what be believes to be improper
legislation. He wished that every member
of the General Assembly would to-morrow
tender tbeir resignations and go borne, for
at last the people must dispose 01 this vexed

PAT OP DR. BUPPKEK AND HIS CLERKS.

The Committee on Retrenchment and Re¬
form (Mr. Edmunds chairman) presented a

bill to amend and reenact section 9 of chap¬
ter 78 of the Code of 1878, and clause 10 of
section 7 of said chapter, in relation^ the
salary of the Superintendent of Public In¬
struction and clerks, as a substitute for
House bill No. 270. ¦¦

.

At present the pay of the clerks in the
office of the Superintendent of Public In¬
struction is graded by pay of certain clerks
in the office of the Auditor of Public Ac¬
counts. The latter's salaries have been
greatly reduced by the general salary-re:
Suction bill. The object of the present bill is

to keep the pay of the officers Damed where
it now is.viz. : Superintendent of Public
instruction, $2,000 ; first clerk, not to exceed
$1,600; second, not to exceed $1,300. Dr.
Ruffner is now paid out of the State Trea¬

sury; his clerks out of the school fund. All
arc now to be paid out of the school or lite¬
rary fund.

EXTENSION OF SESSION.

Mr. Walker of Northumberland offered
a resolution providing that the present ses¬

sion of the General Assembly be extended
for a period not exceeding fifteen days.

THE ABSTRACTION OF BONDS.

Editor8 of the Dispatch: Gentlemen,.
The season 19 rapidly approaching when onr

tobacco-planters will commence the Repa¬
ration of the ground intended for the re¬

ception of this crop, and we wish to avail
ourselves of the columns. of your widely-
circulated journal to make one or two sug¬
gestions. The markets of the world are

largely overstocked with medium and com¬

mon grades, while good and tine are com¬

paratively scarce. The crops of Virginia
and the West now being marketed are very
large in quantity, but in quality have dis¬
appointed both planter and buyer; and it
is in the interests of both of these classes
that we urge upon the planters both of Vir¬
ginia and the West, but more especially of

Virginia, to reflect before they add to the
present inferior crop. How can this be
done? We answer: First, by curtailing
the qmnityyou usually plant; second, by
discarding to a great extent, if not entirely,

bought fertilizers. If the manure made
upon the plantation is only sufficient for

two, three, or four acres, then plant only
two, three, or lour- acres, and planters may
rest perfectly satisfied that the time and
labor bestowed- upon these few acres will
be amplv rewarded.. Under the " new dis¬
pensation " the less you pay out the more
vou will take in. Virginia tobacco in other
days was almost indispensable, but now its

reputation is somewhat of a " myth.'' Our
planters had Just as well open their eyes to
the established fact that for the most of
the grades the West is not only a formida¬
ble but* a successful competitor, and that
in this "State thousands of hogsheads are

sold, manufactured, and stemmed (made
into strips for foreign shipment) in prefer-
ence to our own production ; and that, too,
notwithstanding our inspection laws have
attempted to attach a stigma to the western
plant. The West, with its comparatively
virgin soil, can and will produce the quan¬
tity; Jet Virginia try to produce the quality.
As an evidence of the status of western to¬
bacco in Great Britain we will state that
about a year ago we propounded to our

friends in England this question: "How
many Virginia strips can you sell for us

this season ? " Mark the reply : 44 That de¬
pends upon the quantity of western you
send us ; ten western hogsheads for one

Virginia is the proportion." Recent letters
will give some idea of the feeling now prev¬
alent in tobacco circles in Great Britain,
and we may add throughout Europe.
Extract from a letter received from a

manufacturer dated January 29, 1878 : '' We
observe that several reports estimate that
the make of strips this year will be about
30,000 hogsheads, and though we imagine
this can only be a vague report, still if it
amounts to anything like that the market
here must inevitably be swamped com¬
pletely."
Extract from a letter dated in England

February 9, 1878 : " The prospects of our

English markets are not encouraging, but we
cannot help hoping that your planters will
help us by very considerably reducing their
growth of tobacco this year. Another full
crop and we are swamped altogether."
And now we ask our Virginia planters to

weigh the matter well, and determine whe¬
ther5 a small crop of good tobacco is not
likelv to pay them better than a large crop
of inferior tobacco. We think an answer

will be found in the daily sales at our ware¬

houses and Tobacco Exchange. The planter
making twenty hogsheads, let him make
ten ; and he who makes ten, let him make
five; and even a greater reduction would
be desirable.
Messrs. Editors, will you not give up

national and State politics for a little while,
and render your valuable aid in giving our

agriculturists.the people upon whom we
in the cities are so dependent.all the in¬
formation upon this subject you can beg,
borrow, or buy P Tobacco-Dealers.

The James-River Valley Bailroad.
[For the Dispatch.]

I appeal to your sense of justice to cor¬

rect a mistake made in your issue of 21st
instant.a mistake not altogether unim¬
portant. Speaking of a meeting held in
Cumberland " in favor of the James-River
Valley railroad and against the canal," you
say : " The road will be built, if at all, by
parties who do not value a button's worth
the opinions of anybody who resolves but
fails to shell out."
The meeting in question was held at the

request of one of the corporators of the
James-River Valley railroad, who wrote
urgent letters calling for such action on the
part of the friends of the road all along the
line.* Moreover, in view of the fact that
meetings have been held in Cumberland
and Buckingham in the interest of another
railroad.one of the u straight-shoot" roads
we have been hearing about for twenty
years or so, and against the construction of
which its friends think the projected James-
River Valley road will militate.and seeing
that these meetings adopted resolutions
hostile to the James-River Valley railroad,
and urging their representatives in the Le¬
gislature to oppose it, I do not see how the
Dispalch could treat the counter-resolutions
passed by the meeting in Cartersville as

mere " brutum fulmen ".gas !
Touching the rival scheme.or the one

which its advocates consider in that light.
I hope a charter will be granted to this or

any other "straight shoot" if nothing is to
be asked but permission to build the road-
no county appropriations or any involun¬
tary subscription whatever.
