The total debt as above consists of.

bonds, $236,550 ; bills payable (with bonds
to the amount of $40,500 as collateral),
amounting to $34,166.79, subject to reduc¬
tion of amount of cash in the treasury
($4,589.24). making an aggregate of $266,-
127.55.

REMARKS OF THE TREASURER.
As to the increase of the debt of the city,

amounting to $26,325.61 (as per above state¬
ment), the main items will be found : First,
the expenses on the water-line, $7,533.90;
second, on account of street improvements,
SAioOO:. third, on account of discount on
bonds sold, $4,874; fourth, on account of a
settlement with the county of Chesterfield of
$1,325 ; and lastly, by reason of debts con-
tra^cni abe previous year, and which were
not included in the accounts of the Auditor
and Trewurer until the last fiscal year.
Tla»e is still in the bands of the Sinking-

Fund (Jammittee $535.17 uninvested, which
amount might properly be deducted from
the citv's indebtedness. There has also
been paid out of the treasury a note for
$232.05, properly chargeable to the Special
Street Committee, and which will be refund¬
ed out of the proceeds of the $6,500 street
bonds, the whole of which have been con¬
sidered in the above estimate of the city
The annual revenue of the city has been

cut short, say about $2,000, in consequence
of the failure of the Manchester Iron-works
and the Manchester corn-mill to pay the
usual rent, and also in consequence of the
greater percentage of delinquent tax, the
greater part of which, however, will yet be
collected. All of which is respectfully sub¬
mitted.

. ^, _This admirable report of the city's finan¬
cial conditiou was referred to the Finance
Committee.

. tThe Treasurer might with propriety have
al^o mentioned a deficit in the hydrant
rents, and the consequential damages, in¬
conveniences, dangers, and discomforts to
which the community was subjected by the
cut off of the water-supply.

THE FIRST PCBLISHED REPORT.
The report, as presented, has been pre¬

pared with considerable care and labor, and
may be relied upon as being perfectly accu¬
rate.
The Lisvalch claims the credit of being

the only paper circulated in Manchester to
lay before its patrons a comprehensive and
at the same time simple statement of city's
fiscal condition since its incorporation,
either as a town or city.

It may be a fitting finale to this article to
state that in addition to an annual revenue
of some $35,000, the city owns property, in¬
cluding its water-power, valued at nearly
$500,000. Its interest is promptly paid, and
it is perfectly solvent, A perceptible ad¬
vance has recently been made in the price
of its bonds, andtbere is no better opening
for safe investments in this country. The
present Council are determined to use arigid
economy in the admistration of aflairs, and
if no unforeseen misfortune overtakes us
the statement at the end of the present fiscal
year will be even more encouraging, and
Manchester's onward progress to greater
wealth and importance will have just begtin.
