was ascertained that the owner of the

wagon was a Pennsylvania farmer, who
was moving v?ith bis family to a farm in
Virginia, and tbe wagon, with its supplies
and furniture, had been driven from Penn¬

sylvania all the way to Virginia. There
bad been a pause in the street on the march
to the Virginia home to ascertain the route:
to the place where this family o! well*to-do
immigrant* was to dwell as adopted citizens
of Virginia. They were going where they

lioped to be contented, prosperous, and

happy.
How sad we thought it must be that such

immigrants should stop in sight of Vir¬

ginia's capitol, where originated the mea¬

sures thst threatened the home of their
adoption with misfortune and degradation.
Almost in hearing of the?e good people a

voice wift9 lifted up, sounding like the bowl
of the wolf whose haunts are the regions of
decay, predicting the calamity of a <. crash "

as the doom of Virginia. What should the
fine team, the elegant harness, tbe agricul¬
tural .implements, that appeared in tbe

superb wagon.what should tbe industrious
and virtuous family that came to give tbe
tribute of their experience and frugal nod
thrifty economy to tbe Commonwealth.
what sbonld all these be doing where
calamity impended and public dishonor and

private distress were gathering to perplex
and aggravate society ?
Tbe time and tbe scenes made the advent

of this family suggestive of tbe mo«?t regret-
tol reflections. Such people as these from
Pennsylvania should be bailed with gratifi¬
cation by Virginians. It would be, under
-proper conditions, a great acquisition for
Virginia to have such immigrants. But tbe
gratification felt at their arrival was swal¬
lowed up in the pity which we could not
but feel for them upon their arrival,, to
hear, as they approached their new home,
the raven-croakings of the prophet of evil
and the reckless threats of those prodigal
sons of Virginia whose strategies tend only
to her ruin and disgrace. ".

These good immigrants, within thesound
of these voices of desperation, must have
deplored the fate that led them from tbe
land of peace and comfort and. thrift to the
home of wrangling and strife and tbe land
where tbe children of tbe once noblest of
Commonwealths have put daggers at their
-mothers throai and are dragging her down
to degradation, if not infamy. .

The lesson is one that should grieve every
heart and invoke from every soul a prayer
that Virginia shall triumph over her faith¬
less sons and still continue to be the proud
Commonwealth and the happy home of a

virtuous population that loves and adores
her.

Petersburg.
"We have never known such strange pro¬

ceedings as those with reference to an act
ot the Legislature authorizing a commis¬
sion to be elected by the people of Peters¬
burg to take charge ot the Petersburg and
Weidon railroad. The measure was con¬

sidered one of vital importance to the city
of Petersburg by a number of gentlemen,
including Senator Hintox and General Ma-

hone, and for several nights it was elabo¬
rately debated before immense meetings of
the citizens. Colonel Charles S. String-
fellow gallantly led the opposition to the
act. He appeared promptly and bravely
wherever the fight was hottest, and de¬
meaned himself in a manner that inspired
alike respect and admiration.
A strange part of the proceedings was

that at 12 o'clock Friday night, after the
elaborate debate, a card was put into the
Index, signed by Senator Hinton, General
Mahone, and others, who up to that late
hour bad supported the act, which read as
follows :

** Though we announce our unshaken
faith in the principles, cbe wisdom, and the
objects of the railroad bill, reasons of the
gravest character, which will in due time be
given to the people, compel U3 to advise. its
friends t/s go to the polls and vote against
it."
So on Saturday, which was the day fixed

for a popular vote upon accepting the act
and electing commissioners, the act was
without friends. Those who had laborious¬
ly perfected it to suit tbem, and " eloquent¬
ly " (so styled) supported it, at the twelfth
hour abandoned it, and advised their friends
to do likewise. The brief history of this
local agitation is rather unprecedented.
There must have been amusing situations
and unique and capricious dispositions in
the matter; and yet there was evidently
something at stake. Our contemporary
Glass, of the Post, whose side triumphed,
pressed the conflict with decided energy.

