Tha New American Bishops.
The appointment of Monseijrneur Chatard,

president of the American College at Rome,
to be Bishop of Vincennes, Ind., and the
appointment of Rev. John J. Keane, of
Washington, to be Bishop of Richmond,
heretofore announced, were continued, ac¬

cording to official information received in
Baltimore Wednesday. Cot ii gentlemen arc

Baltirooreans, Dr. Chatard being a son of
Dr. F. E. Chatard. a prominent physician
of this city, and Dr. Keane a son of Mr.
Hugh Iveanc, a merchant tailor on north
High street, who died last fall.
Monseigueur Silas M. Chatard returned to

Rome very recently, after an extended visit
to this country and having spent considera¬
ble time in Baltimore. lie Is about forty-two
years of age, was educated at Mt. St. Mary's
College, Emmittsburg, Md., and for a time
afterwards devoted his attention to medi¬
cine. He went to Rome about the year
1857, and in 1808, when Dr. McCloskey was

appointed Bishop of Louisville, Dr. Cha¬
tard was made president of the American
College at Rome. Before his recent de¬
parture lor Enrope he was a prominent wit¬
ness in the Merrill will ease, in New York.
The See of Vincennes became vacant in
June, 1877, by the death of Bishop Maurice
de St. Palais, and has since been adminis¬
tered by Very Rev. August Bessonies, of
Indianapolis.
Rev. John J. Keane is assistant pastor of

St. Patrick's church, Washington, of which
Rev. Jacob A. Walter is pastor. He -is
thirty-seven years of age, and was born in
the North of Ireland, "lie was brought to
this country by his parents when quite an

infant, and was educated at St. Charles Col¬
lege, Howard county, Md., and at St. Mary's
Seminary, Bait imors. He has been long
distinguished as a mau of tine culture and
masterly scholarship. He is. well known in
Baltimore, having lectured and preached
here on frequent occasions. A few
year? ago he visited Europe, and on

his return lectured extensively in this
diocese. His appointment as Bishop of
Richmond was considered by Pope Pins
IX. very shortly after Archbishop Gibbons
was transferred to the see of Baltimore.
That he would be appointed to succeed
Archbishop Gibbons was tirst definitely
published in the Sun of December 10, 1877.
His appointment was among the last con¬

sidered by Pope Pius IX., and the present
authorities at Rome have carried out his in¬
tentions in confirming the selection. It is

Sudden* Death of a Lady..Miss Helen

A. Miller, o! Logansport. Ind., died sud¬
denly fit Ford's Hotel night before last, or
early yesterday morning. She came to the
hotel from a train on the night of the lGth
instant. Her behavior was ladylike and
prepossessing, but she had little conversa-
tion with any one, and as far as is known
visited nobody here. It was her custom
every morning after breakfast to take a
walk in the Capitol Square. She was at
dinner as u9ual on Wednesday, and
seemed to be well and cheerful.

About
5 o'clock that evening she rang for the
chambermaid and ordered a pitcher of
ice-water. The water was promptly de-'
liyercd to her at her room-door. Not
leaving her room for supper, she was noti¬
fied that supper was read}', but said that she
didn't want any. Not appearing at break¬
fast yesterday morning, and not answering
the knocks at her door, Mr. A. J. Ford, Jr.,
upon being so informed, sent one of the
clerks up to the room to see what was the
matter. By the use of a step-ladder, and
looking into the room through the transom
over the door, it was seen that she was dead.
The Coroner was thereupon notified.

Mi?s. Miller, when the doof was opened,
WB3 lying in bed in quite a natural attitude.
In one hand she held a hankerchicf. There
wa3 nothing in the room or in its appearance
to tell the story of her dcyith. Her counte¬
nance was tranquil.giving no signs what¬
ever of suffering. *

An examination of the effects of de¬
ceased showed that she had formerly lived
in Logansport, Ind., from which place she
registcfed. Her trunk.a large one.was

packed with good clothing. In a leather va¬
lise therd was a nnraber of small articles
and a little package or oxalic acid, which
had never been opened. With it were di¬
rections for compounding a mixture for
bronzing straw bonnets. There wa» a let¬
ter in her portfolio, written in 1873, and
addressed to uMiss Helen Miller, city,"
and postmarked "Logansport, Ind.," and
signed by a man who said that he had been
daily passing Miss Miller's place of busi¬
ness and had been struck with ber face; it
appeared to him a3 that of his "ideal
bride," and he requested permission to pay
his addresses to her, &c. About eight dol¬
lars in money were found in dcceased's
pocket-book.
The deceased was apparently about tbirty-

Gvc years of age. The servants represented
her as reading nearly all the time. Further
information concerning her could not be ob¬
tained. A telegram was sent by Mr. Ford
to Logansport, in hope that tome of her
relatives could.be found.
The Coroner held an inquest upon the

body yesterday evening, and the jury ren¬
dered a verdict that deceased came to her
death from causcs unknown to them.but
probably natural causes. The body,- do
cently prepared for the grave, has been
placed in the hands of an undertaker, and
will this morning be removed from the un¬
dertaker's to Oakwood Cemetery for burial.

The steamer Ariel. Captain Wyndham R.
Mayo, of the James River Line, which is to
take the place of the steamer John Sylves¬
ter between this city and Norfolk, arrived
ve.sterday with streaming colors at o'clock
p. ji. a considerable crowd of spectators
bad assembled on the wharf, and her arrival
was greeted with repeated cbceriojr.
The Ariel left Portsmouth at 7:15 o'clock

A. M. yesterday, and was three fourths of
an hour behind time. All of this lost time
was made up, and tbe boat touched the
Rocketts landing a few minutes in advance
of the usual hour of landing.

Tiie Mozart..A very line musicale was

given last evening at Virginia Opera-House,
and the programme, which was entirely in¬
strumental, was well performed through¬
out.

In the rendition of the charming piano
solo "Balade Opus 23" Miss Kate Mera
united a tine conception with chaste and
expressive execution, and this effort alone
is suflic!ent to bespeak her an accomplished
pianist. Iler part, too, in the arrangement
from "11 Trovatore," for piano and violin,
by Fradel, was equally meritorious, and
with the admirable cooperation of Dr. Bart-
kowski it constituted a very pleasing fea¬
ture of the evening.
Dr. Bartkowski's violin solo, " The Little

Grandpapa," by Lange, was greatly en¬

less some change be made in the arranging
of the seats the move will be anything but
an improvement on the present place of
meeting, at least so far as the comfort of the
audience is concerned.
