THE LATE NEW.-YORK ROBEBERY.

ARRYEST OF FOUR PERSONS IN PETERS-
BURG CHARGED WITH ROBBING DMR.
JAMES H. YOUNG, OF NEW YOILK, OF TWO
HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS-HOW
THE CASE WAS WOKKED UP—AN INTEL-
ESTING LETTER, &c.

[Correspondence of the Richmond Dispateh.]

PereErsBUrG, March 23, 1878.

The community was thrown into coneid-
erable execitement this afternoon by the
arrest of four parties charged with baving
committed n heavy robbery in the city of
New York. On the second day of January
last the oftice of Mr. Jumes H. Young, No.
49 Nassaun street, New York, was entered,
and certificates. bonds, stocks, and recuri-
ties to the amount of two bundred thou-
sand or wore dollurs, were stolen. After
the robbery the parties, it is alleged,
separated and fled from thut city, and bave
not met until within the last day or two, in
Petersbur®. The case was committed to
the Allan Pinkerton Detective Agency to
be worked up, under the promise of a lil-
eral reward if success c¢rowned their
efforts. Every endeavor was made to trace
the guilty parties, and traces of them were
oceasionally obtined, which, followed up
by smart detectives, have resulted in the
arrest of the alleged guilty ones.

Last week a stranger arrived from the
South at Jarratt’s Hotel, and registering his
name as (. Burton, asked for & good room,
stating that bis wife would join him on the
following day. On the next day a woman
arrived here from the North and joined him
as his wife. These parties remained quiet-
Iy at the botel until last evening, when
there arrived on the sonthern train an-
other person, who registered at the
same hotel, under the name of Rufus
Minor: Yesterday morning George Carson
came to the city from the North, and took a
room at the Bollingbroolk Hotel. On Thurs-
duy evening Detective James A, Gallager,
of New York, reached the city, and on yes-
terday succeeded in locating three of the
parties above mentioned, on whom, with
the- assistance of our local police, he kept
constant watceh. :

This morning the detective went before
the Mayor and swore out a warrant for the
arrest of all four of these persons, charging
them with the theft of Mr. Young’s bonds
'he warrant was promptly
executed, the four prisoners beinz found
together in a room in the City Hotei. They
were placed jn the hotel omnibus and driven
down to the juil in the custody of the of-
ficers. Their names are given as follows:

The woman is evidently somo ten or fif-
teen vears the senior of the man whoclaims
to be her hushand. Sheis intelligent but
not handsome, and is dressed in an extrav-
ggant style. Carson and Abrams nre both
yvoung and good-looking men, well dressed,
and seem to be Epglisbmen. Minor, the
¢ldest of the men, has the appearance of
being very shrewd, and evidently koows a
areat deal about the ups and downs of the
world.

The detective gives them all abad charae-
ter, and intimates that they are suspected
of having becn at different times engaged
1n other heavy robberies of this kind.

At the juil, alter being searched, the par-
ties were placed each in a separate room,
where they will remain until Monday morn-
ing, when they will be brought before the
Mayor for examination. It is understood
they bave engaged eminent counsel to re-
present their interests, and that they will
make a strong effort to secare their dis-
charge. They will, bowever, have strong
counsel against them.

The Mayor this afternoon advised Gover-
nor Holliday of the arrests, and it is pre-
sumed the Governor of New York has been
advised, in order that he may make the
necessary requisitions. -
Myr. James 1. Young. of No. 49 Nassau
street, New York, is a lawyer and broker.
The bonds and sccurities stolen were parts
of different cstates of which he bad the
management, On the 2d of January the
clerk of the office was called out to see an
invalid in a carriage in the street, said in-
vahd being too unwell to go into the office.
The clerk was detained for some time at
the carriage conversing with the occupant
about real estate and the value of different
securitics. Meanwhile the office was en-
tered by confederates and robbed of the
£200,000 in guestion, and made good their
eseape.

The property stolen embraces the bonds
of railroads in various portions of the coun-
try, bank stocks, gas stocks, insurance
stocks, bonds of several cities, &ec., &ec,
Among the list are twenty first-mortgage
bonds of the James River and Kanawha Ca-
nal Company for $500 ench ; fifty shares of
the stock of the Tredegar Company, of
Richmond, §500 each; and two bonds of
the Tredegar Company, Richmond, for
$1,000 each.

Money to the amount of about $275 was
taken from the prisoners in jail, and an
additional sum was tuken from their trunks
at the hotel. An examination of their bag-
gage will be made to-morrow when. the
superintendent of fhe detective agency ar-
rives from New York, when it is beheved
some of the stolen property will be recov-
eréd. The puarties are said to. be profes-
gionals, and known to be such by the north-
ern policg and detectives.

