Gn the northeast side of the Rappahan-
novk, and opposgite Fredericksburg, the
s fired-up engine” was trembling under
steam, and waiting the signal to dwrt away
along the highlands, known asthe Northern
Neck of Virginia, for the Chesapeake bay.
Two gentlemen rapadly drove to the station,
and burely had 1ime to enter the cars before
the train started on its daily trip to the
ereat Wicomico,

Our travellers left the cars near the head
waters of Mattox ereck, a narrow strip ol
land dividing the Rappahannock and Poto-
mac rivers, and in fuli view ol both, From
this point the scene was grand and im-
posing.

« What a change! One hundred years
aro I left this my native county to seek a
home in the Southwest, fleeing from a
country ruined by the eivil wars of that
period, which made sad havoe among slave-
owners. Our family were largely interest-
ed in that species of property.”

Thus spake a middle-aged looking man
to his companion. They were father and
son.

“YWhat a change,” the elder repeated.
The entire country had been stripped of its
virgin growth, and before them lay rich
and magnificent lowlands and ils literally
covered with orchards, vineyards, and the
cereals of the laboring people. ITere and
there a grove of oaks and evergreens, from
which peeped stately mansions, were seen.
The ficlds were dolted with neat cottages,
whicli added a eharm to the beautiful land-
scape, and rever tired the eye.  On the dis-
tant bills in Essex browsed countless flocks
of sheep, and nearer the lowing of cattle,
moving homeward, satisfied our pilgrims
they were in 2 land flowing with milk add
honey.

The position our travellers occupied com-
manded an extensive view, as we stated, of
rivers and country. On the right lay the
calm and turbid waters of the Rappahan-
nock, rufiled ocecasionally by the rapid
movements of steamers going and returning
from Fredericksburg, n large manufzeturing
town. Onthe left the distant shores of Mary-
land loomed up in a fozgy atmosphere, while
between rolied the blue and angry waves
of the Potemac, bearing on its Hosom jnnu-
merable sails and steumers, pressing. an to-
wards the overgrown eapifal, with its 3,000,~
000 of inbabitants. The country theyover-
looked was closely interwowen, too, with
the great events of the past, noted 200 years
before for raising great men in field and
Cabinet, for elegant manners and un-
bounded hospitality, and was still the Mecea
resorted to by lovers of the old order of
things.

A SHORT HISTORY. ]

A change from a free democracy toa mon-
archy had become absolutely necessury to
proteet the people against (ke people. One
Lhundred ana fifty million of inhabitants,
with their varied and conflicting interests,
required a stronger government than a de-
moceracy could bandle beneficially to all.
‘I'he West could no longer furnish room for
the restless and turbulentto waste their pas-
sions in the boundless prairie. States were
only appendages to the Cupitol at Washing-
ton to carry out the ediets of the sovereizn.
Senators held thewr position for life. The
people really were only represented in the
lower house, the delegates being elected
at long intervals. Thoughtful and intelli-
zent mien beeame satistied the fewer the
clections the better for all orders of sociely.

The negro, like the Iadian, had entirely
disappeared from the country. As his
room was needed the Saxon bad pushed
him into the Gulf or Atlantic; and to save
that dark rempant of civilization forced
upon the South one hundred years before,
it became absolutely necessury to the Afri-
can’s existence that hie should migrate to
the land of bis forefathers, where he had
establisked a form of government similar
in nume to the United States, and where he
was extending his conquest among the wild
natives by religion and the sword.

On foot our travellers journeyed to visit
once more the scenes of the elder's youtb,
and point out to his son the memorahle
places famous, and stiil the resort of the an-
tiquarian. Many of the historie spots had
pillars of marble erected by a wealthy ¢ 0ld
Mortality,” who spent many;years of labor
and love in the undertaking. He had fin-
isbed bis mission, and was living in ease
and retirement at Stratiord, then his pro-
perty.

Astonishing discoveries bad been made
‘in the arts and sciences, but the most astor-
ishing of all was in medical jurisprudence.
By a combination of the animal, mineral,
and vegetable kingdoms man’s average life
bad run up to 125 yewrs, and many at that
ace enjoyed the full vigor of manhood. The
father bhad reached the age of 120, and
showed no signs of fatigue in bis journey
to the birth-place of Monroe. ¢ Old Mor-
tality”” had mapped out the prominent
points to aid the searcher in-the local his-
tory of the State.

Nothing about Monroe’s birth-place re-
called the past but the everlasting outlines
ot hills and water. There stood the mar-
ble sbaft supposed to be in the centre of the
old homestend. A littie further on was

been often pressed by the fect of the gny
youth with lus dog, gun, and fisisg-rod us
companions. Gambolling in the day-dreams
of youth hours flew rapidly, and was only
roused from these pleasant reveries by the
thuader of cannon and a call to arms.
.Labor had made & great change here.
Dykes and mnetwork of ditches had re-
claimed every foot of marsh to the water’s
edge, making a plantation noted for chills
and fevers.as heplthby as the forest, and
yielding - large crops to the tillers of. the
soil. The past was indeed hebind our tra-
vellere. The father might well exclaim,
What a change! Villages bad spruag up
dt every cross-roads, railroads struck every
available point, and the teeming population
were ever pressing onward and upward.
From Lére our travellers struck aeross
the eountry to the birth-place of Washing-
ton, Theold chimney and the fig-tree were
st1)] there. Nothing on the spot bad heen
added; but ©0!a Mortality’s pillar. A stone
wall-and iron railing enclosed an acre of
fand around the place, in onc corner of
waich was the guard’s house, wkose duty.

