THE DISCUSSION OF THE BLAINE AMEXDMENT
40 TRE THURMAN SINKING-FUND BILL; THE
BILL PASSED—THE NAVAL COMMITTEES—
REPEAL OF THE RESUMPTION ACT—WHO WAS
TO BLAME FOR THE METROPOLIS DISASTER—
LABOR AND EDUCATION—THE MOFFETT RE-

Wasaxeroy, Aprfl 9.—The discussion of
the Blaine amendment to the Thurman bill
to-day in the Senate attracted a considerable
erowd, and tbe speech of Mr. Edmunds
against it was a very able one. The main
object of Mr. Blaine is for Congress to de-
clare that after the passage of the judiciary
bill, if it passes, there shall be no futher
legislation by Congress in regard to the
Union and Central Pacifie railroadgs. If his
amendment prevails it will be a virtual de-
feat of the Thurman hill, and will be 20 re-
carded. The railroads have all along
beheved that a larger vote could be got-
ten for an amendment like this than
acainst the bill. Mr. Hewe spoke against
the bill, and this was no surprise; but
when Mr. Voorbees, who has assumed Lhe
championship among tlmic who profess to
fizht the encroachments of that money-
power, eame forward to-day aad delighted
the great’ monopolies by a speech against
the judiciary bill, it disappointed and made
sad some of his warmest admirers. Mr.
Edmunds, in bis speech, said that if the
lobby contiuned to triumph that the just
judgment of mankind will vindicate the
report of Senator Thurman.

THE THURMAN BILL PASSER, ~

A motioie was made at half-past 5 o'clock
that the Senate adjoure; which was lost—
ayes, 363 noes, 39. 1t became evident that
the friends of Thurman’s bill meant to
foree a vete if it took all night. Mv. Thur-
man’s closing speech was a masterly effort,
and Blaine’s reply full of spirit, but it was
in vain, for his amendment was lost—ayes,
23; noes, 33. Here the friends of the rail-
rosd became utterly demoralized, and their
rout was casily accomplished,

At half-past 8 a vote was reached on the
Lill, and it passed—ayes, 40; noes, 195 La-
mar and Ransom voting for it. Voorbees
also voted for it at last, and Randolph
arainst it. The opposition had more
strength than this, but they stampeded.
There is much rejoicing to-night. The vie-
tory is pronounced z triumph of the people
over the monoepolies and the lobby.

THE SAME QUESTION,IN THE HOUSE.

The razilroad people have been tighting
before the House Committee on Pacific Rail-
voads for delay, and bhave urged that their
counrel should be heard on the questions
embreeed in the Thurman bill,  This morn-
inz, however, by a majority of one, the
committee voted against hearing counsel,
and subscquently, by a decided majority,
yoted to report the Thurman bill to the
Tlouse without any change. This was a
areat disappointment to the lobby.

THE NAVAL COMMITTEES.

Senator Sargent said on the floor of the
Sepate that the time of the Naval Committee
ol that body was so taken up with small
matters of no publie interest that it had not
really time to attend to questions of grave
moment. The same is true of the House
Comtnittee, which is so occupied day after
day with questions concerning rank, the re-
instatement of naval officers, &e., that it has
really no time to discuss matters aflecting
the reform and eficiency of the American
navy.

THE REPEAL OF THE RESUMPTION ACT.

In the Senate Finance Committee to-day
tlie House bill repealing the resumption act
was culled up by its friends, and a discus-
sion ensued, It was finally agreed that the
commuttee will act on it Friday. The m-
pression prevailed among those friendly to
its pussaze that if the committee Iails to re-
port the bill as it came from the House it
will report it with a modification that will
prevent contraction pending the prepara-
tion for resumption. This will obviate the
necessity of adopting Mr. Uereford’s reso-

Since the passage of the tirst tariff act there
have been 176 tariff acts or laws, parts of
which nffected the tariff. - Mr. Wood said
that under the present tariff’ it costs five per
cent. to collect the revenue, and under the
proposed bill it will only cost three per cent.

THE REDUCTION IT MAKES,

The average reduction under bis bill, he
said, would be only 15 per cent., but he
himself thought it ought to be 50 per cent.
He'then went on to appeal to different
classes to support the bill, showing how
every article tbe farmer, mechanic, and
others use is heavily taxed, and added that
almost the sod on the grave pays its part of
the burdeu. He noticed the fact that ob-
jections to his bill eame from two classes—
frst, those who said it would decrease the
revenue; and second, those who declare it
will injure American manufacturers. The
views of both these he deemed entitled to
consideration, and he proceeded to meet
their objections. His tariff' bill, he clmimed,
will raise $140,000,000 as ngainst $128,000,-
000, the average raised annually under the
present tarifl. He said then we bave $40,-
000,000 surplus, and this will enable us to
reduce the tax on internal revenue subjects
$20,000,000, and on imports $20,000,000. He
contended that the manufacturers of wool,
cotton, silk, iron, &e., will be more bene-
fited by the advantage they will derive from
baving foreign countries opened to their
products than they can be hurt by the re-
duction of the taritlf on the articles they
manufacture.

