Suicide of Mr.- Charles J. Fox, Jr..
Cliarles J. Fox, Jr., aged twenty-seven
years, only son of Mr. Charles J. Fox,
*hip-carpenter. wtio resides at the corner

of Twenty-ninth and Franklin streets, com¬

mitted suicide yesterday by taking laud¬
anum.
Young Fox was at work yesterday, as

iL-ual, with his father, near t he Old Domin¬
ion Steamship Company's sheds, and at 12
o'clock started home to dinner. Upon leav¬
ing his father he asked him whether he was
soinghome or would he have liim bring his
dinner down. >Ir. Fox said as the day was
warm he would not go home, but would be
jrlad ii his son would bring his dinner back
when he returned to work. Upon his way
home, it is supposed, he bought the laud¬
anum.
After reaching home, be went up stairs,

got a pillow, and then went down to the
parlor. He met his mother coming into the
house, and, iu reply to a question from her,
said he was going into tbe parlor to lie
down. He went in and handed her a bottle
labelled "laudanum," and as be did so re¬
marked that he would give her no more
trouble, or words to that effect. He then
laid down on the floor. Mrs. Fox took in
tbe situation at once, and called in friends
and neighbors to her assistance. Physicians
were summoned and a stomach-pump pro¬
cured, but all in vain, for about 3 P. M. he
died. It is supposed that he had taken the
poison nearly an hour when his mother be¬
came aware of it.

Narrow Escape from Punishment.A
Postal Case..About ten days ago a news¬
paper was sent to the post-office to be mailed
to New York, but as a revenue stamp in¬
stead of a postage stamp was attached to
the envelope, it was laid aside as " unmail-
able." When examined two letters were
found concealed within the paper, with a

message from the sender that "this is done
to save postage." The package was trans¬
mitted to the Post-Office Department at
Washington, and two days ago it was re¬
turned with instructions to bring tbe mat¬
ter to the attention of the District Attor¬
ney. Yesterday the sender of the package
(a young woman) appeared before District
Attorney Lewis and Postmaster Forbes,
and entreated so earnestly and tearfully to
be excused that her appeal was complied
with.

This incident should serve as a warning
to that large class of persons who are ever
intent on avoiding the payment of proper
postage on matter sent through the mails.
We learn that letters or notes are often
found secreted in newspapers and packages,
and when so found the persons for whom
they are intended never receive them.

jurisdiction, no court in Richmond has that

sional canvass a bloody-sbirt one, and Dem¬
ocratic congre§smeu haveto-nisrbt inforfbed
your correspohdcnt that General Banks, in
iiis Middlesex Club speech, they knew but
gave utterance to the views of tbe caucus.
He then said, it will be remembered, that
the Confederates who had failed to conquer
in war were bent on doing so in peace,
and that if tbe Democrats ever came
into power they would go for pay¬
ing all tbe southern war claims.
The one object of Republican congress¬
men, in fact, seems to be now to prepare for
the campaign, and they show a system and
energy in their preparations that portend
no good to tbe Democratic party or tbe
country.

THE STEAMBOAT BILL.

The Senate Committee on Commerce.
Mr. Conkling chairman.to-day heard
Messrs. Whitney, of Michigan ; Sherlock,
of Ohio; Copeland, of New York, and
Marshall Parks, of Virginia, members of
tbe Executive Committee of tbe National
Association of Steamboat^Owners, in advo¬
cacy of the passage of the House bill for
tbe better preservation ol the lives of pas¬
sengers and tbe protection of freight. This
Association represents a capital of §100,-
000,000, and controls all the steamboats of
the United States. Senator Ransom is a

member of the committee. The bill will
be reported favorably, and pass tbe Senate.
For years unsuccessful efforts bave been
made to get just such a bill through Con¬
gress.

All of the Philadelphia publishers and
others to-day, through Senator Wallace, pe¬
titioned the Senate against any reduction
of tbe tariff on foreign books. They say
the reduction proposed in the Wood bill
will seriously injure tbe trade, and that an

ad-valorem system opens the door to fraud.
. CONTESTED-ELECTION MATTERS.

