Tir WHOLESALE AND RETAIL TRADE—
AXN OvrLook,—The week opened with some
improvement in the feeling of business-
men, thoueh no very decidedly increased
activity was observable. In most depart-
ments of trade the movement continues
moderate, with a rather steadier tone to
values, the relative position of demand and
supply not warranting any change of great
importance. The trade of the season thus
far has not been as large as was anticipated
and provided for, although some branches
will show an aggregate fully gqual in value
to that of last year. Asarule the margin
of protit bas been lower than even in the
prévious spring, when it was thought to
be at bottom and panic prices; ‘and even
should the remainder of the season recover
what bas been lost with some merchants the
condition of affuirs would ke but slightly
improved. The outlook for the future, how-
ever, is encouraging, and our merchants are
by no means disposed to be down-moutied.
Never were the stocks of staple and fancy
articles on the shelves of our wholesale mer-
chants larger or of a better deseription, and
never were there better facilities offered
to the merchants of Virginia, North
Carolina, and Tenfssee to secure goods
The Commer-.
cial Club 14 doing much to build
up a better fecling and a social inter-
course with all of our merchants, than
whom none stand bhigher for integnty,
courtesy, and fair dealing,

In the retail trade there is nothing new
to note. Qur merchants still have full lines
of every article to please the eye, tickle the
faney, satisfy the palate, and to adorn the
person or the bousebold. In nearly every
branch of the retail (rade Richmond can
compare favorably with any of the larger
northern cities; and what is suid of the
reputation of the mujority of our whole-
sale dealers is true likewise of their breth-
ren in the retail trade. In most branches
of business in both trades the April receipts
were 13 good as those of March. Let us
hope that those of May will show excessive
preponderance over both.
