WasHixgtTon, May €.—To-day in the
House Mr. Shelby, of Alabama, moved to
suspend the rules to take up and pass the
bill reducing the {ax on tobacco to sixteen
cents, and intense interest prevailed while
the roll was being ealled. To suspend “the
rules requires a two-thirds' vote, and so
large a votein this case was not, snticipated,
even by the most sanguine advocates of re-
duction. A majority, bowever, was ob-
tained, the vote being aves, 1203 noes, 1153
which showed thatwith proper work, when-
ever the opportunity offers, the House will
vote for removing, in part, the burden from
Virginin’s great staple. 'The bulk of the
Republicans voted ¢ No,”” and some Demo-
erats voted with them.-

The Republicans voting for a suspension
ol the rules were Messrs. Drodgen, Ittner,
Jorgensen, Meteall, Rainey, and Small, and
Mr, Jorzensen not only voted “Aye,” but

THE TAX ON TOBACCO.
Wasmingron, May 6.—The following is
furnished by Colonel William P. Burwell,
of Virginia:

The vote on the tobacco tax was taken on
a motion to suspend the rules and put the
tobacco-tax reduction on its passage to-day:
The friends of the bill did not expect to get
the two-thirds vote necessary to suspend
the rules, but desired to demonstrate their
power to pass it when it came up in its or-
der. The vote stood for 1t 120, against 115
in opposition to it. There weie absent Mr.
Stephens, of Georgia; Mr. Acklin, of Lou-
isiana; Mr. Money, of Mississippi; Mr.
Pridemore, of Virginia, and several others
who are known to be friendly to the bill.
The vote to-dey was taken without any
debate, and it was subjected to the great
disadvantage of not having those explana-
tions which would have added to its
strength, It was, however, subjected to
a further disadvantage in not baving the
vote taken before it on the suspense of the’
sinking fund of thirty-seven millions, which
would furmsh a margin for any reductions
of the revenue arising from reducing the
rate on tobacco as well as the tariff,  There
were Democrats from Tennessee and Ar-
kansas whn voted against it because it did
not go far enough in the interest of the
planters. - The friends of the measure feel
confident of their ability to earry it when it
is put on its final passage by from twelve to
tifteen majority.

The negroes, how-
every;.led on by two or three notorlous
characters, continued to make threats and
warlike demonstrations. . An extra police
force was ordered to ¢léar the polls. This
foree was resisted,and a general fight again
began., By this time about seventy-five
negroes had collected, and assaulted the
whiteg, about twenty-five in number, with
fury. Dut for the prempt and determined
action of the whites' much blood would
have been shed. ; ;

One negro, John Purneli, upon raising a
tremendous club and striking a gentleman
on the head, was shot through the body, the
ball going in just beloav the left mnipple.
Another ball entered hismouth and lodged
in the back of his head.” Heis not quite
dead, but will certainly die. Alexander
Burnelt. was shot in, the shoulderand hand;
‘both flesh wounds, Fortunately, no whites
were seriously injured; several, however,
were considerably Dbruised. The negroes,
upon finding that one of their number bad
been killed, as they proclaimed, made a
rush for the gentleman who they thovght
did the shooting, swearing that they would
have his blood. It was all that ten or fifteen
whites, with pistols, could do to protect him

EXTENSIVE RAID ON ILLICIT DISTILLERS IN

THE SIXTH DISTRICT—ARREST OF SEVEN

PERSONS CHARGED WITH VIOLATION OF

LAW—FOCUIt DISTILLERIES DESTROYED—IM-

PORTANT SESSION OF THE UNITED STATES

COURT.

HARRISONDCRG, V4., May (.—An im-
portant and extensive. raid against illicit
distillers in the Sixth distriet, in the moun-
tains of.Madison county, Va., was secretly
orgamzed by tbe internal-revenue collector
at this place a few days ugo, and promptly
and vigorously exccuted by some determined
and brave men, detailed forthis perilous ser-
vice. Theraiding party organized by the col-
lector was in churge of Licutenant Donovan,
assisted by the deputy United States mar-

(O’Neale, Captain A, Vonkleiser, Depnty
Collector A. M. Lawson, of Albermarle
county, and Joseph Smitly sherifl of Greene
coun®, went upon this fid, aud captured
the following-named parties, charged with
illicit distilling—to wit: James N, Nichols,
William Berry, Silas Weekly, V. Henry
Utz, Chawp Dodson, Osear McAlister, Silas
Berry, and Stewart Yowell—the two last-
named parties making their eseape after
arrest—all of Madison county. They had
warrants also for the arrest of Aibert Wood-
ward, A. Myowell, and Pleasant H. Jenkians,
of the same county.

Four 1illicit distilleries, some of which
were in operation, werc found and destroy-
ed on whut is called Ragged Mountain, near
the dividing line between Madison and Rap-
pahannock counties, The parties arrested
were brought to Harrisonburg and deliv-
ered before United States Commissioner
William J. Points for examination this eve-
ning, but the exumination bas been de-
ferred until to-morrow to await the Gov-
ernment's witnesses.
