Concerning General Lewis Littlepage less
has beer written than he really deserved.
He was a native'of Virginia; once 'a sec-
retary or protégé of Mr. Jay, with whom he
subsequently quarrelled, and against whom
be published those severe philippics which
poured forth all the fire of his genius; he
was at the siege of Gibraltar; he was weil
versed in alinost /1l the courts of Earope;
was particulurly conversant with the court
of St. Petersburg; was acquainted with
Suwarrow and many of the great military
men of Europe; and returned to his na-

give country with ample resources
about the year 1802. He Dbecame a
resident of the town of Fredericks-

burg, whera he died in that year. Littlepage
was a man of immense original powers,
fraught with the most striking anecdotes
of men and achievements, and to the last
moment of his life exhibited that romantic
_and original cast of character which had
distingumshed -his earlier adventures, Had
such a man exerted his fine falents amidst
the political scenes of bis native country—
in the vindication of ber rights and her
honor—ke would have played a most dis-
tinguished part on the theatre of the pub-
lic. The friends of General Littlepage (and
he bas several relations in Virginia) could
pot render us a more acceptable service
than by laying before us the memoirs of the
most eventful incidents of bis romantic life.
So much for the man—and now for the
youthful poet.

1t will be remembered that at the begin-
ning of the recent war between Russia and
Tarkey .that ' the Russians sunk obstruc-
tions across the Sulina branch of the Dan-
ube (the only branch navigable for vessels
ot deep draught) to prevent Turkish gun-
boats frem ascending the river, and great
Europe
that this important improvement would be
seriously damaged. 2

Sir Charles writes: ¢ For months past
this dam has exercised no influence what-
ever on the regime of tbe river.”” The ob-
struction was not continuous. Lighters
were sunk with their keels parallel to the
current, from twenty to sixty feetapart, the
intervals crossed by chains fastened to thelr
decks and to the shores, thus forming s bar-
rier to vessels, but not formingadam. The
Tighters were loaded with stone to about
low-water mark. This obstruction doubt-
less impeded_ the current, and threatened
toturn a considerable amount of tbe flow
into the other outlets, But as the intervals
between the sunken lighters were not en-
tirely covered with stone, the vessels were
undermined and the exposed bed scoured
away. This action continued until the area
of cross seclion was reslored, when no
more injurious effect on the channel was to
be feared.

These gsunken ships were blown up with
gun-cotton, and the débris cleared away by
the 27th of March; and since then—i. e.. to
April 15th—130 sea-going ships and steam-
ers have passed up to Galatz and Braila;
but the Russians still withhold an official
notification of the fact thatthe river is com-
pletely free from torpedoes,.which during
the latter part of the war were thrown
about broadcast in the lower reaches of the
Sulina branch.

The Sullna has not suffered sensibly by
the so-called dam except in its immediate
neighborhood, owing in part to the very
clear condition of the water in the latier
part of 1877; and a further expenditure of
about 10,000 in training walls will perma-
pently remove any deposits, so far as ascer-
tained. The sboaling at and near the dam
was about two feet.

The channel at the Sulinn mouth still
maintains its capital depth of twenty and a
balf feet nt lowest water level, where before
the improvement there were from seven
to cleven feet, and rarely ever nine feef.
