Tobacco is an

agricultural product, and whenever you

impose a tax on agriculture in excess of

what is required for revenue, you are guilty
* of oppression, lie showed that the present

tax u too high to raise the most revenue, and
that more revenue was icalizcd when

i!io tax was reduced to twenty cents

than when the tax was twenty-four cents.

P,v a hich rate of taxation you drive, he

contended, men of small capital from the

market, and add to the wealth and power
of the creat monopolists. This places the

plMiterat the mercy of the latter, because
it i»- far easier for a few to combine than for
tbe many to do so. Now, there are but
three classes of buyers to whom the pro¬
ducer of tobacco can sell his leaf, and a

high tax curtails one of these classes.
the manufacturers.
A vote for reduction is a vote against the

monopolist and in favor of tiie mass of the

people. He cited the significant fact that
when the tax on tobacco was raised from
twenty to twenty-four cents there was no

corresponding increase in the price of to¬
bacco. and tiie consequence was that the
additional four cents that the Government
was able to put into llie Treasury on each
pound of tobacco manufactured came out of
the pockets of the tubacco-men. lie elabo¬
rated the fact that while the price of the leaf
docs not average more than from six to

eight cents per pound.some of it selling as

low a* two or three cents.the Govern¬
ment imposes now a tax of twenty-
four cents per pound, and no other coun¬

try in the world taxes an agricultural
product grown upon its own soil as heavily.
He was very happy in answering those who
say that revenue must be raised, and there
is no better subject than tobacco for the
purpose. The Government has recently
paid $1,700 for Virginia tobacco-seed to
send throughout the country so that people
may grow patches of tobacco for their own
use, and upon which they will pay no reve¬

nue. They do this, while preferring the
manufactured article, bccause the twenty-
four cents tax makes tobacco too high for
their means. They will get used to this
rough tobacco in time, and the manufactu¬
rer and the Government will be the suffer¬
er.-, and all beciuse the Government per¬
sists In pursuing the ruinous policy of high
taxation. There were sixty millions, he
said, of this tobacco consumed last year.
TUE EFFECT vF REDUCTION ON THE REVENUE.
Mr. Bobbins said that if you reduce the

tax to IGc.. for the tirst year the falling off]
of the revenue in consequence will not ex¬

ceed £6,000,000. 000,000 for tobacco and
$1,(>00,000 for cigars. He favored the sus¬

penses) of the sinking fund as proposed
by the Committee of "Ways and Means, be¬
cause by so doing we can save §36,000,000
annually. Deducting the $6,000,000, it will
leave £30,000,000, and you can then let the
tax on incomes :ilone. If members are op¬
posed to an entire suspension, they can sus¬

pend to the extent of 86,000,000, which
would offset his estimate of the deficit froTn
a reduction of the tobacco tax. lie con¬

tended that reduction was practical and
just, and for the benefit of both the Gov¬
ernment and the people.
THE EIGHT-HOUR SYSTEM AND MR. GOODE.
The report of Mr. Goode, from the House

Committee on Labor and Education, de¬
claring that the meaning of the eight-hour
law, passed by Congress some ten years ago,
was that the mechanic-, workmen, &c., at
tbe navy-yards, &c., should not be required
to work more than eight hours, and that
there should be no reduction in their pay
in consequence, was adopted by the House
to-day.
Mr. Goode earnestly urged its adoption,

and .Messrs. Cox of New York- and Butler
contended that there ought to be a penalty
lor a violation of this Jaw, so that the heads
of departments and others would be pre¬
vented from violating it in the future as

tbey had in the past. 31 r. Banks alluded
to the fact that the President of the United-
States in IS40 declared tea hours a day's
work, without any uction on the part of
Congress.

MH. KELLY'S SPEECH TO-DAY. .

Mr. Kelly, . of Pennsylvania, made a

lengthy speech to-day against the Wood
tariff bill, and expounded the extremest
Pennsylvania views ou the subject. lie was
at times highly-amusing, and commanded
the attention or the House. He is regarded
as one of the best-posted members of the
House on tariG* matters.

IMPROVEMENT OF CHARLESTON HARBOR.

