ANOTHER AUTHOR FOR THE BKATOIFUL LIKES

Messrs. Editors of the Dispatch :

With doe respect tor the impressions of
you* correspondents "K." and '<B.,"a&!
published respectively in your issues of the
dih and 10th instant, I think that it may be
demonstrated that neither Tyrone Power
nor Robert Wnlslnsham Robinson was the
author of the lines by .« A Stranger" found
written upon the walls of o>d Blandford
church, but tbat credible evidence in sup¬
port of yet another origin may be adduced.
Power, in his book, "Impressions of

America," does not assert himself as being
the author of the lines in question, but
merely presents them as having been lound
written on the walls of the old church. The
mere fact of their publication by him to, I
believe, ithe sole ground upon which the au¬

thorship was attributed to hun. If Mr.
Robinson wrote the lines it is singular tbat
he has made no avowal of the fact.
Towards the settlement of a question not

momentous certainly, but yet worthy of
passing thought no less in the light of
literary justice than in view of associations
which may be invoked, I beg to present the
following facts: Toe late Charles H.
"Wynne, a well-known printerand publisher
of this city, was wont to narrate that the
noted lines on the old church wall were the
composition of his old master, Hiram
Haines, with whom he was serving his ap¬
prenticeship at the time of the visit of
Tyrone Power to Petersburg; that Haines,
with another gentleman whose name be had
forgotten, accompanied Power in a stroll to
Blandford on a Sabbath day, and that the
lines were published in the American Con¬
stitution, a paper conducted by Haines, on
the Tuesday following, and as "his composi¬
tion.
The poetic gift of Haines was well

known. He published iu 1825 a little vol¬
ume of poems with the title "Mountain
Buds and Blossoms," by " The Stranger,"
and under the same pseudonym constantly
coBtrinuted like compositions to the col¬
umns of his paper.
He died in the prime of manhood, and

lies buried within the shadows of the sanc¬

tuary in the commemoration of which his
genius so touchingly aided. A son of
his, a Journalist of ability, it is said, is con¬
nected with the press of Baltimore.
