Thomas Dale had been a soldier from his
vouth. As early as 1588 he was with the
Earlof Essex, Queen Klizabeth’s favorite,
in the wars of the Continent, It is sup-
that he accompanied the Duich Am-
dor to the Court of James the Sixth of
Scotjand, afterwards James the First of
Eongland..and then became interested in
Henry, the infant-Prince of Wales, whom
in I,a’uter days he calls ** My glorious Mas-
ter.

Upon tbe recommendation of the King
of France, in 1608 he was. elevated from
the position of a privale soldier and com-
missioned as a captain in the army of the
United Netherlands.

King Jameg, by Secretary Cecil, in March,
1604, informed the English Ambassador
to the Netherlands that he wished him to
<<take notice of Captain Dale, both for bav-
ing been avaliant and long servitor, and
baving for the most part rendered them at
his charges.”

In recognition of his valor ke was knight-
¢d by the English King in June, 1606, as
Sir Thomas Dale of Surry, and in the same
vear, with Sir‘Thomas Gates, was in sarri-
son in a quiet town on the river 1sell, about
eighteen miles from Rotterdam.

In 1608 Gates leit the Netherlands, early
the next year sailed for Virginia, in July
was wreeked at Bermudas, and not until
May, 1610, did he reach Jamestown. By
order of Lord Delaware in September of
that year he arrived in London to procure
supplies and colonists. -

Caron, the Dutch Ambassador, bad pro-
posed tbat England and the States should
unite in colonizing North America, and on
December 15, 1610, a London correspond-
ent of Sir Ralph Winwood writes: ¢“So
soon as the Heetor, now ready to hoist sail,
shall be set forth of this bharbor towards
Virginia, Sir Thomas Gates will hasten to
the Hague, where he will confer with the
States about the overture of Sir Noel Caron
hath here made for jolning us in that col-
ony.”” y

One of the results of Gates’s visit was
that the States General of United Nether-
lands the next montb, January, 1611, upon

the recommendation of Henry, the young

Prince of Wales, allowed Captain Dale to

be absent from their service for a space of

three vears without any allowance, and in
the spring of the same year he sailed with
colonists for Virginia.

Upon the i2th of May be arrived at
Jamestown, and found Lord Delaware ab-
sent on account of ill health, and George
Percy Deputy Governor. Dale was de-
spondent when he saw the condition of the
Colony, and felt that the London Company
had not given a fair description of the coun-
try,and in an altercation with Captain New-
port, pulled his beard, and threatened to
bang bim. In the absence of Gates be act-
ed as Governor. He incorporated with the
already strict code a part of the law of the
army in which he had served, and sent the
enlarged code to London by the bands of
William Strachey, Secretary of the Colony,
for examination. The London Company
approved and had it printed and returned.
In August, 1611, about the time Strachey
left Virginia, be requested the authorities
in England to send out for three years’ ser-
vice “all convicts condemned to die,”” al-
leging that they were ‘*‘not always the
the worsc kind of men, either fot birth,
spirit, or body.”

Upon tltie return of Gates be left James-
town, and about Michaelmag, with three
hundred persons, commenced the settle-
ment of Henrico. His course was very se-
vere, and it was charged that he broke some
on the wheel, hung others, and chained one
to a tree until be starved to death.  The
town was pever buill, and the few build-
ings erected within a pale of four acres in
five years fell to pieces. ;

In 1613 Argall, under a commission from
the Governor-of YVirginia, proceeded to the
north Atlantic coast and attacked the French
upon the ground of encroachment, and re-
turned to Jamestown with two prizes—a
veszel of onc bundred and a pinnace of
twelve tons, and some prisoners, among
others a Romuan Catholie priest. Dale, upon
their arrival, blustered ard {hreatened to
put the prisoners to death, Argall guieted
him and then went back to Port Royal and
demolished the fortifieations. From the
second voyage be returned fo Virginia on
the gth of November, 1613.

