They are constantly exposed to the
risk of flogging at present for mere prison
offences, often, committed under strong
provocation, and we hear nothing of its
hardening etiect. They . are animals. and
must be treated as sucb, If they are them-
gelves incorrigible, gven by such coarse
measures, the efiect on those at large would
be most salutary, and the hardening influ-
ence cannot be_expected to extend to those
who bave never yet been subject to this
degradation but ounly fear it.”

The names of thirty-one clergymen have
been on the books of the Society as mission-

there is on hand, $1.259.70 for distribution,
the total assets, including distributable in-
come, being $25,060.36. 'The number of
churches that have contributed the past year
to the fund has been ten, and thg amount
contributed, 2272.73.

DIOCESAN AUTONOMY AND FEDERAL RELA=-
TIONS.

Rev. Dr. Hanckel read the report—refer-
red to in my dispatechi—on diocesan auton-
omy and Federal relations. In concluding,
the committee say :

So far, and so far only, as the Diocese of
Virginia has delegated any powers to the
Central Feclesiastical Legislature (the Gen-
eral Convention) has she parted, for a defi-
nite purpose. and, if need be, only for a
time, with her original inherent right of
gelf-government. Beyond these expressly
defined limits she is committed to be gov-
erned by no acts or opinions of other cecle-
siastical Dodies, whether Anglican or
American, or of modern or of former
times, but remains in full possession of
her rights as a duly constituted unit in the
Chureh Universal, whose powers are de-
fined in Articles 20 and 34 of the 39th Arti-
cle of Religion.

The committee then proceed at consider-
able length to give an ableargument in sup-
port of their views. The report was or-
dered to be printed in the journal.

“Afternoon Session.

The Council met again at 6 o’clock.

On motion of Mr. Moore, Mr. Baskervill
was unamimously chosen to fill the vacancy
in the trustees ol the Virginia Female In-
stitute.

The subject of

DINCESAN MISSIONS,
being the speeial order, was taken up.

Rey. Mr. Hnllihen presented a resolution
for the appointment of a special committec
to consider and report such measures for
the promotion of diocesean missions.

Mr. ITullihen addressed the Council upon
the importance of this subject. Ilethought
there should be radical changes in the man-
azement of the work. Too long have we
been satisfied, as President Lincoln said, to
run the machine as we found it. Appeals
and prayers are ignored when made for this
work., The Bishop, in his pastoral last
year, expressed the hope that $10,000 would
be raised for this work. What was the re-
sult? Only about $4,400 bas been donated
for the cause. We ought to be ashamed of
ourselves when we look upon the little that
lias been accomplished. Weought to throw
off this lethargy and pray to God Lo give us
His aid to guide us from this difliculty.

What must be done? We need heroic
treatment, as the doctors say, for this case.
We have tried poultices enough. We need
to take bold of this and make a radical
change. He did not know how, but he
thought there were gentlemen here who did.
He would propose to insiruct the Diocesan
Board that the stipend must be deereased one
fourth cach vear, und he thought we would
soon see the good results. He hoped that
nothing would keep us back from tuking
hold of what be regarded as the most im-
portant work that the Council has to do.
He could not take that interest in the cause
that be oughbt, because he knew where so
much of the money would go this year, as it
did last.

‘Rev. Mr. Ward had been impressed by
what his young brother had said; but his
idea of missionary work was to go where
there was nothing and create it. We want
our diocese to become so interested and de-
termined first to raise the money and then
send the missiorary to the field where his
labors will be not in vain—where the people
have been without the ministration of the
Chureh for years. These are the people that
musl be gathered together, The wantof the
Chuoreh was in workingmen. We don’t
want men tosit down in their studies and
read theology, und talk about flowers and
music and all'that sort of thing, We want
young men to go among Lhe people and in-
terest them in the Cbhurch work., Thetrou-
ble that the young men are in is that they
are too tired. They are like the man of
whom a good Methodist told a story (Bro-
ther Jones), who was born tired, and had
been tired ever since. These young mis-
sionaries may have married a young wile,
and they can’t leave her alone,

Mr. Ward’s remarks were prol
considerable length, and were hi:;ﬁ
sing ns well as interesting.

