s Terms.

| INTERESTING OPINION | OF CITY-ATTORNEY
KEILEY ON THE SUBJECT.

The following opinion from Hon. A. M.
Keiley in reference to the stalvs of mem-
bers of the present Council filling by ap-
polntment of ‘that body places made vacant
by death, resignation, &e., will be read with

E Howard, Esg., Clerk of the Council :
sir,—I am in receipl of your communi-
eation of this morning, inquiring the status
E (1 members of the present Council filling,
i by appointment of that body, plices made
fvacant by death, reslgnation, &e., in view of
dthe circumstance that ““an election for
B members of the Council 7 has recently been
Lield.
¥ The Charter, section 15, reads as follows :

13, When any vacancy shall oceur in
gither brunch Iy death, resignation, remo-
val from the ward, failure to qualify, or
from any other cause, the branch in which
sych vaeanev oceurs shall elect a qualified
person to supply the vacancy untii the next
¢lection for members of the Ceuncil whieh
may be beld in the eity, when the vacancy
shall be filled by election.”

Sundry vacancies arising as above, hav-
ing been tilled by 1the Council, you desire to
kuow whether the places of the substituted
members are cither—

1. Vacant by reason of an election by the
people having been held ; or,

2, Filled by some one of those elected for
their respective wards.

I am of opizmion thut both these questions
must be answered negatively, and that the
appointees of the Council are entitled to
their places und privileges until the 30th of
June next.

1t is quite” clear that no such place can
have been tilled at the election beld on the
fourth Thursday in last month. The terms
of ull corporation officers commence by
statute (Code, chapler 6, section 21,) ““on
the first day of July next succeeding their
clection,” and until that time no council-
wan, elected for a full term, can discharge
the dutles of his ofiice uuder such election.
None of those, therefore, conld take the
places of the appointed members, il those
places were vacant,

But, in the second place, I do not think
thieir places are vacant, It is true that the
term prescribed for these substituted mem-
bers is ¢funtil the next clection for mem-
hers of the Couneil which may be held in
- the city, when the vacancy shall be filled by
election.”™  And it is equally true that it
b was competent for the Judge of the Hus-
b tings Court to have issued a writ of elee-
tion, on heing udvised of the vacancies,
prior to the last election, to fill the places
now held by the appointees of the Council ;
but no such election to fill vacancies was
held, and under the general provision of
the election law those appointees are enti-
tiedtn ¢ dizcharge the duties of their re-
spective oflices, after their terms expire,
until their successors shall have qualified.”
(Code, chupter 6, section 19.)

I am aeccordingly of opinion that the
couneilmen appointed to fill vacancies are
L entitled to their places until the end of the
present term.

OF RESIGNATION AND ACCEPTANCE-
BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH-PERSONAL, &c.

Rev. J.G.Armstrong, late of St. Mat-
thew’s parish, Wheeling, West Virginia,
recently elected to fill the pulpit 'of the
Monumental church of this citys reached
kere on Saturday morning shortly after 9
o’clock, by ‘the Richmond, Fredericksburg
and Potomac route, from Washington, hav-
ing left Wheeling on Thursday evening.
At tbe depdt be was met by the junior
warden of the church (Mr. John H. Lyler),
and Messrs. Charles R, Skinker and Thomas
Polts, members of the wvestry. Mr, Arm-
strong was. then escorted to Mr. H, D
Whitcomb’s residence, No. 1010 Marshall
strect, whose guest he will be for the
present.

Mr. Armstrong left Wheeling immediately
after ihe consecration of Bishop Peterkin,
and was accompanied as far a3 Washington
by Rev. Mr. Randolph, of Baltimore ; Bishop
Whittle, of the Diocese of Virginia;
Rev. Kinloch Nelson, of the '[‘heologicai
Seminary; and Rev. Mr. Hubbard, of
Shepherdstown, West Virginia, Bishop
Whittle was en roule to Hampton where he
was to administer the solemn rite'of con-
firmation yesterday.

MR, ARMSTRONG'S RESIGNATION,

The following is Mr. Armstrong’s letter
of resignation to the vestry of St. Matthew’s
parish: -

WugeLine, 9th April, A, D. 1878.
To the Vestry of St. Matthew’s Church:,

Dear Brethren,—I have come to the con-
clusion that it is my duty to accept the call
recently tendered me by the vestry of
Monnumental ehurch of Richmond, Va., and
as a preliminary to the acceptance to place
in your hands my resignation of the rector-
ship of St. Matthew’s, You will therefore
please occept this as a performance ol the
latter act.

