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f§I The Richmond Flour Trade.
Aquation very important to Richmond

. will be decided within a few days by Con¬

gress.namely, the allowance of a subsidy
to two steamship companies to carry the
United States malls to and from Brazil-
one of tbem starting from New York and
the other from New Orleans. We regard
the scheme as prejudicial to the interests of
the shipping classes of this country. The

amount of coffee conveyed from Brazil to

this country yearly reaches about two mil¬

lions of bags. Besides this item there are

those of sugar, rubber, woods, and various
other staples, which furnish all the cargoes

. for the large number of American vessels
engaged In tbe South American traae.

The American s&ppiog interests demand
encouragement and not obstacles. It is

enough to hrrvc to compete with the forci&is
vessels. A large amount of valuable capi¬
ta! and useful labor are -invested in our

shipping interest ; therefore Congress will
do injustice to that interest if, through the
unwise approval of this project, it destrovs
those interests. Experience has- demon¬
strated that the establishment of a line of
steamers subsidized by either Government
is a very great mistake. For ten years this
Government and the Brazilian subsidized a

steamship company which never paid a sin¬

gle cent in dividends, and its stock is worth

nothing now. although J he company was

very well
'

managed. Where are those
steamers going to "obtain sufficient car¬

goes to supply them with three thousand
tons each ? The principal article exported
from this country is flour, which it would
be almost a folly to send by steamers.
Among the many reasons against it are the

following: Tbe great number of handlings
before it rcachcs its destination, the high
freight, expenses of landing it, the great
losses incurred by the loosening of the
hoops of the barrels, and the damage done
to the flour itself by the excessive heat and
motiou of the steamer. Those facts arc well
known, and every merchant engaged in the
Brazilian trade rccognizes the evils done to

shipments of ltoiw and lard to Brazil by
steamers.
We waut more and more sailing ves¬

sels, and not to decrease the small num¬

ber we have already. What shall
the shipping porlj? of this country do
with all their vessels engaged in the Bra¬
zilian trade? The idea of keeping all that
capital and those laborers unemployed is
not to be tolerated; especially when it is
only to favor the interest of two or three
shipbuilder^. What the trade needs are

small steamers of the capacity of S00 tons

to transport the mail.vpassenger-:, and arti¬
cles like butter, cheese, and others; and
such steamers can very easily run without
subsidy, as it has been proved by a foreign
steamship company already in the trade
for over one year. No more monopolies, if.
you please. A few years ago it was almost
considered a rarity to hear of a vessel clear¬
ing from the port of Richmond to Brazil
under the American flag. JSow over two-
thirds of the vessels engaged in the trade
with Brazil from this port are American.
A large number of vessels are reluming
without being able to obtain cargoes from
Bio de Janeiro, Bahia, and Pcrnambnco, as

the steamship company, in tbe hope of re¬

ceiving a subsidy from the American Con¬

gress, is engaging freight for almost noth¬
ing:.only to increase tho cargoes of the
steamers* and so to make a very favorable
impression and insure the success of the
subsidy. They will afterwards increase
their rates of freight, because they will eu-

joy the entire monopoly of the trade. To
legislate for the benefit of the whole coun-

try is tbe duty of Cougress.
Senator Withers got an amendment put

on the bill of which Ave are speaking.
This was proper. Should the subsidy pass
it will be something gained : but it is at
best little more than the fancied security of
theostrieh with its bead hidden in the sand
while its great body is unconcealed. The
Brazilian trade of this State is almost ex¬

clusively a Richmond trade. Vessels ear-

rying our flour should load at the wharves
of this city. Such vessels are the proper
carriers of this flour.
The bill ought not to pass. Senator Sal¬

isbury, of Delaware, spoke truly when he
said that <khe never knew a scheme that de¬
served to be' more bitterly opposed by sena¬

tors " than this Brazilian subsidy. He
charged that it was gotten up for the bene¬
fit of JohxRoaoi & Co., and it was an out¬

rage to give tbe people's money to John
Roach or anybody else.
We trust that our Virginia representa¬

tives will look well into the project. . .

