411E SUGAR-MEN IN COUXCIL.
Committees from New York, Bualtimore,
New lHlaven, Boston, snd Portland, ap-
peared before the full Committee of Ways
and Means to-day and argued the proposed
change of the tarifi’ on sugar so as to secure
a uniform wpte of 24 cents per pound on all
sugars up to 16 Dutch standard. They bave
prepared a bill covering the desired amend-
ment. and say they expect to have it intro-
duced from the committee in a few doys.
