The Board of Aldermen met at noon, was
called to order by Mr. Henry G. Cannon, of
Monroe Ward, and, on his motion, Mr.
Lloyd J. Beall was elected temporary chair-

an.
The following Aldermen responded to
their names: Messrs, Barksdale, Beall,
Cabell, Cannon, Crump, Dickerson, Forres-
ter, Gray, Kelly, Lipscomb, Scott, Smith,
Todd, Wagner, Williams, and Meredith.
Absent : Messrs, Bass, of Monroe Ward,
and Gasser, of Jackson Ward.

ELECTION OF PRESIDENT.

The temporary chairman stated that the
first business in ogder was the election of a
permanent president.

Mr. Crump, of Jackson Ward, nominated
Mr. John A. BMleredith, of Madison Ward,
for reélection.

Mr. Scott, of Jefferson Ward, very cor-
d(i;ll]y seconded the nomination of Mr. Mer-
edith.

Mr. Meredith was chosen president by
acclamation.

The temporary chairinan appointed
Messrs. Scott, Cabell, and Cannon to in-
form the President of his election,

The president was escorted to the chair,
and said 1 substance:

Gentlemen of the Board of Aldermen,—
1 feel bighly gratified at this renewed evi-
dence of your confidence in me as the pre-
ziding oflices of this body. I can only re-
turn you my grateful acknowledrments, and
renew the promise to discharge the duties
of the office in the future, as I have endea-
vored to discharge them in the past, faith-
fully and impartially. During the four
years I have presided over the Doard its de-
liberations have been characterized by great
courtesy and good feeling: and though on
many occasions the debates have been warm
and animated, yet they have ever been con-
ducted in a spirit of respectful deference to
the opinions of others, which has made our
sittings harmonious and dignitied.

1 hope, gentlemen, that the same forbear-
ance and kind sentiments will distinguish
our sittings in the future, and when, at the
expiration of our terms of service, we are
called on to return to the great body of the
people by whom we were chosen, that we
may retire with the consciousness of men
who have endeavored to do their duty.

Aguain, gentlemen, I return you my sin-
cere thanks.

Mr. Gasser, having entered the chamber,
apologized for his tardiness, and asked that
bis vote be recorded for Mr. Meredith as
president.

THE RULES—STREET COMMITTEE.

Mr. Cannon presected the following :

Kesolved by the Board of Aldermen,
That the rulas for organization and govern-
ment as in force on the 30th of June, 1878,
be now again recognized and reddopted as
¢ rules for the government of the Board of
Aldermen,” except that Rule 27 shall be,
and is hereby, amended by striking out the
clause in relation to the Committee on
Streets, and inserting in lieu thereof (he
followinez: The Committee on Streets shall
consist of six members from the Common
Council—one to be taken from each ward,
and three members from the Board of Al-
dermen—one of yrhom shall be taken from
Marshall and Jefferson Wards, one from
Madison and Jackson, and one from Mon-
roe and Clay Wards.

Mr, Cannon addressed the Board in advo-
cacy of s proposition.

Mr. Beall moved as a substitute that the
present rules (that is the rules of the last
Board) be adopted for the government ol
this body, and that a special committec be
appointed, consisting of the two presidents
and the chairman of the Committec on Or-
dinances, to revise the rules,

Mr. Todd offered as a substitute for both
propositions—viz. : that the rules of the
last Board be adopted for the government
of this body until otherwise ordered.

My, Todd snid the subject was one of con-
siderable importance, and had been sprung
upon the oard without any warning.
Scurcely a member except the honorable
eentleman from Monroe Ward himself had
any idea that such a proposition would be
introduced at this meeting. Ile thought
that the efforts of certain gentlemmen would
be earried on until finally the Street Com-
mittee would be legislated out of office. He
was heartily sick and tired of the wur that
is constantly wagzed upon the Street Com-
mittee, but even if the gentleman from
Monroe Ward would bring forward some
well-digested plan for the redrganization of
the Strect Committee he did not know but
that he would go with the gentleman from
Monroe Ward; but this was a proposition
crude and ill-considered.

Mr. Cannon said that the gentleman from
Clay Ward usually addresses the Board with
courtesy and effect, but he failed to discover
either quality in the remarks he had just
submitted. Ile was surprised that he should
assert that his proposition was crude and
ill-considered. The gentleman ought to
know that such a thing was contemplated,
forit bad been talked of upon thestreets and
some of his colleagues knew il.

Mr. Todd (interrupting) said he did not
know it was to be presented to-day.

Mr. Cannon proceeded at some length to
discuss the proposed amendment to the
rules; to impress upon the Board the im-
portance of the curtailment of the powers of
the committee and the general good that
would result from the amendment.

Myr. Williams said he should vote for the
change simply because he thought that the
committee should be chiecked in their action.
Only recently there had been a case in
which the Committee on Streets undertook
to go beyond their powers, and to discharge
the duties of another committee. For this
reason he should vote for the change.

