WasHINGTON, July 2.—At the conclusion
of Jenks’s denizl James E. Anderson ex-
plained how he eame in possession of the
atfidavit in question, He stated that he Telt
New Orleans on the 11th of May. He met
Jenks, and the latter asked him to use his
influence to get him a place. Witness con-
tinued : I told him I bad all I could do to
get a place myself. He tben said, ** Well,
you know vour jurat is forged.”’ T said,
“You write an affidavit to that effect.”” He
sat down and dictated. an affidavit, and
swore to it before Notary Seyvmour, and
asked me to show it to Stanley Matthews to
help him to a place, i

Conquest Clark wes called with reference
to the mailing of the second set of Louis-
iana certificates to Washington. He had no
positive recollection of any one but Kellogg
sizning the second set; thought, however,
that Direwster signed; did not know who
sirned the names of the other electors, and
did not know at the time that any of the
names were forged.

E. L. Weber, brother of (. Weber, who
was Lilled, read a lengthy statement, which
he made under oath, that he bad no personal
knowledze that Demoeratic intimidation
had existed in parishes East and West
Teliciana, Ilis brother, Daniel Weber,
and James . Anderson had informed him
thit the two parishes named had gone fairly
Demoeratie.  Great influence was brought
to bear upon his brother to make his
protest, and he had been approached verv
frequently to use his influence with his
brother to cffect the signing of a protest.

It was a notorious fact in the custom-house
that Kellogz, Packard, and otliers were
pressing Anderson and Weber to make
their respective protests. Mr. John Sher-
man, he said, was spokesman for the visit-
ing statesmen, and he (Weber) knesw that
Sherman had given his brother assurances
which caused him to allow his protest to
stand after it had been made, Weber had,
in conversation with Sherman, explained to
him that his brother thought'the two parishes
had gone Democratie, and he was disposed to
take back his protest, whereupon Sherm:an
assured him that his brether would be cared
for. The statement further adds that the
Sherman letter was the subject of mortifica-
tion in the Weber familv. Mrs. Daniel
Weber had endeavored to find it among her
husband’'s papers, It wasafterwardsfound
and destroyed. Inthisconneetion thestate-
ment adds that Mrs. Jenks had been in no
way connected with the authorship of the
Sherman letter,  Witness referred to his
readiness at one time to believe anytbing
against the Nicholls government.

Sub-Committee in New

NEw Ornraxg, July 2,—The Potter sub-
committee took the testimony of John De-
vonshire, elerk of the United States District
Court, who produced three sealed enve-
lopes, which, he suid, contained the certiti-
cates of the: electors, which are sizned in
triplieate—the law requiring one set to be
filed in the office of the District Court, one
to be forwarded by mail, and one by mes-
senger to the president of the Senate.
These bad been placed in the safe and
never before taken out sinee deposited there,
The committee required witness to open
the envelopes. ‘I'hey contained—tirst, the
first «ct of papers sent to Washington by
the Republican electors: second, those sent
by the Conservative electors; third, those
sept by Republicans in place of the first,
whieh were found defective in this, that the
certificates were for President and Vice-
President together instead of for each. It
is eluimed by Democrats thet the signatures
to the last set returned by the Republicans
are not genuine. The committee took
charge of the documents.

Bteambont Burned.

Meurnis, July 2.—The Anchor Line
stenmer Capital City, while lving at the ele-
vator, was totally destroyed Dby fire this
morning. The elevator took fire, and was
totally consumed.

Ahout 2 o’clock the fire broke out near
the boiler head of the steamer Capital City,
and in a few moments the Wwhole boat was
officers, crew, and
passengers barely escaping with their lives,
leaving their “clothing and everything be-
hind.

A strong westerly gale was blowing at
the time, and belore the tire-engines and
tugs could reach the scene the elevator was
on fire, and the gale drove the flames
tbrouzh the building, where was stored
thousands of barrels of oil, bagging, and
other ‘inflammable articles, which cansed
such terrific heat as to speedily drive back
the firemen, but not until one, named Con-
nor, had heen dangerously hurned.

Assoon as the fire was discovered Cap-
tain Crane ordered the boat to be cut loose
in order to save the elevator, but the gale
held the boat hard against it until pulled off
by the tug, when it floated down a hundred
yards among some trading and wood boats,
and burned to the boiler deck after setting
those Dhoats on fire. The elevator soon
burned to the water’s edge, and, with a
large amount of valuable merchandise, is
total loss.

There are numerous conjectures as to the
number of lives lost, but up to this writing
only one body bas been found, which lies
on deck of the Capital City, only the trunk
being left, and this not identificd, One pas-
senger was severely burned in trying to
suve lis bageace, Captain Cranc thinks the
fire is the work of an incendiary. The total
Joss will exceed £200,000. The greater por-
tion falls on the Anchor Line Company, of
St. Louiz. Asthe hooks and papers of the

LATEST FOREIGN NEWS.

England.

Loxpox, July 2.—The AMark-Lane Ez-
press, in ite review of the British corn trade
for the past week, sayz: There is a de-
cided change for the better in the appear-
ance of the growing corn, which i3 now
in full bloom. At tirst sight the fields scem
to promise a large crop, but in many fields
the ears are small, With the exception of
harley and oats, appearances at present
point to a fair average yield of the cereals,
as far as quantity is concerned, while the
quality is likely to be mediocre.

The insignificant supplies of Eoglish
wheat of Mark Lane and the provineial
markets indicate a rapid depletion of stocks
in the farmers’ bands, and that litt!e or no-
thingz wiil be lelt over at harvest-time. | The
imports of forelzn wheat into Londowhave
been moderate of late, but the supplies zo
into the granary rather than into consump-
tion. A few small lots of white wheat
have been taken off the stands for conti-
nental account—principally for DBelgium
and the north of France, where the crops
are unsatisfactorv and the prices seyeral
shillings Ingher than in London, but no
further sales ol cargoes off the coast have
taken place. Malze has mot underzone
much change on spot, but new mixed Ame-
rican, to arrive, was offered at 22s, 6d.@
923, 9d. per quarter—a price hitherto un-
krown for this article. With liberal arri-
vals at ports of eall, the floating eargo trade
for wheat i3 dull, and prices declined fully
a shilling per quarter. Maize and barley
have acceded fully Gd. per quarter.

. Work of the Congress,

Loxnox, July 2.—With yeslerday’s scs-
sion of the congress, the problems present-
ed by the reiirganmization of Turkey in Eu-
rope have ‘been solved with one difficuit
exception—that of the border provineces of
Greece. I the course is followed in this
eaze which was followed in the considera~
tion of the other portions of the luropean
dominions of the Porte, the solution would
seem to involve some change, releasing the
controiof the Ottoman Government over the
provinees; but the oppositionof the Sultan
to any such plan, and the difliculty of get-
ting Russin to consent to the extension of
Greelk influence beyond a few distriets close
to the Greek frontier may render impracti-
cable the scheme proposed by some of the
members of the congress, which, aceordinyg
to a Berlin correspondent of the Times, is
to offer to Greece =ome rights of supervision
and control over West Houmelin—that is,
Thessaly, Macedonia, and Epirus—as Aus-
trin will be entrusted within Bosnia and
Herzégovina, and possibly in Northern Al-
bania,” By thus extending the influence of
neighboring States over adjacent provinees
which have long given trouble the congress
might prevent areeurrence of recent events
and remove a cause of future wars,
