Di»cii«sloii Between Mr. Fulkerson
and 31r. Phlejrar.
Newkers* Va., July 4, 1878.

JLditors Dispatch : It may interest your
readers to publish some account or a dis¬
cussion which occurred here t.o-day be-
tween Senator Abram Fulkerson, of forci¬
ble readjusting fame, and Senator Archer
A. Pblegar, of Montgomery. It appea.-s
that each gentleman had been invited D>
citizens of Pulaski county to address the
people on the State-debt questions; both
were present at the County Court, and a

division of time was arranged this morn-
10
Colonel Fulkerson opened in a two hours'

speech- a verv forcible one in every re¬

spect. He tirst at ternptcd to show t hat he
next member of Congress from this dis¬
trict ouftht to be a forcible reiidjuster, and
hinted at. his servl.ccs in the cause. He
then proceeded to alarm the natives witu
the usual appalling statements as to the ex¬
tent of the debt, the condition of the peo¬
ple, the hopelessness of payment; drew
harrowing pictures of lunatics who were

beating off their flesh against jail-bars for
want of money appropriated to asylums, and
which had been, he said, grabbed up by the
bloated bondholder. While he conceded that
the debt was an honest one when contrad¬
ed, it was held bv Yankees who had rnineu
and divided Virginia, and ought not to be
paid, except so far as the people chosc to
1)4
With more wit than reason he ridiculed

those whom he styled " honor-shriekers,'
and with telling irony did he attempt to de¬
molish the sentiment he styled the "faitli
and credit of the State." It was played out.
We had repudiated the West "V irginia s one
third. We had repudiated the war v ir¬
ginia Treapury notes, one of which he flour¬
ished in triumph in Llie faces of his hearers.
He "went for" the fuuding bill and the
"flinders," whom he divided, for more
convenient and elaborate abuse, into three
classes : The proud old funders, who were
tickled by the Yankee bondholder by the
phrase " the honor and credit of the StatxV
who don't pay any tax and don t care a
d.n (a great word with the Colonel) who
does pa'-, or how much ; the bribed legisla¬
tive funders, in number forty, like the
thieves of Bagdad, who changed their votes
for greenbacks; and thirdly, Bradley J9|in"
son. Thev bad only pretended to get rid of
the West Virginia third, and had established
those terrible little coupons that Richmond
pavs her taxes with. lie deplored the fact
that he had not a Simon-pure 44 funder to
meet, instead of his " young friend from
Montgomerv," of whose position he pro¬
fessed to bVin profound ignorance. He
abused the Court of Appeals (except Judge
Staples), and said the funders had elected
them with reference to their opinions on the
constitutionality of the funding bill. How
Staples worked in he did not say. lie
abused the Dispatch, and linally abused
gold and silver ; they were commodities,
and ought not to be money. He advo¬
cated the abolition of national banks and the
issuing of ;i large amount ot greenbacks
based, not on gold or silver, but on the

" faith and credit" of the Government ! bo
far as his argument went it was th.it wc
should get rid of part of the debt, because
we had lost so much property and because
farm produce had depreciated so greatly in

price. He advocated a constitutional con¬
vention as the panacea tor all the ills he had
so eloquently depicted, and appealed to the
people to wake up to their interests. He
consumed his two hours and made a strong
and entertaining speech to an attentive
audience.altogether a very fair bid for a
seat in Congress. .

* After dinner the crowd returned to the
court-house tohear Senator Phlegar's reply.
Mr. Phlegar declined to consume his time
in defending himself against some criticisms
Colonel Fulkerson had made about his re¬
cord as being foreign to the issues and of
no public interest. The young Senator con¬
fined himself strictly to Colonel Fulkerson's
speech and the questions discussed, and
brought down the house in rounds of ap¬
plause as with scathing logic he exposed
the inconsistencies of his opponent. He
thought it remarkable, and the audience
seemed to agree with him, that the
man who liad so much ridicule for
those who seek to uphold the "faith
and credit" of the State Government
should desire a currency founded solely
on the faith and credit of the United
States, with no gold or silver to back it.
He elicited from nis opponent a public ad¬
mission that he advocated a loan by the
United States to Virginia of §500,000 to
complete the Cumberland Gap railroad, and
then described the influence a forcible re-
adjuster o1 the debt created to build its
connecting roads would have in effecting
euch a loan before Congress. With refer¬
ence to Senator Fulkerson's covert attack
on the "funding judges," he called atten¬
tion to the fact that these judges, who, ac¬
cording to tho Colonel, were elected with
reference to their opinions as to the fund¬
ing bill, were elected before it was thought
of. and more than a year before it was
passed, and by a Legislature which, accord¬
ing to Colonel Fulkerson. bad to be bought
over the subsequent session to pass that bill,and stated, amidst great applause, that Colo¬
nel Fulkerson's charge against the court
depended on a forcible readjustment ofdates. -

