Cotton Crop prospects.
"Washington*, July 16"..The returns to

the Department of Agriculture indicate that
of the high condition of cotton reported in
June 99 per cent, has been maintained, the
tigures indicating its condition, as compared
with June, being as follows: North Caro¬
lina. SI.a loss of 20; South Carolina, 101.
a gain of 1; Georgia, 103.a gain of :j : Flo¬
rida, 100.unchanged; Alabama, 10*2.a loss
of 2 : Mississippi, 98.a loss of 2; Louisiana,
19.1.a loss of t»; Texas, IOC.a gain of 2;

I Arkansas, 91.a loss oi 7 ; Tenncsse, OS.
I unchanged.

Keports have been received from 304
counties of the cotton belt, of which GS re¬

port 100, US above, and 118 below. Com¬
plaints of excessive rains and of depressed
temperatures, and especially of cool niirhts,
come from different sections of the cotton
belt, but during the closing days of June
there was a general improvement in the
conditions of the growth, and the depress¬
ing influences lingered longest in North
Carolina. Further down the coast there
was a decided iny>rovement in the pros¬
pects. South Carolina and Georgia re¬

ported a higher condition than in June,
while Florida held her own. Along the Gulf
coast westward the depressing influence
was felt in all the States excepting Texas.
In several counties there the abandonment
of planted acreage is reported. In Texas,
however, in spite of all drawbacks, there
is an improvement. In Arkansas there is a

marked decline. Tennessee maintains the
June standard. ;The early development and
rapid growth of the crop in its preliminary
stages is a matter of general remark. In
nearly all parts of the cotton belt it is in ad¬
vance of last year. In some cases the bloom
is three weeks earlier than last year.
Insect injuries scarcely deserve mention.

In Pamlico, North Carolina, unnamed in¬
sects, probably the cut-worms, are reported ;
in June they were troublesome. Floyd,
Georgia, complains of grasshoppers. Cater¬
pillars have appeared in Matagorda, Texas,
and rumored in one or two other counties.
Labor is spoken of in several counties as

more accessible and reliable now than for¬
merly.
