now THE PEOPLE OF ALL CLASSES DRESS AND
DON'T DRESS IN SIERRA LEONE.

(Monrovia Orroipon<Ienc of Oliai lesion News and
Courier.J

The dross of the fishermen generally con¬

sists of a r:»ir about the loins. The ordi¬
nary laborers, porters, and 'longshoremen
usually wear loose thin shirts and troupers,
although they frequently have only tli£ lat¬
ter, and in other instances what resembles
a long bng, cut open at the ends, with two
holes cut above for the arms. All arc bare-
Tooted, and most are barelegged below the
knee. The almost invariable head-cov¬
ering is a skull-cap of gnudy color. Clerks,
messengers, store- and shopkeepers, and
those belonging to that class, usually wear

clothes of European cut and make, of dif¬
ferent colors and fashionings~ with shoes
and hats like anybody else. Then.come the
Mussulmans, dressed in long, pure white
and flowing robes, not unlike an Episcopal
minister's surplice, with sandals secured
across the instep with huge buttons, and
tall, brimless linen or cloth caps.* These arc

the fellows who come in from the country
and are 44 not at work to-day." Their hum¬
bler brethren who are at work (a con¬

dition of life in which a Mussulman never
is if he can possibly help himself) wear

gowns of coarse blue cotton, generally dirty
but of the same shape. Not only these fol¬
lowers ol' the prophet, but many others of
the colored citizens of Sierra Leone have
suspended around their neck>* leather
pouches, bits of stone, See., containing
charms. The dress or the women is as di¬
verse as the men's. Sometimes they wear

a single long, loose garment of thin cot¬
ton gathered in at the waist. Others
have a gaudily-colored robe wrapped
around (heir waists and falling below
their ankles, with a spare piece hanging
in front which they pull up over
their bosoms when a strange man is ap¬
proaching. Very frequently an infant is
bound up in the'folds of this garment, rest¬
ing quietly behind and forming a bustle.
The mother always look* profoundly un¬
conscious of and unconcerned about this
burden, which is invariably quiet. Every¬
body, unless engaged in commercial pur¬
suits, manages to get some bright cotor in¬
troduced in his or her dress, except the
aristocratic Mussulman in his spotless white,
and even his cap is often a bright red or
scarlet.
The laboring people of both sexes are

generally very erect, and walk with what in
a white man would be a swagger, but in
them, with their free limbs, is merely a

graceful independence. The business-men
have the business-man's usual stoop, me¬
thodical walk, aiulsteady look, and generally
carry an umbrella and wear a broad hat. I
think these natives aie usually very strong,
and some of them are magnificently shaped,
especially the women. The most, beautiful
and massive pair of female shoulders I luve
ever seen I saw here. Their owner had a

heavy load on her head, but walked under
ii' as straight as an a: row. and the shoulders
ju>t spoken of were studies fof an artist,
being straight, square, clean-cut, and well
rounded.altogether perfect. Almost all
the overland transportation is done on hu¬
man heads, there being only three horses
in the entire colony. A woman will walk
into town at a good pace from miles in the
country, with a child swinging at her
back, and from thirty to seventy pounds
of produce on her head, carrying
herself as well and showing as little
fatigue as an average American or

English woman would after a mile's
unencumbered stroll. What the men can
carry I am afraid to say. I saw one start
home with two huge iron pots balanced on
his head, weighing probably one hundred
pounds, and ho looked a> if he hardly felt
them. The laborers whom we met at the
wharf bore two two-gallon demijohns of
rum in each hand and another on their
heads. I saw no woman whose dress would
forbid her appearance on the streets of an
American city. The children, to about
eight years old, wear very little.very often
nothing at all. Now you have the people as

they appear on the streets.
.

peared iu Fort Scott a young gentleman
who gave his name as L. F. WiI<ou, and it
will not be out of place to sav that this same
individual spent several very interesting
days in Atchison, and for a short time cre¬
ated considerable havoc among the hearts
of some Atchison young ladies. Upon his
arrival at Fort Scott lie registered at the
Gulf House, and gave his residence as Xew-
burg, X. Y., and claimed to he engaged in
the business of advertising.

