A Richmond Lawyer Tells What the
Sunday Laws Are.
Editors Dispaich: The recent determi-

1 nation of the Judge of the Hustings Court

and the Police Justice of the city rigidly to
enforce the Sunday luws renders it very de-
sirable that the people should have an accu-
rate knowledge of what they are. Legally
they are presumed to know the laws, and
they will be punistied, notwithstanding n
point of fact they may be ignorant of thewm.
The following are the statutes and ordi-
nances upon the subject :

In the criminal procedure act of the last
Legislature—now the criminal law of the
State—chapter 7, section 17. page 36, it s
enacted : ** 1 a persan, on a Sabbath day,
be found laboring at any trade or calling,
or employ his apprentices or servants in
labor or other business, except in house-
hold or other work of necessity or charity,
he shall forfeit two dollars for each
offence; every day any servant or ap-
prentice is so employed constituting a
distinet offence,”” Section 18 eXxcepts
the transportation on Sunday of the
mails, and of passengers and their haggage,
and also the Jews and others who conscien-
tiously believe that the seventh day of the
week ought to be observed as the Subbath.

Section 19 of the same chapler enacts:
« No bar-room, saloon, or other place for
the sale of intoxicating liquors, shall be
opened, And no intoxicating bitters or other
drink shall be sold in any bar-room, restau-
rant, saloon, store, or other place, irom 12
o'clock on each und every Saturday night
of the week until sunrise of the succeeding
Monday morning; and any person viola-
ting the provisions of this section shall be
decmed wzuilty of a misdemeanor, and, il
convicted, shall be punished by finc not
less than ten nor wmore than five hundred
dollars; and shall, moreover, at the discre-
tion of the court, forfeit his hcense: FPro-
vided, That this law shall not apply to any
city having police regulations on this sub-
jeet, and an ordinanee inflicting a penalty
equal to the penalty inflicted by this scc-
tion.””

In the City Ordinances of 1875 (page 245.
chapter 44, section 13), which treats of
s parious muisances,’”” 1t is ordained that
every hotel-keeper and keeper of a restau-
vant, lager-beer saloon, or other plice
where ardent spirits, beer, cider, or other
drinks are soid or given away, shull close
the bar where such drinks are sold ¢r given
away every Sunday during the whole day.
At all such times when such bar shall be
open the heense under which the business
is conducted shall remain posted in some
conspicuous place in the bar-room. And
any person violating any provision of this
section shall be fined not less than ten nor
more than five hundred dollars.

1t will be seen that under the statute per-
sons can be punished—first, for laboring at
any trade or calling, or forcing their ser-
vanis or apprentices soto labor, on the Sab-
bath: second, that liquor-sellers are liable
to punishment for not leeping elosed their
bar-rooms or other places of business, or
for selling uny intoxicuting drinks therein,
froin 12 o'clock on every Salurday until
sunrise of the succeeding Monday morn-
.

Under the ordinance liquor-sellers may
be punished who do nof close their bars or
other places of business every Sunday
during the whole day. At the May or June
term of Judge George L. Christian’s court
some ten or fifteen persons were indieted
for selling liguor in violation of the provi-
sions of the above 19th section of the sta-
tute. In the case that was cualled the coun-
s¢l for the accused moved the Court to
quash the indictment and dismiss the case
upon the ground that the Court bad no ju-
risdiclion, because by the proviso of the
said seetion sueh cases were remanded
wholly to the jurisdiction of the I'olice
Justice, The Commonweultl’s Attorney
(Mr. Wise) was of the same opinion, but
Judge Christian refused to grant the mo-
tiou. and the counsel applied to Judge Je-
seph Christiang of the Court of Appeals, for
a writ of error, which was granted, an:t the
other indictments will be adjourned until
this cuse, o test one, bas been decided in the
Court of Appeals. .

Justice White, on Wednesday, heard and
decided, and ftined fifteen cases for viola-
tions of the 17th section of the State law,
and twelve cases under the 13th section of
the city ordinance.

