Soldiers,.It is a gratification to us that

you have selected this beautiful place for
your summer encampment. ' Your presence
has been a source of pleasure to us all, not
only in affording us au opportunity to wit¬
ness your exercises, but you have proven
a most desirable addition to the society of
tbis resort.
West Virginia feels an especial interest in

Georgia and Georgians. Among the first
troops which came in 1861 to occupy her
mountain-passes and to stand in her defence
were soldiers of your State under the com¬
mand of that gallant officer and distin¬
guished Georgian, General Henry R. Jack¬
son.

Little
Emmett was a bright and promising boy,
and a most dutiful son and affectionate
brother. He was an exemplary member of
the Meadc-Memorial Sunday school, and
beloved by all of his companions.
