a TANK 00K8 INTO THK 8RBAVE.
About 11 o'clock yesterday forenoon, as

the tank which Is used iw bailing water
trom the shaft was being hoisted to the sur-

face, the engineer on duty, Georp N. ba-

Icer, by some mischance, allowed it to be

run up into the sheave. The tank, whicb
is of six hundred gallons capacity, was full
Of water, and when it struck the sheave the

- clevis, by means of which it was fastened
to the steel-wire cable, was broken. 1 he
tank was "Of wood and ran on guides, the
same as a cage, 'It was a big, clumsy, wa¬

ter-soaked affair, and very heavy, to any
nothing of the water it contained. When
it parted from the cable it went down the
shaft like a leaden plummet.a distance of
thirteen hundred and fifty feet to the water
at the bottom.

When he saw what had happened the en¬

gineer was almost wild with excitement, as

lie knew that seven men were somewhere at

the bottom of the shaft, and could not hope
that all had escaped with ti\eir lives. He
lan out of the works aud shotited for assists
ance till his voice was heard at a great dis¬
tance, bardlv knowing what he was doing.
News of the accident spread rapidly in

the neighborhood, and -soon reached the
Julia shaft, to which place a messenger was

sent for Superintendent Thayer. Mr. 1 haver
"was soon on the ground, as the distance be¬
tween Julia and the Ward mines is not
CTeat, and proper efforts were soon being
made to ascertain the fate of themen oelov/.
The hoisting tank fell down the south

compartment. The next compartment north
Is the one in which the cage is used. The

cage was down at the time the tank fell.
The first move was to attempt to £oisr
this cage to the surface. A move was made
to do this, but no sooner had the case been
started than a .signal came up from below to

.stop. This showed those on the surface
that there were some men below who were

alive.
PERPLEXING SIGNALS.

The men below then struck twenty bells.
No one above knew what this meant, though

, it is now said that it is the Cornish death
signal. Not knowing what to do, those
above again tried to hoist the cage, when
sharp and unmistakable came the signal to
stop. Again came up the twenty -bells.
"These were followed by other signals that
could not be understood. Several- times it
-was thought that those below might be
;ready to have the cage hoisted, and careful
attempts were made to move it up, but each
time came up from below the peremptory
"Stop !" All this was exceedingly perplex¬
ing and ominous. It was finally concluded
that some one was wedged in between the
cage and the timbers of the compartment,
and no further attempt at hoisting was made.

DISTRESSING SCENES ABOVE.

As the news of the accident spread, peo¬
ple came from all directions and crowded
into the works. Among these were the
wives and children of some of the men who
-were in the shaft, and the friends and rela¬
tives of others. How many men were killed,
and who they were, were questions that
.were torturing all present. i
The men below were Michael O'Mara,

Bicbard Faull, J. Cunningham, J. C. Rocb-
ford, William St. John, J. W. Stickney, and
Samuel Terrill.
As the cage could not be moved, an at¬

tempt was made to communicate with the
men and learn something of the situation at
the bottom of the shaft. By direction of
Superintendent Thayer, a rope was lower¬
ed, to which was attached two lanterns, a

"bit of board, and a; pencil; so that those
uninjured below might moke their wants
"known. After allowing it to remain a few
moments it was hauled up. One lantern
was gone, the other extinguished, and it
was clear that it had failed to reach its des¬
tination.

This failure greatly increascd the distress
of those above. Although this effort at com¬
munication failed, repeated signals on the
"bell were struck by those below, but could
mot be understood.

A TLAN TOR RESCUE.
What now seemed necessary to be done:

was to make a descent into the shaft. In
order to allow of this being done the cable
attached to the cage in the depths bad to be
anchored to the surface so securely that, its
entire weight would be sustained, and then
detached from the reel. This was done and
the cage put in place. As soon as all was

ready.and it took hours of preparation to
complete everything.John Oswell, fore¬
man of the Julia and Ward, took two com¬
panions, tools, lanterns, etc., and started for
the depths. The guides and timbers in the
shaft bad been so badly damaged by the de¬
scent of the tank that it took forty minutes
for the cage to reach the bottom of the
shaft.

It had been agreed upon between Super¬
intendent Thayer and the foreman that if
any men were deud he should, as soon as
the cage reached the bottom, ring six bells
-and then one for each death.
When at last the cage stopped and no

signs came up the suspense :of all at the
¦surface was terrible. What to make of this
silence of the bell no one knew. At last
the bell began to strike, and all present be¬
gan to count. No death-signal was sounded,
but instead, clear and unmistakable, the
signal to hoist.
It then occurred to all who understood

the bells that no one was killed after all ;
yet they could hardly believe that this was
"the case.
As the cage came to the surface five men

were seen on it.the three who went down
and two others, one of whom was support¬
ed by his comiades. The joy of all present
was great when it was announced that the
two men on the cage were the only ones
hurt.that all left below were sound and
well. I
The two persous injured, and who came

op on the cage, were Mike O'Mara and
Biehard Faull. Mifee was not so badly in¬
jured but that he was able to limp to* the
«ire9sing-room without assistance. Faull
was- more seriously hurt. It was seen, as
"be was borne along by his comrades, that
lie was badly bruised in many places, and
liad quite a severe cut over his right eye,which may have fractured the bone some¬
what. He is not considered, however, to
l>e dangerously injured.

