There are few men more
willing to converse on any subject which he
Xnows than tbe General, and altbougb his
fame is that of asilent man those who know
bim at all know that in reality we have few
better talkers in America. . The charm of the
Genersl’s talk is that it 3" never about
anything he does not know, and what he
does know he knows well, " He is never
vindictive and never gossi d when Te-
ferring to men and things’in the great
events of his career Leis as passsionless and
fust as a bistorian, - He never refers to -the
war unless you put the subject to him di-
rectly. Iam afraid I bave been curious on
this point. not that I ever wanted to trouble
General Grant, but because the judgments
and opinions of such a man belong to his-
tory. 1 hope, therefore, that what I gatber
up and send you from various table-talk
memoranda will have a value to the histo-
rian. I do not hope to give you the Gen-
eral’s exact weords, although as far as mem-
ory serves I do so. |
THE SURRENDER OF LEE.

YWe were corversing one evening about
Lee’s surrender. The General told thestory
of the memorable event. ¢ The might be-
fore Lee surrendered,” he said, 1 had a
wretched headache—headaches to which I
have been subject—nervous prostration, in-
tense personal suffering. But, suffer or not,
T had to keep moving. I saw cleatly, espe-
clally after Sheridan had cut off the escape
to Danville, that Lee must surrender or
break and run into tbe mountains—break
in all directions and leave us a dozen gue-
rilla bands to fight. My campaign was not
Richmond, not the defeat of Lee in actual
fight, but to remove him and bis army out
of the contest, and, if possible,.to bave him
use his influence 1n inducing the surrender

of Johoston and the other isolated armies..

You scg the war was an cnormous
strain upon the country. Rich as we
were I do not now see how we could bave
endured it another year even from a finnn-
cial point of view. So, with these views, 1
wrote Lee, and opened the correspondence
with which the world is familiar. Lee does
not appear well in that correspondence—
not nearly so well as be did in our subse-
quent interviews, where his whole bearing
was that of a patriotic and gallant soldier,
concerned alone for the welfare of his army
and his State, 1 received word that Lee
would meet me at a point within our lines
near Sheridan’s beadquarters. 1 had to ride
quite a distance tbhrough a muddy country.
1 remember now that I was concerned
about wy personal appearance. T bad an
¢ld suit on, without my swerd, and without
any distinguishing mark of rank except tbe
shoulder-straps of a lieutenant-gencral on a
woollen blouse.
in my long ride. 1 was afraid Lee might
think I meant to show him studied dis-
courtesy by so coming—at least I thought
s0. But I bad no other clothes within
reach, s Lee’s letter found me away from
my base of supplies, I kept on riding until
I wet Sheridan. 7Tbe General, who was one
of tue heroes of the campaign, and whose
pursuit of Lee was perfect in its general-
ship and energy, told me where to find Lee.
I remember that Sheridean was impatient
when 1 met him—anxious and suspicious
about the whole business—feared there
might be a plan to escape; that he had Lee
at his feet, and wanted to end the business
by going in and foreing an absolute surren-
der by capture. In fact, be had his troops
ready for such an assault when Lee’s
white flag came  within his lines, I
went up to the” house where Lee was
waiting. I found him in afine, new, splen-
did uniform, which only recalled my anxiety
as to mv own clothes while on my way
» to meet him. 1 expressed my regret that I
was compelled to meet bim in so unceremo-
nious a manoer, ard hereplied that the only
suit he had available was one which had
been sent him by some admirers in Balti-
more, and which be thed wore for the first
time. e gpoke of old friends in the army.
T remembered having seen Lee in Mexico.
He was so much higher in rank than myself
at the time that ¥ supposed be bad no recoi-
lection of me. -i3ut he said be remembered
me very weil. We talked of old times and
exchanged inquiries about friends. Lee
then broached the subject of our meeting.
1 told him my terms, and Lee, listening at-
tentively, asked me to write them down. 1
took out my maunifold order-book and pen-
¢cil and wrote them down. General Lee
put on his glasses and read thenr over.
The conditions gave tbe oflicers their side-
arms, private horses, and personal baggage.
1 said to Lee that 1 hoped and believed this
would be the close ol the war; that it was
most important that the men should go
home and zo to work, and the Government
would not throw any obstacles in the way.
Lee znswered that it would have a most
happy effect, snd accepted the terms. I
handed over my pencilled memorandum to
an aid to put into ink, and we resumed
our conversation about old times and
friends in the armies.. Various officers
came in—Longstreet, Gordon, : Pickett,

