The National Tournameni.

Chicaro is entitled to-the credit of having
arranged for the first national firemen’s
tournament in thns country. With their
accustomed liberality, the citizens of Chi-
cago have subseribed liberally for prizes to
be awarded {o the competing companies,
and ulso for the entertuinment of the thou-
sands of visitors who will be in attendance.
The tournament is to be held under the
auspices of the 1llinois State Firemen’s As-
sociation, and will commence September
84, lasting five days.

We hope to see a very general ropresen-
tation of the fire departments of the coun-
try ‘at this tournament, cither as competi-
tors for the honors to be bestowed or as
speetators. DMarshal Benner bas assurances
that there will be from 150 to 200 regularly
organized companies entered for the sev-
ernl contests, while manufacturers of tire
apparatus and supplies bave very generally
siomfied their attention to exhibit their
products. These attractions cannot fail to
draw together an assemblage of from 15,000
to 20,000 persons interested in the fire-ser-
vice, either as active members, exempls, or
.whose business is identitied with them.
During the same week Chicago’s great in-
dustrial exhibition will Le opened for the
season, and the city is, therefore, ikely to
be overrun at that time.

This is the first National Firemen’s Tour-
nament; it rests with the firemen to say
whetber it shall be the last, or become an
annual “institution?” conunected with the
fire service in thespreading of knowledge
relative to fire maiters, in drawing the atten-
tion of the public more directly to the ser-
.vices rendered by the firemen, and in giving
the firemen themselves a better knowledgze
of the various kinds of apparatus in use,
and the best means o! bandling those they
bave. If this tournament is a sucecess, the
firemen manifesting a desire to improve the
advantages spread before them, other cities
will hereafter come forward as liberally us
Chlcago has, and tournaments will be of
annual reeurrence. But there is a fear
manifested in many quarters that this toor-
nament will be little more than *a big
spree,” firemen embracing- this opportu-
nity to o on # a lark 7 of protracted dura-
tion.

From Slave to Senator.

A FAMILY WHO WERE RICH AND POWERFCL
WHEN HE WAS A SLAVE ASSISTED BY SEN-
ATOR BRUCE.

[Correspondenee Springfeld Republican.]
WasHINGTON, July 6.—The colored mem-
bers of Congress didmot impressone as par-
ticularly  good specimens of their race ex-
cept Bruce, the senator from Mississippi,
who is a very fine-looking mulatto, tall,
stout, and handsome. He is said to be a
Virginian by birth, and was owned in early
youth by tbe wealthy Bruce family of Hali-
fax county. He seemed very popular with
his colleagues, and was frequently seen on
the avenue, walking with the white breth-
ren and evidently on pleasant terms with
them. From what I could hear of him he
must be a man of uncommon intelligence,
who has studied diligentty since the eman-
cipation to improve himseld, and make up
for his early disadvantazes. Bruce’s speech
in regard to the legislation, or rather the
lack of it, necessary for the future well-
being of the Africans in our country, was
admirable in tone and in expression. and
presented a pleasing contrast to the remarks
of Mr. Conkling and other gentlemen who
stiil labor under the effect of the color
prejudice. 2l

A young lady who holds a clerkship in
one of the Departments told me an tcident
connected with Senator Bruce which illus-
trates both the wonderful changes wrought
by the whirligiz of time, and the amiability
which is ever the characteristic of tbe long-
suffcring African, While the abborred car-
pet-bag government existed in Missisasippi
very heavy municipal taxes were levied in
the towns, und some dispute arose hetween
a gentleman, who had been ome of the
wealthy citizens of Bruce’s distriet, and
the ¢ Yankee Mayor?* of the town in which
he lived in regard to the collection there-
of. The Mississippian refused to pay his
quota bLecause the city bad failed to make
repairs necessary to the preservation of
the wall surrounding his ground. The
controversy continued for some time, until
at last, in the absence of Lhe owner of the
property, deputies appointed by the May-
or ertered the house, and without cere-
mony carricd off’ the piano and other pieces
of furniture, which were at once sold for
taxes, The family bad suffered many loss-
es from the war, and this act, when rela-
ted to him by his wife, so exasperated the
hot-headed soutberner that he went at once
to the Mavor’s office and* shot him dead.
He was tried by the authorities, and being
released on bail, at once left the State by
the advice of his bondsmen. The family
moved to. Baltimere, where they lived in
great poverty for awhile, and the unhap-
py Mississippian sunk under bis many
cares and died.

All this oceurred some years ago, and
the widow bad undergone many trials and
privations, when she reached Washington
some months since, with her two little
children, and attempted to get an office
under the Government. She took hoard at
the house where my young friend was
living, and after vainly appealing for aid
to sundry Democratic friends in high po-
sition, having nearly exhausted her sleader
means, was advised by my informant to
ask the assistance of the negro senator
from her own State, The bigh-born south-
ern lady, who is deseribed as very hand-
some and refined in bearing, at first shrank
from the thought. But her board-bill was
nearly due, ber purse was nearly empty,
and deeming her cup of sorrow full to
overflowing, she accepted the offer of her
new friend o aecompany ber to the dread-
ed interview, and the two specimens of
the old noblesse went to the door of the
senate chamber and sent in a eard to Mr.
Bruce. The negro senator appeared at once,
and my informant assured me that the re-
gpect and courtesy of his manner could
not have been surpassed. Inresponsetothe
faltering request of the unhappy lady for
aid for herself and her starving children,
Bruce answered quickly, in tones of much
feeling, ¢ Certainly, madam, I will do all
in my power to aid you. When I was a
slave, working on my master’s plantation,
vou were known as one of the richest and
most elegant ladies of the country. and
now that times have so greatly changed for
us both, I shall Le glad of an opportunity
to scrve you.”? The ex-slave went at once
to the Departments, and his efforts were
go sueecessful that a few hours Ilater the
desolate widow was rjoicing in her ap-
po.ntment to a clerkship.

Tue Horny Hearting SysteM.—[From
the Utiea Herald.]—The Holly system of
heating by steam and supplying hot-water
is to be irtroduced in New York, Itisan-
nounced that the right of that city was pur-
chased last week; that a company is form-
ing, and $1,000,000 has already been pledgeed
to begin with. It is intended to divide the
city into five districts and supply steam and
water from five * plants,” or central bat-
teries, each battery containing fifty boilers.
Experiments bave demonstrated that steam
can be forced a distance of two miles in
any direction from a ¢ plant,” and the
inventor claims thut at more than double
that distance good service can be rendered.
In New York, if in any city, this system of
heating by steam ought to succeed. It is
clozely built, and the plan of living in flats
and tenements gives a much larger number
of eustomers in easy distance of a ** plant *’
than in apy city which has tried the sys-
tem. If cheapness, as well as convenieuce
and safety, recommend the Holly system of
heating in sparsely-built communities, it
ought to be the leading consideration in
New York. A fuir test in the metropolis
will be awaited with interest; and on the
result will largely depend the future of the
systens.
