We confess our disappointment in a great

degree; for amongst those from whom we

had expected to see the highest proofs of

integrity and nobility of manhood we nave

seen the most ignoble abandonment of true
heroism and honor. The class of men
upon whom we relied for the highest dis¬

play of the virtues which wc cherished as

Virginian jast as the old Romans styled the
same virtue* Roman were those who were

ready to fight upon the ninth part of a hair
upon the matter of honor. Having done
more to bring on war than other?, some

amongst them have been foremost to seek
to avoid the logical consequences of war.

"War always Involves the danger of defeat,
and true men never go to war without
thinking of the possibility of that. But
our eager, precipitate war men in
too many cases show themselves utterly
incapable of that high bearing and
*' God-like" fortitude which makes men

great in adversity. They craveuly shirk
the fate they provoked. They deny
the logic of their own acts and fly from
their private and public obligations as they
would from a plague. Oh, shanie to all wbo
make by their conduct the degrau...g con¬

fession that tbey are not equal to the exi¬

gency they have invited.that they are not

capable of rising to the height of their ob¬

ligations at a time when they are entirely
without excuse for failure to acquit them¬
selves as Virginians. Many of this class of
citizens are found in the ranks of that party
of forcible reiidjusters and clainorcrs for

reposing in the camp of the army that
makes war upon all 'faith and is seeking to
break dowu the protecting walls of civilized
society.
Tbe picture is, ala=, too true. And what

do tbe men ol little faith and little reason

hope to gnin by their disgraceful surrender
of their principles ? Defeat in war "was bad
and mortifying; but what was that com¬

pared with tbe surrender of mauly virtue
and public duty ? Absolutely nothing. If
we go on, and the State is made to stand
before the world as disbouored and dis¬
graced, bow will tbe people stand it 'i How
will tbe truant and faithless sons of Vir¬
ginia themselves stand it ? Have they no¬

thing at stake ? Have they not families-
sons and daughters.to be proud or

ashamed of their nativity, just as Virginia
may be honored or despised ?

Let all classes of men.those who are seek¬
ing to do that by which Virginia is to be
reduced to degradation and disorder as well
as those who are at a time of immense peril
endeavoring to defend her.reflect upon the
injury to all interests, public and private,
that must follow the success of the reckless
advocates of public dishonor. Tbe reflec¬
tion will help to strengthen the arms of the
loyal and wise citizens, who fight for Vir¬
ginia, while it should paralyze the strength
and resolution of those weak-minded and
weak-hearted men who forget their public
duty, and are ready to sacrifice both public
and private honor in the prosecution of
their plans for their own personal gratifica¬
tion.
The men who are agitating for the public

dishonor could only achieve success by
bringing blight upon the liiost richly-en¬
dowed State in the Union.

Some of our leading bankers were waited

upon and asked their opinion of tbe practi*
cnbility of the suggestions contained in the
above quotation. One of the oldest and)
most intelligent of the State-street bank
presidents, upon being interviewed, .'said in
substance, after reading tbe extract : ; .

" I agree with the writer as to the desira¬
bility of having our currency as good as the
best, and that it should be kept at its face
in real money, by which, of course, be
means gold. \Ve should all rejoice in this ;
but there is one serious objection to the
theory here suggested, and that is that if it
were carried out Government would be¬
come the banker for the country. In such
an event it would be impossible to prevent
expansion or contraction of the currency,
whicb, in that case, would be at tbe mercy
of any political party that might be in

power in the nation. It would, in effect, be
like
KEVTVIXG THE OLD UNITED STATES BANK,

which President Jackson so fortunately
killed by his veto. The money power, as

well as the religious and corporattve ele¬
ments in our society, should be divorced as

widely as possible from the Government.
It, however, a saving in the way indicated
can be made without exposing the country
to the dan;er of a Government monopoly
of the currency, and without disturbing
the faxed value of the same by undue ex¬

pansion, it would be well, perhaps, to have it
accomplished. But can it be done in the way
indicated or in any other way ? If Govern¬
ment issued only real money.that is stand¬
ard gold coin.the case would be altogether
different; but greenbacks are not real
money, and can never be made so until
Government receives them in lieu of gold.
This it hns never done, and it is therefore
idle to talk of making them a sound cur¬

rency, especially while their volume is lia¬
ble to be increased at any time. If. how¬
ever, some unknown means could be de¬
vised that would give us a reliable green¬
back currency without prejudice to the
safety of the nation.or, rather, without
the danger of a Government monopoly.I
for one would be perfectly willing to ac¬

cept it. But the effect would be to retire a

now in existence. This would be no great
calamity to the business community, for
there is a greater number now than is really
needed. In such an event I should expect
Government to remit our tax of one per
cent, on circulation, which we now pay, and
that we would get rtd of a number of other
expenses incidental to the present system
of banking, which might be saved us.

ple, in estimating what the banks realize
upon the bonds they have deposited with
the Government a* security for their circu¬
lation, do not take into account what the
banks pay back again or expend in other
ways incident to the system.

