WIS, August 8.—The re-
cent expo=é of William H. IHiner, Iate
treasurer of the Grand Lodge of Musons of
Wiseonsin, has ecaused great astomshment
throuchont the State,  Ever sinee the meet-
e of the Grund Lodge in this city, in
Jnae last, it has been known in Masonic
ciretes that Mr. Hiner was deficient 1 his
aeeounts tressurer to the extent of

nearly =to.:00,  He then was in attendance
at the sessions of the lodge, and promised
1o make eood the deficit within twenly
dave,  With their Masonic charity and se-
creey for whieh the order is said to be pro-
verbial the malter was kept quiet in view
of the promised early settlement.  But the
promise not laving been folfilled. and the
Exeeutive Committee of the Grand Lodgze
Lavine been instrueted to colleet the amount
e from My, Hiner's bondsmen, some of the
prethren beean to leak, and within the last
two davs the seandal has become publie
property. From the mass of idle rumors
which are afloat the following 15 stated as
the facts in the case: Mr. Hiner has been
treasurer of the Grand Lodge for.nine
vears, He is a resident of Fond du Lac,
G for twentv-eicht years has been an
active busigess-inun of that city. For about
fifteen vears last past be has been part pro-
prietor of the Union fron-wotks, of Fond
du Lae, an estabhshment which dia a large
bmsiness in the foundry line and the manu-
fucture of wiil-machinery and stationary
engines, Mp. Hiner's reputation ns a citi-
zen and business-man was of the best. e
was a prominent Mason, as witness his re-
peated retlections to the office of trust
which b held for so many consecutive
vears. His business being in such a
prosperous candition, and - his standing
smone his fellow-citizens being so high, he
wis emsidered by Iis Republican friends
as the most eligible candidate for ofticial
honors,  Accordinely he was three tiges
consecutively clected senator from the west-
ern distriet of Fond du Lae county. His
expericnee at Madizon doubtless turned the
Lead of a man who is natarally of aretir-
ine disposition and fond of home-life. Tle
hegan to have smbition for bigher oflice.
and made repeated efforts for a place on the
State ticket,  Sharper politieians than he
carried o the persimmons and allowed
Him to foot the bills, He was mueh in the
<ociety of a class of political figurers of ex-
prensive habits, and it is more than suspect-
e that Hiver paid more than his share of
political assessments and other Madisoun ex-
nenses,  Hard times eame on, Politics dis-
tracted Tiner’s attention from his business,
which begus to sutler, A treasurer of the
Grand Lodee, he had in his control $4,000
to 25,000 in United States bonds, and as
wueh more n State bonds,  In (1874
United States bonds were hypotlie-
eated for  an advance of money to be
used in his business. So the sueccecding
vear the State bonds went the same way, it
being Mr. Hiner's intention, a8 1t always is
of tressurers in such cases, to make the de-
ficit rood in a short time, And if business
had been oo he undonbtedly would have
squared up.

“We deem it inexpedient to nominate
eandidates for Governor and other State
officers, hecause, owing to the condition of
rffairs in this State oceasioned by rifle-club
rale and two years of Democralic su-
premacy, it is impossible for Republican
voters in many counties without incurring
ereat- personal danger to organize for the
campaign or to vote at the election when
held.”

Frauce.
THE FRANCO-AMERICAN TREATY CONFERENCE.

PAr18, August 8.—The project fora tom-
mereial treaty which. the Fravco-American
conference referred to a committee last
night is embraced in n document entitled
¢ Memorial by the members of the Franco-
American Conference to the United States
Congress and the French Chambers.”” The
memorial calls attention to the langour of
commercial relations between IFrance and
the Unitea States, and declares that the rea-
son is foupd in the respective import duties
of the two countries. It also discusses the
causes which oppose the extension of trade
between the two countries—these being the
instability of the valuc of legal money in
the United States, tbe increase of customs
duties, and the progress of some branches
of American industry or the ereation of new
NNeEs,

One section of the memorial contains the
project and basis of a (reaty of commerce,
which is offered as a basis of discussion,
and committing meither delegation to it.
This project provides that either country

shall give to the other tbe same commercial

advantages, which it gives the most favored
nation ; preseribes conditions of assessment
of ad volerem duties at shipping points;
provides for "a revision of the American
tariff on French products, with a detailed
sehedule for silks, wines, and spirits; stip-
ulates that it either nation imposes a domes-

tic duty it may be imposed on that of tbe

other party to the treaty ; exempts from the
operation of ull the clauses of the treaty ex-
cept the clause on all dock, harbor, and
kindred dues for local facilities ; guarantees,
reciprocal rights to- citizens of the respect~
ive countries in the ownership of eommer-
cial marks, emblems, and stamps,

FURTHER MOBILIZATION OF AUSTRIAN FORCES.

Ttoxe, August 8.—A Vienna dispatch to
the Reuter Telegiam Company says: ©In
view ol the insurrectionary movement in
