Letter from Henry Hudnall, Esq.
[Correspondence of the Richmond Dispaich.]
Loxpox, Julyv, 1878.
The Strand, formerly a mere road along
the oozy banks of the Thames—whence its
name of Strand, or shore—runs into Fleet
street at Temple Bar. The crowd and roar
of London rush past you with a deafening
noise, but you have only to pass through a
decorated archway in the side of the strees

| opposite.Chancery lane to enter a region as

free from the bustle of the vain world as if
you had suddeniy invaded the silence of
some ancient temple of Eleusinian myste-
ries. You are in the sacred precinets of the
Middle and Inner Temple. There was for-
merly an Outer Temple, owned by the
Knights of St. Jobn, in the time of Edward
L, but the only remains of it are two col-
umns forming the bigh gateway at the bot-
tom of Essex street, near where Cleopatra’s
Need:e is lying on the magnificent embank-
ment which now separates the Strand from
the Thames. v

The Inns of Court arc large establish-
ments containing apartments for the resi-
dence ol law students, the offices of barris-
ters and solicitors, ancient and superbly-
decorated halls containing libraries of vast
extent and value, and chapels and rooms in
which several of the courts are beld. There
are four of these Inns—the Inner Temple
and Middle Temple, Lincoln’s Inn, and
Gray’s Inn—which hold tbe privilege of
admitting students to the bar. Not a great
many years ago, it is said, it was suflicient
if the candidate paid the customary fees and
attended the term dinners a prescribed
number of times; thus eating his way
through a succession of roast-beef and
plum-pudding up to the highest honors of
the bar. But whetherthat was a slander on
the profession or not the student is now re-
quired fo pass an examination—whether
more r1gid than is common with us, I am
not prepared to say. In connection with
these Inos of Court are eight Inns of
Chanecery, which are used as chambers
principally by solicitors and attorneys.
Each Ion of Court is govered by Benchers,
who fill up vacancies in their own body
from amongst barristers of at least seven
years’ standing.

The Temple is the principal amongst the
Inns of Court. 1t was anciently the hospi-
{iwm or inn of the Knights Templar. Upon
their suppression in 1313 the property
passed into the hands of the Knights of St.
John of Jerusalem. During the reign of
Edward II. it was leased by them to stu-
dents of law. At the dissolution of the re-
liglous houses the whole Temple property
passed to the crown, and in 1608 James 1.
conferred it on the two law societies of the
Inner and Middle Temples, who now hold
it, and their survivors forever,

Just below the Inper Temple lane is
Mitre Court, within which is the celebrated
Mitre Tavern, the favorite haunt of Dr.
Johnson and Oliver Goldsmith. Unless
vou wish to linger a while at the Tavern
for the sake of its associations, you pass
into the narrow lane, at the bottom of
which you reach the only existing relic of
the residence of the Knights Templars in
these courts, which is the old Temple
chureh of St. Mary’s, whick escaped the
great fire of 1666, in which most of the In-
ner Temple was destroyed, From the pave-
ment you descend several stepsinto a poreb,
and enter the building through a grand
Norman archway into the Round church
built in 1183, in imitation, it is said, of the
Round church of the Holy Sepulchre at Je-
rusalem., Upon the paved floor of this
room are eleht recumbent figures or effigies
of templars in full armor, with their feet
erossed and their palms placed together over
their mailed breasts, as 1f in the attitude ol
prayer. On the left is a marble monument
of the learned and voluminous lawyer,
Jobn Seldon, and on the right is the efligy
of Robert Ros, one of the Magna Charta
barons. DBetween groups of marble col-
umns you enter the main auditorium of the
chureh, where the services are performed.
On the morning of the first Sabbath I
spent in London I attended service here,
and listened to the finest-toned organ
and one of the finest sermons that I
ever heard. The preacher at the Temple
is called ¢‘the Master,” and is selected
by the Benches from among the most
learned and eloquent divines ol the Church
of England. The present ¢ Master ” is the
Rev. Dr. Vaughan. By the side of a paved
walk, along the north side of the churcebh, to
the- « Master’s 7’ residence, is a plain mon-
ument shaped like the top of an old-fash-
joned coffin, on one side of which is this in-
scription: “Here lies Oliver Goldsmith,”
Opposite to the entrance of the chureh, in
larze letters bigh up on the wall, you read :
«Dr, Johnson’s Building.” - Ail around are
lofty buildings, at the entrances of which
on boards, or the mouldings of the door-
ways, are painted the names of the various
barristers who occupy chambers there.
They do not style themselves on their signs
as *John Smith, Attorney and Counsellor
at Law,” as is customary in the New World,
but simply *¢Mr. J. Swmith, 1st Floor,”” or
second floor, as the case may be.

