o Professor W. B. MeGilvray, prineipal of
Leigh school, of Richmond, Ya, The af-
ternoon was devoted to the preliminary ex-
ereises of the institute, which will begin its
working exercises to-morrow morning.

LATER DETAILS OF THE DIRASTER--25,
- POUNDS OF POWDER AT ONE 'BLAST—A VIB

TO THE HCENE ¢

KILLED AND WOUNDED, .

[Spectal dispatch to the Evening Ball

PorTsvILLE, August 10.—You have read
in the worning papers of the terribie explo-
sion of Dr. Lineaweaver’s powder maga-
zine, which occurred here on Saturday af-
ternoon. Your correspondent was all over
the ground yesterday, and realized for the
tirst time what terrible force can be exerted
by the consumption of 25,000 pounds of
powder in one blast. In the first place, all
that remains to mark the site of the house
is the trench in which the foundations were
laid. Around this, extending about a hun.
dred fect on ‘every side, is a miniature des-
ert. the grass burned off, and nothing but
blackened stumps remaining of the laurel
bushes with which the slope was scattered.
This and & much wider zone beyond it are
thickly strewn with fragments of fron pow-
der-kegs in sizes ranging from a tack-head
to a soda-biscuit, with here and there (but
very rearely) a piece which may have been
half a keg. There are a very few stones on
this ground. The massive walls of the
building were thrown much furtber.

PATHS OF THE EXPLOSION,

-

The first thing that attracts the visitor’s
attention is a lane that looks like the track
of a tornade—as, indeed, it is—cut through
a grove of pines to the east of the magazine.
In this lane, which may be seventy-five feet
wide, every tree is cvt off at a height of
twelve or fifteen feet, and the stumps that
remain are studded all over with marks ol
the stones that struck them. The fallen
tops, the bushes, the ground, and everything
along ths track, iscovered with a thick
coat of dust. It leads directly toward
Mount Hope village, a collection of twenty-
|tive or thirty bouses—mostly frame—a su-

burb of Pottsville. The first house, that
of James Galbraith, distant about 250 vards
from Lhe scene of the explosion, isa wreek.
Doors were blown in, windows blown out,
the roof shattered, the walls bolged out, the
weatberboarding pierced with holes, snd
the whole so badly vsed that it will have to
be taken down. Some of the broken glass
was driven into the bead of Mr. Galbraith’s
little boy, inflicting painful though not se-
rious wounds; but there were no other cas-
ulties here.

The same fate in greater or less degree
visited all the houses in the neighborhood.
Half a dozen or more will have to be torn
down. and of the rest all will need exten-
sive repairs, The farthest house in the
villaze, nearly or quite half a mile from the
macazine, shows a hole in the side through
which one might thrust his head. Nicholas
Madara's house stood facing a corner of the
building, and as the walls seem to have
given avay first at their weakest point, the
centre, tbe stones of which they were built
went straight out from the house. Madara’s
house was, therefore, in the angle between
two lines of missiles, and was not damaged
by stones; but it was shattered by the con-
cussion. AMrs. Madara was standing in the
eate. A stone came flying toward her,
broke through a picket-fence a hundred
yards away, struck and shattered the cate-
post, driving the splinters into her flesh,
then passing, cut down in succession a
cherry- and a peach-tree, and was stopped at
last Ly a forest-tree in the woods bevond.
Such was the foree with which they were
propelled,

TUE SOUTH WALL .
of the building, after entting down a tree
two feet thick, whieh stood near it, passed
over the brow of the hill and over an open
common. The smallest stones were dropped
tirst, while the heavy ones were deposited
in the hizghway ut the foot of the hill, on
the railroand track, and in the adjoining
fields. The course of this wall is marked
by a swath as murderous-lookmng, but not
as distinet, as that of the east wall.

To the westward there was compara-
tively little damage done, though stones
were thrown as far as Bull’s Head, 'a mile
away, und some reports say much fnrther.
Laflin & Rand’s powdershouse, near by, was
badly shattered. and the breaker and oul-
puildings of the Gate-Vein colliery will
need exlensive repairs, but there were.no
other structures on that side.

