i The Tariff on Snsrar.
Baltimore, August 19, 1878.-

To the Editors of the Dispatch, Richmond :

Prior to 1861 Baltimore, Richmond, Nor¬
folk. Wilmington, Charleston,. /Savannah,
Mobile, and New Orleans, bad a large and
prosperous trade with the sugar-prod ncing
islands, ond were among the large distri¬
buting markets for grocery sugar, and in
.return sent their produce direct to the West
Indies for a market, as tbey would naturally
do by tbe laws of trade; but owing to the
present mode of collecting the revenue on

sugar.a tariff that was ingeniously ar¬

ranged during the war, when tbe South had
but few representatives In Congress, and
those of such character that tbey were bos-
tile to the.intere^t of tbe South.none but
low grades of sugar can be imported. Such
sugars have to go through the refineries be¬
fore going into consumption, on which the
reliners pay onlv 1$ to cents duty, while
the pure, rich old-fashion grocery sugars are
made to pay a duty of 4 to y cents, wfiich is
prohibitory, and we are compelled to buy
our sugars from those refiners, the product
of which is adulterated to such an extent
with filucosc, sulphur, and other chemicals
that the percentage of sacharine matter can

hardly be obtained with the polariscope.
Thus our entire trade m that article has

been transferred to New York and Boston
to benefit this privileged class at the ex¬

pense of the legitimate trade of the South
Atlantic cities.
No favors are wanted from the Govern¬

ment in collecting the revenue on sugar.
But we ask them to adopt the broad plat¬
form of " the greatest good to tbe greatest
number," and give us a specific tariff for
revenue only of two and a half cents on all
grades of sugar, without regard to color or

test, instead or the present one-sided tariff
in the interest of New York and New Eng¬
land. Such a tariff would abolish the Dutch
standard-color test, and the revenue could
be collected by simply weighing the sugar.
It would destroy all opportunities for
bribery and fraud afforded by the present
tariff to unscrupulous importers and re¬

fineries.
The South Atlantic cities, with their in¬

creased railroad facilities and connections,
would again become the great distributing
points for sugar.

It would give them a commerce with the
sugar-producing countries.

It would give tbe western cities a choice
of markets. .

It would open up new avenues of trade
to her merchants.

It would «ive her railroads the traffic
to which they are entitled.

It would give her people the benefits that
wouldaccrue from such. :

The trade here have organized and are

Tricks of linnkrnptN.
THE BUSINESS OF SUPPLYING CHEAP ASSETS TO

¦RASCALLY DEBTOUS.

The supplying: of worthless securities to
figure as assets in the accounts of fraudu¬
lent bankrupts is a regular business in New
York. A reporter of the New York World
answered an advertisement of a lawyer
named IJadley, who did that sort of work,
and had an interview, of which he gives a

full report, names and all :
It appears from inquiries made by the re¬

porters of the World that the business in
which Mr. Hadley is engaged is followed by
other people. A well known Wall-street
broker said yesterday : «. There is no doubt
that a great deal of business is done in the
way of buying cheap or worthless stocks and
holding tnem for use by intending bank-
runts who want to make a show of assets.
There are men on the street, for example,
who confine ttiemspives to transactions of
this kind. When Erie or Wabash or Han¬
nibal and St. Joe, or any of the stocks that
have fallen very low are down at the lowest
ebb, thev buy them if they rise, all right,
tliey make a profit; if they do not rise tney
sell them, for something more than they
paid for them, to intending bankrupt,
wiio put them in their exhibits as assets,
and claim to have bought them at a high
figure and to have failed bccause of their
decline. The transfer papers or bills of
sale are so manipulated as to date back tiie
purchase of the bonds to the time when they
were quoted high, and I he creditors are com¬

pletely fooled ; the newspapers report an¬
other failure caused by speculation on'Wall
street, and the bankrupt goes on his way
rejoicing. A favorite line of securities for
this sort of business are certain southern
State bonds which have been and are very
low, but which can be made to appear to
have been bought when first issued or when
quoted high. Nearly all the worthless secu¬
rities on the street go into the hands of the,
professional bankrupt attorneys, who use

them for this purpose. Of course it is al¬
ways more plausible to appear to be stuck on
a stock which has at some time been quoted
on tbe Exchange than to fall back upon
some nameless "land company or mining
stock, though that, too, is done sometimes."
Another broker said that it was the fraud¬

ulent bankruptcy business which kept alive
many of the swindling mining and laud
concerns in the city. " Of the stock that
they sell," he said, *. one half goes to mer¬
chants who know it is worthless, and only
take it for the purpose of having it as an

exhibit in their assets, and the other half is
bought by innocent fools who do not know
any better. As bankruptcies multiply the
demand for worthless stock increase?, and
tbe more worthless it is, the^better."
Recently a Gardiner lady, who has a sum¬

mer cottage on tbe Squirrel, sent the follow¬
ing note to her husband In Gardiner:
"Please send me by return boat my cash¬
mere morning-dress, trimmed with blue
silk. You will find it on the third hook to
the left of tbe wardrobe door in the east
chamber." The next day the lady was at
the wbarf, and a market^basket was tossed
out addressed to her. On the top was a

newspaper, and thcu the skirts of the ele¬
gant moruing-drcss were disclosed, and
nestling in its silken folds were a cabbage,
two beets, six cucumbers, two quarts of
string beans, and a dozen ripe tomatoes..

