Election of Pastor of Eleventh-Street

Sy.vagooue.Beth Ahaba..The congrega¬
tion of Beth Ahaba (Eleventh-Street syna¬
gogue) have elected Professor A. Harris, of
Cincinnati, their pastor, in placc or Rev.
A. Hoffman, deceased. Professor Harris
was highly recommended to the congrega¬
tion, and an invitation having been extend¬
ed to him to visit this city and deliver a ser¬

mon, he came to Richmond, complied with
the request, and gave such satisfaction that
it was determined not only to give him a

unanimous call, but, if possible, to keep
him in the city whether or no. He has ac¬

cepted the call, and will immediately enter
upon the discharge of his duties. On Sat¬
urday at 10 A. M. he will preach his inau¬
gural sermon.
Professor Harris is a native of England,

and comes to Richmond very highly en¬

dorsed. He was educated at the Liverpool
College,, from which institution he went to
the universities of Leipzig and Berlin. He
succeeded Rev. Dr. Mendez, father of Dr.
Mendez of New York. as head master of tire
schools in Jamaica. Subsequently he ac¬

cepted an appointment as minister in the
Reform Temple in Charleston, S. C. ; after
which he succeeded Dr. Mendez as head
master of a large educational establishment
in London. From there he was called to a

charge in Savannah, Ga., and after a brief
period was appointed professor at the lie-
brew Union College, Cincinnati, Ohio, where
young men are trained for the ministry.
Every pupli of that institution of learning
was under Professor Harris's tuition. He
is a gentleman of flne personal appearance,
about forty-two years of age, and said to be
a polished speaker.

Pakdoxed..Tbe Governor yesterday par¬
doned Eugene Freret, wbo "was. in June,
187S, sentenced by tbe Hustings Court of
Danville to tbe county jail for twelve
months for larceny. In tb is case the Gov¬
ernor says: His application for pardon
was approved by tlie judge nnd prosecuting
attorney. lie is upwards of fifty-two years
old, and has a family, consisting of wife and
seven children, now in New Orleans. He
has already be<m in jail more than twelve
months, and expresses an anxious wish to

go and care for bis family in tbe fever-
smitten city. His attorney, gentlemen of
standing and respectability, urge that bis
petition may be granted. He is therefore
pardoned tbe residue of bis term."
Tbe Governor also pardoned Aaron Tow-

ell, who was "convicted of perjury in tho
County Court of Cumberland at the Janu¬
ary term, 187S, and sentenced to one year's
imprisonment in the county jail. Applica¬
tion was made for bis pardon on tbe ground
that the ofl'ence was committed under threats
of a dangerous man, the accused being small
and timid.

MANCHESTER AND VICINITY.

Improvements on Porter Street.A
Glance at Manchester's Fifth Avenue..
No thoroughfare in the city has undergone
more improvement or entered more prompt¬
ly into the spirit of progress than Porter
street, particularly that part lying between
Ninth and Thirteenth streets.

"

The evi¬
dences of recent improvement are plainly
discernible. The front of the old Taylor
mansion has undergone such a changc as to
be almost unrecognizable. At this place
the street-excavations were of such a charac¬
ter as to destroy the time-honored and
beautiful porch, front, yard, Ac., which
were the pride of the owners and
the envy of passers-by. The dwelling
is now embellished by a front both
unique and beautiful in design, and,
while it is more modern and stylish, is
doubtless not as dear to the hearts of the
owners as the original one.

Turner, all between Ninth and Thirteenth
streets. These residences arc mostly of
brick, arc all handsome, and combine to
make these four squares the handsomest,
all things considered, in the city.
