. Richmonders Among the Alps.

' MARTIONY, July 13,1878,

Dear Dispatch: While all the good peo-
ple of Richmond are swellering, amid the
ninetics a cooling note from these Alpine
helghts may not be unwelcome, and may at
least divert their thoughts for a moment
from their warm surroundings, and hence
I wlll,give you a brief extract from ay
“log.’

Thursday morping arose early and en-
joyed a good breaklast, and then found our
mules and guide at the door. It was quite

A NEW EXPERIENCE,

but we mounted bravely. Ferguson, on the
s yaller mule,” led the train, and said mule
was called *“Allegretto.” Next came J. on
a brown, with short, quick steps, and hence
named  Staceato,” while the bay, ridden by
W. lagzed fearfully and was called “ Ritar-
do.” This * musieal”” crew, with the guide
on foot, wound its tortuons way up the
steep mountain-sides and through wild
gorges; then on shelf-like paths, with the
bold and ragged face of the mountain rising
far above you to the very clouds, and at
vour feet the sheer face of the precipice
losing itself in the depths below. Thus we
zigzagged along, sometimes in the sunshine,
then in the clouds and pouring rain; but
heing well wrapped in my water-proof, 1
did not sufter.

I can never describe the grand, wild
scenes through which we passed this day.
About noon we halted for a rest at Tele et
Aoire, in the midst of the most majestic
Alpine scenery, and lunched on & jutting
rock overhanzing n fearful gorge, through
which roared a foaming mountain torrent.
Then our ascent began again, upward and
onward ; once through a tunnel and along
the mountain-sides, and then down, down,
until we resched the sweet

VALE OF CHAMOUNIX.

Passine the Mer de Glace, where fields of
<now and ice stretched far away up amid
the heights, and from which issued streams
of iev water, we reached the quaint villuge
of Chamounix iteelt, nestled snugly amd
the everlasting hills on every side, with
peerless Mount Blanc in all its snow-cladd
«lorics rising grandiy up in front. Have
been in the saddle for nearly len hours to-
duy. but so filled with wonder and awe at
all we have beheld that we scarely feel
woeary.
After locating ourselves at the hotel, we
strolied part way up the mountsin-side and
eot refreshments at a prefy Swiss cottoge
by the roadside—fresh milk, eoflve, eheese,
bread, and honey—the Iast item being con-
sidered an indizpensible en all Swiss tables.
Then we waited for the foes and clouds to
lift from Mount DBline, and ounr patience
was inost amply rewarded, for I feel sure
that 1o one ever bad 2 more striking view,
As e watched, a ereamy-gilded dome, as
of some vast temple, emerged from the
clouds mway up 1 the distance,
STRANGYLY BEAUTIFUL
and awe-inspiring. Then the vapors fald-
ed themselves mway, aud the erandest
leights of the mountain, all clud in purest
snow and iee, shone forth in wondrous |
clory, all eilded over with the soft rays of
the declining sun,-while peak after peak
sprang forth like mighty hosts of armed
men, lifting thew rugged heads far up mto
the licavens. Weould that I could deseribe
this matehiess vision, but my pen fails.  As
we passed over the mountains to-day we
SV uny
WAYSIDE CRUCTFIXES,
some to mark the spet where travellers had
perished w the snow, and others, with the
virgin and clinld, in a nicbe, for pussing
worslnppers.  Met many Swiss women
driving very small donkeys, heaped up with
immense louds of bay uud grass; oilrer wo-
men with greal hampers on their own backs
filled with grass or fazgols: and no matter
how these poor women were engaged, they
were ahcays knilting.  Saw many Swiss
cottazes and chalets along the way, but I
am satisfied that they are more poetie and
romantic in appearance than comfortable
within, Towurd evening we could hear
the musical tinkle of the bells on the cows
anil moats scattered throuxh the woods
and on the sides of the erags as they were
cathering home for the night. Met many
of the pessantry during the day, and was
atruek with their universal politeness ; even
the Loys and wirls always taking off their
hats as they cheerily call out  Bon jour,
Mossicur.”” Friday morning was bright
and zlorious, and our view of Mount Blane
was almost perfeet.  Afler breakiast W,
tonk passage in the diligence for Geneva,
where we will join him ou Saturday, while
J, and Ferguson began an Alpine ¢limb up
1he mountain-sides,  Part of our walk wus
through
A CAVERX OF ICE,
and in itz ehilly depths we gathered grow-
ing leaves and flowers, About 10 AL M.
we returned to our hotel, where we mounted
our intrepid mules for ancther day’s ride
back to Martigny, but by a different route
than that by wihich wecame.  Aswe jogged
along through the charming valley of
Chamounis, the skics were clear, the sun
very hot, and the towering nlls and woun-
tuins covered with ice and snow all around
us. At 12 o'clock we began the ascent vig
Col de Balme, und we had no wagon-roads,
sueh as we passed over yesterday, but sim-
ply o nurrow wule path, sometimes not over
ficelve inches wide, nlong dizzy heights and
ticlds of fce; and sowetimes in the nariow
bed of some dry wmountain stream, filled
with loose stones, and seareely a perecpti-
ble spot tor our bessts to put a foot down,
Thus we ascended up, and still apward,
until we reached the summit, some 8,000
feet high, where, in one
MAGNIFICENT VIEW,
we took in the entire chain of Mount
Mane and ike surrounding mountuins of
Aiguilles de Tour, de Argenticre, &c., with
the mighty glaciers extending down into
the green valley, making a panoraimi won-
drous beyond coimparisen.  On the top we
found a rude chalet and refreshments, and
tourists going either way, while the cold
blasts of winter fuirly howled around us,
After luneh and resting awhile we walked
on alicad of our muleteer, resolved to make
the deseent on foot, 'The path was wild,
narrow, and tortuous, and it seemed impos-
sible for our mules ever to gel dowa the
steeps which we encountered. Ve passed
over Gelds of ice and pure white spow, and

three ¢ bouis™ of
OLD-FASIIONED SNOW-BALLING.

Then we started a huze boulder from ils

bed, and witnessed its wild, fearful leaps
down the mourtmn-sides until it made a
tinal plunge, and was lost in the gorge be-
low. Next we found a wonderful eccho
coming back to us from the opposite neights,
some wiles away, across the gorge, return-
ing cvery word and syllable us distinetly as |
uttered by us, with quite an interval of
time between the call and the answer, We
laughbed, we sang, we shouted all sorls of
sense #nd nonsense, and the effect was
amuzing, Finally, Ferzuson could not re-
sist giving, with a vim, his famous" * Ty-
rolese warble,”” which mude the mountains
ring again. At the foot of this wild pass
we rested, for our gulde to overfake us, and
we could cateb oecasional glimpses of our
train, hundreds of feet above our heads,
slowly picking their way down tbe dizzy
pach. Finally we were
é ALL ABOARD”
again, and ofl for another climb of sometwo
hours, and then down, down, down once
more, through the deepening shadows of the
evening, until we reached our hotel, well sa-
tistied with our trip to Chamounix and back.
We felt a little worn und jaded, but in good
condition generally, and did talk a (tittle of
purchasing our well-tried mules for the re-
mainder of our summer tour, especially
s Allegretto,”” who bravely maintained his
charucter to the end.
Phe variety and beauty of the mountain
flowers i3 charming, and we guathered some
to-day from beneath walls of ice, and others
alongside the far-reaching tields of snow.
Altogether, this jaunt among the Alps has
been one of our most enjoyable experi-
ences since leaving dear old Richmond.
