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Yesterday, the first day of our Circuit
Court for the August term, brought to-

^tber one of the largest crowds which has
tver assembled in our court-house. At 11
o'clock his Honor Judge Kelley adjourned
court, in order that the people of Lee might
hear the three congressional candidates-
Colonel J. B. Richmond, Governor F. Mc-
Mullin, and Captain S. H. Newberry.who
.were present, discuss the Issues of the can-

Bv consent it was arranged that each gen¬

tleman should have an hour, with fifteen
minutes rejoinder. The court-room was

packed to its utmost capacity from the oar

to the gallery, there being fully six
of fcbe yeomanry of Lee present, till there

was not left standing room for an «. 8x10
editor," as the Governor styles us, so we

spread a newspaper upon the apron of a to-
hacco*b^mcarc(l $tovc just atthcioft of tlifc

speakers' stand, and hardened our con¬

science for a three hours and three-quarters
tilt between the three gentlemen seeking to
honor the Ninth district by representing her
in the Forty-sixth Congretis of the United

Colonel Richmond and Captain Newberry
were sitting alone upon the rostrum, the

Governor as yet having failed to put^hi an

appearance. There was a lull, and then a

burst of applause as Colonel Richmond
arose and opened the triangular discussion.
Colonel Richmond began his speech by an¬

nouncing that he bad come not to the
hearthstone of his birthplace to tell the peo¬
ple who he was, and to give tbem a history
of himself; nor had he come to a people
who knew his record of the past to tell
them that be was a rekdjuster or that he
was opposed to the funding bill, lie had

come home, he said, to bis people as the
standard-bearer of the great Conser¬
vative party in this district to tell
them what he proposed to do when he

was their representative in Congress, and
to give them his views upon the great issues
of the dav.the money, the labor, the reve¬

nue, and the judicial questions. He said he
was in favor of an expansion of the green¬
back currency to a volume which would
meet the wants of the people and the de¬
mands of commerce; but be would not tfive
liis consent to the issuance of such an

amount of money as would render it worth¬
less as it was in Confederate times, and he
would insist that in order to keep up the
value of our money abroad that it should
have a basis equal to specie. He counselled
the people against making a conflict be¬
tween labor and capital; their relations to

the people were identical : that when money
was flush labor would command fair
wages, and until there was more money
labor would sutler; that labor was de¬
pendent upon capital, and capital was pow¬
erless without labor. He was in favor of a

repeal of the internal-revenue laws from
beginning to end. He reviewed at consid¬
erable length the doings of revenue offi¬
cials : how farmers were compelled to take
their little crop? of tobacco to distant ware-

bouses, and forced by law to sell to lings,
and at prices which were ruinous to pro¬
ducers. He was opposed to Mr. '1 uckpr s

bill giving the Supreme Court of the United
States supervisor)' jurisdiction over the
State courts; in fact, he was opposed to the
Federal Government interfering with the
affairs of the States, either with the judicia¬
ry, the military, or the executive; and be
claimed that too much power was exercised
over some of the States already^ aud that
tbi3 evil should be corrected.

Colonel Richmond then turned his atten¬
tion to his opponents. He said that Gov¬
ernor McMullin charged him wltn being a

funder, and the candidate of the funding
party of a district. He relerred to the
journal of the Home or Delegates for his
record upon all matters of State politics.
He showed by his record that he had been
opposed to the funding bill from the first;
that he was in favor of an equitable com¬

promise of the State debt upon the terras
set forth in his speech of acceprance at

TVytheville. But he considered this ques¬
tion in no way connected with a race for
Congress. He* would therefore not discuss
It publicly, and only gave his views now

"because some foul-mouthed asperser had
preceded him with the report that he was a

fundcr.
He dealt some of the heaviest blows upon

Governor McMullin that this ancient dema¬
gogue has ever received at the hands of any
opponent since he became a political aspi¬
rant in the days of yore. He said the Gov¬
ernor claimed to be'a statesman, and that he
bad figured iu the halls of legislation with
some of the greatest men of the age. Colo¬
nel Richmond said it might be true, but if it
was the case he (Richmond) thought like the
negro who found a one-pound catfish on his
string when he had left a ten-pounder there.
*' If dat is my fish it has out-sveunk any cat
«lat I ever cotch." If ever Governor McMul¬
lin had been a statesman he had out-swink
any statesman he had ever seen. Oeclinehed
the Governor on the bank question, and
showed him to be a most unconscionable
usurer; he made the Governor acknow¬
ledge that he was a director in the Bank of
Marion, and that his wife helped him
"skin" the poor man at the rate of twelve
per cent, by being a stockholder in the
Abinjrdon Bank also : he read an advertise¬
ment in the 3Jarion paper offering for sale a

certain tract of land, belouging to Robert
Goolsby, to enforce the payment of $2,000
with interest at the rate of 'twelve per cent,
per annum, payable semi-annually, under a
deed of trust. This was a death-blow to the
Governor ; all bis loud professions of love for
the poor man and his hatred toward banks
was exploded, and his deceptions upon
the people were exposed iu their meanness.
The Colonel then "went for" Captain
IfewRerrv with ungloved hands. He de¬
manded "of Captain Newberry to know
whether he had or had not voted for the
funding bill of 1867. The Captain's mem¬
ory would not serve him, and he had to reply
that " he did not recollect," Colonel Rich¬
mond's effort was the happiest of bis life,
and we cau truthfully sav that we do not
believe he will lose ten men who heard the
discussion.

Soon after Colonel Richmond began speak¬
ing Governor McMullin came rushing into
the court-room, mounted the rostrum, and
demanded that Colonel Richmond allow him
to speak first. The Colonel would not sur¬
render the floor, and amid cries of "Go on,
Blchmond, go on ! go on ! " the Governor
took bis seat and waited bis time, occasion¬
ally interrupting Colonel Richmond and
asking, "Tune up? Time up?" .

Governor McMuHIb's speech, which fol¬
lowed Colonel Richmond's, was the usual
tirade on conventions, lawyers, banks, &c.,
which has been beard so often by every man
iu this district that it is useless for us to
report his remarks. He was in favor of the
issue of greenbacks to the extent of bil¬
lions. [We heard a by-stauder say that the
Covemor could say a billion dollars easier
than be could say a dollar and a half.] He
wanted the State of Virginia to turn the set¬
tlement of the State debt over to Congress ;
he wanted three Governors elected for Vir¬
ginia, and wanted to go to Congress be¬
cause he was a farmer and a friend to the
poor man.

Captain Newberry followed. He put him¬
self upon the broad platform of Greenback,
And advocated the issuing of two billions of
greenback legal tenders, with which the
l»0Dda should be redeemed; the money
should be Rood for all debts, public and
private, and should be based upon the faith
«f the Government. He was an inde¬
pendent candidates-independent of all par-
ties. The National party bad a good plat¬
form, but be would not tie to it; the Ke-

\ publicans would not do, and "the Conser¬
vative party," he said/ "has plunged the
country into bankruptcy, 8nd has had its
«ay, and i want no more of it." 4
