Anotber objection to it is the fact mentioned,
1hat covering with chaff prevents the wee-
vil. E. R. says early thresbed and clefned
wheat more frequently escapes rust, and
aceounts for it by saying that the egzs may
be laid in the chaff covering the grain. He
mentions ¢ Pride of China’ scattered over
and smong the wheat as 2 preventive to
weevil. Also, the spreading the wheat not
more than six or eight incbes on the floor,
and thus prevectling the egus hatching by
want of insufficlent Leat. Weevil in corn

is prevented by keeping it in the shuock.
While on this subject will you give me
space to iention a preventive of “fly” in
wheat which I erossed to-dny in the Farm-
ers’ Hegisler—not new, but possibly ub-
known to some farmer« ? It is to souk the
seed-whent in water ten or twelve hours,
then spread on the barn-floor. and then
spinkle over it air-slacked lime, quickly
shovelling up the grain and mixing wizh the
lime. Lime sowed on the whent in the
spring is ulso believed to be very useful in
destroying fly.” If «fiy 7 is found in the
wheat in the fall, then after it has gotten
some growth it sbould be grazed and

SUME REMARKS ON FOOLS.

Against stupidity, says a great writer, the
very gods fizht invictorious.

Simi-
larly a single fool may be an object of com-
miseration or ridicule; but as one of
2 countless multitude he becomes an ob-
ject of no small consideration. What,”
said Prince Hal. speaking to his boon comn-
panion Poins of his father’'s expected death,
s what would’st think of me if I should
weep?”

It
would be every man’s thought,”” rejoins
the Prince, ““and thou art a Ulessed fellow
70 tlink as every man thinks; never
a man’s thought in the world Kkeeps
the road-way better than thine)” And
this, 8s a general ruie, is' just the vant-
tage gronnd of a fool; hLe has plenly
of company to keep him in countenuance.
And this of necessity, since be usually
forms his opinions of men and things less
of his own judgment than from outside ab-
sorption. Even in this age of mulfiplied-
olozies and indefinite newspapers, the num-
ber of people who take their opinious, like
their hats, ready made, is abundantly
large ta prove that it would still be a
dangerous experiment to unloose the
fool-killer upon any civilized commu-
nity., Of course. we don’t speuk now
of that invetrute type of the genus fool of
whom it is said in Eoly writ that though
you bray hiw in a mortar with a pestle, yet
will not his fully depart fromn him, On
such an one arenment or remonstration is
alike wasted. Dut there is not a few of us,
dearly beloved, who take rank with those
of the long-eared persuasion merely be-
cause it is the fughion to be-haw; mcre.
1v because we prefer to listen to the
voice of passion or prejudice rather
than to that of reason; merely because we
don’t wunt to be at the pains of thinking
for ourselves, For example, how else is it
possible that a paper like the Richmond
W hig sheuld venture to recommend to the
people of Virginia as a panacea for all their
financial ills, to do what in them lies to
strew the State *‘two feet deep” with
an issue- of irredeemable greenbacks ?
What would we tiink of a man who should
gravely propound 1t as an axiomatic truth
in governmental science that the people
were made for kings, not kings for the peo-
ple? Toour ears tbe proposition sounds
monstrons enough; yet it required the ex-
penditure of millions of treasure and the
lavish, outpouring of such blood as Hamp-
den’s to estiblish the converse. Would the
Whig’s sreenback proposition sound less
monstrous if we could look at it as a
mere abstract question? Unfortunately
we all want money very badly, and in the
fond hope that there is a possibility of
getting it by such a echeap metbod as that of
voting for 1t, we are very willing to allow
ourselves to he persuaded by any sort of
reasoning that looks to so delightful a con-
clusion. Now, nothing is impossible which
does not involve a contradiction. ILis pos-
sible that a defaulting casbier levants with
trust-funds committed to his charge for
the sole purpose of furnishing a wurning
against dishonesty to the rising  genera-
tion; it is possible that the murderer of
old Mr. Nathon committed the deed for
the sole purpose of furnishing the cround-
wvork of a mysterious romance; it is possi-
ble that people will continue to take us
money the promises to pay of a Government
_ that never pays; all this no doubt is possi-
ble, but it is su extravagantly waprobable
that 2 man who would net upon such possi-
~ bilities as factr wouid be pretty gemerally
ieamunad as a fit subject for the unuie asy-
