2, We demand that the bhonds of the
United States, now payable in Ilawfal
money, be at once paid in such money, and
that it be made legal tender and receivable
by the Government for all debts, dues, and
demands,

3. We demand that the issue of bounds by
the United States shall cease, and that no
rurtlier interest-bearing debt shall be con-
tracted by the Government.

4. We demand the repeal of the iniamous
public-credit resolution of 1869, o far as it
relates to Londs issued before its passage.
and the payment of such bonds in lawiul
meney. the eurcency in which they were
pavable before the passage of said resolu-
tion.

5. Weadvoeate a protective tariff, which
shall keep our workingmen from competi-
tion with the pauper labor of Europe.

6. We demand that the national-bank
notes be retired and legal-tender notes sub-
stituted for them as quickly as may be con-
sistent with fairness to tbe hanks and their
cuslomers. -

7. We demand that the internal-revenue
1aws be so wodified as uot to discriminate
arainst any pertion of the country, and
that taxation st_il reach tie rich a8 well as
tbe poor, and be levied uuiformly on all

progerty. :

8. We declare that in justice to the peo-
ple. of the United States, which has been
betraved by its Legislature in the iuterest
of the bondholder, the currency necessary
to pay all bonds net expressly declared on
their face to be payable in coin shali be
issued and paid out in redemption of sueh
b> «ds without rezard to itz value in coin;
that the Government should pay in the cor-
rency wherein it coutracted te psy, and by
the issue of such currency epable the pri-
vate debtor to do the like.

9. That the currency issued for the re-
demption of the bonds payable iu lawful
money should not be redeemable in coin,
except at the option of the Government,
por at an earlier period then thirty years
after the issue of the same. ;

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The nomination of Colonel Newman was

made unanimous.
COLONEL NEWMAN,

A committee was appointed to wait upon
Colonel Newmaun to inform him of his nomi-
nation. He was speedily produced before
the conference in open session, and was
received with applause. He said that he
was at loss to find lanzuage to express bis
appreciation of this work of the confer-
ence’s confidence. The position for which
he bad been nominated was one that, until
three or four days ago, he had never dreamed
of. Upon coming to Richmond be found
friends who urged tbat his humble name
aad abilifies were essential Lo the advance-
ment of the cause for which they were one
and all so earnestly laboring. Without
knowingz who would be the uominee of this
conference he bad determined that he would
abide its decision. At first bis inclination
was to decline to permit the use of nis
name, but being persuaded that he ought
to serve if mominated, he yiclded, and
would now give the best eiforts of his mind
to this eause.

Colonel Newman said that at this Iate hour
(6 P, M.) it would scarcely be expeeted that
Iie would give his views on the currency
question at length, DBut he shiould be par-
doned for saving a few words. Why, be
asked, was this organization and the nomi-
nation netessary ? The answer he gave was
because a persistent efibrt is being made to
carry the Conservative party over to the
old Bourbou Democracy. Ile had been a
Democrat himself—had been nominated for
tbe Senate by the Democrats and elecled by
a majority, in an opposition county, for
whichh be would ever be proud, He was
going before the district as a candidate now
beeause that distingeished gentlemun, Gen-
eral Johnston, is not in accord with the
people. General Johnsion stands on a plat-
forin of redeemable goeenbacks.  That
would not meet the demands of the hovr.
The General has not come out against that
abomination the specie-resumption act.
Hence his ovwwn candidacy was, in the speak-
er’sopinion, necessary to prevent the disirics
being carried over to hard-money. Tf th's
money i3 to be redcemable. said he, you
have only to caleulate how much gold there
is in the United Sintes to ascertain the limit
of your curreney. You will find, he claimed,
that we already bave about twice as much
currency as we bave gold to redecm.

Colonel Xewmaun dwelt pathetically upon
the present condition of business. He
spoke of our schools suspended, and our
fuctories standing like Egyptian monu-
ments—all attributable to contraction, he
intimated. Greenbacks came to us in our
hour of trial. They have sustained us and
restored the Union, and the Colonel thought
they were what we still require.

The Colonel further declared that he
meant to enter the canvass zealously. [lis
heart was in the fight, He religioasly be-
lieved that they were right.  He should un-
sheathe the sword and throw away the scab-
bard., Long as there was leit a rag of the
flac of “our pacty” he wonld be found
waving it,  When the last shred was gone
be would still Liold the pole aloft. Regard-
less of trinls and trouble, and backed by the
conference, though but an humble farmer,
he would push onwmd, he believed, to a
srecessful end. [Great applause.]

A PRECIOUS POINT.

Mr. Minor offered a resolution in eftect
that in the eanvass now about to commence
Colonel Newman be instructed to divide
time with no one but **the Conservative
aominee.”’ The reason for this, Mr. Minor
explained, was that the Conservatives were
preperinge to flood the district with can-
vassers of all eolors and conditions.

A delegate, who promptly jumped to his
fcet, velled out nis desive that the words
« Conservative nominee” be changed to
ssopposition nominee.”” Anotherone, unwil-
ling to concede that the party which nomi-
pated General Johnston is the Conservative
party, wished to call them in the resolution
wthe Johnstonites,” Another member de-
elared that if this Greenback party wished
to be treated with resveet, tuey must so
treat their opponents. To eall them “Jolin-
stonites?? would, in his opinion, be undig-
mitied and disgraceful to the eause. Dy
eeneral consent the words “ Conservamve
nominee? were changed to ** Democratic
neminee,”” as it was saxd that General John-
ston aceepted us a Democrat—not as a Con-
servative. The resolution was adopted. So
Colonel Newman will divide {ime with
General Johnston, hut with no one else.
