Arrival from West Virginia of the
Northern Gas Manufacturers.

SOME INCIDENTS OP TBIER TRIP.BTG DIN-
NEK AT"CANNELTON".VISITS TO WHITE
SULPHUB, CHARLESTON, AND STAUN-
TON-EKCJEPTION AT R I <jHM 0ND.PER¬
SONAL.

On Saturday afternoon last a party ol
'gentlemen representing large gas- and iron-
.manufaeturing interests. some of them ac«
compan itd by ladies.ielt .New York on the
steamship Old Dominion for a trip to Rich¬
mond and the coal-iieids of "West Virginia.
Their guide,, counsellor, and friend wag
Colonel J. J. Gordon, superintendent of the
Chesapeake and Ohio Railway's coal agency
in New York. On account of the Old Do¬
minion getting aground near Hog Island
they did not reach Richmond until Tuesdav
morning. Though quite a large number of
onr dignitaries and other citizens went as
far down the river as City Point, they
did not then have the pleasure of meeting
the visitors. Tuesday morninsr they left bv
special train for the White Sulphur Springs,
where they spent that night. Wednesday
General St. John took them in charge, and
they went leisurely down the Kanawha Val¬
ley, stopping wherever there were objects
of* interest, and paying particular attention
to the coal-mines and coke-furnaces.
A highly respectable number of gas en¬

gineers of this country have declared their
belief that the "West Virginia gas-coal is
the best and cheapest obtainable. The re¬

putation of this coal i« gradually extend¬
ing, but as yet the mines are producing not
a tithe of what they arc capable of. One of
the chief objects of the railway company in
inviting these gentlemen to visit West Vir¬
ginia was that they might get some insight
of the coal-beds; see how the mines are
worked ; how the coal is shipped, and such
other information as those engaged in the
manufacture of gas generally desire for the
promotion of their business interests. Many
mines were visited. Operators and opera¬
tives were talked with, and a flood of light
was shed upon them concerning West Vir¬
ginia coal.