The. Coin Nuisances.
We are glad to see that Mr. Stephen?., of

Georgia, proposes to get rid of the three-
cent pieces, both nickel and silver;, also, of
the silver five-cent piece. These coins are
nuisances. They are not at all needed, and
the whole country would be delighted to
get rid of them. We can get along admi¬
rably with the nickel five-cent and the silver
ten-cent piece. The copper cent will do for
smaller change, and we shall get rid <>f a
great annoyance.
We suppose we ore to have no more gold

dollars. That foolishly-devised coin ought
- to be called in and never allowed to appear
again. We rather think thetwo-dollar-suid-
a-half gold piece is a superfluous# coin,
and we believe that it would not be missed:
were it, too/, banished from public life.
Many sucb a piece of coin has been paid
out by mistake, and it to not needed for
ebange while the silver coinage is aftoat.
We think that' the present Congress has
much wisdom on the coiuage and financial
questions, and anticipate that by the time
the session is over the financial system of
the United States will be pretty nearly com¬
plete cud satisfactory.

. Last winter when the question waif n£>
1 about the lease of the canal, we took an in¬

terest in the lease to Randolph & Shanna-
ban. One of the strongest reasons for this
wis the belief that the piecing$f 1he canal
from Buchanan to Clifton Forge with a

railroad would remit in a railroad to Lynch¬
burg, by which Richmond would be cut off
from .even the imperfect and unreliable
communication that the canal afforded.
When the Governor vetoed the bill, and
the railroad-piecing policy was determined
on, we felt anxious that the railroad sbonld
come all, tbe. way to Richmond, as we be¬
lieved that we would have tbe same expe¬
rience with tbe part-rail and part-canal
policy that had so damaged us in tbe matter
of tbe Virginia and Tennessee railroad.
Puling tbe progress of tbe fight over the

canal lease we hunted up the matter of canal
and railroad transportation. We bad all
tbat the New York Board of Trade, the
Canal Commissioner, aDd tbe various things
that could be said on both side?, pretty tho¬
roughly before us. Of course the reports
on the Erie canal formed the chief stock in
trade in the interest of tbe lease and those
in favor of it. As we wanted all canal to

I hold the ground, so that freight could not

| be diverted from it, we used all tbe argu¬
ments that we could find. When tbe canal
was and Is practically abandoned, we have
worked since to have the railroad broujrht
to us through and over the ground actually
tributary to this city. We believe in a con¬

tinuous system leading to this city of some

kind, and as at present proposed we have
neither the one uor the other.
We are satisfied now that any compari¬

son between the Erie canal and the James
River and Kanawha canal is simply absurd
and a waste of time. Nothing that can be
said.aooiit tbe Erie canal has any bearing

I on the subject whatever. The Erie canal
I runs through a comparatively level coun¬

try* with levels of sixty miles, and its chief
lift is at Lockport near by the great lakes.
It connects a great river with the great
hkesr-with the greatest system of inland
navigation in the world, as before said,
through a comparatively level country. Tbe
James "River and Kanawha canal, on the
contrary, has fifty-seven locks from tide¬
water at Richmond to Lynchbure, or an

equivalent of a lift-lock to every three
miles, and between Lynchburg and Bu¬
chanan. a distance of fifty miles, tbirty-
eigbt locks, or an average of a lock to each
mile and one-third ! But even if a compari¬
son could be instituted between tbe two, the
Erie canal is now in extremis, as will
be presently shown. Going further
on our canal management gets worse
until you come to your nine-mile tunnel.
Tbeidcaof a ship canal over such a route,
and.tbrough a nine-mile tunnel, I should
think would" stagger even as enthusiastic a

friend as you are of tbe water line.
When you get your ship over such a route,

and througn your nine-mile tunnel, and to
the Ohio river, what are you going to do
with her? As for barge and steamboat
transportation on tbeObio river, it is utterly
unreliable, and would never do for your
expensive ship eanal, dried up as that river
is In summer and closed at irregular inter¬
vals by ice in winter. The Baltimore and
Ohio railroad would have been bankrupt if
it bad depended on tbe Ohio river. It never
declared a dividend, and its stock went to
almost nothing on the market, until it aban¬
doned the Ohio river as a feeder, and made
rail connections over and beyond it. Tbe
Chesapeake and Ohio railroad will never
amount to anything, as a channel of trans¬
portation, until it bridges tbe Ohio river
and ceases to be dependent upon tbat river.
Virginia has the very best route up the