Their movements at Jarratt’s Hotel were
such last night as to excite the suspicionsof
the proprietors; who placed a watech upon
them. Since their lodgment in jail they
bave partially furnished their rooms, and
have ordered their meals from the restau-
rants. :

WHAT THE Crry AuBoLixce mAS DONE
SiNcE 1T8 Esvea71sEMENT.—The City Am-
bulance. which has become one of the fixed
institutions of Richmond, was established
by the Committee for Relief of the Poor on
the 24th of March, 1875, and bas since that
time rendered most efficient aid to many
persons who have been taken sick or been
injured and required its services, Captain
Charles P. Biggzer, the excellent Superin-
tendent of the Almshouse, who has charge
of the institution, has, at the request of the
writer, furnished the following statement
showing what the work of the ambulance
has been for the past three years yesterday :

Number of persons to whom assistance
was rendered and aid given from March 24,
1875, to March 24, 1878: White males, 264;
white females, 46; colored males, 168; col-
ored females, 82—total, 560. Of this numn-
ber 86 white males, 12 white females, 19
colored males, and 35 colored females were
brought to the almshouse; the remainder
were carried to their residences or left in
charge of friends.

LitrLe Boys’ SoCIETY.—A very large
number of boys, under fifteen years of age,
connected with Dr. Hoge’s chureh, have
formed a society for bemevolent purposes,
and for their own improvement and enter-
tainment. The meetings are monthly, and
the gmall membership fee, torether with
the earnings of the boys by work of various
kinds and the proceeds of any entertain-
ments they may have from time to time, will
constitute a fund for benevolence at home
and abroad. They have engaged Ralph
Bingham, the Boy Orator, as will be seen
by the advertisement in this paper, to give
one of his remarkable exhibitions on Tues-
day, and tife hour bas been tixed at 53 P. M.,
in order that their young friends generally,
boys and girls, as well as their parents, may
tind it convenient to attend, and thus en-
courage them in their new enterprise.

\LL'S SAW-MILL ON SAT-

~HALL'S FIRST MEETING
WITE H WSBAND AFTER THE ACCI-
DENT—-THE COLORED MEN BURIED BY
ORDER OF THE OVENBEER OF THE POOR~
A COMPLAINT—ADDITIONAL INCIDENTS—
FUNERAL SERVICES OVER THE LITTLE
BOYE—A PLAN FOR THE RELIEF OF THE
SUFFERERS, &C., &C.

A large number of people visited the
ruins of HalPs saw-mill, in Henrico county,
on Saturday. ~Munry were led there by mere
curiosity. Others went with the laudable
desire of serving the afflicted family and
with perfect willingness to do anything in
their power to assist the wounded. Mr.
Hall was still confined to his bed, and was
suffering somewhat from -his face, but he
stated that his bodily pains were as nothing
compared with. the sharp distress of mind
which was his: in thinking of the death of
his two bright little boys and the calamity
that bad overtaken nearly all of his work-
men who -were at the mill when the boiler
exploded. *

. There twerdgseveral ladies at the house
rendering such service as they were able in
comforting Mrs, Hall and in altending to
the aftairs of the hougebold, which had, of
eourse, been thrown into wild eonfusion.
The condition of Mrs. Hall was considered
by some of her friends quite alarming. She
seemed almost heart-broken, and, unlike
her hnsband, was unable to secure even the
relief which copious tears give. DMMrs. Hall
talked about the little boys freely, and with
all the pathos that a mother’s bereavement
could give described them as she first saw
them after the explosion. Her earliest
thought was for ber husband—she had no
idlea that the bovs were at the mill—and she
ran down to the mill to seek him.
He was at the same time running
to the house to tell Lier that he was living,
when the boys’ bodics were found, and they
met there in the presence of their man-
gled children. 'I'hev could not summon
strength to carry either one to the house,
and so they ecalled tbe nssistance of friends
and neichbors, who by that time had begun
to gather. Mrs. Hall said that she did not
recognize her husband, except by his
voice, when she first saw him. His face was
black and his elothes had been torn from his
body, but luckily without doing him serlous
injury. Iis escape was indeed marveilous.
The ashes blown from the fire-box into the
skin of the right side of his face will proba-
bly distigure him- some, but there are no
other permanent injuries.

THE RUINS.