From the cbhurch our travellers made
their way . towards - Stratford, the home of
«0ld Mortality.”” Here, reposing under
the shades.of the noble ouks tbat had for
centuries stood as giants-at-arms guardiog
the avenue to the old home where many had
been prominent actors cenfuries before, and
the place where the patriot had elected to
pass the remnant of his life to the_ grave,
The hand of improvement was visible every-
where. The jagged and gullied hills had
been filled up and smoothed down. The
turf was growing where the grapeand fruit-
tree did not prevent it. The building had
been thoroughly Tenovated, presenting
truly a bappy bome for him who was tired
by the turmoil of a busy hile.

Qur lravellers were 1eceived with every
demonstration of old Virginia hospitality.
The elders were compatriots in youth, bnt
their occupations bad led them widely
‘apart. Both were young in the war of the
rebellion, and had known what war was.
Before our friends could get away the sum-
mer had slipped into the fall, Stiil the pro-
prietor was unwilling for them to depart.
They travelled over every foot of land fa-
millar to their boyhood, and went over and
over the ups and downs of their checkered
lives. Ifinally, they parted, under a pro-
mise to return after visiting a few other
places, and wmaybe end their pilgrimage
and life among scenes endeared to them by
memory and association, Theirnext halting-
place was Montross, thefeounty-seat of Jus-
tice. Her erooked hizhways had been some-
what straightened, but a lingering erooked-
ness among her people—atmospherice, it was
asserted—time Lind not maferially changed.
The town was scattercd east and west, north
and south, embedded in groves of trees,
giving it u negligent appearance of inde-
pendence and indolence. The monuv-
ment erected to the Confederate dead had
become somewhat gray by time, but there
it stood, a beacon to the terrinle conflict of
the past century. Silently our pilzrims
gathered around it and mouraed for those
who had fought their last fizht and. were
sleeping in their glory,

The public buildings had been rebuilt aud
enlarged save the clerk’s office—tbat oc-
cupied one wing of the court-house. The
grounds had been very muecb improved
around them. Iine houses have a human-
#zing influence on the great body of mun-
kind. Nouthing could or skould go wrong
in the temple of Justice. Stoneandmortar
are symbolical of stability, and should be
the synonyme of purity. Hence the ne-
cessity of having costly houses for the dis-
pensers of law to enter their decrees in.
The old world appreciates this influence
which las not been lost on a county re-
nowned in the past, and still bas much to
be proud of in the descendants of her
heroes and the great change wrought in her
physical ap yearance.

Let us pass on to Nomony Ferry. From
the hills that overlook the meanderings of
the ereck the white caps and roar of the
distant Potomae, the out-stretched level
country in front as far as the eye can reach,
the peace and quiet that seem to cover it as
with a mantle ot sleep, were beautiful to
look upon.

On the opposite shore was the site of a
ehureh with which a little piece of history
is connected. In 1776 salt was as difficult
to obtain in our first struggle for independ-
ence as it was in the ¢ Rebellion.” On the
shore, some one bundred yards from the
chureh, our fathers were boiling water, not
very salt, to supply thewr daily wants. A
shaving was taken up by the wind and
lodged on the roof, and before it was dis-
cavered the flames bad made such progress
thut no means at their command could
preveat its destruction. The little vil-
luze at this place is noted as having been
burnt by the DBritish forces in the war of
1812, stopping here long enouch to commit
this picce of vandalism in_their memorable
capture of Washingion. It has greatly re-
cuperated since, and isnow doing a flourish-
ing business with the Districe of Columbia
and Baltimore,

Hastening their footsteps they soon passed
over the road to Yucomico chureh, This
was the terminus of their journey. The
old churel, with its coloninl memories jut-
ting out in every brick, looked gloomy and
solitary. Could they speak they would tell
startling tales of love and sorrow its vota-
ries had undergone—its deseeration by the
foot of British and American soldiers.
There it standz, with a door wide enough to
drive 2 modern vehicle through. Its
sounding-board, its elevated pulpit, its
high-buck pews—all have heen restored
and preserved as mementos of the past.
Our travellers strolled around the walls,
reading the inseriptions on a few old
tombstones 1ruised from the crumbling
brick and mortar that had partially
covered them for 300 years. The fu-
ture forced itself on the musings of the
father. Speculating on the rise and fall of
nations, he pictured thousands of years
hence, when new continents will come to
the surince, and theold ones sink to the bot-
iom of the oceans. with all their treasures of
wrt and wewth; and the Noahs that will
wander on the bosom of the great deep, re-
peopling new lands and building up vast
empires, until the cycele shall again run its
race and again new continents shall arise,
to show the causes and effects of the imru-
table laws of decay and recuperation estab-
lishee by the Great Rualer of the universe.

There are about 2350 applications now on
file at the Auditor’s office.

Letters constantly being received show that
despite the fact that appropriations have
been made nearly every vear since 1865-'66 ;