THE SUSPENSION OF THE SINKING FUND.

Mr. Wood strongly urged a suspension of
the sinking fund for eight years, This wil]
rive the 'country relicf, and enable us to
tide over the period of business stagnition.
Your correspondent has already stated in
these dispatelies that every Democrat on the
Ways and Means Commiltee favored this
proposition, and that if adopted it was
claimed that the tax on tobacece can be re-
duced to sixteen cents, and there will be no

LATEST FOREIGN NEWS.

The Eastern Question.

Loxpoy, April 9.—The Earl of Derby’s
statement in the House of Lords yesterday
showed that several differences arose be-
tween him and his colleagues before his re-
signation. He was with difficulty persuaded
to assznt to the early summoning of Parlia-
ment and to the six-million vote, Healso
stated that in the recent war all England
could hope from Germany wasa bare and
not benevolent neutralily. .

The Marquis of Salisbury, in his speech,
strongly objected to Lord Derby’s making
these unusual revelations. He had no offi-
cial information that P’rince Gortschakoff
had denied the truth of Prince Ghike’s re-
port of his conversation relative to Bessara-
bia. 1f he had such information it would
be for each to determine whom he thought
more credible, Gortschakoft or Ghike,

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the
Times says: * T'he belief that Germany 18
abancdoning her strictly pussive aititude is
rapidly gaining ground here,’”” smd Prince
Bessoura, “and that Prince Bismarck evi-
dently intends to use his influence in favor
of peace.”” It is supposcd that negotiations
for a congress will be reconmended on some
new basis. :

Loxpox, April 9.—A report is current in
Vienna that Prince Gortschakoft has notitied
Austria that be bhas postponed his answer Lo
her demands until England has formulated
ber counter=proposals, so that he may beable
to reply to 'Englund and Austria simulta-
neously,

Viexxa, April 9.—The official Abend Post
says the latest St. Petersburg news is con-
sidered to indicate that Russia expects pro-
posals for a compromise from some guarter.
Loxpox, April 9.—A dispatch to the Zimes
from Vienna says: * Despitethe reissuring
utterances of the Russian semi-official jour-
nals, the presentation of written gtatements
of Austria’s views which followed General
Ignatietl’s return to 8t. Petersburg seems
to have produced an unfavorable impression
there.”

8t. Petersburg telegrams are very pacific.
They say feeling gains ground that some
formula will be invented which will remove
all obstacles to the assembly of the congress,
and that Prince Bismarck is evidently inter-
esting himself to this end, .

The most interesting and important part of
Monday’s debate was Lord Derby’s state-
ment. This showed the difference between
Lord Derby and his colleagues to be of long
standing, and atfecting the substance of
their entire Eastern policy. Lord Derby
disapproved of the early summoning of Par-
liument. The date as uitimately fixed wasa
compromise on the proposition thal Parlia-
ment should meet even earlier. Ie disap-
proved so strongly the vote of eredit that he
temporarily retired from theCabinet and in
forty-e1ght hours his resignation was in Lord
Beaconstield’s hands, but now it is not the
calling out the reserves which induced him
to resign. There are other reasons, but
what these reasons are he canuot divulge
until the propositions of the Government
from wghich he dissented arc made known.
It appears, therefore, that the Government
has come to some resolutions which at
present are leld in reserve. While the
Government has held from the outset that
Russia cannot liberate hersell from existing
engogements without the consent of the
other contracting parties, Lord Derby
attachcs little importance to the necessity
of requiring from ber a formal acceptance

of that principle. He recognizes that
if the congress should meet such a
principle must be Inid down. but he

does not emphasize it as a primary requi-
gite for final arrangement of any kind. He
regards the failure of the congress as com-
paratively unimportant. He does not recog-
nize the consequences of that failure or a
state of atfairs jnstifying or requiring a
foreible defence of British interests. They
might be the subject of further negotiations
in which objection to various peints of tne
treaty of San Stefano could be discussed be-
tween the.individual Powers, but he depre-
cates on every ground England going to war
on account of such interests as are involved
in these questions.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 9.—The Russians
are completing the fortifications commenced
by the Turks at Scheckemdje and Derkos.
Fresh purchases of arms are being made by
the Turkish War Office.