The sub-eommittcc to-day beard the con¬

cluding argument in the Alabama case of
Shelly and naraluson, and it is very certain
that General Shelly will continue in his
seat, and that the colored contestee, Jere
Haraldson, will have either to raise cotton
or'look for some place within the gift of his
party. The Florida case of Bisbee and
Finley will be next taken up, and the news
from that State to-day has added somewhat
to tbe interest in it. Mr. Thornbury, a Re¬

publican member of the committee, how¬

ever, says if the Archer precinct is thrown
out then Bisbee is still elected. My own

opinion is that while Finley (Democrat) was

elected, lie will fail'to furnish such proof of
it as the law requires.
A CONCERT FOR THE LEE-MONUMENT FUND.

The concert to be given at Willard's to¬
morrow night in aid of tbe Lee-monument
fund excites interest, especially among
southerners here. Colonel S. Bassett French,
secretary of the Monument. Association, is
in tbe city to aid in the preparations, and
Mr. Frank Potter and other talented ama¬

teurs known in Richmond are to partici¬
pate in the entertainment. Baltimore will
not only contribute its best musical talent,

I but will help to swell the audience.
PROTECTION OF FORESTS.

The House to-day passed the Senate bill
which holds out substantial benefits to those
who protect and improve the forests on

Government lands. So important is this
matter considered, especially by western
members of Congress, that the House Com¬
mittee on Public Lands had gotten ready a

bill similar in its features to that which
passed the Senate and was concurred in to¬
day by the House.
THE TOUBMAX' PACIFIC RAILROAD FUNDING

BILL.

The House agreed to the motion of Mr.

Cox, of New York, to go to the Speaker's
table, and tbere was at once a flutter among
the Tacific-railroad men. At ten minutes

past 2 Mr. Tburruan's bill was reached, and
the gray-headed chief of the lobby, who oc¬

cupied a seat in the east gallery, was at once

the object of interest to all who recognized
his presence and knew his position. He
communicated rapidly with his staff, who
hurried from time to time below, but quickly
returned and reported to him. He evidently
knew that all eyes in the reporters' gallery
were levelled at him and his party. Mr.
Cox moved to put the bill on its passage
without reference to the Committee on the
Judiciary. General Butler, who is said to be
one of the counsel for the Pacific roads, rose

to a point of order, OBd contended that it
was a money bill and must go to the Com¬
mittee of the "Whole under the rules. Mr.
Morrison, of Illinois, who rarely speaks,
showed clearly that it was not, and Mr.
Randal! ruled that the point was not well
taken. Messrs. Frye, Conger, and other
Republican members of the committee ex¬

plained why they voted in committee to
have it referred to them, and Messrs. Kuott,
Cox, and other Democratic members of the
committee made it clear that a full commit¬
tee favored the immediate passage of the
bill. A member here said that the Commit¬
tee on Pacific Roads had agreed to report
this very bill. ,(Mr. Cox said that it was not
the fault of the House that this bill bad not

passed sooner, as It not only voted for a

similar one at'a previous session, but was

only- prevented from voting on this bill

earlier by circumstances over which 'its
friends bad no control. General Butler
-said that had not bceo read even

by members of the Judiciary Com-
raittee, and that no lawyer would vote
for so important a bill-and one which he
regarded as uoconstitution aI.^under the
circumstances. General Chalmers made a

spirited and telling reply. 31r. MeMabon,
of Ohio, advocated the immediate passage
of the bill. At twenty minutes past 4 o'clock
the roll was called, when the bill passedr-
ayes, 243; noes, 2.Butler and Lynde.
Few more important measures than this

have come before Congress for years, and
its almost unanimous adoption by the House
is regarded to-night as the most signal vic¬
tory yet gained over the great monopolies
and the hitherto irrepressible lobby.the
lobby which fought this bill.

THE BANKRCFT BILL.