Washington, May .)..In compliance with
the resolution of Senator Butler, of South
Carolina, a communication was received to¬
day by the Senate from the Secretary of
War, enclosing the report of General Hum-
phreys, Chief of Engineers, submitting a

project of General Gilmore for the perma¬
nent improvement of the channel leading
into Charleston harbor by means of low
jetties, with an estimate of the probable
cost ; also, a report of the Board of Engi¬
neers approving the project. Humphreys
agrees with the Board that the channel over
the bar can be made of a depth of twenty-
one feet at mean low-water mark by the
means indicated, and that the cost will
varv from one and a half to three million
dollars, according to the extent the
improvement is pushed. Gilmore re¬

commends the appropriation of two mil¬
lions for the purpose, payable in four an¬

nual instalments. The report skctelies the
harbor and its various channels, previous
surveys, variation in depths, widths, and
measurements; also, the material compos¬
ing the surface and below, aud how pro¬
duced, and its action. The proposed im¬
provements contemplate one jetty 7.450
feet long and another 11,050 feet long.
On motion of Senator Butler the report

and accompanying documents (over sixty
pages) were ordered to be printed and re¬

ferred to the Senate Committee on Com¬
merce.
President Tupper, of the Chamber of

Commerce, expresses much satisfaction
with the report made and its progress.
He is busily engaged with the committees
and the departments.

THE FLORIDA AND LOUISIANA FRAUDS.

The Democratic Congressional Executive
Committee unanimously agree, in common
With other members of the party, that there
should be an investigation of the alleged
Florida and Louisiana presidential-election
frauds, for the sole purpose of acquainting
the people with all the facts, and not with a

view of invalidating the title by which
President Hayes holds in ollice. The com¬

mittee will, as soon as resolutions instruct¬
ing them to make inquiry shall pass the
House, proceed at once to business, pre¬
liminary with this view having already
been made.

SENATE.
The Senate was in secret session until 2

o'clock.
The Mexican award bill was discussed,

amended, and passed.
Mr. Kansom presented a petition from the

Governor and citizens of North Carolina
favoring the repeal of the law imposing a

tax of ten per cent, on the circulation of
State hanks; which was referred to the
Committee on Finance.
Mr. Merrimon, of North Carolina, sub¬

which was referred to the Committee ou

Commerce.
Mr. Johnston, of Virginia, introduced a

joint resolution in regard to the claim of
William B. Isaacs & Co., of Richmond. It
refers their claim for certain assets claimed
to belong to certain banks of Virginia to
the Court of Claims for adjudication. Re¬
ferred to the Committee on.Claims.
The bill allowing newspapers commer¬

cial rates for post-offlce advertisements was
passed.
The Indian appropriations bill was pass¬

ed, and the bill for the repeal of the bank¬
rupt law was discussed to adjournment.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Nothing was done in the House to-day

except a continuance of the tariff debate-
Mr. Kelley, of Pennsylvania, speaking
against the bill, and Mr.^Harris, of Georgia,
and Mr. Smith, of the same State, in buj>-
port of it.
Mr. Harris, of Georgia, who is a mem¬

ber of the Committee of Ways and Means,
made an elaborate speech in favor of the
tariff bill reported by Mr. AVood, chairman.
He reviewed the complex nature of the sub¬
ject and arraigned the legislation upon the
question, showing that it bad failed to pro¬
vide either a just or wise revenue system.
He maintained that bad financial legislation
had involved the Government in an im¬
mense public debt, necessitating a large
revenue, and that the protection policy
now pursued burdened one class to supply
bounties sto another ; that it levied contri¬
butions upon labor and consumption to fos-

; ter and project, particular industries, In
violation of the plainest principles of

equality and contrary to the spirit and ge¬nius of our institution*. He supported the
bill not because it was what tbc countrydesired, for it did not go far enough, but
because it was an Improvement upon the
present law.a step in the right direction.
and he hoped it would lead to thog>ughreform. He showed that the tax per capitapaid by the American people wos seven
times as great as that paid in England. He
showed conclusively that the present sys¬tem was unjust and ruinous, because it en¬
hanced the cost of producing the raw ma¬
terial and lessened the home consumption.It is said that the speech shows great re¬
search, and is a masterly discussion of tjais
most difficult and abstruse question.
National Labor and Greenback Con.

venlion.
Pmlaoelphta, May 9..The National

Convention was somewhat turbulent to¬
day. A resolution that the Convention
condemns any lawlessness or violence was
adopted; also a platform, with a few
amendments, which, briefly summarized,
arc that the party advocates a high protec¬
tive tariff; a moderate reform in the hours
of labor, to be regulated by wise legisla¬
tion ; opposition to discriminating monopo¬
lies in the carrying trade, and the substitu¬
tion of the "nation's money for that of bank¬
notes; demands the immediate repeal of
the resumption act, and the recognition by
Congress of the efforts at internal improve¬
ment, the encouragement of shipbuilding
and oceanic transportation. It disavows
any countenance of lawlessness and vio¬
lence, and advocates the maintenance of the
principles of the party by the judicious use
of the ballot-box, and changes the name of
the party from that of "National Labor
party" to 4< National Greenback Labor
party."