Near the time that Gates left 'Virginia,

¢ about, the 5th of April.,”” 1614, the mar-

riage of Pocabontas to John Rolfe, who
had come into the Colony in 1610 with his
white wilfe, is allezed to.Lave taken place.
Not many weeks after Y’ocabontas was
recognized as the wife of Roife, Ralph Ha-
mor visited Powhutan with greetings from
Dale and u, request that the Chief would
allow his youngest daugbterto go with him
to Jamestown to become Dale’s ¢ pearest
companion, wife, and bed-fellow.” Pow-
hatan replied that Le Llad just sold his
daughter to an Indian for his wife for some
Indinn beads.. Hamor sufzesied that he
might restore the bends and obtain his

daughter for Dale, but the Chicf declined.

This year Dale sent 100 pounds -sterling
to 8ir William Thrackmorton, whose sister
was, or soon became, Lady Dale, to be in-
vested in. the East India Company. An
error has crept into the ‘¢ History of the
Yirginia Company of London.” Thatwork
states that Dale was twice married, hut a
more careful investigation discovers but
oue wife.

His wife, Elizaleth, was the daughter of
Sir Thomas Throckmorton, I{night of Tot-
worth, County Gloucester, and sister of Sir
TWilliam tbe Bagonet. At the time ber fo-
ther’s will was signed—December 17, 1607—
she was unmarried. The time of her mar-
riage to 8ir Thomas Dale has not becn as-
certained.

In the summer of 1614 Captain Argall
brought letters from Virginia to London,
and ivn August the Engilish Ambassador at
the Netherlands had Dale’s leave of absence
extended for two or three years,

In the spring of 1616 Dazle, with Joln
Rolfe, Pocahontas, Tamocomo, her uacle,
and several Indian girls, embarked fo®Eng-
land intbe ship Treasurer, and early in June
were anchored in the port of Plymouth.

< Upon May 11, 1620, Sir William Throck-
morton; Dale’s brother-in-law, informed
the company that one of the Indian girls
who had lived with a mercer in Cheapside
was a consumptive, and very weak, at the
residence of the Rev, Mr. George, of Black
Friar’s, who took great pains ¢ to comfort
herboth in soul and'body”’; and the com-
pany agreed (o allow twentyshillings a
week for her support until deatb.’

In June, 1621, two ‘*¢ Virginia maids "
were still in the custody of tfie company,
and it was resolved to send them to Ber-
mudas by the first opportunity. During
the year 1617 Dale remained in England,
sick and feeble.

On the 30th of September of 1617, at a
meeting of the Bast India Company, Sir
Richard Hawkins, Captain Best, and Sir
Thomas Dale were among those applying
for the command of their fleet. Captain
Best was first selected, but as be refused to.
gign certain articles of agreement on Novem-
ber 28th Sir Thomas Dale was chosen coni-
mander at a salary of £480 per annum.
After he accepted the position he objected
to Captain Parker, the second in command,
because ‘he was ‘¢ old and corpulent,” but
his complaint was not sustained. In a few
weeks Dale went to the Netherlands with a
letter from Sir Henry Savile, recommending
him as *¢ the friend of the Earl of Southamp-
ton, and one who has done good'service on
the plantations of Virginia.”

' 8ir Dudiey Carleton, on the 26th of Janu-
ary, 1618, presented a petilion to the States
General for pay during Dale’s absence in
America, and complimented his services
and the means employed, “and by that,”
he stared, “he hath preserved Virginia to

introduced there, and to man by the aug-
mentation of commerce.” H

When the East India Company found that
be prolonged his visit to the Low Countries
they thought of revoking his appointment,
but on the 15th of January he wrote that he
would =oon return to England, and on the
3d of February his wife asks for £50 of his

salagy to make svitable provision for her
husband’s arrival.

The petition wus duly considered, and
the States Geperal, on the 6th of February,
1618, resolved to grant him half pay for
seven years; but tbree days after they de-
cided to give him full pay, amounting to
one thousand pounds sterling.