General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church (Southern).
[Reported for the Dispatch.]
KNOXVILLE, TENN., May 16, 1878.

The Assembly convened at 11 A, M., and
was opened with a sermon by the retiring
Moderator (Dr. Stilmap, of Alabama), Dr.
Peck, of Virginia, assisting in the services,
Text (I. Corinthians, 4:20): “The King-
dom of God is not in word, but in power.”
1'he vital power ol the Church is in ibe
truth, in a living ministry,a living member-
ship, and beileving prayer. Inconclusion all
were exhorted to remember the animating
influences by which the Holy Ghost subdues
maenkind to the divine likeness and to be-
lieve in the invincible power of the Gospel.

After sermon and the constituting prayer
there were found to have been enrolled 71
ministerial and 60 lay commissioners—total,
131—lacking only 14 of a full representa-
tion of all the Presbyteries, Present from
Virginia, 11 ministers and 9 ruling elders,
Virging baving the largest number of Pres-
byteries.

Dr. Armstrong nowinated Dr. B. T, Laey,
of Missouri, as moderator, alleging that
Missouri had never had a moderator of the
Assembly. Rev. 8 1. Martin urged the
eleetion of Dr. Peck, of Virginia. Dr. Peck
deelined, as did*Dr. Hendrick, of Kentucky,
who was also nominated, on the ground that
both Virginia and Kentucky had already—
Virginia several times—been represented in
the moderator’s chair. Dr. J. II. Rice, of
Tennessce, was ulso nominaled. But the
Asfembly, by a rising vote, refused to per-
mitany of the nominations to be withdrawn.
The principal contest wus bhetween the
names of Dr. Lacy and Dr. Peck. Dr. Peck
received on the final vote 69, and Dr. Lacy

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John K. Gilliat & Co.’s Circular as to
Tobacco,

Loxnox, 4 Crospy SQUARE,
3d May, 1878. %

Business in our markets was much un-
settled during the earlier part of last month
by the alteration in the tobacco duty, which
the Government has raised from 3s. 2d. to
3s. Gd. per pound on the raw material, The
effect of this change on the trade of the
country is not so simple ag miglt at first ap-
pear. It seems doubtful whether retail
prices can be raised in proportion to the in-
ereased duty, and the probable result may
therefore be that the publie will get less to-
bacco and more water at about the same
price as formerly. Itcertainly becomes all-
important that tobacco intended for Lng-
lish trade should be thoroughly dry, and
the best drinking growths will be the most
popular.

During the past week or two buyers have
come more to the front, but tbe demund for
western strips has hden all on u low basis of
value—5§@04d. representing, we think, the
general ideas of the trade for medium to
fair useful stock, and within these prices
various parcels have changed bands, and a
few retail sales of selections made at some-
what better figures. At present scale of
values it really looks as if there was no
longer any inducement to press sales, as we
must bave pretty well discounted the effect
of the next import; still manufacturers tind
it ensy to supply all their wants from one
source or another, so that we cannot pre-
tend to say that the bottom bas been actually
touched.

There is very little Western leal on sale
in this market except Missouri, and in this
we have not heard of any transactions. We
ourselves do not hold a hogshead. Eome
export demand was experienced for low, or
at any rate cheap, Virginia, and sundry
mixed lots were placed at 34d. to 44d.
Several parcels of Virgima brights were
sold—some of last autumn’s Import—at low
price—6d. or less—and some lately received
ut much better prices, say Td. to 7§d. for
medium up to 84d. and 9id. for fair to
good. A few small lots of oright strips
were reported sold, but prices not trans-
pired. On the whbole, a fair month’s busi-
ness was done, but, as already stated,
chiefly on low-priced tobaccos.

The American advices as to crop pros-
pects are not vet suticiently precise to
throw much light on the futare, but they
will now assume great importance in the
forecast of events..