You are aware that on the first receipt of
this call T very promptly declined it. 1t has
since, however, been renewed and the con-
siderations which have been urged upon
e to reconsider the matter and to reverse
my decision bave been such as to weigh
heavily upon my mind and to leave little if
any room to doubt what is the clear line of
my duty in the premises. You will believe
me, I am quite sure, when Isay that the
matter has given me much distraction and
pain. It bas Leen no ordinary conflict
through which my mind bas passed in ar-
riving st this decision. It i3 no disrespect
of the people to whom I shall go, butas
an expression of my sincere and deep affec-
tion for you when I shall leave, compared
with whom they are almost as strangers to
me, that I say that the conilict has been be-
tween a senscof duty and deep, warm love.
For you and the good people you represent,
I can truthfully say that my love, especially
during the past two years, has been ¢ grow-
ing stronger and stronger,”” and the con-
sciotusness of its strength has nmever been
more distinetly asserted in my heart than
new when 1 contemplate the not far distant
prospect of the severance of our present
relations. You will therefore not blame
but sympathize with me in coming to the
conelusion that I have now made known to
you, I shall, as fur as possible, consult
your convenience and the welfare of the
parish as to when this resignation shall take
place. Meantime may God’s good spirit
guide you in the path of duty to the choice
of another rector who shall be in all re-
spects worthy of the office and of the full
love of the people of St. Matthew’s.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH.

" To give our readers an iden of the estima-
tion in which Mr. Armstrong is leld in
Wheeling we publish from the Register of
that city the following biographical sketch
and tribute to Richmond’s new minister:
« Few gentlemen who have taken up their
residence in Wheeling have made them-
selves as respected as the subject of this
little sketch, and none hag ever been more
popular. For nearly four years Mr. Arm-
strong has been rector of St. Matthew’s
church and parish, and his departure has
been o source of keen regret to all who have
ever been brought into contact with him or
have listened to his eloquent deliveries from
the pulpit or the lecture desk. His hand-
some, high-bred, intellectual face, shaded by
heavy, jel black bair, remarkable both for its
color and delicate texture, his cordial smile
of frank greeting which lit up his thought-
ful countenance when talking, and hiy su-
perb voice are familiar to all, ' The power-
ful lectures which he has delivered upon
theological and scientific matters have cre-
ated a taste for such subjects among: our
citizens, while hig articles upen modern
thought in conmection with pbilosophical
subjects, which have been printed in' the
Register, have displayed marked ability,
cloze and foreible reasoning, and a perfect
knowledge ot the topics under discussion,

Queen’s College, Belfast, where he became
a close student of theology.. On coming to
this country be went to college in Xenia,
Ohio, for several years, and then entered the
United Presbyterian Church., He preached
in Sydney, Ohio, for four years and a half,
and in St. Louis for five years, and then en-
tered the Old-School Presbyterian Church,
remaining in St. Louis two years more, In
1870 he became a member of the Protestant
Episcopal Church, and wasordainmed Deacon
and Priest by Bishop Robertson, of Missouri.
Shortly afterward be was appointed Profes-
sor of Hebrew annd Metaphysies in St
Paul’s Episcopal College at Palmyra, Mo.,
where he continued about a year, and then
became rector of Trinity church’in Hanni-
bal, Mo. He held that office for three vears,
and at the expiration of that time came to
‘Wheeling as rector of St. Matthew’s.

Mr. Armstrong has-the kindliest feeling
for the people of this city, both in and out
of the church. He says hie has always been
treated in the most warm-hearted manner
by them, and that nothing has ever marred
the cordial intercourse between them. He
leaves the city with regret, and will not
forget us in his new home.”

CURREXT RATES FOR CULINARIES—THE
FIrsT CHERRIES AND PEACHES OF THE SEA-
sox—FrsH, FLEsH, FowL, &c.—The mar-
ket Suturday could not Ve said to have been
superabundantly supplied with seasonable
Juxuries. Nor were the stalls crowded
with buyers, In the afternoon when the
Dispaich reporters made their rounds there
seemed a lull in busipess.

_The only new articles offered were cher-
ries, which were held at 10c. per quart, and
peaches at 25¢. per quart. The gpecimens
of eachi were, to use a homely phrase, rather
“ sorry.”*

Below will be found the eurrent rates:
Green peas, 20c. per peck; nsparagus, 10c.
per bunch; snaps, 10c. per quart; beets,
4c per bunch ; new potatoes, je, per quart;
cucumbers, 40 to 50c. per dozen; Bermuda
tomatoes, 25¢. per dozen; onions, 3c. per
bunch. Strawberries were plentiful at 10c.
per quart, or 25¢. for three quarts.

The tish market was poorly supplied,
with the exception of sturgeon, which was
plentiful at 5e. per pound. Trout sold at
from 124 to 20c. per bunch; sheephead, 10
to 124¢. pound; boneda, 10c. per pound.

The stalls for country producewere well
filled. Butter sold at from 20 for common
to 30c. for prime; eggs, 124 to 1jc. per
dozen; spring chickens, 30 to 60c. per pair ;
old fowls, 50c. per pair.

The meat market was well supplied.
Prices ruled about as usual. Xxcellent
veal, lamb, beef, and pork could be had at
from 10 cents per pound for ordinary to 163
cents for choice cuts. Contrary to general
expectation the price of beef has not yet
been reduced, but a reduetion is antieipated
at an early day. ' -

Apples, oranges, canned and dried fruit,
with knick-knacks, odds and ends, ete,, &e.,
were too numerous to mention, and ¢ cheap
as dirt,” to use the words of the venders.