Tennessee and Little Tennessee.
IUwill be remembered that when the law

for the protection or fish was upon its pas¬
sage through the Virginia Legislature dele¬

gates from Southwestern Virginia contrived
to force upon it an amendment that ex¬

cepted the waters rising in Virginia and
running into Tennessee and Kentucky from
its operation. Thus the pretty 'streams
in Southwest Virginia that are admi¬
rable for. pisciculture are left wild, and
cannot be included in the streams that
are supplied with young fish by the fisfj
commissioners. This is, of course, a loss
to the people of that part of the State; but
their representatives were more eager to get
the votes of those whose modes of capturing
lish are barbarous than to promote the bene¬
fit of the people by puttiug restraints upon
the destructives.
Their apology was that Tennessee had

not laws to protect lish, and they did not
think Virginia ought to breed fish for Ten-
nesseeans. Well, Tennessee is waking up
to the value of tish-culture and the proper
protection of fish, and the prospect is that
at the next Legislature of that State a good
law will be passed, and there will be a sin¬
cere beginning in the work of stocking the .

rivers of the State with iisb.
When this is done the unreasonable oppo¬

sition to fish-culture in Southwest Virginia
.Little Tennessee.will have uo ground
to stand upon, and that part of the State
will be included in our law. This will be
gratifying. The waters of the Uolston and
Clinch, and of the other streams that rise
in that lovely land, are admirably adapted to
ilsb-culturc. Imagine them well stocked
with game food-ftebes. What a world
of pleasure they will afford to the
angler, who, pursuing bis delight in the
lovely scenery by Which he is surrounded,
will be Indeed blessed. This will be a hu¬
man benefaction; but we must remember
that the inhabitants will be blessed with an
abundant supply of fine fish, and thus be
enabled lo enjoy a variety of food unknown
to tbeni heretofore. . iexp^ct to see
" Little Tennessee zt-nlou s. i ri e n d of
fisb-culture, and to see thatpMtof the State

a favorite ijesoit bf'Mtvt inbpirtik'ht health
wid pleasure.

Virginia and Her Agriculture.

Editors Country Gentleman: An article
appears in your issue of March 25th, beaded
"JNotea in Virginia, Georgia, and South
Carolina," which is so utterly unjust that,
a3 in some measure the- representative of
Virginia agricu Jtureend Virginia interests,

1 aui constrained to notice it briefly. The
route over which this writer seems to have
passed does not lie in the Best section of the
State, and, even if it did, no one whirled
rapidly by railroad over it is competent to
form a just estimate of the agriculture of a

whole State.
As to tbe stock, of which he Grst speaks,

itisenlv necessary to quote. from Dr. Lo-
rinjr, member of Congress from Massachu¬
setts, who attended our State Fair last Oc¬
tober. In a letter to his constituents, pub¬
lished soon after his return to Washington,
he says he was surprised at the fine stock
exhibited, and says it compared very favor¬
ably with the stock he had seen at the lairs
of the northern and eastern States. Dr.
Loring is a judge of stock, and it is not to
be supposed that he was disposed to give to

Virginia more than her due share nf pniise
in this particular. Almost all this stock
came from Virginia, particularly the cattle,
horses, ana sheep.
The writer says tbat the climate is in our

favor, but tbat our soils are deficient. Now,
we have as good lands as those of New-
York, which he laucLs; and as pood farms
can be found in Virginia as in New York.
.No finer lands can be seen in the United
States than in the valleys.much of Pied¬
mont, the James River valley, and other
river valleys of Virginia.
This writer says wagons in the State are

a rarity, and carriages unknown. This
statement is utterly untrue. We may not
have so many carriages as the northern
States, but wc probably have fully as many
wagons, because all portions of our State
are not so much intersected with railroads
as those of the North, and it is necessary to
use wagons more in getting our produce to
railroads and markets.