Mr. Todd explained fully the matter re-
ferred to by Mr. Williams, and said that no
discourtesy was intended.

Mr. Williaws insisted that there had been
a discourlesy, whether it was intended or
not.

Mr. Todd said that if the Street Commit-
tee had regarded the matter in-that light
they would not have taken the action tbhey
did. i .

Mr. Todd said he felt satisfied that he was
a stumbling-block to the city by being on
the Committee on Streets, and hoped as a
personal favorto bim the president would
not place him on that eommittee.

Mr. Cannon said bhe hoped such a misfor-
tune would not befall the city of Richmond
as to lose the services of Mr. T'odd on the
Committee on Streets. He considered him
one of the most valunble oflicers the city
had. :

Mr. Straus nominated Mr. O, F. Manson,
of Monroe Ward, and paid him a high com-
pliment. ;

Mr. Higgins seconded the nomination.

Mr. Manson was unanimously elected.

Mr. Straus moved that a committee of
three be appointed to inform the president
of his election. Agreed to.

The Chair appointed Messrs.,
Crenshaw, and Ellett.

The committee retired, and after an ab-
sence of a few minutes escorted the newly-
elected president to the chair, who, in re-
turning his thanks for the complinnent paid
him, said in substance :

Fellow-Members of the Council,—The
oceasion on which T returned my thanks
to most of you for my former election to
tbe chair has been so recent that I fear it
will seem a tedious repetition to reierate
the expression of gratitude to which you
are now doubly entitled from me. [ shall
therefore only say in this connection that
my highest ambition will be to deserve the
estimation you have placed upon my con-
duct, and that I shall use every effort to dis-
charge the duties assigned me in a correct
and impartial manuocr.

But I trust that you will not forget that
the functions of a presiding officer can only
be cfficiently performed when bhis efforts
are carnestly supported by those who have
conferred the important trust. The parlia-
mentary rules—those laws of discipline
framed by the wisdom of tbe most eminent
statesmen, and which are intended to facili-
tate the orderly and systematic transactions
of deliberative bodies—bave been adopted
by you, and you bave confided their execu-
tion to me. I am therefore merely your
agent to apply these Tules, and if you fail
to support me in the faitbful discharge of
mwy duty I must necessarily fail. Your in-
ditference or even lukewarm support will
be equivalent to the suspension or abroga-
tion of laws enacted by You.

Should T, however, at any time err in the
interpretation or application of those rules
I shall consider it a favor to be promptly
corrected by you.

Let us mot' forget, my friends, that we
have high and important interests commit-
ted to our charge. A city of 70,000 souls
looks to us for the adoption of wise and
useful measures involving its welfare. Let
us, then, be united in the bonds of honora-
ble duty, and use every etfort to promote
the prosperity of our beautiful and historic
city—oun beloved home, Let us forget our
individual interests where the well-being of
thousands are at stake. Let us resist every
temptation to depart from the line ol pa-
triotic purpose, and we will be surely re-
warded by the approbation of our fellow-
citizens, and prove ourselves worthy of the
honor they have bestowed. Again, my
friends, I thank you.

For City Engineer, Mr, E. D. Christian

Mr. Christain said : 1 realize, a3 1 believe
every member of this joint body does, that
to-night we have entered upon the discharge
of most responsible duties—those of filling
the offices of the city government—and that
a great responsibility rests upon each and

Mr. J. Taylor Ellyson, the newly-elected
member irom Monroe Ward, in seconding
the nomination of Colonel Cutshaw said:
1t gives me great pleasure to second the no-
mination of Colonel Cutshaw. We are to
be eongratulated upon having the opportu-
nity to retlect so faithful a public officer.
In the present stage of our city’s growth
we need a man of wise and liberal views,

who shall be able to provide not
merely. for the wants of to-day, but
for the uncertainties of the future, The

rapid growth of our ecity during the past
decade rives assurance of yet increasing
prosperity in the near future.

Mr. Ellyson then went on to speak of the
faithfulness and ability with whieh Colonel
Cutshaw had discharged his duly, and the
improvements made under his cye, helping
to make Richmond take the position among
the leading cities of the country.

Mr. James M. Talbott, who nominated
Mr. Washington'Gill, characterized him as
«an old, well-tried engineer of this city—
an engineer for fifteen years—a man who
gave during the fifteen years universal sat-
isfaction; a man, sir, who bas had a practi-
cal experience of fifteen years; who has
had the advantages not only of fifteen
years here, but of eight years in one of the
western cities—in the city of St. Louis—a
city of over half a million people.”

Mr. Talbott then went on at some length
to speak of Mr. Gill’s qualifications, laying
particulur stress on his practieal experience.
He urged that as this city is about to he
graded it i3 absolutely necessury for it to
have a good engineer, and he pointed to M.
Gill as the man for the place. He did not
think Colonel Cutshaw had given general
satisfaction.