Colonel Fulkerson bad announced him¬
self as opposed to a readjustment of the
salaries o£ State officers. Here his alert
antagonist applied his keen sarcasm with
stunning effect. We must readjust becau sebacon bas como down from twenty cents tofive, says the logical Colonel; yet for the
same reason we muss not reduce salaries !Though a man can live on so much less,and the dear people are so bard run,salaries.especially the per diem of sena¬
tors.must not be touched.^ The people ofVirginia, with whom tbe "faith and creditot the State bas played out," are too kon*

oirable to require tbelr servants to work lor
inadequate pay, salth tbls enemy of bonor-
sbriekers t After holding the position of
liis ndvehaiy point lifter point to the light,
amidst the laujrhterabd cheer* of the
crowd, as long as bis time permitted, Mr.
Phlegar then proceeded jtg, address tbe peo¬
ple in a wonderfully perspicuous and thor¬
ough argument, wbicb'for clearness of state¬
ment, simple eloquence, and convincing
logic we have seldom heard equalled.' After

a concise statement of-tbe ttUPerence be¬
tween an honorable compromise with credi¬
tors and a forced readjustment of their de¬
mands, he discussed the question of repudia¬
tion under three heads : Is it right ? Is it
expedient? flare we the power ? He ably
recounted the history of tbe debt. Apply¬
ing bis remarks with great effect to bis

Southwestern hearers, amid the silence that
is the finest compliment to true eloquence, he
showed them from tbe assessment of laws
that in the railroad,, counties of Southwest
Virginia, as compared vrith tbe back coun¬

ties, real estate bad been enhanced invalue
as a result of the loan for tbe Virginia and
Tennessee railroad 325 per cent.; that
we are enjoying tbe benefits this day
of $3*000,000 o! the debt; that after
deducting from the revenue paid dv our

section to tbe Stal<? our sbare of tbe current
expenses of tbe Government, tbe easb re¬

ceived back from our schools, &c., we are

paving but $25,497.94 to the public creditor
at the most liberal method of calculation.
but 11 cents per capita ! As the orator por-
traved the attitude in which such men as

bis* opponent are placing* our people, and
as after a fine burst of indignant eloquence
he exclaimed What a spectacle i there
seemed to be a feeling of shame in the au-

dience tbat it was composed in part of men

in svmpathv with tbe dishonor. Mr. Phle-
"¦ar, in arguing tbe inexpediency or repu¬
diation, quoted with fine effect from the
State papers of Washington, Jefferson, Mad¬
ison, and others. With a conciseness of
statement possible only to one thoroughly
informed, he detailed the amount of the
debt, the status of the bonds, the resources

and income of the Commonwealth, and
showed that an honorable compromise, ac¬

ceptable to our. creditors, was, with econo¬

my, inside of our resources by some 8200,-
000. He explained that Colonel Fulker¬
son's revolutionary scheme of packing the
Court of Appeals would but result in the
disgraceful spectacle of a compulsory as¬

sessment and collection of taxes under the
mandamus of the Federal courts, and cited
the decisions of the Supreme Court which
stand in the way of compulsory legislation.
He applied a whip of scorpions to Colonel
Fulkerson's position on the Mofi'ett-register
law, and with successful irony showed tbe
hypocrisy of the opposition of the repu-
diators to this and every measure of reve¬

nue or economy. The liquor law, said he,
is not placing* the Intoxicating glass to
men's lips ; it is taking the cry of forcible
readjustment out of the mouths of Colonel
Fulkerson and his friends.
He went on to expose the objects of the

repudiation faction. Approaching the mat¬
ter with great adroitnees, he showed up the
recent Abingdon caucusof " representative
men," read the confidential circular and
platform with stinging comments, depicted
the secrecy of the movement, read the
names of the signers of the circular.Col¬
onel Fulkerson's with peculiar emphasis.
and demonstrated the insincerity of this re¬

adjustment political* ring. Altogether, it
was a remarkably powerful and crushing
reply.s?o complete as to be unanswerable.
Colonel Fulkerson had a half-hour to re¬

join. It is due to truth to say we never saw
a half-hour worse spent. This "ejotnder
was a vulgar, ill-tempered, and impo¬
lite attempt to belittle his adversary
and his effort. His opening anecdote
is unfit . for print, and his personal
and unfair attack on his successful antago¬
nist, who had no replv under the mles,
abounding in misstatemetns, which were

promptly corrected on the spot, was in bad
faith, and amounted to a confession of judg¬
ment. No attempt was made to return the
ponderous blows lie had received. The
idea seemed to be that there were people
who could have giveu him a worse drub¬
bing. It was a sort of parody on Ca;sar's
last words.
The crowd remained to the close, dis¬

playing great interest ; and while there was

apparently some division of sentiment, a

large majority were evidently in sympathy
with the honorable sentiments of Senator
Pblcgar. When inquired of, after the dis¬
cussion, whether he would make any more

speeches in the district on tbe subject, Col¬
onel Fulkerson replied that bt*bad no fur-
ther.appointments; and I should think that
if Mr. Phlegar is to take a baud. Colonel
Fulkerson will not be in a hurry to make
auy.

What the Berlin* Congress has Done..
The Berlin congress was in session on Sat¬
urday till half-past 5 o'clock discussing the
Batoum question, which is not surprising,
as the retaining of IJatoum as a fortress is
bound up with the Dardanelles. Congress has
agreed upon three points: To maintain the
Dardanelles closed as at present to ships of
war, to cede Batoum to Russia, and to make,
it a free port. The point not acted on is
the dismantling of the fortifications and for¬
bidding the Russians to fortify the coast.
None of the plenipotentiaries had the bold¬
ness to propose these conditions, as they
would be a slur upon the sovereign rights
of the victorious monarch. The occupation
of Bosnia and Herzegovina by Austria will
be delayed till August, in order to give
time for the railroads to be restored, and for
the reorganization of the future govern¬
ment. of the province. It has been decided
to grant autonomy to Western Koumelia,
Epirus, Thessaly, and Crete, to be secured
by European control.