Wilson was
travelling in company with one llayden, who
claimed to he a commercial man from New
York. "Wilson obtained an introduction to
one of the most respectable young ladies in
that city, to whom he began paying the most
assiduous attention. The young lady seems
to have been desperately smitten, and re¬
ceived the attentions of Wilson with great
alacrity. lie hired carriages and took her
out riding-, and acted in a very spoony man¬
ner. A marriage engagement was entered
into on the ' spur of the moment,' and the
wedding-bour fixed for Wednesday nt 10
o'clock P. 31. Cards were published and
sent out to the frionds. A large number of
wedding-gifts were sent to the house, and
it was expected to have been a very high-
toned wedding. But yesterday morning
the gay deceiver took his little grip-sack
and announced his intention of running
down to Girard, on the Gulf road, stating
that he would return in time for
the wedding. He left a large valise
and an overcoat, afco a few unpaid
bills. As soon as it was ascer¬
tained that he had gone it dawned upon the
mind of the deceived and her family that an
infamous trick had been played, and that
her betrothed had fled. Cards were sent
out stating that the wedding would not take
place. The scoundrel was seen at Joplin
this morning, and was heard to say that a
man of his name was to have been "married
in Fort Scott last night. His valise was
opened to-day, and was found to contain
nothing but a lot o? very dirty clothes. His
overcoat is worth the balance of his hotel
bill. His valise contained letter-heads from
tl^ Tetit House, Topeka ; the Merehitfs Ho¬
tel, at Kmporia, and several other hotels.

Tbe Heat in St. Louis*
A WELCOME BREEZE BRINGS BELIEF TO THE
8UFFERINO CITIZENS. FOUR DEATHS TUES¬
DAY.ONE HUNDRED IN THE SHAPE AT THREE
P. M..FACTORY OPERATIVES AND LABOREBS
ceahfTwork.

fBy telegraph to the New York Herald. I
St. Loins, Mo., July 16, 1&$.~When tbe

sun rose tbi* morning there was a deep
feellngof impending evil on tbe minds of
tbe inhabitants of tbis city. The grave aj>-
prebensions caused by the mournful events
of. the past few days," tbe terrible increase
of mortality from day to day, and tbe sufr,
Xeringthat to a greater or less extent exist¬
ed In almost every family were intensified
bv tbe prophecy" of Professor Tice, tbe
meteorologist, that to-day would lie tbe hot¬
test day seen in St. Louis for one hundred
years. It was also a generel supposition
tbat many who bad heretofore escaped with
impunity would succumb at last, debilitated
and exhausted by the previous hot weather.
Most people passed an almost sleepless
night, and turned their eyes first of all on

tbe sun. Little hope was to be found in its
florid, puffy face, as it arose above tbe hori¬
zon, and when it ascended high its rays
seemed to have lost none of their directness
or intensity. Only one thing promised re¬
lief. On the horizon, and-in different parts
of the upper sky, great floating banks of
white could be seen, shaded by asmoke-like
gauze, and tbis was regarded as an indica¬
tion of rain. It was the first time for over
a week that the sky had not been perfectly
cloudles:-, and the enange seemed to indicate
that the hot spell was about coming to an
end at last.

NO WHISKEY.
But the fear of coming disaster was too

strong to be easily eradicated. It wps this
feeling, perhaps, which did most to fore¬
stall the anticipated evil. Men became lo-
diy abstemious and temperate who have
been addicted tc excesses for years. Proba¬
bly less liquor was sold in St. Louis to-day
than iu t he same space of time for a long
period. The conviction also arose from the.
lar^e number of Germans prostrated by the
sun that lager-beer was hardly less rianger-
otirs, and .-everal physicians expressed them¬
selves to the effect that* it really was more

heating than whiskey. The favored drinks-
to-day, as for several days past, were claret-
punches, sangarees, cream-punches, lemon¬
ades, buttermilk, sour wine?, and mineral
and soda waters, which were drunk in enor-
mous quantities. In their diet, too, men
became equally abstemious: iced tomatoes,
Iced tea, and similar nourishment became
tbe favorites in the restaurants, hotels, and
eating-houses.
The cases of sunstroke have also de¬

creased, there being but twenty-two at the
City Dispensary, and but four deaths.

the rcried dead.

The following is a list of names of those

THREE DEGREES HIGHER.

At S A. M. the thermometer stood 8S°.,
In the western part of the city, on the river,
and in open spaces, a slight breeze stirred;
but along the high-walled business-streets
the air was intensely close, and few people
ventured out longer than a few moments at
a time. The greatest alarm prevailed, and
every business establishment was well sup¬
plied with an abundance of ice and restora¬
tives to be used in case of an emergency.
The mercury gradually rose until, at noon,
it reached 95s. three degrees higher than it
was yesterday at the same hour. Reports
of men suddenly prostrated came in hour
after hour, and there was a generaf feeling

I that Professor Tice's forecast was about to
be verified, and that St. Louis was to have
the hottest day of the century. Atone time
it was rumored that the veteran James
Shaw, a wealthy capitalist and the owner of
the famed Shaw's Botanic Gardens, had
fallen dead, but this rumor later in the day
proved groundless. Cornelius McBride, a

prominent lawyer, was prostrated, and
though he revived, is still in a serious con¬
dition.