There can be no doubt that Justice White
has full jurisdiction to enforce these laws,
even if the Court of Appeals should decide
that Judee Christian has concurrent juris-
diction in cases arising under the 19th sec-
tion, which be contends for. Now that il is
intended Dby those in authority to cxecute
these Iaws strictly and literally, it is well
for the people who may be interested to
know them and tostudy them, lest they may
perchance become vietims. Why this fever
to execute them now should have originated,
when they have lain for so long a time as
dead-letter upon the statute-book with the
acquiescence and without injury to the pub-
lic, I am unuble to divine, for there have
peen mno recent violations of the peace
or disturbance of good order on the
Sabbath resulting from the non-execu-
tion of these laws that I am aware
of; Lut still such 1s the law, and il our
judges and justices now awake from the long
sleep of their past inaction, and determine
to enforce vigorously these statutes, let the
people interested tuke care lest they be
caught and punished. 'Obey the law is the
duty of good citizens, and if it be a bad
one, and work burdships upon anybody,
apply to the Legislature and bave it re-
pealed. But, in conclusion, I will say that
during the time when these laws were not
executed Richmond was as peaceful, order-
1y, moral, and well-bebaved on Sunday and
on all other days as she will be now thut
they are to be strictly enforced, and she
will compare favorably at all times in the
general good conduct of her cltizens with
those of any city of the same size on the
continent. i

.more American of yesterday has some sen-
silile remarks on: the subject of the recent
« heated term *’ in St.-Louis. Because people
are atricken down in St. Louis when the
thermometer indicates 100° is no reason
why they should be in Richmond. The

American says :
. Anvbody who has ever spent any time in
that city in the summer must have vivid
memories of the extraordinary heat. The
sluggish Mississippi, ecrawling slawly past,
seems to reflect the rays of the sun, and
it appears as if a cooling breath of air
rarely passes over its surface. Then,
too, the white limestone used large-
Iy in paving the streets and for
building purposes, and which, under
travel, is ground down into a compach
white powder, is a reflector and radiator of
extreme power. It stores the heat and re-
turns it with increased power. Yet proba-
bly the thermometer did not stand in St.
Louis mucb higher than it bas done several
days of late in Baltimore, and it i3 interest-
ing to study why the heat has produced
such fearful results there, and bere has been
comparatively harmless, - The temperature
there has presumably not been higher
than 100° and we bave -had it at that
more than once recently. Allvthe facts
in such a calamity as has befallen the
western city are worthy objects of popular
study and generul information, that we may
avoid the causation, and bave some notion
of what is best to be done for the patient
before the arrival of the physician, Last
week and this week we bad day after day of
weather hot enough for sunstroke, but some
other factor in the causation was wanting.
The other factor usually assigned is. the
saluration of the air with moislure. We
 bave bad a high relative humidity during
our hot spell, but the constant breczes have
produced an evaporating etfect and kept the
animal heat down to its proper state of 98°.
That degree once exceeded, sothat the blood
in the body is simmering at points above
100°, the work of decomposition goes
on with perilous rapidity. The rule is
that when the temperature of the body has
reached 107° death will ensue. There
are exceptions noted in the medieal annals,
and one of them is a case treated at Belle-
vue Hospital in 1854, when the heat of the
‘body was 110.5° and the patient re-
covered.

[But it is next to impossible for tbe tem-
perature of the body to reach that decree.]

In any study, bowever, of the awful mor-
tality at St. Louis, it remains to be taken
into account thut many deaths occurred as
early as 8 o’clock in the morning, when
the thermometer registered but  90°,
Moreover, many persons were prostrated in
the shade, and while they were observing
‘precautions for their safety. Usually deaths
from heat bappen in the afternoon, partly
hecause that is Lhe hottest partof the day,
and partly because the subject of altack
has often been laboring [for several
bours, But in St. Louis the deaths
began early in the morning, and that, too,
on a morning following Sunday. when a
Jarge proportion of the people had kept in-
doors and cultivated repose, and when the
only fatizue possible on Monday morning
was that of a Jong subjection to exhausting
Weat, When they got up in the morning
they were utterly enfeebled by the vapor-
bath of their bed-rooms, and in confirmation
it is remarked that during Sunday a num-
ber of persons succumbed to syncope or
ordinary fainting. There was no relief
until a breeze sprung up on Tuesday eve-
ping to dry the moisture of the atmospbere,
and in the mean time over two hundred
men, women, and children had been stricken
down. The, roster of deaths may foot up
one hundred. and doubtless a considerable
number of the sufferers who snrvive have
been permanently weakened, and will never
fully recover from the efieets of the blow.