It was soon ascertained from the men
that the lucky escape was owing to the fact
that all the men in the bottom ol the shaft
were in the north compartment, out of the
way pf barm, except Faull and O'Mara.
Tww' were in the tank compartment, and
must have been Instantly killed had they
not beard the tank coming down the shaft.
They instantly dashed into the middle com¬
partment, in which was the cage with a car
upon it. They tumbled into and over the
car and cage Justin time to. escape the fall¬
ing tank, but were Inltired as above stated
l>y either striking their beads against the
timbers or the car, or by fragments of the
lank. ... ....¦¦ ^

When the cage struck the concussion was
terrific. Every light was instantly extin¬
guished. Mr." Bocbford says the concus¬
sion deafened him for a time. The reason
the men below would not allow the cage to
be hoisted was that they supposed it up-
aeld a mass of timbers, or in some way pro¬
tected them. They wanted their situation
made no worse tban.it was.

I we by the Intelligencer of a recent date

toat yon have been engaged In tbe landabie
ffofkof aiding: in perpetuating important
historical erebts connected with our State
by writing s communication to Mr. John S.
Jlerr to.be deposited in the corner-stone of
tbe MtsonloHkII at Grafton ; and feeling cer¬
tain that you desire that the scraps of history
that were intendedto be preserved for future
generations should be entirely correct, and
perceifing that you have unwittingly fallen
into an error as to the name of an important
place connected with the late war, in refer¬
ring to where tbe Confederate General Gar-
nett was killed, I have deemed it worthy iof
writing to make tbe proper correction. The
place you refer to as tbe scene of General
Garnett's death is, 44 Corriclc's Ford," aud
not " Curricle's Font." The error did
not originate with you, but was fallen
into soon after (be ' place became
noted; but how the error originated it
is now difficult to tell, as I have been
acquainted with tbe Corrlck family residing
there for a long time, and have never in any
instance beardtbe name pronounced " Car.
rick.-1 William Corrick has resided at the
ford of Cheat river for near half a century*
He maorled a daughter of "William Marteuy,
of German descent, who removed from
Frederick county, Maryland, to Randolph
county in a very early day, and represented
tbe county for about twenty years in tbe
House of Delegates of Virginia. Mr. Cor¬
rick and bis wife are ef ill living, and have
had a family of twenty-four children, twen¬

ty-two of wl.om are still living. Their
grand and great-grandchildren are al¬
most too numerous to be counted. So you
9ee the place is notorious, independent of
the death of Garnett there, and is worthy
of perpetuation as showing tbe unparalleled
bealthfulness of our State. I have fre¬

quently been at Mr. Corrick's and enjoyed
his hospitality, and marvelled to see the pa¬
triarch surrounded with such progeny. - If

a stranger should pass that wavand inquire
for " Carriers ford of Cheat," no denizen
would know where to direct him. If this
misnomer is continued you perceive the ef¬
fect would be, to some exfent, to change
tbe names of a large number of citizens.
And whilst on the subject of misnomers

of the places where important events have
occurred I deem it proper to mention an¬

other place, the scene of an important bat¬
tle, which the public prints almost without
exception have miscalled. I allude to what
is generally called <4 Carnifax's Ferry,"
which should properly be "Carnifix's."
At an early day I knew well William
Carnitix, who resided there. He removed
from Eastern Virginia and resided at tltf
ferry, and was tbe president of the County
Court of that county for many years,
where I occasionally attended court, travel¬
ling on horseback seventy miles at the com¬

mencement of my professional career. I
shall never forget that on one of my trips
there ray only horse, with scanty means to

procure another, fell dead with me in little
Birch river, and I was left in the wilder¬
ness nine miles from any bouse, and was

compelled to walk in the rain that distance,
the Hon. Lewis Maxwell, who afterwards
represented that district in Congress, being
kind enough to carry my saddle. .

Mr. Carnilix was a very kind and urbane
gentleman, and I remember him very dis¬
tinctly. 1 do not wonder at the error in this
instance, for lie was frequently miscalled
" Garnifax."
I do not suggest the manner of correcting

the error into which you have falien, but
leave it to your own good judgment.
I hope our State Historical Society will

have such errors corrected.