irom the South; Sheridan, Ord, and others |

from our side. Some were old Iriends;
Longstreet and myself, for instance, and
we had a general talk. Lee, no doubt, ex-
pected me to ask for his sword, but I did
not want his sword. It would only,” said
the (eneral swmiling,  “bhave gone to
the Patent  Office  to be. worshipped
by the Washington rebels.” There
was another pause when he: said " that
most of the animals in his cavalry and
artiliery were owned by the privates, and
he would like to know, under the terms,
whether they would be regarded as prlvate
property or the property of the Govern-
ment. 1 said under the terms of surrender
they belonged to the Government, Gen-
eral Lee read over the letter and said that
was g0. - 1 then said to the General tbat I
believed and hoped this was the Jast battle
of the war, and 4. saw the wisdom of these
men getting home and to work as’soon as
possible, and that 1 would give orders to
allow any soldier or officer claiming a horse
or a mule to take it, -General Lee showed
some emotion at this—a feeling which I also
shared—and said it would - have a most
happy effect. Tbe interview ended, and I
gave crders for rationing bis troops,  The-
next day I met Lee on’ horseback and we
had a long talk. In that conversation I
urged upon Lee the wisdom ‘of ending the
war by the surrender-of the other armies.
1 asked him to use bis influence with the
people of the South—an - influence - that
~'was supreme~to bring fhe warto the-end.
Genernl Lee said that bis eampaign in Vir-
ginia was the last organized resistance
which the South was,capable of making—
that I might have to march a good:deal and
-encounter  isoluted  commands  here and

there; but there was no longer any army
‘which could makea stand,. X told Lee that
this fact only made hisresponsibility greater, |

.. STONEWALL JACKSON. -
«1 had a letter from Bfosby,” said the
General, ¢ some time ago, deprecating some
attack I bad made upon Stonewall Jackson.
1 wrote him there must be some mistake, as
I had never attacked Jackson.” -
Your correspondent asked the General
now he ranked Jackson among soldiers.
« [ knew Stonewall Jacksdn,”” said the
General, at West Point and in Mexico. At
\West Point he came into the school at an
older age than the average and began with
2 low grade. But he bad so much courage
and energy, worked so bard and governed
his life by a discipline so stern, that he
steadily worked bis way along and rose
far above others who had more advan-
tages. Stonewall Jackson, at West Point,
was in a state of constant improvement,
He was a religious man then, and some of
us regarded him ns a fanatic. Sometimes
bis religion took strange forms—by pochon-
dria—fancies that an evil spirit had taken
possession of him. But he never re-
laxed in bis studies. or his Christian du-
ties. 1 knew bim in Mexico. He was
always a brave and trustworthy officer—
none more so in the army. I never Knew
him or encountered bhim in the re_bell_i_un: 1
question whether his campaigns 1n Virginia
justify bis reputation asa great commander.
He was killed too soon, and before his rank
allowed bim a great command. It would
have been a test of generalship il Jackson
bad met Sheridan in the Valley instead of
some of the men be did meet. From all I
know of Jackson and all I see of bis cam-
| paigns I have little doubt of the result, 1
Jackson bad attempted on Sheridan the tac-
tics he attempted so successfully upon others
he. would not only bave beea beaten but de-
stroyed. Sudden, daring ralds, under a
fine generai like Juckson, might do against
raw troops and inexperienced command-
ers, such as we had in the beginning of
the ‘war, but not against drilled troops and
a commander like Sheridan. The tacties
for which Jackson is famous, and which
achieved such remarkable results, belonged
entirely to the beginning of the war, and te
the peculiar conditions under which the
earlier battles were fought. They would
bave insured destruetion to any commander
who tried them upon Sherman, Thomas,
Sheridan, Meade, or, i fact, any of our
great penerals, Consequently Jackson’s
fame as a general depends upon achieve-
ments gained before bis generalship was
tested—hefore he had a chance of matching
bimself with a really great commander. No
doubt so able and patient a man as Jackson,
who worked so hard atanything be attempt-
ed, would have adapted himseif to new coun-
ditions and risen with them. He died before
his opportunity. Ialways respccgcd Jackson
personally, and esteemed Lis sincere and
manly cbaracter. He impressed me always
as o man of the Cromwell stamp—a Puri-
tan—much more of the New Englander
than the Virginian, If any man believed
in the rebellion, he did. And bis nature
was such that whatever he believed in be-
came a deep, religious duty—a duty be
would discbarge at any cest. Itisa mis-
take to suppose that 1 ever bad any feeling
for Stonewall Jackson but respect. Per-
sonally, we were always good friends; his
character had rare points of merit, and al-
though be made the mistake of fighting
against his country, if ever a man did so
conscientiously he was the man.”