But it it
is only that the Government itself .hall be-
come'a huge banking monopoly, with all
the dangers that such a change of the
money power would imply, then they will

The same gentleman, in a later interview,

uttered some ideas which are here repro¬
duced in substance. Speaking of the gene¬
ral ignorance of finance, even among men

connected with banking institutions, he
said :
" The fact is, there are bank presidents

who might go out upon the street, pick up
any ten men at random, and it would be
found that they knew as much of finance as
most of the directors on their boards."
Again, he said : ''.Most men are peculiar in
this, that they pursue a theory not because
they Know it to be rigbl, butbecause they
have made it a hobby. And I venture to
say that even after they have become con¬
vinced that it is unsound they still adhere
to it because they have advocated it. I have
no doubt the hobby Greenbackers would
sacrifice everything in the interest of soft
money. They talk as if there was no such
tiling as dealings or intercommunication be¬
tween the nations of the earth; as if there
were no lines of steamships and no mer¬
chantmen trading from this country to
foreign countries, and that the people with
whom they traded would not take our

promises to pay in exchange for their mer¬
chandise.

BUT FACTS ARK FACTS,
and no amouut of sophistry can set them
aside. Our condition is as it is, and no

greenback theory can change it. 13ut these
Greenbackers ignore it altogether. They
would build a Chinese wall around us, and
hedge us in from the rest of the world, with
the presumption that we can produce all we
can consume, and consume all we can pro¬
duce. If this impracticable thing were to
prevail, I should, of course, remain here,
because it suits me best, but I should not
be hopeful of the future. Then, on the
other extreme, we have the very conserva¬
tive hard-money men, who cannot sec
that anything but gold, and gold alone,
is a safe currency. Uut, 'after all, those
extremists are the strong men of the
world, who give stiffness and backbone
to men's opinions. They are the positivists
who have their following, and the larger
that is the more they are entitled to serious
consideration. Moderate men do not take
well with the crowd, simply because they
are moderate, no matter how sensible they
mav be. So that, I suppose, we must, after
all,' take the world as it goes in finance as
well us in politics and religion, and behold
men of the strongest cenvictions, strongest
prejudices, and sometimes the strongest ig¬
norance, followed by the greatest multi¬
tudes."

WHAT ANOTHER DANK PRESIDENT SATS.
A younger bauk president, but a man of

reputed ability anions bis fraternity, was
next waited upon. 3n response to a re¬
quest for an opinion on the theory ad¬
vanced in the opening paragraph of this ar¬
ticle, be spoke in substance as follows :

44 It will be impossible to keep, in the way-
proposed, paper money at its face in real
money, so long as -our Government is con¬
trolled by politicians. Government cannot
help being exposed to the temptation to ex¬
pand the currency if it should assume sole
direction of it. I know that the ideu of
converting our whole currency circulation
into greenbacks Is a popular one, because
the people think the national banks are

making too much profit out of the
Government in their circulation~and in the
bonds owned by them and held by Govern¬
ment. But there are, to my mind, several
strong objections to this method. Govern¬
ment should be divorced as widely as possi¬
ble from any system of banking. The issu¬
ing of bank notes is not its business, and,
besides, such u procedure, is unconstitu¬
tional. If the Government should under¬
take to issue currency for the country it
would, in my opinion, open the door for a

vast amount of swindling and irregulari¬
ties in the volume of the currency. For one