The various courts of the Temple are
surrounded with charming associations.
In Brick Court they will show you on the
first floor the office where Blackstone wrote
his ¢ Farewell to the Muse,” and where he
afterwards wrote the fourth volume of his
Commentaries. If any law student should
find any difference in the style of this vol-
ume to its disadvantage over that of the
other three volumes, he may find a reason
for this in the fact to be learned in Brick’
Court that the author of the Vicar of Wake-:
field had taken the Tooms above the learned
commentator, and was in the babit of in-
dulging in  roaring comic songs and the:
{rolics of his supper parties. Here, after
life’s fitful dream, poor Goldie died.

‘To this eclassic. neighborhood is King’s-
Bench Walk, where Lord Mansfield bad
chambers. In ¥Fountain Court is the Middle
'Pemple Hall, and near by, separated from
the Thames embankment by a lofty iron
railing, are‘the celebrated Temple Gardens,
where, according to Shakspeare, the War of
the Roses was_inaugurated. Tempora mu-
tantur! Over the beautiful green sward I
saw troops of merry children gamboling,
and the roses had all turned to beds of
chrysanthemums, the especial flowers of the
Temple. ; ; !
Marblé busts: of Elden and Stowell,
noble frescoes .and alcoves. ol books, you
will find in the hail of the Middle Temple.
Here Shakspeare’s Twelfth Night 1s sala to
have been acted under the supervision -of
the great dramatist himself. In the garden
they show you & tres
thew Halo, 1n Brick Court is a curious old
sun-dial, with this familiar motto inseribed
under it, “Time and Tide tarry for no
man ”; which, with a slight variation, has

Let us cross. the street, now filled with
.omnibusses, hansoms, and hackney-coaches,
and enter Chancery lane, with Serjeants’
Inn to the right, behind St. Dunpstan’s
church, the bells of which make such an in-
fernal clatter that you would suppose the
saint bad employed as. a ringer the devil,
whose nose he is said to bave pulled with 2
pair of red-hot pincers. In Fetter lane is
the new Record office, where is kept the
celebrated Domesday Book, written in two
yvolumes on vellum. Before you reach Lin-
cola’s Inn you encounter a dingy old court-
yard containing tbe Rolls Court and Chapel.
In the Chapel is one of the noblest pieces of
monumental sculpture that vou will seeany-
where. It ig the tomb of Dr. Jobn Young,
master of the rolls in the time of Heénry
VIII. The aged master reposes in efigy
upon a sarcopbagus within a circular arch,
on the back of which the half figure of the
Saviour rises in low refief between two che-
rubims. In the panel of the pedestal1s the
inscription and date— :
DOMINYS. FIRKAMENTVYM, MEUM. MDXVI.

"You enter Lincoln’s Inn tbrough a mag-
niticent brick gateway, with the date 1518
over it. I haven’t time to tell you all about,
it, but it may be briefly deseribed as 'a cor-
poration of lawyers similar to those of the
two Temples. It has a vast library. The
hall contains a large fresco called < The
School of Legislation,’””. representing the
law-givers of the world from Moses to Ed-
ward L, and Hogarth’s ¢ Paul before Fe-
lix.” 1n this pieture the artist has intro-
duced a dog, with a collar ‘marked Felix,
smelling the great apostle’s shins where the
gyves had rubbed them, The library is
adorned with a noble statue of Erskine by
Westmacott. Lincoln’s Inn i3 a favorite
residence of lawyers. Among the distin-

lived here were Lord-Chancellors Somers,
Cowper, and Harcourt; Camden, Lough-
borough, and Erskine. Across the square
is the Old Hall, an insignilicant building, in
which the Courts of Chancery used to sit
oceasionslly, and which Dickens "bas de-
seribed in connectlon with the case of Jarn-
dyce vs. Jarndyce, in * Bleak House.”