THE CASUALTIES AT THE PIC-NIC,

Go down the northern slope of the hill,
across o sinall stream, through a grove of
pines, which look s if a heavy cannonade
had mowed their tops and shorn their limbs,
over another hill nearly as high as the first,
where few traces of devastation are seen,
acrose another rivulet, and you come to the
fatal pic-nic ground, balf a mile, at least,
from the magazine, in a peaceful little val-
fey, which no missile could reach unless it
dropped from a great height, But it was
just in range of the heavier stoncs of the
north wall. Had the merry-makers been
nearer the powder-house they would have
been safer, for there is a neutral zone, in
which few stones are found; but on the
pie-nic zround large powdes-blackened
stones are scattered profusely, some of them
a load for two men to lift, IHere Andrew
Gallighan and Richard Vaughan were kill-
ed, and ten or a dnzen wounded, nearly all
on the legs and feet,

PUBLIC OPINTON,

The powder-louse stood for thirteen
vears, and nobody saw mueh danger in it.
Great care was used in handling its fiery
contents. There was no chance for spon-
taneous combustion, none for communi-
cated fire, and very little for incendiarism.
It was closed with a heavy door, and the
only apertures were one or two small ven-
tilators near the roof. Nobody dare light a
malch or smoke a cigar in or about it, and
no workmen were kept there lonzer than
was absolutely necessary. 1t seemed impreg-
nable to anything but a stroke of lightning,
and it is snid that this is the tirst powder-
magazine on record that was ever struck
by lightning. Now that it is gone, bhow-
ever, people are very much moved and ex-
cited about it. 'They wonder how they
could have permitted so dangerous a neigh-
bor to stand near their dwellings all these
years, forgetting that the magazine was first
on the ground. They blame it us the cause
of ereat wretchedness and wisery, and talk
of muletine Dr. Lineaweaver, the agent,
and the Dupont-Weldy Company, his prin-
cipals, in heavy damages, They also talk,
and much more sensibly, of ruising a sub-
seription in uid of the sufferers, who are
deserving, for they are poor, industrious,
and honest,

THE EFFECTS OF THE CONCUSSION
are to be seen far beyond tho range of the
stones. On Ceutre street, Pottsville, a mile
snd a half from the magazive, several plate-
rlass windows were broken. Much damage
was done to the windows of the court-house.
All the houses on Howard avenue, one of
the most aristoeratic quarters of the town,
have heavy glaziers’ bills to pay, and in all
the western part of the town ceilings were
shattered, glass broken, doars forced open,
and a great deal of miscellaneous damages.
Altogether, it is probably the severest blow
that has ever fallen upon the town of Potts-
ville. st ’

that lLe made it after consultation with
Mr. Matthews (Mr. Hayes’s brother-in-
Jaw), and Mr, Matthews told him and
urged him to say squarely that Mr,
Hayes would bave notuing to do orsay
to Packard. Foster said he would,
but said he was afraid to take too.much
upon himsell to say that; but Mr. Mat-
thews rciterates his desire that Foster
should say so plumply, and further said:
« It I were to speak I should say it because
it is truth.” Foster further said be did not
see the mode by which Hayes could accom-
plish the practieal recognition of Nicholls
as Governor, to which my informant re-
plied : **Let him ask Nicholls it T withdraw
the army and gunboats will you assure me
you will not establish your gzovernment
by bleodshed and bloody retaliation, and if
Nicholls makes the pledge let him with-
draw them.” Now, Ellis, this is the first
thing I bave ever heard as coming from
Haves, directly or indirectly, that is worth
acting upon by any southern man. We do
not want offices, but we do want to get
our States and our people free from
carpet-bag government, Ought you not,
if an available opportunity offers, to
serve your people, to spring forward at
once and see if you can’t free your State?
T think you should at once see Mr. Stanley
Matthews, and ask him if Governor Hayes
will give you some assurance that he will
not maintain Packard in his dominion of
your people.