The prospects for the Fair
are, we qre informed, very encouraging,
and we learn that entries are now being
made, and we would remind exhibitor*
that the entry-book will be closed on 22d
October, one week before tbe Fair. We
cannot say too much in favor of our ener¬

getic Agricultural Society. In many re¬

spects it is the life of the State.

Mr. Watkins's Fcneral..The funeral of
the late H. Harrison Watkins, Esq., took
place yesterday afternoon at 4 o'clock from
the First Baptist church, the services being
conducted by Rev. Henry McDonald, pas¬
tor of the Secoud Baptist church, assisted
by Rev. Dr. Joshua Petcrkin, of St. James
Episcopal church. Dr. McDonald delivered

a feeling discourse, which was supplement¬
ed by a few remarks by Dr. Peterkin, in
which he paid a glowing tribute to the
Christian life of the dec ased. The funeral
cortige included the members of 44 F "

Company Association and a number of the
members of the present company, who
were In attendance to show their respect
for the memory, of a beloved aud honored
comrade; and the church was filled with a

large congregation of friends of the family
of tbe deceased: At the conclusion of Dr.
Peterkin's eulogy the remains were taken
to Hollywood Cemetery and deposited in
their final resting-place.the services of the
Church being then concluded by Rev. Dr.
McDonald.

Tiie Colored Educational and Histori¬
cal Association..Yesterday the Associa¬
tion adopted Mr. Bowsers resolution,
that all members who owe the Society for

more than one year's dues shall be dropped,
and they shall not again become members
except upon the payment of $1.50." Rev.
W. IJ. Derrick's resolution, "that the col¬
ored people be advised to beware of those
who seek to array labor ogainst capital,"
<fcc., reported back from the Business Com¬
mittee, was laid on the table.
The following, proposed by President J.

W. Cromwell, was adopted: '. That tbe
thanks of this Association arc specially due
to the trustees and Faculty of the Richmond
institute for the successful efforts they arc
making to afford the facilities of a higher
education to the eolored youth of this
State." .

Dixon. Committee on Scholarship : J. II.
Bowser, Rev. A. Binga. and W. C. Roane.
Last night 31 r. W. H. Brooks delivered

an address on u The Objects and Aims of
the Society." and there was a general and
protracted discussion of the question, " Shall
we Emigrate ? " Our reporter was forced
to leave before this question was decided,
and the Association adjourned sine die at a

late hour.

Tiie Mozart..The weather last evening
was delightfully cool and pleasant, and con¬

sequently tbe audience at tne Mozart was
much larger than for some weeks past. Tbe
instrumental performances were all excel¬
lent, and were well received by tbe au¬
dience.
Mr. John D. Redford sang two solos for

tenor. <'Sbe is sd Innocent," by Lecoeq,
and "Lullaby. O, Baby Dear," by Wbeat.
Mr. Bedford, besides being a general favor¬
ite. lias a voice of surpassing sweetness,
and, as a matter of course, everybody was

pleased.
Signor Jardella's clarinet solo (An Eve¬

ning on the Alps) was splendidly rendered,
and gave general satisfaction.
Tbe duo for violin and piano, " La Favo-

rita," by Dr. Bartkowski and Professor
Reinhardt, was finely rendered. Tbe Baton
was as usual, exceedingly'-sprightly. In
addition to an amount of racy reading, it
contained some well-timed andsensible.sug¬
gestions as to tbe style of music presented
to tbe Mozart audiences.

BOARD OF ALDESnenr.

No Measures Asalnnt Yellow-Fover to
be Taken.

A called meeting of the Board ol Alder¬
men was held yesterday even ingr.President
Meredith in the chair; and present, Messrs.
Barksdale. Bass, Beall, Cabell. Dickerson,
Gasser, Kelly, Lipscomb, Todd, Wagner,
and William*.
The -object ol the meeting was to take

measures^to prevent the introduction or
yellow-fever into the city,
Dr. Cabell, president of the Board of

Health, stated that he had authority under
the State law to exercise supervision over

suspected vessels, and now all that he wish¬
ed was the means. What he proposed to^do
only was to employ a man at Old Point to
notify him of the approach of vessels from
infected ports, so that they might be looked
after before they arrived here. He didn't
propose to establish a land quarantine. He
regarded that as practically impossible, even
If desirable. Judge Minor, of the Henrico
Court, bad consented to the establishment
of a quarantine-ground, extending for a
mile below Warwick. The amount placed
ut the disposal of Dr. Cabell, in conj unc¬
tion with the Committee on Health, is about
$375.