James-River valley and through Clifton
Forge for a railway to tbe West on the con¬
tinent, and Rfcbmond, at the head of tide¬
water, has every condition necessary for
the site of a great city. If, as was proposed,
when the canal was started, a railway had
been placed in the James-River valley, with

a branch through Southwest Virginia from
Lynchburg, occupying the ground of the
Virginia and Tennessee railroad, and a
branch down the Valley of Virginia, the
main stem going west through Clifton
D'orge, we would have to-day a homogene¬
ous population* a large city at this point,
capitalizing and accumulating the wealth of
the State, and all the railways in the 'State
would have been based on and rvn with
reference to this railway system. What
is now called the railway system of
the State Is and has been a puzzle to
our own citizens and to outsiders.
The reason, I think, Is that the
State having embarked in the canal project
and spent much money in it, the Legisla¬
tures of the past were always ready to give
charters that would, as they supposed, not
conflict with the canal line; the result be¬
ing that they did grant charters and
spend the money or the State to build rail¬
ways anywhere so that they would not run
to this city. We have the strange spectacle
of this chief city of the State without one
slnele direct railway communication with
the State. The natural low-grade connec¬
tion through the James-River valley at our
back, occupied by a canal costing $12,000,-
000 to the State, and a bonded debt of
§1,500,000, nearly all of which bonded debt
has been made because the canal revenues
have not paid its running expenses, and
which presents the curious phenomenon of
an interna! improvement through the
most favored part of the State that, when
broken by freshets, can pay interest on
its bonded debt, because the Richmond
dock and water-rents at Richmond and
Lynchburg produce an income of from
$64,000 to §70,000. When the canal runs
and is in repair it goes in debt, and when it
is ruined it can be made solvent by letting
it alone. The occupation of this natural

! route by the canal placed all the other routes
at a disadvantage, and this disadvantage has
helped to render them unprofitable. For
instance, the Chesapeake and Ohio railroad
had to be sent far north and over high
grades so as not to compete with the canal ;
the Southside railroad fifty miles south so as

not to compete. 8o that the State has not
only lost her input in the canal, but her
input in the railways also; and her so-called
railway system, instead of building up a

city within her borders, has built up a city
outside of her borders; and the increase not
subject to taxation, she is brought to the
point of repudiation of her debt, which is
mainly her inputinto canal and railways.
The Baltimore and Ohio railroad was

started about the same time as our canal,
and about as much money was spent ou
each. (The Baltimore and Ohio railroad's
present Jjtocfcjs. §15,000,000.) The line at
both ends and over its whole route is in¬
ferior. and vet It bas built up a city of

1 850,000 inhabitants and alienated our own
people from us, and has bad power enough
to divide Virginia.*;*? " : : \T * ;:

If the James-River Valley had been occu¬
pied by a railroad, aa.1 have indicated, we'
Would have bad iDtercour.se with the people
joI West Virginia, and that State would
never have been formed. We in Richmond
to-day have practically no intercourse with
the people of Southwest Virginia or with
the people of the Valley of Virginia, and
very little intercourse with the people of
Piedmont Virginia. We have no direct in¬
tercourse with them. Richmond lives be¬
cause her natural position is so strong .thatall the efforts of the 8tate and the expendi¬
ture of $40,000,000 of money to her disad¬
vantage have not been able to destroy her.
She Hviis by manufacturing what she buys
of the State, because she pays the best price
forit; manufactures jft and sells it to people
outside of the .feeders of the State. She
has no trade wJtMbe Stateworth the name.