During the whole day there were little
groups of peopie—men and women and
children—standing about the ruins of the
gaw-mill discussing the accident and look-
inzat the places where the dead and wounded
fell when hurled forth from the shed by the
gipantie force of the exploding power. The
ifmmense violence of the explosion could
only be appreciated when one saw the dome
and steam-chest of the boiler, wc%gbing
twelve hundred pounds, Iying thre? hun-
dred feet off, on the hill. This great frag-
ment in its course had risen from the mill,
in the hollow, piereed the roo! which shel-
tered it, and struck thetop of a pine thirty-
five feet high, which pine was probably
two bundred feet from the mill, cut off
the top of the pine, and descending,
struck another pine about twenty fect
above the earth, and then tumbled
down at the foot of the tree. A long log
about fiiteen inches in dinmeter had been
forced into the thicket on the creek back of
the mill. The powertuat hud sént'it there
had apparently done so.as readily as the
archer shoots an arrow from a good, stitf
bow. In another direction was the fire-
box, which, baving *fallen upon the pine-
tags, kindled a fire, which threatened to
gpread far and wide until extinguished by
the neighbors.

THE SLEEVE ON THE TREE.

The coat-sleeve of Binxey Thomas (col-
ored) was on Saturday afternoon still mourn-
fully waving from a jagged limb of a pine
150 fect from the mill. Thomas was shot
forth from the shed, or wherever he was
standing ot the time of the explosion, like a
ahell froma mortar, e rose at an angle of
about forty degrees until he struck this tree
on the bill (the hill is thickly covered with
pine). He seems, from the blood-marks, to
have come first in contast with the body of
tbe tree, then to have dropped down a few
feet, where the broken limb referred to
caught him through the sleeve. Ilad the
sleeve been stronger he would have been
left dangling thirty or thirty-five feet above
the earth, but it soon gave way. The
body descended to the earth, but a portion
of the sleeve remained fixed upon the limb.

While Thomas was blown into the tree,
another man, who was not very badly
wounded, was east in an opposite direction
into a plougbed field. By actual measure-
ment the spot where he fell is 175 feet from
where the mill stood.

THE MILL—THOE DEAD AND WOUNDED.

Tn acecordance with an arrangement made
by Justice Iopkins the county overseer of
the poor on Saturday caused the two young
colored men, Binxey Thomas and Gordon
Rolling, to be buried. They bad few
triends or acquaintaneces in the neighbor-
hood of the mill, having but recently come
to Henrico from Fluvanna county.

Ar. Alvis, for swhom Mr. Hall was con-
ducting the saw-mill, visited the place Sat-
urday afternoon.

The condition of Mr. George Lowry (the
engineer) 1s very serfous, but it is thouzht
with good nursing he will recover. M.
Charles Yancey isvery bad off.  The proba-
bility of his getting well is not strong, He
bas a deep cut in the skull, and is uncon-
seious. The other wounded—2Xessrs, John
Stokes and Tom Glenn, and Jim Smith (last-
named colored)—at2 doing first-rate, and
have no serious mjuries. :

Five or six of the men employed at the
mill were from Fluvanna county.

Yancey, Stokes, and Lowry are on Mr.
Hall's premises, They were visited yester-
day by Drs. Magruder, McCandlish, and
Woodiwvard. Owing to the condition of
Mr. Hall and his household these men can-
not get such regular and thorough atten-
tion as they require. Of course that is not
Mr. HalP’s fault. Instead of being able to
nurse anyone, he and his wife both require
nursing.

The route to the saw-mill is by way of
Westham turnpike and the River road for
about six or six and a ball miles, at which
point-you leave the River road (turning, to
the left) and take the Carbon-Hill road,
which passes by 3Mr. Hall’s place. The mill
is seven and a half or eight miles from tbe

city.

' HexrICO CoUNTY, March 23, 1878.

Edilors of JDispaich: Géntlemen,—I
wish to draw the attention of the public
through your paper to what I may term the
disgraceful neglect of the county authori-
ties on the oceasion of the ferrible explo-
glon which took place at Hall’s saw-mill
yesterday morning at half-past 11 o’clock.

I went over at 9:30 this morning to the
place and found the bodies of the two col-
ored men killed just as they fell yesterday.
Nothing bad been done; and had the nu-
merous hungry dogs wandering about this
neizhborkood come across them the county
®ould probably have been saved the ex-
pense of hurial.

I also found a youngz white man, by natne
Yancey, in an out-house at Mr. Hall’s, lay-
ing perfectly unconscious, without any per-
gon to attend to him, and I was informed
that he had not had one drop of water to
moisten his lips since the moment he was
struck down. His wounds were terrible,
but had he been attended to from the first
he would at least have had a chance.

Justice Hopkins says that before leaving
the mill Friday night he mAn made arrange-
ments for the burial of the two colored men
through the oversecr of the poor; and that
he tried to induce the colored people of the
neizhborhood to take charge of the bodies,
and offered to pay them for their services,
but ihat they refused to do so.