Sr. PETERSBURG, April 9.—The Journal
de St. Petersburg, adverting to the hopes of
the maintenance of peace which have gained
ground there during the last few days,
points out what would have to be done
to effect the solution of the crisis. Rus-
gia, 1t says, demands that tbe benetits
obtained for Christians shall not be secured
by inefficient stipulations like that of 1856,
but by material guarantees. Russia cannot
aceept the euplemerel decision of a con-
gress because it would not assure peace.
1t Xurope be disposed to undertake a set-
tlement of the Eastern question in the sense
of emancipating the Christians, Russia will
not raise any difficulties, but the discussion
of the question at issue must be inspired
by confidence,. not jealousy,

Prince Gortschakofl expresses surpriseat
the objection to the publications of the
treaty relatiye to Thessaly and Epirus. By
tae modest reforms stipulated for them it is
intended to avoid the appearance of either
the establishment of Russinn supremacy on
the one hand, or neglecting the Greeks on
the other. Russia did not forbid the Porte
to consult the European Powers on the re-
forms for the Greek provinces. There is
no longer any pretext for debarring Russia
from the possession of Bessarabia, as the
freedom of the Danube is secured by the in-
ternational campaign. Prince Gortschakofl’y
tonein regard to Armeniais much more en-
ergetic. He says : ¢ Batoum is far from be-
ing irrelevant to the pecuniary indemnity
which it represents. The Russian acquisi-
tions in Armenia have only a defensives
value. Russia wishes to hold them so as
not to have to besieze at the beginning of
each war. These territorial cessions arethe
natural consequences of tbe war. If England
wished to avert them she had only to join
Russia in exercising a pressure on the Porte,
which would probably have compelled
it to grant the reforms without war. Eng-
land having refused to do so, she has now
no ground to question the right for which
Russia has -shed her blood—namely, the
right to establish a state of things which
will lhenceforth render .such sacrifices
unnecessary, or at least less onerous,
The assertion that Russia’s annexations
in  Armenia will interfere with the
European trade with Persia conflicts
with statements previously made by
British ministers. Such assertions push
mistrust to the extreme. The complaints
concerning the indemnity are equally ill
founded. The sum is out of all proportion
to Russia's sucritices, In the deferment of
the payment of the indemnity it is easier to
see a design to keep the Porte up to ifs en-
gagements in the interests of all than a de-
sizn to punish Turkey, but there is no
remedy against suspicion.”’

Prince Gortschakofl says, in coneclusion :
¢ The situation may he summed up thus:
Existing treaties have been successively in-
frinzed by ¢be Porte in violating its obliga-
tions towsards the Christiuns, and by the
Powers in interfering in bebali of Chris-
tians. Lord Salisbury himself recognizes
that great changes are necessary in the trea-
ties hitherto regulating the East. It remains
for Lord Salishury to say how he would
reconcile these treaties and the recognized
richts of Great DBritain and the other
Powers with the béncvolent ends to which
the limited action of Europe hasalways been
directed, and the attainment of which one
learns with pleasure the English Govern-
ment desires—namely, good government,
peace and liberty for the oppressed popula-
tion. Tt is for the Marquis of Salisbury to
gny how he could attain the desired
end ontside the preliminaries of San
Stefano and at the. same lime take due
account of the rights Hussia has acquired
by the sacrifices she has borne alone. Lord
Salisbury’s dizpatch contains no reply to
these questions, It seems that entire liberty
of uppreciation and action would have been
more naturally found by formulating side
by side with the objections contained in
that dispatch some practical propositions
of n nuture to assure an understanding for
the solution of tbe present dificulties.””
FACTIOUS HOME OPPOSITION TO ENGLAND'S
WAIP POLICY.

Loxpox, April 9.—The Pall- Mal Gazette,
in its leading editorial to-day, says that in
view of the *¢factious opposition which,
not daring to more hostile resolutions, seeks
to hamper the Government by such speeches
as those of Lord Granwville, Lord Derby,
the Duke of Argyle, and Mr. Gladstone,”
it is the duaty of the Government to dis-
solve Parliament, and thus terminale an
anarchy which bas partinlly paralyzed it
during the last two years.

REVIEW OF THE GRAIN TRADE.
Loxpox, April 9.—The Marl-Lane Kr-
press, in its review of the British corn trade,
says that with the exception of a few isola-
ted complaints of damage from vermin the
wheat 15 looking well, and has apparently
sutfered only a temporary check from the
recent severe weather, Potato-plantingand
the sowing of corn have engaged the atten-
tion of farmers in Ireland. Reports state
that both operations are carried on under
favorable auspices. Deliveries of English
wheat at Mark Lane and in the provinces
have been very moderate, as growers who
could aflord to hold stocks have done so
in the hope ol a further advance should the
country hecome involved in war. Asitis,
prices have rallied from two to three shil-
lings per quarter tor English wheat from
the recent lowest point, bhut the uncertainty
of - polities has caused millers to follow the
rige, which they have done with reluctance.
American wheat is coming to band freely of
late; still, trade has for the time being found
suflicient supports in the disquieting politi-
cal rumors to prevent prices giving way
under the weight of thesupplies. Monday
last business was fairly active, but although
u sofficiently etrong tone has prevailed,
the number of sales made since has been de-
cidedly limited. Some exception may be
made in favor of Caleutta wheat, whieh was
in better demand than other kinds, owing
to a searcity of good qualities on the spot
and the impossibility of stocks being replen-
ished for some time, under which circum-
stances prices may be noted a shilling per
quarter dearer on the week. Increased
strength bas been afforded trade by the con-
tinental demand, which has continued
throughout the week.