At 5 o'clock Mr. Durham moved to take
a recess until 7*, so that members might
tben deliver speeches, which are to be sent
to their constituents, and the House agreed
to it. Mr. Stephens announced that he
would call up the Senate bill repealing the
bankrupt law to-morrow, but was informed
that it will come up the first thing to-mor¬
row as unfinished business. It will pass
with but little opposition. -

^
THE FLORIDA CONFESSIONS.

There has been a good deal of talk to-day,
and it is continued to-night, in regard to
the Florida confessions. Democrats say
they believe that McLin and Dennis tell the
truth when they swear the vote of Florida
was stolen from Tilden, but that Mr. Hayes
will, nevertheless, remain undisturbed in

the presidential chair. 3Ir. . Montgomery
Blair and those who are working with bun
see more in this disclosure than anybody
else. Mr. «lair, I hear, says Mr. Til¬
den did not inspire the Maryland
resolutions, and knew nothing about them
before they were offered. Nobody, no

even the Florida delegation, however, cab

tell whether the confession has been for¬
warded to Washington, nor does anybody
seem to have known in advance that these
worthies intended to make a confession.
Of course there are those who say the

confession is a part of the Blair plot, and
that Mr. Hewitt is connected with it.

England.
TBE EASTERN QUESTION.CONDITION OF BUL¬

GARIA.

London, April 24.4 F. Jf..Inactivity
prevails at the Stock Exchange to such an
extent as to amount to almost a suspension
of business, attention being chiefly given to
Russian securities, which have declined i
per cent.
Lord Beaconsfield, Prime Minister, and

the Marquis of Salisbury, Secretary for
Foreign Affairs, came to town from Hart-
field to-day, where the former had been
visiting the latter. The Right Hon. Gatberu
Hardy, Secretary of State for India, has also
arrived in town.
The Times hopes that the present condi¬

tion of Bulgaria may make Russia more

ready to leave to Europe the task, the diffi¬
culty of which seems so far only to have
been insured by the overthrow of the
Turkish power.
The situation in Bulgaria is regarded as

very significant, and some of the papers be¬
lieve it may accelerate the course of negotia¬
tions. It is man ifest that the Bulgarians are

taking a terrible revenge for the Turkish
outrages of 1870, and, while the country
may fall again into a condition of anarchy,
rapine, and blood-thirsty reprisal'', Mussul¬
mans are goaded to despair" by the tyranny
of their former victims. The country is full
of refugees from the scattered armies and
disbanded garrisons ot the Turk*. These
form a nucleus of insurrection, and they are

joined by the inhabitants of the Mussulman
villages,"and they carry on a guerilla war¬
fare against the native chieftains and Rus¬
sian troops. Thus, though peace is nomi¬
nally established in the East, anarchy reigns
in Bulgaria, as it did before the war. The
insurgents are not fighting for Turkey
against Russia, but, as they say, are fighting
only for their own lives and honor.
The Russian troops are the only organ¬

ized force in the country, and the task of
repression of disturbances falls on them.
Regarding the situation, the I'imes, in a

leading article, says : (i While Europe is
negotiating about securing the blessings of
peace and freedom to Eastern lands, Chris¬
tians and Mussulmans in Bulgaria are fly¬
ing at each other's throats. The whole
country south of the Balkans, . notwith¬
standing tbe presence of the Russian army,
is. in a condition which shocked Europe
and convulsed England two years ago.
Russia for the moment seems as powerless
as Turkey was, and it is time Europe
should again attempt to do collectively
what no single Power can do alone."

Eastern Items.
The Agence Russe , of St. Petersburg,

says: 4<It the disposition everywhere is as

conciliatory as here, there is reason to hope
for a satisfactory result to the present com¬

plications."
Prince Gortschakoft'and Prince Bismarck

are both ill; the latter has erysipelas in the
loins.
.A Constantinople dispatch savs 20,000 ir¬

regulars in the district of Batouni refuse to
lay down their arms.

Italy has notified England of her disposi¬
tion to support the latter's demand for lay¬
ing the treaty before the congress, provided
England states her views in regard to the
system to be introduced in Bulgaria. Ger¬
many and Italy have both taken steps to in¬
duce* England to make such a statement of
her views before eontinuiug her military
preparations.