Fenlmi Movements.
New York, May 0.. A special from Syra¬

cuse, N. Y., says : 44 The Fentan meeting
held in this city last night was largely at¬
tended. Letters were read from General
O'Neil stating that he was on the line of
lied river with 10.000 men ready for action.
Dispatches from Buffalo were read stating
that 3,000 men in that city were underarms.
Five steamtugs and a number of canal-boats
have been secured in Buffalo to transport
the Fenians to Canada. Letters were read
from Colonel Mulligan, now in Oswego,
stating that be had secured three steamers
in that city to-day.

SURRENDER OF AX UNRECONSTRUCTED INSUR¬

GENT.
Havana, May 9..According to an official

communication received here a Cuban named
Aguero, with eleven followers, recently
landed on the southern coast of the Central
department in a lighter, from Jamaica, in
the belief that the insurrection had broken
out again. Finding that tranquillity pre¬
vailed everywhere, and that everybody was

opposed to disturbance, he surrendered.
Indignant at being deceived, he otJ'ered to
guide the Government officials to the place
where the lighter had landed him. the ves¬
sel containing arms, clothing, and about
twenty boxes of ammunition. The Gene¬
ral commanding the Central department as¬

sured Aguero of a complete pardon.

LATEST FOREIGN Ji'EWS.

En^iaixl nutl Riissin.
London, May 9..The Daily News's St.

Petersburg correspondent, in referring to
Count SchouvalolFs mission, says: "The
Russians earnestly desire an understanding
with England. They believe it would be
better for the Russian interests than an

agreement with Austria, and wish to unite
with England for the benetit of the Chris¬
tians and to secure peace. The only fear is
that England may make proposals humili¬
ating to Russia. It is generally believed
that in Vienna and#Berlin very little desire
is felt that negotiations between Russia and
England should succeed."
The Daily Telegraph, ba3 the following

from its "Vienna correspondent: " Count
SchouvalotT takes with him what may be
considered as Englaud's irreducable mini¬
mum. Simultaneously, M. Denovikofl", the
Russian ambassador at Vienna, will be in¬
formed that Austria maintains the objec¬
tions already made. I hear from high offi¬
cial source that when English and Austrian
reclamations are acceded to little or no¬

thing of General Ignatieff's scheme willre-
main. Montenegro and Servia are giving
much ofl'euce to Austria. Of Montenegro
a Government organ says: * Austria pro¬
tests against the extension of the princi¬
pality to the Adriatic, and will under no

circumstances permit it.' "

3fovcmoiits of British Iron-Clads.
London, May 9..Two more British iron¬

clads of the Channel squadron have arrived
at Port Said. The reported withdrawal of
the Russians from San Stefano is regarded
as a hopeful indication.
This morning's Times, criticising a speech

made by Mr. Gladstone yesterday to a depu¬
tation of the Welsh Liberal Association at

Howarden, in which be denounced the Gov¬
ernment in violent terms, says : w His lan¬
guage was so reckless as to entirely over¬
shoot the mark. It reads like a speech
prompted by desperation."
The 'limes also says that it believes that

the Government, on the whole, is acting
wisely in the present crisis, and the fact
that Mr. Gladstone cannot arouse the coun¬
try by a wholesale denunciation of the Gov¬
ernment, the London newsnapers, fash-
ionable peopfe, and educated society, into
gome expressions of opinion to the con¬

trary, shows that the country does not dis¬
sent from the Government's policy,

have evacuated Pbillipolis, Tartar, Ba-
zardjldk, and other localities near the in¬
surgent district so as to leave fulMiberty of
action to tbe Porte commissioners. Tbe
idea lirst entertained at the Russian head¬
quarters that the insurgents are simply
brigands is now abandoned. They bave a
military- organization and display strategeti-
cal knowledge.

EASTERN NOTES.
The Porte has ordered the partial evacua¬

tion or Shumla in consideration of the re¬
moval of tbe Russian headquarters to St.
George.
The evacuation of the fortresses and with¬

drawal of the Russians from the vicinity of
Constantinople are believed to depend upon
the withdrawal of the British fleet.
A more conciliatory feeling now prevails

between the Turks and Russians.
Austria is stilted to have asked the Porte

to permit Austrian troops to escort return¬
ing Bosnian refugees, .otherwise disturb¬
ances endangering tbe tranquility of Tur¬
key and Austria are probable.