The English Ambassador at the Hague
writes to one of the secretaries of King
James: ‘“Hears that he [Dale] left the
States’ service the very day of the receipt of
his money, sans dire adieu, it being given
out that he is employed in the East Indies
by the King’s command. Shall gladly re-
ceive some civil cxcuse, the King’s name
heing tnterested both in Sir Thomas Dale’s
good treatment by the States and in hisill
maaner of leaving their service.”

To this pote Secretary Lake replied:
¢« Your Lordship wrote to me, of late, of a
fault of Sir T'homas Dale which his Majesty
and all men have condemned in him.”

In March he sailed for the East Indies,
leaving his wife in not very commodious
quarters in Bhick Friars.

On the 24th of September, 1618, O. 8.,
Parker, the old and fat vice-admiral of the
fleet, died, and on the 15th of November
one of the ships, the Sun, struck on the
rocks uear the Isle of Engano, in the Malay
Archipelago, and Dale lost all his clothes
except thoee he wore. Four days alter his
fleet arrived at Bantam Roads, off the Isle of
Juva, where he found Captain Martin Pring
in the Royal James with another fleet of the
East India Company. On the 5th of De-
cember Dale captured the ¢ Black Lion,”
belonging to the Duteh, with a valuable
cargo, and on the 20th he held a council of
war with Captain Martin Pring and the
other captains in ‘the Bay of Jacatra,
and it was decided to attack the Dutch
fleet. Patrick Copland, the founder of
the first free school in North Ameriey,
at Charles City, Va., was chaplain of the
Royal Jimes, Captain Pring’s ship, and gave
an exhortation before the battle began.
Pefore the ship Sun suni, James Rynd, the
chaplain of the Sun, in answer to a false
charge of the purser’s mate, wrote *“ that
he read prayers with some portions of
Scriptures twice a day except during his
sicknesg, when Sir Thomas Dale did so0.”

Under the direction of Dale were cleven
ships, and the Duteb bad seven. The fight
took place on the 23d of Deeember, about
three leagues from the Isle of Java, and
lasted from 11 in the morning until 3 in the
afternoon. In the conflict Roger Dale, who
appears to have been a relative of the com-
maaoder, lost his leg and died. The Dutch
were defeated and sailed away.

Three or four days after some desperate
sailors broke open the hold of the prize-
ghip Black Lion about 2 o’clock in the morr-
ing to steal “‘rackapee,” and as they were,
drawing the liquor set it on fire, which soon_
destroyed the ship and eargo. !

Oa the 29th Dale landed at Jacatra, on the
Isle of Java, and the Dutch fort surren-
dered. He then retursed to Bantam,. After
this battle he sent: bome to Lady Dale some
Japan-ware, and desires to know how Vir-
ginia prospery, .. Patrick Copland, the chap-
lain of the Royal James, writes from Ban-
tam' Roads ' to Adrian JacobLson, the
Duteh chaplain, and laments the dissen-
gions among Cbristians in the presence
of the Heathen, and charging the captain
of the Dutch fort at Jacatra with breaking
his pledge to Sir Thomas Dale, and wisbes
bim to remember ¢ all standeth not on one
side.. There must be a yielding of both if
ever there be a sound peace,” About the
middic of April Dale left Jacatra. At a
council beld in Bantam Roads on the 20th
of May, 1619, it was decided that he should
oo to Ilngano with the ships Moon, Clove,
Globe, Advice, Peppercorn, and Dingon’s
Ciaw, to try to recover the moneys in the
wreck of the Sun.

The next day the saiior who was the ring-
leader in breaking open the bhold of the
Black Lion and setting it on fire was sen-
tenced by a court-martiul to be hung and bis
confederates to receive seventy lashes.

Dale’s voyage to Engano was fruitless,
finding nothing but a little of his own plate
and some sixteen or eightecn skulls of En-
glishmen lying in a beap. ;

Upon leaving this island the flux broke
outin the. fleet, and on the 19th. of July,-
1619, Sir ‘Thomas Dale  ‘ departed this life