The display of flowers was not as large
and as beautiful as might bhave beeh ex-
pected, but those displayed made as *¢ pretty
as a picture?” a very practical and prosaic
seene,

The sellers of old clothes, matches, soap,
pins and blacking, il not doing ¢ thriving
trade, were running about as busy as
bees, while several patent-medicine and
stove-polish men, and other public bene-
factors, made the welkin ring with their fer-
vent and cloquent descriptions of the in-
valuable properties of their various wares.

Later in the evening trade began to re-

hucksters got up a smile, the green-gro-
cei's began to joke with each other, and
night fell on a contented if not a wealthy
lot of tradés-people.

A REviEw oF THE ToBacco TRADE—A
vERY Goop TWEEEK’s Work,—The transac-
tions at the Tobacco Exchange for the
week ending Saturday were the largest of
the season. The brenks comprised 1,681
hogsheads and 13 tierces. The oflerings at
auction on ’Change consisted of 504 pack-
ages; of which number 135 were taken in
and 429 sold, Prices ruled during the week
at from $1 to #84. ~The Ilatter is the largest
price obtained this season except on one oc-
casion, when one package brought $101.
Prices Saturday ruled very low, the highest
reported being one package at $9—paid by
James E. Boyd.

In the commercial column will be found
the latest carefully-corrected quotations for
all grades of tobacco, and other interesting
information for planters, buyers, and sell-
eI, ;
The loose-tobacco irade continues only
tolerably brisk, We have reports of the
sale of some 50,000 pounds. Prices ranged
all the way from $1 to £8.

It is.the opinion of well-posted persons
that for the remainder of the season to-
baeco, especially good grades, will be in
better demand and command good prices.

The Fire Satarday Morning. -

DESTRUCTION OF SMITH’S NEW PAPER-MILL
AND DAMAGE TO M’INTYRR'S FOUNDRY—THE
ORIGIN OF THE FIRE A MYSTERY. |
In Saturday’s issue brie! mention was

made of the destruction of Mr. J. C. Smith’s
paper-mill, The alirm was sounded at
ten minutes to 3. Five minutes afterwards
the entire bullding was wrapped in flames
and the streets of the neighborhood were as
light as day.

The Tenth-Street hose company reached
the spot in less thapn two minutes, but upon
their arrival the roof wasabout to tumble in.

The whole Fire Deparfment soon after
appeared and went diligently to work.

The mill was a large new frame building,
on the bank of the canal, and immediately
in rear of the Shockoe warchouse. It was
reached by the street leading from the To-
bacco Exchange down to Haxall’s mili;
but at the paper-mill it was closed by a fence.
The paper-mill fronted on this street. On
the canal »ank just below and adjoining
the paper-mill is the Richmond Cast-Steel,
Iron and Brass Manulactory, better known
a3 McIntyre’s Foundry.

THE FLAMRS BEEN.

Feor each property there was a private
watchman employed. The man who was
employed at the paper-mill three weeks ago
(when it was fired in six places) had been
discharged and a young man named Edward
Fagan put in his place.

Thé paper-mill building was by no means
of a costly character, but the machinery,
was fine and valuable. In a week the man-
ufacture of paper could have heen com-
menced. Friday night Mr. Smith left for
Philadelphia to see some dealers in paper
with the view of opening business relations
with them. He had there also a horse,
which be wished to look after.

Mr. Fagan states that about twenty min-
utes past, 2 he, with Mr. Bowers, the foun-
dry watchman, took a lantern and went
through and through the paper-mill, All
was well then, though the wind was high
and the tin roof rattled loudly. IIe and
Mr. Bowers were down the hill near the
spring between the foundry and the ware-
house, when Mr. Bowers’s dog commenced
barking, and their attention was at once
directed towards the paper-mill. Flames
were then rapidly rising,

THE ALARM GIVEN,

Mr. Bowers ran to the Danville depdt and
gnve the alarm to the telegraph operator on
duty there. The operator gave the fire sig-
ndl by the automaotic wire. Thatsignal was
promptly received at the automatic office
(Western Union building), but the fire-
alarm was not sounded, because the office
wans waiting for the signal from the depdt to
be repeated accortling to their requirement.

Mr. Fagan says that upon examining the
mill, and seeing that the fire was altogetber
beyond hie control, he started oft for the
0Old Market to bave the bell rung. De-
fore getting there the bells had commenced
to ring—Policeman Allen seeing the flames,
bad turned in the alarm from Thirteenth
street—and he then turned and went back
to the mill.

IN VAIN,

The efforts of the firemen were almost in
vain. The building itself was of a very
combustible charncter, and it was pretty
well filled with inflammable stock—rags,
serap-paper, &c. The flames spread from
the papersmill to the foundry, and destroyed
the finishing shop there, wita a good deal
of work—sueh as verandas, ploughs, and
gratings—together with tools and iron pat-
terns and some machinery. The loss there
will probably be between three and four
thousund dollars, Mr. Smith’s loss cannot
be accurately estimated nntil the debris is
cleared away. Some of the machinery on
‘the ground floor—below the level of the
street—seems not very badly injured. A
small portion of the stock is still fit for use.