I>oes this winter know that Virginia pays
as much, if not more, tax to the United
States Government than the whole New
England States, and this though our State
was the battle-ground in our late unfortu¬
nate. war, and. came out of the contest
scarred and stripped of almost evervthing
but the lands? This fact is most striking,
when wc know that the population of the
New England States is nearly three times
as much as that of Virginia. The assessed
value of the taxable property in Virginia is
6320,000,000 (we have no large cities to swell
this aggregate), and this after the destruc¬
tion of most of our stock and burning of
many houses during the war.

Our tobacco crop in 1S60 aggregated 123,-
000,000 pounds, this including the present
Virginia and the State of West Virginia.
Sincc the war the average crop has been
about 70,000,000 pounds, and in 1S77 flic
crop is estimated at SO,000,000 pounds. Our
wheat and corn and hay crops arc large,
and steadily increasing. Our wheats make
the best flour in the Union, and our brands
of flour are famous iii foreign markets.*
Commodore Maury, in his Physical Sur¬

vey of Virginia, says tbat the census of ISoO
and 1SG0 show that Virginia increased her
property in ten years S3GO,000,000. This
will be found to compare favorably with
most of the northern States.perhaps with
any but New York, and perhaps Pennsyl-
vania. with their ra nidiv-increas ing c i t ics'of
New York and Philadelphia, during this
period. Though our ante-bellum prosperi¬
ty exceeds that of the present (for we are

yet suffering from the effects of the war), it
shows what Virginia incapable of. The
mineral resources of Virginia arc believed
to be as great as thpse of any State east of
the Rocky -Mountains, and probably as great
as any western State. Our timbers are
abundant and very valuable. As a fruit
State none surpasses it. and none, probablv,
equals it.
At the United States Pomological Exhi¬

bition held in Richmond some years since
our State carried off the premium for
peaiv, even from California, and at the
last exhibition, held in Baltimore, Vir¬
ginia carried oil' the palm for fruiis.
As to our schools and churches, a

reference to my lirst annual report will
show that our present school system is an

excellent one, and carried out with great
faithfulness and activity, and though or¬

ganized only in 1S70, is "educating now 20»V
000 children, while in 1800 the public
schools then educated only G7,000.
Our Senator from Virginia, lion. J. W.

Johnston, makes this statement : «. Vir¬
ginia is not only not inferior to her sister
States of the North in respect to educa¬
tional 'advantages, but far superior to most
of them." He shows fronj reliable sources
that Virginia has more students at her col¬
leges than Massachusetts, or Connecticut,
or Ohio, or Pennsylvania, and nearly as

many as New York. (See my report, page
1«3.)
As to churches, which this writer savs

are so few in Virginia, the United States
census tables show that in the southern
States there is one church for every live
hundred and eighteen inhabitants, while in
the New England States there is one church
for every six hundred and forty-three in¬
habitants. We make the comparison with
New England States, because they are gen¬
erally considered as distinguished" for their
high moral character and thrift. The same
census show's also that there is less pauper*
ism and crime in the southern States than
in New England. Now Virginia, it should
be remarked, almost certainly contains as

many churches as any or "the southern
States, and probably more.

In one of your late numbers was a dole¬

ful letter concerning the condition of Vir¬
ginia. Living, as I do, not far from the
Itapidan river, 1 can .state that the farms
along that stream, and for four miles in
either direction, are rich and productive,
and do not have in general that tumble¬
down appearance spoken of by vour late
correspondent. The losses incurred durin"
the war greatly reduced the people's means®
but now they are rapidly recovering.
Land along the liapidan can be'bou"ht

from twenty-five to thirty dollars per acre,
and not worn-out land either, but as good
as can b« procured east of the Blue ltid"e
mountains. Labor is cheap (and thievish),
and can be procured from eight to ten dol-
lar.s per month.
The great drawback is the want of near

markets, and another is the rank dishonesty
oi the negro populat ion. Depredations are
common. I have had to keep my grain in
the building I sleep in, iri order to protect
it. But this last winter was a severe one
for the negro on account of the drought of
the preceding summer. I came from the
North l;\.st summer, and am renting, but
think that better prolits could be made in
New Jersey.