Mr. Williams, member of the Board from
Marsball Ward, spoke warmly in favor of
Colonel Cutshaw. Ie denied the charge
that Colonel Cutshaw had done the eity in-
justice by making certain grades and cuts;
and inasmuech as he came from a portion *of
the city (Union Hill) where these cuts had
heen made, he thought it right that he
should say a word. He then contended that
the City Engineer was not to blame for the
grades.

He read from the city ordinance (chapter
34, section 21) to show that itis therein pro-
vided that the engineer shall report to the
Committee on Streets Generally and Lhe
Street Committee to the Council such plans
of proposed grades and cuts ns are hefore
them, and that at the same time they shall
lay before the Council a profile of such pro-
posed grades, subject to the inspection and
approval of the Council. This law gave
the Council unlimited supervision over the
matter of grades, and every member of the
body had an opportunity to vote for or
against such grades, and the Council could
refuse or adopt them.

The speaker then at some Jength showed
that the value of property had been greatly
enbanced on Church and Union hills by
the improvements in the way ol these
grades and cats. He said that when these
improvements were first begun there was a
howl from property-holders all on the line,
but they acknowledge now that these grades
are just what were needed. Ile paid a high
trit?ute to Colonel Cutshaw’s engineering
skill.

He said that when Colonel Cutshaw was
first elected City Engineer there was but
one avenue to Oakwood, and now people
from the lower portiou of the city can
reach it by almost any avenue. Ile alluded
to the public spirit that had always ani-
mated Colonel Cutshaw in all his projected
improvements,

Mr. King followed. As Mr. Williams
had said something about the East End, he
proposed to speak of the West End. - He
contended that if anybody was to blame for
the grades it was Colonel Cutshaw, Ile
said tbe Street Committee mnever went
against the City Engineer, but agreed to bis
recommendations. He believed that the
majority of the people in bis ward wanted
Colonel Gill, and he intended voting for
him.

He bad nothing to say against Colonel
Cutshaw. He knew he was an honest man,
but the people of Clay Ward did not intend
having their property ruined because Colo-
nel Cutshaw was an honest man.

Mr. Talbott spoke again, and said of Colo-
nel Cutshaw, ** He is getting worse and
worse, He is worse tlo-day than he was
when he first eame Dbere. [Laughter.] He
never ean be a practical man. He did
not commence engineering until  he
was thirty-five years of age, and how
can be know anything about it? He is
too old to be educated. ([Laugbter.] Ile
civez less satisfaction than he did on the
first year he was elected.”” Mr. Talbott said
that Mr. Gill was willing to guarantee that
he could do the work at less cost to
the city than it had been under Colonel
Cutshaw’s administration, and he was
willing to give up the whole of his
(GIIP’s) salary if he did wot do it, In other
words, he would not draw his salavy if be
did not do the work for less than what it
costs the city now. He then dwelt at some
length on what Colonel Gill had done in
the way of engineering, and spcke of the
almshouse and the Old Market hall as spe-
cimens of his work, Then he contrasted
what Colonel Cutshaw bad done, saying,
*Look ut this military armory out here
(Howitzers'). I would like for some of you
to talke a likeness of it. Thai is not Gill’s.”
[Laughter.]

Mr., Todd, who has been for some vears
chairman of the Street Committee, replied
at some length to Mr. Talbotp. Ile said
nearly every statement made by Mr. Talbott
was wrong, and he decmed it his duty to
vindicate Colonel Cutshaw. He said the
expenses of Mr. Gill were nbout the same
as those of Colonel Cutshaw, although
during the. terin of the latter officer the
reservoir had been built and many other
public improvements made. He said Mr.
Talbott makes another statement, that the
Street Committee has never failed to adopt
Colonel Cutshaw’s recommendations. Why,
sir, in the gentleman’s own ward I can call
three instances—on Tenth, Ninth, and
Eighth streets—where the committee failed
to take Colonel Cutshaw’s grades,

Mr, Todd, commenting further on Mr.
Talbott’s remarks, said it was very unfor-
tunate that that gentleman alluded to Mr.
Gill’s buildings here. This building (Wash-
ington Hall), he said, was put up by M,
Gill, and it bad to be braced up three times
with iron pillars since that time, The Old-
Market building was cracked in a dozen
places ; and the almshouse, though it
looked beautiful from a distance, had the
windows in it breast high, so that the wind
passed entirely over the heads of the-in-
mates, He said, as far as Mr. Gill was con-
cerned, ‘“he never had a mew idea; it he
did he has considered it his duty to keep it
hid from him,” [Laughter.]

A communication from many citizens of
Madison Ward was read requesting the re-
presentatives of that ward to vote for Col-
onel Cutshaw. .