J. D. VOERSTER DEAD.

The first prominent death made known
was that of J. D. Voerstcr, formerly an em¬
inent otlicer in the Prussian army, but for a

long time a wealthy and influential citizen
.of St. Louis, lie was found dead in his bed
this morning at 8 o'clock. Here and there
throughout the city the most thrilling and
horrible scenes were witnessed by crowds
of excitcd citizens.

PROSTRATED IXTUE STREETS.

On Fifth and Locust streets a strong man
walking along suddenly staggered, reeled,
and fell to the pavement in the most terri¬
ble convulsions." A great crowd gathered
around the writhing victim. The policc
drove the crowd back arid by main force
placed the heavy man in an open wagon
and drove rapidly to the dispensary. Such
scenes as these were of frequent occurrence

during the day. A peculiar feature of most
of the cases was the violent convulsions of
the patients, it frequently requiring three or
four men to hoid them.

PROFESSOR M'lJEALT.Y STRUCK DOWN'. _

Among the victims to-day was Processor
R. McIIeally, professor of English litera¬
ture in the Missouri State University. He
was not totally siruck, but is said to be in

a precarious condition, lie fell while walk¬
ing along the streets, and was taken into
an adjoining building, -where ice was ap¬
plied and he revived.

LEVEE COMMERCE INTERRUPTED.
On the river front, in spite of the geatle

breeze that prevailed, the heat was intense,
and before noon a number of river hands
were prostrated, and there was more or less
interruption cf levee commerce. In fact,
there were few employes who had the hardi¬
hood to force or persuade their laborers to
work, where they were not perfectly willing
to take the risks. Many business-men said
they would not go on the streets and trans¬
act their busfness as usual for thousands of
dollars. The' scare was general and wide¬
spread, but it was evident before the day
had far advanced that the mortality would
not be so great as on yesterday. Teople
were more cautious, and the wind, though
faint, was doing a generous work in saving
many.

AT POTTER'S FIELD.

A ghastly and horrible sight was wit¬
nessed at midnight last night at Potter's
Field, when twenty-four bodies of the vic¬
tims of the heated term, who had lain at the
Morgue until it was impossible to keep
them longer, were interred in the pauper's
burial-ground.

TWO DOCTORS PROSTRATED.

About 0 ©'clock to-night Drs. Doock and
Rogers, practicing physicians of the city,
were prostrated by the heat and taken to
the dispensary, where they were success¬
fully treated.

While the temperature was above that of

yesterday, the suffering was not so general
on account of the breeze.

Samuel Craig, a ship-rigger, by the aid of
ropes looped and knotted, climbed to the
apex of the Bunker Hill Monument, on the
4th of July, and placed a small American
flag on the lightning-rod. This feat was

accomplished some years ago by Joseph
Till, who was aided,* however, by a plat¬
form, while Craig simply depended on the
lightning-rod and a few ropes.
The late Bishop of Alife was a senator of

Italy, and his appe-irnnce in the Senate two
years ago caused a great sensation, no other
bishop having attended its sittings since the
events of 1870. The Arehb/shop of Milan
is the sole remaining ecclesiastical senator,

Death of a Former Editor op the Dts- i
patch..Last night's telegrams announce jthe deatli in Baltimore county yesterday of
Oliver Perry Baldwin, Esq.", editor of the
Baltimore Sun, a former well-known and
esteemed citizen ol Richmond. The intel¬
ligence of this melancholy event will be
read with sorrow by many surviving friends
of this talented, amiable, and exemplary
gentleman. In other years Mr. Baldwin's
facile and graceful pen assisted materially,
as editor, in" laying the foundation of the
prosperity of the Richmond Dispatch.
His relations as such extended through a
series or year?. He was during his resi¬
dence here also editor of the Jiepubliean, a

journal started by Robert II. Gal laher, and
served acceptably for one or more terms as
State senator froin the city of Richmond.
Mr. Baldwin was used to editorial labor

before his removal to this city, having
edited a Harrison-and-Tyler campaign paper
in Ohio in 1840. Shortly thereafter he re¬
moved to Virginia to reside, and edited the
Lexington Banner. He married a daugh¬
ter of Hon. Daniel Sheffey, for many years
member of Congress from the Augusta dis¬
trict.
Mr. Baldwin was .a native of New York,

and probably not farTrora seventy years of
age when he ceased from his labors. He
was a nephew of the distinguished Ameri¬
can commodore Oliver Hazzard Perry. In¬
deed, bis tirst appearance on the stage of
public action was as a midshipman in the
United States navy.an occupation he had
to forego on account of defective vision,
lie was a most 'amiable and kindly-disposed
gentleman, an admirable speaker, and pos¬
sessed a rare fund of humor, of which lie
made good use both in speaking and writing.
He leaves a widow and several sous and

daughters to lament their loss.