Titles in England.
[New York Times.] )

Mueh misapprehension exists in the minds
ol even cultivated Americans as to social
stefus in England. and an exag<erated esti-
mate is apt to be attached by them to titular
rank. The truth is that rank does not go
for very much in the England of to-day,
unless conjoined with a good deal besides.
People may bave iank witbout position,
and very high position without rank, where-
as many Americuns are apt 1o suppose
that a lord or lady always occupies a posi-
tion vastly superior to that of the untitled.
A strong case in illustration is afforded by
the well-known Countess Frunces Walde-
grave, now at the pionacle of London so-
cietv. That lady, daughter of the famous
Braham, the champion songster of our
grandfathiers’ days, first married Mr, Walde-
grave, i natural son of the Earl of that ilk.
Mr. Waldegrave inherited nearly all his
father's fortune, and bequeathed it to his
wife. She married secondly, Earl Walde-
grave, her first busband’s brother, and thus
added rank to wealtk. Yet, although ex-
traordinarily attractive, inasmuch as neither
of her husbands were men looked up to by
their fellows, she lacked the subtle consum-
mation of social life known as * position
until she married Mr. George Granville
Vernou-Harcourt, who, albeit only an es-
quire, had a social position as good 23 any
earl’s, There are numbers of English gen-
tlemen whose position could not be improv-
ed by elevation to the House of Lords. Such.
for example, as Mr. Talbott, member of
Parliament for Glamorganshire, for over
forly years Lord-Lieutenant of the county,
owner of two princely homes, and of an in-
come of £350,000. Mr. Talbott refused a
barony, and his father an carldom, Yet Mr.
Talbott would at a dinner-party have to go
down to dinner after the penniless younger
son of the poorest Irish baron, just as, until
some ten yvears ago, lady Burdett-Coutts
would have haa to give the pasto the wife
of a country mayor whom the Queen had,
knighted in bonor of a visit to his town!’
To American ladies especially this idea of
following in somebody’s wake seems terri-
biy humnilitating, and they fail to compre-
hend how entirely precedence is mere mat-
ter of form, and in nowise fixes the position
a man or woman really occupies. The very
hest blood is found m the untitled aristo-
eracy, who, as a German prince visiting
Encland remarked, would rank a noble in
any other country. In a large number of
instances they represent the senior branch
of families represented in the peerage by a
cadet of the house, Thns Lord Lytton, and
his younger brotber, Lord Dalling, died
peers of the realm, while their eldest broth-
er, who inherited the paternal acres, died
untitled. :

Hor WEeATEER.—Yesterday was the hot-
test day of the season, and quite up to the
St. Louis standard, 8o far as the range of the
thermometer was concerned, but happily
was attended with no suck fatal results,
The thermometer at the Dispatch office at 3
o’clock indteated 101°.

As may be supposed, people suffered no
little from the heat, but there were no se-
rions cases of prostration reported. The
atmosphere was hot, but mot very close.
Nearly all day there wus a breeze from the
southeast, and those who were in position
to get the benefit of it, and who at the same
time bad the advantage of shade, managed
to get along very well. Those, however,
who had ' to move about a great deal, or
were expased to the sun, orhad to work in
badly-ventilated rooms, had a hot time of 1t,
and were glad cnough for the sun to Zo
down.

The breeze continued late into the night,
carrying a blessing with it, whether it en-
tered the sick man’s room, the home of the
poor, the resldence cf the wealthy, or the
room where, under the blaze of dozens ol
was-lights, and the oven-like heat of a tin-
roof, the weary compositor worked until
the small hours of the morning.

MEETINGS OF COMMITTEES—DISSERTATION
ON GRADES—WORK TO BE DONE IN VA-
RIOUS PARTS OF THE CITY—-PROTEST
AGAINST
POOR RIDING IN HACKS-THOSE IN DEBT
TO CITY NOT TO BE EMPLOYED—A NEW
EDITJON OF THE CITY ORDINANGES TO
BE PREPARED, PRINTED, AND ISsUED.