LEE AS A COMMANDER.
This led to a remark as to the great and
universal fame of Lee, especially in Eu-
rope—a reputation which seemed to grow
eyery day. *
] pever ranked Lce as high as some
others of the army,” said the General, *¢ Lhat
is to say, I never had as much anxiety when
he was in my front as when Joe Johnston
was in front. Lee was a good man, a fair
commander, who had everything in his fa-
vor. He was a man who needed sunshine.
Ee was supported by the unanimous voice
of the South; he was supported by a large
y in the North; he had the support and
sympathy of the outside world. All thisis
of an immense advantage to a general. Lee
had this i» a remarkable degree. Every-
thing he did was right. He was treated
like a demi-god. Owur generals had a hos-
tile press, lukewarm friends, and a public
opinion outside. Tne ery was in the air
that the North only won by brute force;
that the generalship and valor were with the
South. This bas gone into history, with so
many other illusions thatare bistorical. Lee
was of aslow, conservative, cautious nature,
without imagination or humor, always the
same, with grave dignity. I never could
sce in bis achievements what justifies his
reputation. The illusion that nothing but
heavy odds beat him will not stand the uiti-
mate light of history. I know itisnottrue.
+«tThe South and North were more nearly
matcbed than you would suppese. The
whole population were in the war. The
4,000,000 of negroes were the same as sol-
diers, because they did the work in the
fields which white men would have to do.
I believe the South bad as many men under
arms ‘as the North. What defeated the
southern arms was northern coursge and
skill, and this, too, with detraction all
around. You cannot imaginé how dis-
beartening it was at the time, not only to
officers but men.
ALBERT SBONEY JOHNSTON AND JOSEPI E.

JOHNSTON. .

An allusion was made by your correspon-
dent to Albert Sidney Johuston, and the
General said: “* 1 knew Albert Sidney John-
ston before the war, When he was sent to
Utah 1 had a high opinion of his talents.
When the war broke out he was regarded
as the coming man of the Confedéracy. T
shared that opinion, because 1 knew and
esteemed him and because I felt as weall
did in the old army, where there was a pub-
lic opinion among the ofticers as to who
would come out ahead. In many cases, in
most cases, our public opinion was in
error. DBragg bad a great reputation in
the South. Bragg was the most conten-
tlous of men,
in Mexico that he put every oune in
arrest under - him and then put himself
in arrest. Albert Sidney Johnston might
have risen in fame, and we all had conf-
dence in his doing so, but he died too soon,
as Stonewall Jackson died, toosoon for us
to say what be would bave done under the
later and altered conditions of the war.
The southern army had many good gene-
rals, Lee, of course, was a good soldier,
and so was Longstreet, but I do not know
that there was any better than Joe John-
ston. T bave had nearly all of the southern
generals in lbigh command in front of
me, and Johnston gave Ime more anxi-
‘ely than any of tbe others. I was
‘pever half so anxious about Lee. By