Congress could undo what another bad
done, and the whole thing couid be made

It is true tbat under
tbe present system there-is a small profit to
tbe nationa l_banks from.the. bonds held by
thfrGovernment as -security for their circu¬
lation ; but I conceive tbey are fairly enti¬
tled to it. * It is one of those legitimate per¬
quisites fthich ate Incident to all im¬
portant human instructions. ' In otber
words, tbe banks are entitled to it
from tbe nature of their position, and from
the fact that tbey render a great service to

the business of the country. They consti¬
tute a sort of a highway for commerce, and
are therefore of the utmost importance.
Indeed, the business of the country could
not get along without their aid. And I may
say Sere tbat I think our present na¬

tional-bank system the best, under the cir¬
cumstances, that could be devised for the
interests of trade and commerce. Now, I
hold that banks should issue currency, and
hold tbe same redeemable in coin.in jrold,
I should say. Such a system would keep
our currency In a healthy state and make it

good money always. Whereas
IF GOVERNMENT ISSUED THE CURRENCY,

we have no guarantee that there would be
any limit to its i*sue. Our values would be
alfafloat and drifting. But the banks, hold¬
ing money in reserve to redeem their cur¬

rency, would give stability, and would in¬
sure a supply when needful. And I may
here say that I think the banks should hoid
larger reserves than the law compels them
to have. Such a course would be as much
for the interest of the banks themselves as

it would be of the business community. If
our national banks were stronger in this re¬

spect it would be all the better." -

" HoW do you think a bank on the plan
of the Bank of England would work?"
"I do not consider such a bank at all

necessary. "With us the national-banking
system gives the distribution of the Cur¬
rency to a large number of corporations in¬
stead of one, like the Bank of England. If
you mean a central bank, run by Govern¬
ment, the thing is out of the question, be¬
cause it is unconstitutional. Our national
system is a wise one."

The Washinjfton-Mob Tyranny.
SUMMARY DEALINGS WITH TIIE RIOTERS.RE¬

STORATION* OP ORDER.

"Washington*, July 29.. In the neighbor¬
hood of the excavations for the Printing
and Engraving Building this morning
crowds of loungers were assembled dis¬
cussing the situation, but there was no fur¬
ther riotous demonstration. A strong force
of police, mounted and on foot, were on

the ground, and the laborers went to work
under their protection. Snowden, the
colored man who was shot on Saturday,
is represented as being in a dangerous
situation on account of internal hem¬
orrhages. Henry Turner, Gcorgo Duval!,
and Jamas Campbell, of the rioters, were

arraigned in the Police Court this morning,
and were fined §10 each, or sixty days in
the work-house. Graham, who was promi¬
nent in leading the assault upon the labor¬
ers who were working for 75 cents or SI per
day, was sent to jail for three months. Co¬
hen, the leader of the agitators, was not

ready for trial, and his case was postponed
untii to-morrow.
The District commissioners this morning

received a communication from Isaac Co¬
hen, dated to-day, asking how many, when,
and for what purpose laborers will be re¬

quired upon District work, adding that it
will relieve the commissioners from a great
deal of trouble and annoyance, and J he
public from suspense, communicating the
answers to him. The commissioners thought
they would wait until he gets out of the
hands of the police before informing him, as

the knowledge could be of no possible con¬

sequence to him under present circum¬
stances.
The commissioners this morning gave an

order to the Inspector of Buildings to con¬

struct gun-racks in each of the eight police
station-houses for twenty-iive muskets each.
These are the arms procured from the
United States arsenal last Saturday.
While it is not believed there will be fur¬

ther serious trouble, the police authorities
continue, to take extra precautions to pre¬
vent breaches of the peace. Mr. Hill, the
Supervising Architect of the Treasury, has
published a card concerning the work of
excavating for the new Bureau of Engrav¬
ing and Printing, in which he says:
" While this office has nothing to do with
the rate of wages paid by the contractor, it
has every interest and desire that the men

should receive a fair uav's wages for a good
day's work, and has taken the only means

of protecting the men in its power, that of
insuring payment to them by the insertion
of a clause in the contract providing for the
withholding payment to the contractor un¬

til obligations incurred by him for labor
and material on account of this work shall
have been satisfied. I understand that the
rate paid by the contractor is from §1 to

$1.25 per day. If. on account of the
scarcity of employment and the num¬

ber of laborers unemployed, a sufficient
number of men are willing to work for
these wages, it is their right to do so, and
no one has the right or should seek to deter
them from so doing. The only efl'ect of
such a course is to delay the bricklayers,
masons, carpenters, &c., from commencing
operations. Probably the largest part of
the S.'100,000 appropriated for this building
will be paid out for labor and material in

this city, and the purpose is to push the
work to completion as rapidly as possible.
I am directed to do this in order to give
employment to needy workmen, and al¬
though the work must all be done by con¬

tract, made after public advertisement to

elfect will be to dclav the work, and thus
deprive will.ng workmen of the' opportu¬
nity of earning their bread."