Thename Lincoln’s Inn came from Henry
de Lacy, Earlof Lincoln, whose town-house
about 1512 occupied its site. Lincoln’s-Inn
Fields, called by Dickens, with no propriety
that I could discover, *the perplexed and
troublous valley-of the shadow of -the law,”
is one of the largest and shadiest squares in
London, filled with magnificent elms, and
laid off in charmingly-contemplative walks.

Gray’s Inn, north of Holborn, formerly
belonged to the Earl Gray, of Wilton. The
buildings are in the French style, with
steep roofs and small-paned windows, and
contain a handsome hall built in 1560.
Here Lord Bacon wrote his Novum Orqan-
um, and in the garden planted some trees,
which, like the noble hand which once
tended them, bave long since yielded to de-
cay. William Cecil, the great Lord Bur-
leigh of Queen Elizabeth’s reign, was onc
of the many distinguished members of
Gray’s Inn. -To the readers of the Specia-
tor, who I Tear arebecoming somewhat rare
in these days, Gray’s Inn, with Sir Roger
de Coverley, is made as familiar as house-
hold scenes, When you have finished your
walk past its red-brick courts and retraced
your way down Chancery lane past the no-
ble walls of Lincoln’s Inn, and passed
again through the shady, quiet rambles of
the Temples, you may rest yourselt in the
¢ Garden of the Roses,”” beneath the shadow
of ancient elms, where the witty, the wise,
the great, and the noble of past' ages bave,
like you and your friend of an hour ago,
met and passed away forever. - H.

A CoLoRep CLERGYMAN PREACHING IN
W ESTMINSTER ABBEY.—[From “the London
Daily News, July 26.]—Yesterday after-
noon, for the first time in the history of this
place of worship, a sermon was delivered in
Westminster Abbey by a colored 'divire—
the native Bisbop of Hayti. There was but
a_small attendance; owing, probably, to the
fact tbat the event had not been made suffi-
ciently widely known. Taking for his text
the twenty-third verse of the twentieth
chapter of St. Matthew, “Ye shall drink
indeed of my cup, and be baptized with
the baptism that I am baptized with; but
to sit on my right hand and on my left is
not mine to give, but it shall be given to
them for whom it is prepared of my Fa-
ther,” The Bishop spoke in singularly
pure and well-pronounced English of the
meaning of these words with regard to mo-
dern missionary enterprise, his remarks be-
ing listened to with the utmost attention by
the congregation.

" How Five WoMEN ESCAPED FROM THE
PENITENTIART.—On Sunday torning just
before 2 o’clock five female convicts—
Amelia Roussell, Jennie Beatty, Susanna
Collins, Columbia Collins, and Mary IIall—
escaped from the penitentiary.

Susanna Collins carried her infant out
with her, aged about nine months. Amelia
Roussell and Jennie Beafty are white; tbe
other three are negroes. These women
were imprizoned in an ordinary irame
structure, which is guarded day and night.
The two white women occupied a room to-
gether, and cut their way through the lath-
ing and plastering into the passageway, and
then went down the steps into the yard.
They then unhooked the door of the room
where the three negro women were con-
fined, and the five were then free. They
then burned or cut a hole through
the panel of the door and got
into the wain yard. From the yard they
made their escape. by prizing open the
wooden door which leads into. the lot on
Belvidere street, and they were then [ree,
and walked along Belvidere street up the
Frederickshurg railroad. About two  or
three minutes after they went out the peni-
tentiary bell struck 2, and where the guard
was just before that hour cannot now be
aceurately ascertained.

Amelian Roussell is a pative of Paris,
France. She was sent to the penitentiary
from Norfolk city about a year and seven
months ago for a term of five years for
stealing a valuable lot of diamends, which
were never recovered.

Jennie Beatty was from Norfolk.- She
was serving u second term, and was in this
time for nine years. She was received at
the penitentiary in April, 1877. She was
first convicted of shooting a woman With
intent to kill, and the second conviction
was for assaulting a man with a bowie-knife
with intent to kill. Sheistwenty-five years
old, complexion dark, eyes'blue, and hair
red or *sandy.”’

Susanna Colling and Columbia Collins
(colored) are mother and daughter. They
were received in August last for six years
each, from King and Queen county, for
grand larceny. Mary Hall (colored) was re-
ceived from Winchester in February, 1877,
for six years, for grand larceny. 'This was
her second term.