'

THE PRIMUS.
Mr. Beall thought that the measures con¬

templated were unnecessary, and would
prove costly to the city and greatly inju¬
rious to our commerce. He thousht that
the brig Primus had been put to unneces¬
sary cost and trouble in throwing out her
ballast.^ .

Dr. Cabell refuted the idea that the Pri¬
mus had been subjected to much trouble or

expense. The ballast would have had to be
removed anywnv. The vessel, in his opin¬
ion, never could have been fumigated with¬
out the removal of the sand-ballast.

A DOCTOR PROTESTS.

Dr. R. G. Cabell (member of the Board
from Jefferson Ward), entered his solemn
protest against doing anything at all. He
declared that 150 years' experience was
that yellow-fever could not live here. The
disease is not contagious. It will not pro¬
pagate here. The soil will not furnish the
material for the disease. Dr. Cabell was

willing to take his chances here with only
the shield which nature lias placed around
llicbmond In her elevated position and
salubrious air.
Dr. J. G. Cabell agreed with his brother,

Lb at the disease Is not contagious, but it
may become epidemic by bringing the nidus
[jere in a ship. He didn't regard it as at all
probable that the fever would come here.
All he would ask was that suspected vessels,
like the Primus, should be attended to. In
that case the cost to the vessel was only
$12.75.

WHAT SHALL WE DO ?
Mr. Barksdale hardly knew what to do

where doctors disagree; bur he felt that
whether yellow-fever could be established
here by an^epidemic was not for him to de¬
cide; but as theiewas a possibility of our

nifferine from it, he thought that the presi¬
dent of the Board of Health should be given
the small amount of money desired.

TIIE REAL QUESTION".
Mr. Cannon asked that the resolution

from the lower branch be read. It was read
as follows :

Jiesolved (the Board of Aldermen con¬

curring). That the president of the Board
of Health, with the approval of the Com¬
mittee on Health, be authorized to take such
measures as in his opinion may be required
for the protection of our city against yel¬
low-fever, the amount so expended therein
to be paid out of the fund set aside for the
Board of Health.

DELEGATED POWERS.

Dr. Ii. G. Cabell and Mr. Cannon con¬

tended that the Council could not delegate
the powers of establishing a quarantine
(given it by the General Assembly) to the
president of the Board of Health aud the
Committee on Health.

THE POWElt OF THE HOARD OP HEALTH.

President Meredith (.Mr. Bass in the
chair) said that quarantine could not be
established except by the action of the
Council itself. The president of the Board
of Health considers that he has the right to
establish quarantine. That being his view,
President Meredith could not vote for the
resolution. He was willing to put an agent
ut Old Point, and was willinsr to make un¬

usual efforts to l<ecp the city clean, but was

opposed to a quarantine.
President Meredith construed the State

law as giving the president of the Board of
Health no power at all to interfere with ves¬

sels until the Council have established a

quarantine. When the quarantine is estab¬
lished bv the Council the President o! the
Board ol Health is clothed with certain
powers.

THE LAW.

Mr. Cannon protested against the con¬

struction the president of the Boaul of
Health put upon the State law. In his judg¬
ment that officer cannot now establish quar¬
antine. Xor can the resolution of the Com¬
mon Council give it to bun. That power
resides in the Council.
Dr. Cabell, the president of the Board of

Health, contended that the quarantine-
grounds (on the river) were already estab¬
lished by ordinance, and that the State law
gave him authority to stop suspected ves¬

sels there, lie never had an idea of estab¬
lishing a land quarantine.
President Meredith explained that the

qunranline-yround had been established by
ordinance, but not the quarantine.

Dr. Cabell still maintained that the State
law was imperative upon him to stop sus¬

pected vessels at the quarantine-grounds
(below Hancock's island), and said that tin;

City Attorney sustained this view oi his
authority and duty.

REJECTED.

The question being upon the adoption of
the Common-Council resolution, the vote
resulted as follows :

Ayes..Messrs. Barksdale, Dickerson. Gasser, and

^NOes*!.Messrs. Bu<«. Beall. Cahell, Cannon. Kelly,
Lipscomb, and Meredith.7.

So the City Council will take no action
about fever.

THE CHICAGO VISIT.

The clerk laid before the Board the Com¬
mon Council resolution proposing to send
the Chief and two members of the Fire
Committee to the Firemen's Convention at

Chicago September 3d.
Mr. Beall, a member of the Committee on

Fire Department, advocated the resolution.
He put the limit or expense at $100. Mr.
Beall said that the Fire Department of

Richmond is far from being efficient, and
the visit of officials to Chicago would proba¬
bly be highly beneficial to it.
Dr. Cabelfopposed the resolution.
It was adopted.
AID FOR SUFFERERS BY YELLOW-FEVER.
Mr. Wagner offered a resolution request¬

ing the Mayor to issue an address appealing
to our citizens to contribute to the aid of
the suffering people of the Mississippi val¬
ley, and to appoint committees to make col¬
lections. Adopted. .