boor. A frifend of mine was approached
Id Washington a short tiihe ago by a gentle¬
man.of wealth who wanted . to bay a home.
My friend recommended to bim some of tbe
npper James-river estates. In reply be
asked bim if be bad ever travelled on a ca¬

nal-boat, as be felt sure that if he bad be
would not have recommended such a loca¬

tion; and went on to say that as be bad
daughters he woald not subject them to this
mode of going and coming from their borne
if any one would present him with tbe finest
estate in the valley of the James. There
are not seventy men in Richmond forty
years old, in my belief, who have ever been
up the valley, and it is almost as unknown
as the Yalley of the Congo in Africa that
Stanley has lately penetrated. Thus much
for its social future with canal as its only
mode of communication.
In a business point of view, it would be

simple madness to put a large amount of
money in any enterprise on its line and to
make contracts ahead for supplies and de¬
liveries; I have two friends who have tried
it since tbe war. They bad ample capital
and made contracts ahead. The flood of
1870 caught them with contracts ahd one
hundred bands to be paidandfed, and their
business was stopped for months. They
lost from a month to six weeks every year,
and the flood of last fall, and utter inability
to get goods in or their products out, has
caused them to abandon works that cost
them $25,000, and they are otherwise
thoroughly ruined.
On a railway, however badly damaged by

flood, or flre, or any other disaster, a day or
at most two days suffices to restore commu¬
nication, and this certainty, in a social and
business point of view, settles the question
with the individual seeking a home, or a

place to manufacture, and all the discussion
and theory in the world wonJt alter it.
Railway transportation is in its infancy,

and yet last year the four trunk lines be¬
tween East and West carried nearly three
times the tonnage of the water-ways in this
country, including the Erie canal, the Mis¬
sissippi river, and the great lakes. The
figures are :

"The railways have rendered the trans¬
portation by water absolutely insignificant,"
one railway line and ihe connections sub¬
ject to its control (the Pennsylvania rail¬
road) carrying last year more tonnage than
was carried on the great lakes, the Missis¬
sippi river, and the Erie canal combined.
This change has been lar^e ettected in the
past ten years, and to show how it has
worked, the proposition is now made in
New York to tax the lands in that State to
pay the expenses of keeping the canals in
repair, to enable them to compete with the
railways, to the tune of §1,250,000 per an¬

num, that being the sum necessary to keep
them in repair and to run them free of tolls.
In commenting on this state of things a

New York daily says :
" A paltry million of dollar?, more or

less, is all tbat it costs to maintain the Ca¬
nute. Even this sum tbe people would
shudder to see added to their taxes at the
present time; and what reason is given?
That the rivalries of railroads have changed
tbe relation of canals to the course of trade.
How happens it that a canal, which it Is
claimed has built up the city and State,
cannot coutinue to be at least self-sustain¬
ing? Tbe argument strikes us somewhat
as would an appeal for alms in behalf of a

giant Crcesus on account of his enormous
strength and wealth."
Tbe cost of building canals has not

materially decreased- even such a shal¬
low and imperfect one as the James
River and Kanawba costicg from $50,-
000 to £60,000 a mile, while the
cost of railways has decreased until they can
be constructed almost as cheaply as a good
AlacAdarn road; and taking the whole
United States, the average advance in the
taxable value of lands along the line of rail¬
ways has been §100,000 to the mile.
Virginia started rich, and with every

natural advantage tbat the Almighty could
give her. Not only soil, climate, but every
miueral, tbe best-watered and best-timbered
country in the world, and with tbe best
grades for transportation to connect her
with tbe West, the North, and the South.
and especially with tbe West.tbe north¬
west territory that f>he gave asvay, and that
is largely settled by her children. She
should have controlled the destinies of this
continentforever. She spent money enough
to do it. From 1835 up to the war, money
for transportation lines flowed like water.
What is the result? A divided State
and each section of what is left warring
with the other about the most trivial appro¬
priation, or about tbe most trivial matter.
No intercourse with each other. A bundle
of sticks without the band to bind them to¬
gether; and instead of controlling the des¬
tinies of a continent, no fragment of tbat
continent feels so poor that it is not strong
enough to slur at and kick her whenever
opportunity offers. With a centre of busi¬
ness in the" James-River "Valley, accumulat¬
ing the wealth of the St ate for her own taxa¬
tion, we would not witness tbe humiliating
spectacle daily presented of her Legislature
attempting to prove to the world tbat the
State is too poor to keep her plighted faith,
and that her sovereignty gave her the ability
to hold fast to what she had obtained by
this plighted faith without being punished
for it. A sovereign reduced to a very
low ebb indeed ! I believe that the
occupation of the James-River valley bythe
canal has contributed to our poverty and to
this state of things more than, as"is often
charged.viz., tbe inertia of slavery, the
sale of our labor in the past, and tbe etiects
of the war, all combined.
I am as well pursuuded that our case is