The Committee on Light of the City Coun-
cil met at the lower gas-works at 10 o'clock
yeslerduy morning. . Colonel John H. Rich-
ardson was elected Assistant Gas Inspector,
After transacting routine business the com-
mittee udjourned from labor to refresh-
ments, tendered by Superintendent Knowles
and Forenman Adams.

The Committee on First and Second Mar-
kets met in the Council chamber at 1 o’clock.
Mr, I, T. Adams was eleeted chairman of
the former, and Mr. T, H. Ellett ehairman
of the latter.

The Committee on Fire-Alarm and Police
Telezraph met at 11% o’clock, and selected
Mr. William II. Williams cbairman.

Committee on Lunatics met in the Coun-
cil chamber at 12 o’clock, and eleeted Mr.
James E, Phillips chairman.

Dr. Moneure, the superintendent of the
Pinel Hospilal, was present, and in reply to
ap interrogatory by the Chairman, stated
that there was an evil existing which he de-
sired to see abated, ard that was in relation
to holding commissions of lunacy. He cited
cases where persons who were charged with
lunacy were committed to jail to be exam-
ined by a cowmission, and tbey would be
kept in confinement for days before the
commission would assemble. The conse-
quence was that these unfortunates would
be brought to him in an almost incurable
state and covered with vermin, whereus if
they bad been sent to him at first they could
have been cured in a few weehs,

Dr. Moncure said Lthat he intended no re-
flection on thejailer, as he knew the jail wus
well conducted, but that it was on aceount
of not knowing how to treat them: thut
they were locked up in a cell, and if the
party was at all violent the meals were
passed through an opening to them just as
if they were wild beasts. The Doctor
closed his remarks by inviting the com-
mittee to visit his institution oiten in order
to see how it was condueted.

The Committee on Fire-Adarm and Police
Telegraph met in the Engineer's office at
11:80 o'clock. Mr. William H. Williams
was elected chairman and E. H. Fisher
clerk.

Committee on Cemetery met at 12:30
o'clock in the Council chamber and clecied
Mr. W. J. McDowell chairman and Ben-
jamin T. August clerk. Mr. W. L. Smith
wus reelected keeper of Oakwood Cense-
tery.

There was a joint meeting of the Com-
mittec on Fire and Grounds and Buildings
at 12:30 o’clock to consider the question of
improvements to the Third police-station.

lin street from Fifteenth to Seventcenth
gtreet (which in their opinion sbould be ye-
paved: with new grante spalls), and the
thirtv-ninth resolution, relating to the im-
provement of Fifteenth street from Main to
Cary street, whieh lias been done by an or-
dern writing to the City Engineer by the
two members [rom that ward.

The remainder of the report thev respeet-
fully ask iy be concurred in by your
yraneh, with the assurance on the part of
this eommittee that if it be found that our
approprintion for the present fizeal vearis
insufficient to de all the work therein ene
merated, that they will not proceed & step
beyond their appropriations, but will defer
the execution-of the work until they have
funds in hand.

As the Couneil is about to take a recess
for three months, we respectfully urge thit
the grading of Broad, Franklin, and Grace
streets he passed upon this evening, in or-
der that the city hands and carts may be
put at onee to work to help in their im-
provement; in which case we think the
erading can be completed by the 1stof Jun-
wary.

Mr. Skinker said the report was prema-
ture and unexpeeted, and in view of its im-
portanee should not be adopted.

Mr. Ellett stated, in recommending the

The following was a part of the report:

Resolved (the Bourd of Aldermen concur-
ring), That the sum of #1,000 be and is
hereby appropriated from the street fund
to vrade Grace, Lroad, amd Franklin streets
westwardly to the corporation line, together
with. the intersecting cross streels, in ace
cordance with the protile of grades of the
City Enginecr herewith subm ted, the bal-
ance of the work to be done by the city
hands and carts,

Mr. Skinker moved that the grade of
Franklin strect be commenced at Shafer and
not at Laurel street.

Mr. Ellett said that the proposed change
would not affect Mr. Skinker’s property.

Mr. Skinker declared that the profile
showed that the street would be lowered
eichteen inches in front of his house sim-
ply—to get the earth to fill up the ravine be-
yond Shafer street; that the property-own-
ers had given years ago a good deal of their
property for the establishment of the pres-
ent grade; that the pavement and curbing

bad been laid on one side of the street; 2nd

COMMITTEE FOR RELIEF OF.