THE ATTACK ON FORT DONELSOX.
' Suppose Longstreet or Jackson bad
been in command ?”? said your correspon-

dent. _
«Jf Longstreet

‘or Jackson,” said the
General, ¢ or even if Buckner had been in
command, T would have made a ditfercnt
campaign. In ‘the’ beglnning we all did
thingsemore Tashly than later, just as Jack-
son did in hisearlier campaigns. The Dex-
jean war made the officers of the old regular
armies more or less acquainted, and when
sve knew the name of the general opposing
we knew enough about him to make
our plans accordingly. What deter-
mined my attack . on. Donelson,” said
the General, “was as much the knowl-
edeze I bad gained ol its commanders in
Mexico as anything else. But as the war
progressed and each side kept improving
its army these experiments were not possi-
ble. Then.it became bard, earnest war,
and neither side could depend upon any
chance swith the other. Neither side dared
to make a mistake. It was steady, hard
poundibg, and the result eould only be ruin
to the defeated party. Thatwas a peculiar-
ity in our war that we were not tightingefor
a peace, but to destroy our adversary. That
made it so hard for both sides, and espe-
cially for the South.”

PRESIDENT JOHNSON’S RESOLUTION TO ARREST
LEE.

Your correspondent recalled a rumor cur-
rent at the time about the intention of John-
son to arrest Lee. ¢ Yes,” said the Gene-
ral, ¢ Mr. Johnson had made up bis mind
to arrest Lee and the leading southern ofti-
cers. It was in the beginning of his ad-
aninistration when he was making speeches
saying he had resolved to make all treason
odious. He was addressing delegations on
the subject and offering rewards for Jefl.
Davis and others. Upon Lee’s arrest he
had decided. I protested again and again.
It would come up in Cabinet, and the only
Minister who supported my-views openly
was Seward. Talwayssaid that the parole of
Lee protected him as long as heobserved it.
On one oceasion Mr. Johnson spokeof Lee
and wanted to know ghy any military com-
mander had a right to proteet an arch-
traitor from the laws, I was angry at this,
and I spoke earnestly and plainly to the
President. I said that as General it was
noue of my business what Lie or Congress
did with General Lee or his other com-
manders. He might*do as be pleased about
civil rights, confiseation of property, and
so on. That did not come in my province.
But a general commanding troops has cer-
tain responsibilities and duties and power
which are supreme. He must deal with the
enemy in front ef him so as to destroy him,
He may eitber kill bim, capture hiwn, or pa-
role him. His engagements are sacred so
far as they lead to the destruction of the
foe. I made certain terms with Lee—the
best and only terms. 1f I had told bim and
his army tbat their liberty would be in-
vaded, that they would be opento arrest,
trial, and execution for treason, Lee would
never have surrendered, and we should
bave lost many lives in destroying bhim.
Now, my terms of surrender were accord-
ing to military law, to the instructions of
Mr. Lincoln and Mr. Stanton; and, so long
as Lee was observisg his parole, I would
never consent to his arrest. Mr. Seward
nodded approval. I remember feelingvery
strongly on the subject. The matter was
allowed to die out. 1 should have resigned
the command of the army rather than have
carried out any order directing me to ar-
rest Lee or any of his commanders who
obeyed the laws. By the way, one reason
why Mosby became such a friend of mine was
because, a3 General, I gave bim a safe con-
duet to allow him to practice law and earn’
a living, Our officers in Virginia used to
arrest leading Confederates whenever they
moved out of their homes.” Mrs. Mosby
went to Mr. Johnson and asked that her
husband might be allowed to earn his liv-
ing. But the President was in a furious
mood, and told lLer treason must be made
odious, and 3o on. She came to me in dis-
tress, and I gave the order to allow Mosby
to puass and repass freely. 1 bhad mo recol-
lection of thisuntil Mosby called 1t to my
attention, By the way, Mosby deserves
great credit for his sacrifices in the cause of
the Union. He ig'an honest, brave, consei-
entious man, and has suffered severely for
daring to vote gs he pleased among people
swho hailed him as a bero, and in whose be-
balf Dhe risked his life.” :