hopeless il we continue to cling to this ca¬
nal corpse, and although it is late, and the
opportunity, has passed from us, still that
much good to the State will como by aban¬
doning our past policy and by giving life
and hope to the James-Kiver valley by a rail¬
way connection through its entire length.
As for expecting that the United States
will build the canal to the Ohio river, 1 feel
so confident that, this will never be done
that I refuse to eyen consider it, and I
feel sure that if it was done and §100,000,-
000 should be 3pent on it and on improving
the navigation of the Ghfo river, it would
be as thoroughly thrown away as the sum
that Virginia has already spent in the
canal. ~ St
< .Holding these views, of course I am
gratified that our City Council refused to
put any more money in this wretched fail¬
ure.

HOW TO SUPPORT THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
Mr. Johnson presented the following

bill:
An Act to Provide for General Education
and to Place the Public Schools on a

Secure Jbasis.
Be it enacted by the General Assembly

of Virginia , 1. That In addition to the tax
now levied on land?, lots, and subjects, of
fiftv cents on the hundred dollars of the as¬

sessed value of such property, there shall
be levied a tax of twelve and one half cents
on the hundred dollars of the assessed value
of lands, lots, and subjects assessed for tax¬
ation, to be applied exclusively to the sup¬
port of the public schools.

2. It shall* be the duty of the Auditor of
Public Accounts to estimate at the begin¬
ning of each fiscal year the net amount
which this tax will produce, and to pay
such net amount of tax to the Board of Ed¬
ucation in four quarterly payments out of
any funds in the Treasury not otherwise
appropriated; which payments shall be in
lieu of all other direct taxes for support of
schools except the capitation tax.

3. This act shall be in force from its pas¬
sage. j

passed.
Senate bill to amend the law in regard to

the repairing the bridges, <fcc., in Rappa¬
hannock county.
Senate bill to authorize the Board of Su¬

pervisors of Amherst county to issue bonds
to build a free bridge over James river.
Senate bill to amend the law to incorpo¬

Illuminating Company.
Senate bill to amend section 31 of chapter

49 of the Code, in refereuce to exemption
from distress.

Senate bill to requiie citizens of Rock¬
ingham county owning land on streams
to keep the same clear of obstructions.
House bill to amend section 9 of chapter

7 of the Code, in relation to registration of
voter?, was taken up, on motion of Mr.
Tanner, and passed under a suspension of
the rules. The bill provides that there shall
be but one day for registration in cities in
place of three days, as heretofore.

THE COMMISSION TO SELL THE CANAL.
Senate bill to extend the franchises of the

James River and Kanawha Company and to
provide for the sale of the stock held by the
State of Virginia came up on the calendar.
The bill was discussed at length.
Mr. Hurt of Halifax moved to indefinite¬

ly postpone the whole subject. Lost.ayes,
11; noes, 17.
Mr. Johnson pointed out the defects in

the bill, and said that unless its features were
made clear he would oppose it.
Mr. Koiner moved to lay on the table,

and explained that he desired to understand
the bill before he voted for it.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, MINING, AC.
Senate bill to amend and reenact an act

approved March 29, 1877, entitled an act to
establish a Department of Agriculture, Min¬
ing, and Manufacturing for the State, was
taken up and read, and ordered to be en¬

grossed and read a tuird time.
A BIG CLAIM.

Senate bill transferring to the Richmond
and Alleghany Railroad Company and the
Potomac and Ohio Railroad Company all
claims of the State of Virginia against the
United States, &c., was taken up on the
calendar and read.
Mr. Koiner opposed the bill.
Mr. Daniel presented a substitute in the

nature of a bill providing for the appoint¬
ment of an attorney, who shall press the
claim of the State before Congress.
Mr. Hurt of Pittsylvania moved to in¬

definitely postpone the whole subject.

SeHate bill imposing a tax, and prescribing
the mode of collecting the same, for the
privilege of selling wines, liquors, &c., the
pending question being on Mr. Grimsley's
motion to amend so as to provide that the
tax shall be paid in lawful currency of the
United States-
Mr. Gbimsley withdrew his amendment.