Mr. Elett explained that this wasa part
of the general and permanent system of
grades; that tke Engineer would make the
changes with as great regard to the interests
of property-owners as possible; that tifat
portion of the city would be greatly im-
proved and the people generally mueh ben-
efited. He stated that Franklin street would
be lowered only about two feet four inches
at its intersection with Shafer. :

Mr. Curtis informed the Council that this
$1,000 was just a begioning; that a great
deal more money would be required for
these und intersecting streets. Yet he be-
lieved that the investment would: be a very
good one, espeeially as the property-owners
had given of their property liberally for the
extension of Grace street, At first he was
ngfqinsn it, but is now thoroughly in favor
of it.

Mr. Talbott didn’t much believe in maps
and profiles, it seemed. He relied some-
what on the eve, and would never vote to
rain property merely to get dirt to fill in a
hole. Mr. Talbott said, ** If you want to
cut down or fill up a street for the conve-
nience of the publie, do 1t by condemna-
tion’’; but in bis opinion the grade on
"Franklin street east of Shafer should not be
touched at all.

Mr, Skinker azain reminded the Couneil
that the present grade bad been established
by agreement of the city with the property-
owners, and in consideration of ground
given by the latter to the city.

Thbe amendment of Mr, skinker to start
the new grade at Shafer instead of Lanrel
strect was rejected—there was no recorded
vote, and ounly four or five members for it
on division.

City Water and City Henlth.

Notiee is given in the newspapers by the
Superintendent of the City Water-Works to
the citizens that they musl use tl:ga city wa-
ter sparingly, as the supply is daily qumin-
ishing. And yet wc see every day .:l.nd all
day enough wasted by the sireet-sprin klers
in keeping wet certain streets, where 3 few
citizens chioose and can afford to pay for it
to afford to all the people an abundont sup-
ply. 'This practice is not only \_:sttul and
unjust to the great majority of citizens, who
are aunually calied on to restrict and deny
themselves the free use of the city water,
but it is a fruitful souree of malaria and con-
sequent sickness. Few things could be
more unhealthy, nor often more offensive,
than the vapor and gases exbaled by the
heat from all the tilth and ordure on the sur-

of either animal or vegetable matter. Far
better would it be to let it reman s dryas
possible until it can be (as it should be at
frequent intervals) swept up and carted
away to some depositary of manurcs,

But a much greater evil and source of
disease than even this could be largely pre-
vented by putting a stop o this uuhealthy
practice, and applying the city water, so
worse than wasted, to another olject of
geueral benefit and protection from dizense
for all ecitizens.

No one now douhts that the presence of

sewer-gas is by far the mo-t fruitful of all
causes of the prevalence of typhoid-fever,
dysentery, and cholera-infanlum in thiy
and other cities.
Now, the city inlets or traps (so called)
to the city sewers at most of the ecorners of
the streets are—especially in the mnre ele-
vated parts of the city—just so many wide
mouths from which tins poisonous gas i3
breathed, and, when pressed by sn eastern
or southern wind at the mouths of tha
sewery, puffed into the lungs of all citizens,
more or less diluted by other air, as they
may be more or less distant from any of
thesc inlets or {rap%. It is true that the
theory on which these traps are built is that
they are to .always contain some water,
through which thiy gas, it is said, cannot
pass. But this theory is refuted by ccfual
experience, which proves that in a compara-
tively short dry spell of weather this water
is soon all evaporated, and nothing remaing
to check the free emission of sewer-gas
fromw these inlets or (so called) traps. Any
onc who has passed near to them at night
in hot, dry seasons like this can testify to
this fact,

Now, let all the water which is now
worse than wasted in sprinkiing streets and
in ornamental founlains in seasons of sear-
ety be used to feeep always jull of water
these traps by means of the street fire-plugs,
or where the grade of the street will not ad-
mit of their use, by nsing for this purpose
theze very street-sprimklers, with ther
bose, whether owned by the eity or bired
from their owners, and we will have at once
abated one nuisance and souree of general
disease, and prevented another still wofse,
Will not our Board of Health and city coun-
climen or Mayor ses that this is speedily
done? Nothing dewands more their imme-
diate attention,
